There is no loyal resident of Michigan who is not in favor 

of doing all that can be done to build a stronger and better 
piiblic school system  than we have at the present time.

Such a belief is a part of the code of every good citizen, 
even though there are certain  pressure groups who would 
have you believe otherwise. The main argum ent seems to 
revolve around the question as to the best way of accomplish­
ing this w orthy pu:*pose.

Some pressure groups thought that constitutional d iver­
sion of sta te  funds would be the proper way. Others who 
w ere just as much interested in the public schools, and prob­
ably more so than some pressure groups, thought otherwise.

Those who had made a careful inquiry into the proposed 
constitutional diversion am endm ent realized that millions 
of dollars would be diverted to various units of government 
about Michigan that didn 't need a cent of additional state aid. 
They opposed the am endm ent because of this waste of tax 
dollars.

The other day Carl Rudow, one of the alert and observing 
political w riters of The Detroit NewS, went up into one of 
M ichigan's northern  counties to make some inquiry as to how 
some of this diverted tax maney was being spent.

The pot of gold at the end of the sales lax rainbow has 

brought riches—and a headache—to ihis cut-over country.
It has poured money into school and township treasuries 

in Missaukee County—w here taxpayers are few and there is 
little w ealth to tax.

Diversion of revenue from State funds, ordered last No­
vem ber by Michigan voters, has upset the applecarts of local 
governm ental units which didn't need the shower of dollars.

The dollar downpour, which brought cheer to cities, 
brought unhappiness to this and other northern  cut-over 
counties.

Missaukee County's public schools now have more money 
than they dream ed of. Its townships will get eight times what 
they used to levy in taxes.

"Our townships don't need this ex ira  money." declared 
John Bosscher, th rifty  McBain Hollander, who serves as 
chairm an of the board of supervisors. "Some of our schools 
need help, but most of them  don't. Our county road commis­
sion needed money, but diversion gave it none."

The gift of gold, Mosscher said, had throw n everything 
out of balance.

A ttem pting to assure some sort of sane spending among 
its newly rich units, the board stripped the schools down to 
the bare four-mill local tax levy necessary to qualify for regu­
lar State school aid. It refused the townships even a penny of 
the local tax dollar. '

"But things still are out of kilter," Bosscher declared. "If 
there was an off-balance in favor of the State, it's the p ther^°^ '°";’[7® committees w ill be re­
way 'round, now." ’ n sponsible for the success of the

"It looks like the State really did need the money." Boss­
cher said, w ith thoughts of curtailed building programs, the 
veterans bonus, the three-cent cigaret tax. and of^her steps the 
Legislature took in a tem porary recovery move.

Missaukee County has 8,000 residents, $4,000,000 in tax ­
able property  and some 86,000 acres, or one-fourth of its area, 
in State-owned land. Its highest salary to a county official is 
3,000 a year. The sheriff gets $500 a year and fees or mileage 
which b rin g 'a  total of about $3,000. The county court house 
burned in 1943 and business is conducted in a house.

It's a typical cut-over county.
In its attem pt to even off the inequities created by the 

sales tax diversion, the local tax allocation board gave the 
county 11 mills of local taxation, the schools four mills and 
the townships nothing. Two years ago the diversion was nine 
mills to the county, five to the schools and one to the tow n­
ships.

The redistribution cost the schools $4,000 a year in local 
taxes. School officials took the cut w ithout a wince, for the 
tax diversion will bring them  an estim ated $43,500 in new 
money. Townships lost $4,000 too, and did not protest. From 
the tax diversion, they will divide an estim ated $32,000 a year.

Supposedly, the flood of State money should make all pub­
lic officials in Missaykee happy. Actually, everybody is un ­
happy.

Farm  Bureau leaders are heading the local campaign to 
repeal the diversion next November. Township officials find 
no way to spend the extra  money they have.

If the diversion is repealed, according to Ford H. Finkel, 
county school commissioner, school districts which have 
boosted operating costs will be«caught short.

E. D. Crandall, county road engineer, is perturbed be­
cause the Legislature recaptured liquor and severance taxes 
for the State in an effort to offset the lax diversion.

"Our revenue w ill be cut 30 per cent to about $100,000 a 
year," he said. "Three of the 15 townships would like to use 
their sales tax money to m atch our money on road im prove­
ments. After next year, we won't have funds to m atch Iheir 
money."

Crandall complained that the tax diversion benefited 
schools and local governm ents, but ignored county govern- 
m erls  and road commissions. Bosscher, a township supervisor 
h inse lf, voiced the same thought but more vigorously.

"The way this sales tax money is being given to tow n­
ships and schools which don't need it is proof that the tax  dl- 
versian am endm ent was w ritten  w ith little  thought, he said.

Missaukee County voted against adoption of the sales tax 
amendment. 1354 to 799. However, because "easy money" may 
have changed local sentim ent, political leaders won't predict 
how the vote on repeal will go in 1948.

'W hat hurts the State will hurt us all, sooner or later," 
Bosscher said. "But I wonder how m any people see that."

m ing theHuron R ive r ju.st south 
of Grand R ive r avenue. The lake, 
originally only 60 acres in area, 
now  has 20 miles of shoreline and 
eventually w ill have three sandy 
bathing beaches, with a capacity 
of 15,000 bathers.

The land area of the park is 
gently rolling woodland and 
meadows, with m any shady 
glades where picnic grounds and 
parking .spaces w ill bo establish­
ed. One of tho flat open fields is 
being turned into a vast p lay­
ground with base ball diamonds, 
tennis courts and facilities for 
manV other outdoor games.

A n  18-hole ro lling golf course 
w ill be built at the southwestern 
extremity of the park adjacent to 
Grand R ive r avenue.

A ll  of the facilities planned for 
the park w ill not be completed 
until the sum m er of . 1949, !"but

Danger For Your Milk
During warm weather farmers 

no longer can depend on nature 
to take care of milk cooling, 
remind extension dairymen. “We 
have warm days and nights, and if 
we are not careful we might neglect 
to cool our milk as it .should be 
cooled,” they explain.

It is pointed 
out that with the big demand for 
high-quality milk by consumers and 
the strict requirements that milk 
meet a high standard, no dairy 
farmer can afford to neglect cooling [ 
as a means of keeping down the 
growth of bacteria in milk. The 
specialists caution that "when your 
milk gets to market sour, your mar­
ket soon goes sour on your milk.”

be necessary to preserve the same 
in good r ^ a i r  and w ork ing  order.
(B) B O T O  A N D  IN T E R E S T  
R E D E M P T IO N  F U N D :

There shall next be establish­
ed and maintained a separate de­
positary account know n as the 
B O N D  A N D  IN T E R E S T  R E ­
D E M P T IO N  F U N D , which shall 
be used solely and only for the 
purpose of paying the principal o f  
and interest on ttie b o ^ s  hereby 
authorized. Sa id  Bond and Inter­

est Redemption Fund  shall be 
maintained as a separate deposi­
tary account in the bank or trust 
company where the bonds are 
made payable.

Out of the revenues remaining 
in the Receiving Fund after pro­
vision has been made for expen­
ses of operation and maintenance 
of the System, there shall next be 
set aside. Bi-m onthly, in the 
Bond and Interest Redemption 
Fund, a sum sufficient to provide 
for the payment of the principal

There shall be deposited into said 
account, bi-monthly, out of the 
Revenues in the R E C E IV IN G  
FJJND, all of the revenues of the 
System  after provision has been 
for the Operation and M ainte ­
nance Fund and the Bond and 
Interest Redemption Fund (in ­
cluding the Reserve Account) un ­
til such time as there has beem 
accumulated in said Repair and 
Replacement Fund  the sum of 
Twenty Thousand ($20,000.00) 
Dollars. The moneys in said ac­
count shall be used solely for the

Fund. Such moneys shall not be 
used»for such purpose until a cer­
tificate has been obtained in w rit­
ing from the C ity Engineer or 
from an engineer designated by 
the C ity  Com m ission specifying 
the details of such major repairs 
and/or replacements, the esti­
mated cost thereof, and that there 
are no funds in the Operation 
and Maintenance Fund available 
for such purpose. If  at any time it 
shall be pecessary to fisc moneys 
in said Fund  for such purpose, 
the moneys so used shall be re­
placed from the net revenues in 
the Receiving Fund  which are not 
required by thi§ Ordinance to be 
used for the Cjperation and M ain  
tenance Fund  or the Bond and 
Interest Redemption Fund (in ­
cluding the Reserve Account).

Section 12. A n y  revenues re­
m aining in the R E C E IV IN G  
F U N D  in any operating year after 
meeting all requirements of the 
Operation and Maintenance Fund, 
the Bond and Interest Redem p­
tion Fund  (including the Reserve 
Account), and the Repair and Re ­
placement Fund  shall be deemed 
to be surplus and shall either be 
tra n sfe rr^  by the C ity  Com m is­
sion into the Bond and Interest 
Redemption Fund  for the pur­
pose of calling bonds, or shall be 
transferred into a fund desig­
nated C O N S T R U C T IO N  F U N D  
and used for m aking extensions 
and improvements to the System: 
Provided, However, that in the

Section 13. M oneys in the 
Bond and Interest X Redemptio'ii 
Fund over and abqwe those be­
ing accumulated for^he payment 
of principal and interest next ma­
turing, and moneys fin any other 
fund except the R ^ 'i v i n g  Fund 
and the O p e ra t io n in d  Mainte­
nance Fund  may i f l  invested in 
obligations of the flmited States 
of Am erica— preferably, if ava il­
able, in obligations w ith stated 
redemption values at predeter­
mined times. In  the event such 
investments are made, the securi­
ties representing the same shall be 
kept on deposit with the bank 
or trust company having on de­
posit the fund or funds from 
which such purchase was made. 
A n y  income received from such 
investments shall be transferred 
to the Bond and Interest Redemp­
tion Fund.

Section 14. Said bonds shall 
be sold and the proceeds applied 
in accordahee with the provisions 
of A c t ' 94. Public Acts of M ich i­
gan, 1933, as amended.

Section 15. T h e  Plym outh 
United Sav ings Bank  and the 
F i r s t  N a t i o n a l  Bank  o f 
Plymouth, Michigan, Federal 
Reserve System  member banks, 
are hereby designated depositar­
ies of the proceeds of sale of said 
bonds.

A n y  imox- 
pe-nded the proceeds of
sale rem aining after completion 
of the exten.sions and im prove­
ments hei’ein authorized ma.v, in 
the discretion of the C ity (i^oni- 
mi.s.sion, and to the extent of fif­
teen pcf cent (157 ) of the amoimt 
of such issue, be used for furthei' 
improvements, enlargements and 
extensions of the System, p rovid ­
ed Ih.'it at the time of such ex­
penditure, such use be approved 
ny the Municipal Finance Com ­
mi.ssion. A n y  reinaining balance 
after such expenditure shall be 
paid into the Bond and Interest 
Redemption Fund  and shall be 
used for the redemption of call­
able bonds.
\ ,  S:eCtion 1.6. The C ity  of P lym ­
outh covj^nants and agrees with 
w ith the successive holders of the 
bonds and coupons that so long 
as any of the bonds remain out­
standing and unpaid as to eitlier 
principal or interest—

(a) The C ity  w ill maintain the 
System  in good repair and w ork­
ing order and w ill operate the 
same efficiently and w ill faith­
fully and punctually perform all 
duties w ith reference to the S y s ­
tem required by the Constitution 
and laws of the State of M ichigan, 
including the m aking and col­
lecting of sufficient rates for w a­
ter and service rendered by the 
System  and the segregation aPd 
application of the : Revenues of 
the System  in the manner pro­
vided in this Ordinance.

(b i The C ity  w ill fix and col­
lect rates and charges for all 
water service supplied by the 
System  in order to obtain reve­
nues fu lly sufficient to provide 
for payment of the expenses of 
administration, operation and 
maintenance of the System, to 
provide for the payment of in ­
terest on and the principal of :ill 
obligations payable Iherofrom. 
including the bonds herein 
authorized, as and when the same 
become due and payable, and to 
create the Reserve Account here­
in required and to provide for the 
Repair and Replacement Fund 
herein required. Such rates shall 
be fixed and revised from tlnK' 
to lime as may be neccssav.v to 
produce those amokmts.

(c) The C ity w ill not permit 
free water service !to be supplied 
by the System  to the C ity or any 
department or agency thcrc'of, or 
to any person, firm  or corpora­
tion. public or private, or to any 
public agency or instrumentality. 
The reasonable cost and value of 
all water service rendered to the 
C ity  and its various departments 
shall be charged against the C ity 
and shall be paid for as the se rv­
ice accrues. A ll payments so made 
shall be considered revenues of 
the System, and shall be applied 
in the manner hetein provided 
for the application of the reve­
nues of the System.

(d) The schedule of rates for 
water service as set forth in Sec­
tion 7 of this Ordinance shall be 
regarded as the initial schedule of 
rates for the purposes of this O r ­
dinance. Such rates shall be sub­
ject to increase and revision from 
time to time as may be necessary 
to carry out the provisions of this 
Ordinance. J

(e) The C ity  «jjmmission w ill 
maintain and k e »  proper books 
of record and account, separate 
from all other records and ac­
counts, in which shall be made 
full and correct' entries of all 
transactions neJating to the S y s ­
tem. Not krt6-«hah three months 
after the c l o ^ b f  each operating 
year, the C i ^  Com m ission w ill 
cause to be prepared, on forms 
furnished by the M unicipal F i ­
nance Commission, if such forms 
be available, a statement in reas­
onable detail, sworn to by its 
chief accounting officer, show ing 
the cash income and disburse­
ments of the System  during  «uch 
operating year, the assets and lia ­
bilities of the System  at the be­
ginn ing and close of the fiscal 
year, and such other mformation 
as is necessary to .enable any ta x ­

payer of the City, user of ’he 
seiw-ice furnished, or any holder 
or owner of the bonds or anyone 
acting in their behalf, to be lu llv 
informed as to all matters per­
taining to the financial operation 
of the System  during such year. 
A  certified copy of such statement 
shall be filed with the Municipal 
Finance Commission, and such 
statement and books of lecoi d 
and account shall at all reason­
able times be open to inspection 
by any taxpayer of the C ily, user 
of the service or holder or hold­
ers of any bonds or anyone act­
ing in their behalf. The (5ity Com ­
mission wdll also cause an annual 
audit of such books of record and 
account for the preceding operat­
ing year to be made by a recog­
nized independent certified public 
accountant, and w ill make such 
audit available to the holders of 
any of the bonds.

A ll moneys i-e- 
ccived for losses under any such 
insurance policies shall be ap- 
pli(.“d solel.v to the replacement 
and restoration of the property 
damaged oi- destro.ved. and to the 
extent not so used, sliall be used 
for the purpose of calling bonds.

(g) Tlie C ity w ill not sell, 
lease or dispose- of the S.v.stem oi- 
any substantial part thereof until 
all of tlio bonds have Ix-en paid 
in full, both as to principal and 
intei-e.st. Th '- City, fui’ther, will 
cause the opei'ation of the S y s ­
tem to Ijc- carried on as (-conomi- 
cally as possible, 'v '̂ill cause to be 
made to the System  all repaiis 
and replacements necossar.y to 
keep the same in good repair and 
w orking order, and w'ill not do 
or .suffer to I’e done an.v ad 
w'hich would affect the System  
in such a way as to impair 01 
affect unfavoi'abl.v (he secui'it.v of 
tin- iDonds.

Section 17. The right is rc- 
sei'ved in accordance with the 
provisions of Act 94, Public Acts 
of M ichigan, 1933, as amended, to 
is.sue additional bonds payable 
from the revenues of the S y s ­
tem which shall be of equal stand­
ing with the bonds herein author­
ized. fo!' the foHow’ing purposes 
and on tho follow ing conditions:

(a) For completion of the ex­
tensions and improvements to the 
System  in accordance- with the 
plans and specifications therefor: 
and such bonds .shall not be au­
thorized unli-ss the engineers. 
Shoeeraft, D ru ry  and McNamee. 
shall execute a <’erlifieate e v i­
dencing the fact that additional' 
funds arc needed to complete tho 
extensions and improvements in 
accordance with the plans and 
specifications therefor. If  such 
certificate shall be so executed 
and filed with the C ily  Clerk, it

Under the new regulations all 

states east of a line extending 
north and south from the west­
ern boundary of M innesota to and 
including Louisiana were offered 
the choice of 30 consecutive days 
or a split season of 24 days— two 
periods of 174 days each.

Th is flyw ay method of control 
was adopted because nesting con­
ditions on the Canadian and 
A laskan  breeding grounds which 
feed birds into the Pacific and 
Central flyw ays were far better 
than in those areas of Canada that 
send m igrants south in the fall 
along the M ississipp i and Atlantic 
flyways.

To insure further protection for 
waterfowl, the daily  shooting 
hours have been reduced to the 
period from  sunrise to one hour 
before sunset, and on the first 
day of each waterfowl and coot 
season hunting is not permitted 
prior to 12 o’clock noon, includ­
ing the first day of each split 
season. Moreover, the duck bag 
lim it has been reduced to 4 a 
day and 8 in possession.

The daily bag lim it for geese 
has been increased to 5 in C a li­
fornia, Oregon and W ashington 
p rim arily  for snow  geese which 
are in abundance, but such lim it 
may include not exceeding 2 C a ­
nada geese, white-fronted geese 
or brant. In  all other states the 
daily bag lim it of 4 was retained 
but in Alaska. Puerto Rico. Idaho, 
Utah, Arizona, and Nevada this 
lim it may include only 2 Canadian 
or white-fronted geese or 1 of 
each, and in the other states but 
1 Canadian or 1 white-fronted 
goose.
■ A  daily bag lim it of 7 and a 
possession lim it of 14 has been 
establi.'-hcd for scoters (sea coots) 
hunted chiefly off the New  E n g ­
land coast and New  York.

Th is year the M ississipp i f ly ­
w ay states w ill be open to the 
hunting of Canada geese. The 
season in these states was closed 
last year but this flight has shown 
sufficient improvemen t in num ­
bers to justify restoration of 
shooting privileges.

The season for brant on the A t ­
lantic Coast has been closed be­
cause of the unsatisfactory status 
of this species.

A t  the suggestion of the state 
game departments, a closed sea­
son wa«. prescribed for snow geese 
in Colorado, for wood ducks in 
New  Jersey and West Virgin ia, 
and for m ourning doves in M in ­
nesota. A  short open season for 
dove was provided in Nebraska. 
Changes also have been made in 
the seasons for scoters, rails and 
gallinules, woodcock, doves and 

I band-tailed pigeons in a number 
of states.

The post-season period for pos­
session of m igratory game birds 
remains the same as last year— 90 
days. The regulations do not au­
thorize the taking of waterfowl 
by means of bait or with the aid 
of live duck or goose decoys.

per suare mile and the deer k ill 
per square mile all appear in the 
statistical report.

Hunters can find plenty of 
deer, for instance, in Roscommon 
county 7.119 were killed last sea­
son. but there were more than 45 
hunters to the square mile there 
to harvest them. O r they may 
consider the success ratio, highest 
in the upper peninsula where 
there are both fewer deer and 
fewer hunters, D ickinson coun­
ty w ith six  hunters to the square 
mile had the highest success ra­
tio in 1946: every other hunter 
there got a buck.

About one out of every three 
of the 350.000 licensed hunters 
last season brought home a deer, 
and the total k ill exceeded 
115,000.

Ind ian  honor and white m an’s 
trickery lie behind the history ef 
a treaty commemorated by a 
bronze tablet on the M ichigan 
Central depot at Kalamazoo.

The tablet notes that K a la ­
mazoo is one of a num ber of 
M ich igan  cities in the region af­
fected by the singing of the C h i­
cago Treaty of 1821. The agree­
ment was between the United 
States and the Ind ians of the 
Ottawa, Chippewa and Pottawa­
tomie nations from what is now 
M ichigan,. Indiana, Illino is and 
Canada.

The M ich igan Historical Collec­
tions at the University of M ich i­
gan indicate formal negotiations 
began at Fort Dearborn, Chicago. 
August 21, 1821. The U. S. w ish ­
ed to take over the Ind ians lands 
but wanted to grant certain con­
cessions to the Indians.

No definite results were reach­
ed in 1821. It w asn’t until 1821 that 
the Potaawatomies agreed, and 
it was 1833 before the other two 
Ind ian  nations signed.

Pottawatomie chiefs d idn’t act­
ually sign the treaty. But with 
Ind ian  honor they fulfilled its 
terms after it had been fradulent- 
ly  signed by unauthorized Potta­
watomie warriors. And  with typ i­
cal Ind ian  justice, the chiefs killed 
the w arriors who betrayed them.

Ind ian  honor was in sharp con­
trast to events which occurred 
w ithin 12 years after the treaty 
was concluded. Fo r the Historical 
Collections state that in that time 
a num ber of white settlers and 
squatters obtained, through w h is­
key and trickery a considerable 
part of the land, thus depriving 
the Ind ians of its use.

It was one of the treaty agree­
ments that tlie Ind ians have hunt- 
ihg privileges as long as the land 
remained U. S. property. The 
U. S. also granted the Ottawas 
1,000 annually forever, and the 
Pottawatomies $5,000 annually 
for 25 years. Each nation was to 
receive 1,000 yearly  for 15 years 
for the support of a blacksmith, 
a teacher and an agriculturist.

The Ind ians saw  that the treaty 
negotiations m arked the turn-

that region. Fo r the tablet says 
that m any hundreds of them, 
after the first week of negotia­
tions, gathered up their belong­
ings and began to move to the 
West and the freedom that might 
be found there.

Am ong the cities now  in the 
region concerned in the treaty 
besides Kalam azoo arc; Gi'and 
Rapids, Jackson, Albion, Coldw a- 
ter, Adrian. Allegan. St. Joseph, 
Benton Harbor, Battle Creek, 
Niles, Three Rivers, Hillsdale, and 
E lkhart and South Bend, In d i­
ana. The treaty embraced the 
M ich igan counties of Berrien, 
Cass, St. Joseph, Branch, H ills ­
dale, Van. Buren, and parts of 
Ottawa, Kent, Barry, Kalamazoo. 
Calhoun and Jackson.

Babson Discusses Radio 
Advertising

Bab.son Park. Mass., Sept. 5— A  
recent"'survey shows that a m a­
jority of the consumers feel that 
advertising, in general, is better 
than it was five years ago. They 
also agree that higher sales 
through advertising can result in 
lower prices. From  this survey, 
it seems clear that the public 
fu lly  believes in d isp laying the 
product but often d islikes the 
way in which it is presented. 
Over '50 percent th ink good taste 
frequently is lacking. O n ly  a m i­
nority feel it worth their time 
to listen to radio commercials. 
Even a high broadcasting official 
has admitted that radio broad­
caster^ had permitted “advertis­
ing excesses.” The radio station 
which put on 22 hundred “com­
mercials” in one week of 19 
hour days> is an unusual exam ­
ple. It shows, however, w hy a 
public m ight well become “fed 
up” with the trend.

Consum er Reaction
Sometimes, consumer distaste 

is revealed in the purchase of 
'•oine gadget, such as I  read about 
not long ago. B y  passing one of 
two buttons of a remote control 
switch it w ill eliminate all sound 
from  your radio for a portion of 
a minute, a minute or there­
abouts. Just long enough to avoid 
the commercial. It is said that 
over 900 of these were sold the 
first week they were on the m ar­
ket!

Sometimes the representatives 
of the people have to go t» work 
to protect them. Federal Trade 
Comm ission decisions are usually 
uphold by the U. S. Circuit Court 
of Appeals to protect the public 
fioin products and services which 
are not what they seem from ad- 
verti.sing. Some people th ink that 
the Federal Communications 
Commi.ssion should become active 
in im proving the quality of radio 
programs. Others feel that a 
product’s r a d i o  commercials 
m ight be changed for the better 
by a sort of boycott or refusal 
to buy on the part of large 
women’s clubs or organized 
groups of business women. U n ­
pleasant publicity from a group 
representing the largest buyers 
of home commodities m ight bring 
drastic action. ,

Comparisons
I  am not an expert on advertis­

ing but I  do know  something 
about statistics. M y  studies lead 
me to believe that the pulling 
power of radio advertising is 
overestimated. Personally, I  had 
rather invest in the stock of a l­
most any newspaper than in the 
stock of most broadcasting com­
panies. Naturally, I  would prefer 
a company \yhich both owned a 
good newspaper and a good 
broadcasting station.

A  newspaper advertisement is 
available all of several days to 
the fam ily reader. On the other 
hand, the radio “spot” must be 
caught on the fly  at a certain 
minute of a certain day on a cer­
tain station— or be lost forever. 
In  order to compare the amount 
of time an ad is available to the 
public in the two fields we m ight 
take as example a weekly 
newspaper w ith a circulation of 
5000. M u lt ip ly  the num ber of 
minutes which the advertising is 
available to its readers (say ten 
hours a day for a seven day week) 
by the 5000 circulation and you 
get 21,000,000 minutes. A long  the 
same line of reasoning, a one 
piinute radio commercial would 
need to have a possible audience 
of 21,000,000 people to equal the 
pulling power of the little week­
ly of only 5000 circulation. Yet 
a good sized radio-netw ork may 
claim no more than a m axim um  
pofcntial listening audience of 
10,000,000.

Conclusions
V isua l teaching is more effec­

tive than auditory. A t least, this 
seems to be a movie industry 
claim. Newspapers have the v is ­
ual appeal. They are especially 
good for presenting “name” trade 
m ark products. One suggestion I 
would make is that advertisers 
use larger type and fewer words. 
The use of color is especially pro­
mising. A lm ost 400 newspapers 
are now printing two-color ad­
vertisements. Over 150 are print­
ing three-color ads. Color ads in 
newspapers “stop’ the reader 
m any advertising experts think.

For the past three months a 
"buyers m arket” has been de­
veloping. More advertising and 
better advertising are again be­
coming necessary to interest the 
customer. But, w ith a U. S. popu­
lation increase amounting to over 
nine m illion since 1940, business 
also has an enormous new m ar­
ket to se lL  It should be ‘able to 
meet ‘the challenge of good old 
Am erican c o m p e t i t i o n  with 
bounce and with pleasure p rovid ­
ed the newspapers, both large 
and small, are fu lly  utilized.
