ed from sprout removal just before 
planting, and ̂ therefore have been 
due to a difTerenIe «n sprout length 
St planting time and not to a weaken­
ing of the tubers. Apparently seed 
pieces are not greatly weakened by 
removal of sprouts unless they have 
been desprouted four or five times.

Cows Thirsty
Cows need 3H times as much w>.- 

ter as they do food. The average 
milking cow drinks about 25 gallons 
of water a day and cn real Hot 
days she needs as much as 40 gal­
lons to quench her thirst and to prô  
duce m ilk. But this is only natural 
When wo consider that milk is 87 
per cent water.

Taxes Keep Pace With 
Rising National Income

Increase of 141 per cent in total 
tax collections — federal, state and 
local ~  between 1939 and 1943 repre­
sents a rise of only 5 per cent in 
proportion to the rising national In­
come during these years, tha Fedk 
cratl<» of Tax  Administrators ssid 
today after analysis of pre-war and 
wartime tax coUectifms.-—*

The th ree 'leve ls  of government 
collected .(excluding social security 
taxes, considered insurance pay­
ments) $12,602,000,000 during the 
1939 fiscal year, which represented 
18.$-per Cent of national income for 
that year; total ccdlectlons for fiscal 
1943 ^  $30;398,000.000 — were 23.9 
per cent of total fiscal 1943 income.

National Income (excluding undis­
tributed cfbrporate earnings), how­
ever, rose 90 per cent during the 
five-year period, from $68,021,000,000 
Tqr the 1939 fiscal year 4o> $129.^,- 
000,000 for the 1943 fiscal year.

Relatively moderate Increase of 
total tax collectfons in proportion to 
national income is explained, the 
federation said, by the fact that 
local taxes decreased, not only in 
proportion to the growing national 
income but in absolute amount, 
while state collections during the 
same period did not keep pace with 
the swift rise in national income, r

Electric Motors Long
Lasting if Given Care

Electric  motors w ill give years of 
uninterrupted service with very little 
care, but that little  care is  ex­
tremely important

Motor bearings must be lubri­
cated at definite intervals other­
wise neglect may rujn bearings and 
cause injury to the motor winding. 
Light petroleum oils are generally 
used for motors with sleeve bear 
ings; soft greases for ball bearings - 
The lubricating device usually indi-4 
cates the type of-lubricants used .- 
but one's best, guide is the insiruc- 
tiem book.

Motors must be kept clean of 
dirt and dust around coils and wind­
ings. Excess oil must be wiped o(T. 
and the motor blown clear with an 
inverted vacuum cleaner. Carboii 
tetrachloride w ill remove oil and 
greases.

Burnt but motors are generally 
caused by overloading, low voltage, 
too tight belts, or failure of the start­
ing mechanism. Overloading is 
usually caused by lack of lubrica­
tion of the motors or the driven 
machine, misadjustment of • parts, 
bbicking of the driven machine as 
iu the case of a frozen water pump 
or through use of* lubricants which 
become stiff at low temperalyrts-

Wax Fireplace
Fireplaces, .no matter how well 

~:oz^tructcd, seem bound to smokr 
under some conditions. The cumu­
lative rerult on a fireplace ri^mcK 
with a white painted mantel is to 
darken the paint by coating it with 
a sooty, adhesive film which may be 
resistant to ordinary cleaning. Wax­
ing of the clean krhite or light-col 
)red woodwork around the fireplace 
can be a big aid in keeping the f i lm ­
ing of the fireplace bright and at­
tractive. If  the paint is already dis­
colored by the smoke, it should be 
cleaned thoroughly and then repaint­
ed or enameled. When the job i« 
thoroughly dry. |t should be waxed 
with a good grade of wax. When the 
waxed surface becomes so> impreg­
nated with smoke or soot that it 
resists cleaning and needs renewing, 
a self-polishing wax can be removed 
with warm, soapy watqr, or,liquid 
wax can be removed by rubbing 
with more liquid wax applied with a 
cloth. It is important tp remember 
that self-polishing wax and liquid 
wax are of different compositions 
and require different treatment. Care 
should be taken to see that* the fire 
is out and that the a ir is free fro i^  
ash or dust particles when fres^  
paint or wax is b'efng used, and that 
ihe fire is not started again until the 
protected surface of the white wood­
work is perfectly dry.

Watch Crewa
Technicians have developed the 

sirp]arte to a point where mechani­
cal failure iK ra re , but man is still 
bound by human frailties. Man has 
been outbuilt, and now it is the 
pilot who cracks up before the 
plane, so high are the speeds and 
so intense the pressures of respon- 
eibility and combat-fatigue. To com­
bat these strains the navy has 
pl^ed a flight surgeon with each 
squadron, who watches over the a ir­
crews Ijke an anxious mother, and 
takes them off duty when they ap" 
proach the breaking point.

Shrimp Fishery
The shrimp fishery is the leading 

seafood industry of the south, fur­
nishing an annual production ol 
about 150.000,000 pounds,.and bring­
ing a )%rger return to fishermen 
than any other fishery product of_ 
the area. Although shrimp are 
caught commercially a ll 'th e  way 
from North Carolina to Texas, about 
85 per cent of the yield comes from 
the Gulf coast and 66 per cent from 
Louisiana alone. Texas is second in 
shrimp production, followed by \ 
Georgia, Mississippi and Florida.t

Ship Christenings

Tax  Increases
In the 75.4 per cent total increase 

between 1941 and 1944 of all taxes 
except individual income, corpora­
tion and excess profits taxes, liquor 
tax yields nearly doubled and to­
bacco tax revenues grew by 41.5 
per ̂ n t .  While revenue from the 
gasralne tax, the biggest of the man­
ufacturers’ excises, continues to de­
cline. partially offset by the increase 
in the tax <mi lubricating oils, cus­
toms revenues increased 10 per cent 
above the 1941 leveL

T h e re ’s a lo t that has been- said  ^bout the reasons as to w hy 
pheasants have alm ost e n tire ly  d isappeared ffo m  M ich igan  fa rm  
lands. Som e blam e the w et sp rin g s, some say  the fo x  are getting 
them  and others blam e the game hogs th a t invade the ru ra l sections 
from  the c itie s  during  hunting  seasons.

B u t once in  a w h ile  you w ill hear some one h in t th at m iyb e  some 
o f the fe llo w s who ,w ork the fie ld s  do a lit t le  shooting on the side. 
I t  has even been suggested that there  are some who c a rry ; shotguns 
w ith  them  w hen they d rive  th e ir tracto rs through the fie ld s.

fh e  o ther d ay a fa rm er w as k ille d  o ver in  the southern end o f  
Kalam azoo county w hen a loaded shotgun fe ll from  a tracto r he w as 
d riv in g , h ittin g  one o f the tracto r le ve rs , causing  it  to d ischarge.

Th e  question n a tu ra lly  arises as to w h y  t^ is fa rm er w as c a rry ­
ing a shotgun on hiis tracto r out o f season.

M aybe, m aybe there is  som ething to some o f these sto ries about 
out-of-season pheasant shooting by others than  the arm y of game 
hogs from  the big c itie s .
