Care Urged In
Potato Storing

Potato danger season, both dig-
ging and vtoring, is here, says
H. C. Moore, potato specialist at
Michigan State college. It’s hard
to be sure of a financial gain in
the potato business until the crop
is saifeiy in the bin without blem-
ish or threat of rot.

Late blight and :field frosts
are two common causes of pota-
toes rotting. Although the blight
was light over Michigan this
year, farm ers shouldn’'t take a
chance with the infection. Some-
times potatoes frorh field only
lightly infected with late blight
rot easily in storage where the
dirt and”~moisture on the potatoes
favor the growth of the blight
rot. It’'s always safer, according
to the potato specialist, to wait
until the vines ar« Kkilled by
frost to start harvesting.

Potatoes showing, late blight
rot should not be put into permaj-
nent storage when; dug. Plaob
them in pits or tentporary stor-"
age.and sort them carefully two
or more times before storing
them for the winter. At each sort-
ing, all potatoes showing the
characteristic r.ed4 1sh brown
blight spots on the skin should
be discarded.

Watch out for Jack Frost mak-
ing a visit at diggmg time. |If
Jrost freezes the ground, digging
should be delayed until te soil
is thoroughly thawed.

Field-frosted or chilled pota-
toes should be hand ed much the
same ks stocks Effected with
blight. They should be put in tem-
porary storage for two weeks or
more and carefully isorted sever-
al times. If not s9rted, a few
bushels of ~bad potatoes may
cause spoilage of thousands of
bushels of good potatoes.

A plan for establishment of
|scholarships ior medical students
who w ill practice in rural com-
munities is in the making as a
mesult of the first annual Michi-
|gan Rural Health-<fonference held
lon the MicWgan State college
\campus,

A resolution was adopted unani-
mously that a committee “be
set up to investigate, plan, and
establish a scholarship fund,
either by contribution or Iegis—
lation, for students who wiill
practice in rutal areas.

Another im portaiit'MLIif™ itaken
was the fostering of coinmunity
health ; councils to coordinate
work of various health agencies
and educate the people to the ad-
vantages of medical tmd hospital
service plans. .

It also was agreed that “4-H
club”™ and other local community
activity groups” should be given
air possible stimulation toward
“recruitment of nursing students
and that scholarships be estab-
lished by the™se groups for nurs-
ing students.”

Recommended for sparsely set-
tled communities which cannot
support full scale hospitals were
“local health centers . These cen-
tCTS would have capacities for
four or five beds and facilities
for a nurse and would be atten-
ded by a visiting physician. The
center would care for more rou-
tine hospitalization cases, includ-
ing maternity.

Where and when the Upper
Peninsula’s valuable iron ere first
was discovered'-is marked by two
memorials at Nfgaunee.

A square, cast iron marker on

highway M-28 hear Jackson Park!

says a. United States surveyor
made the first discovery near that
spot, Sept. 19] 1844.

The other memorial, however,

states the first'discovery of ironj

ore occurred ih June 1845 The
pyramid-shai>~, flagstone mon-*

ument is about 20 yards beyond!

the Lake Superior and Ishpeming
Railroad tracKi at Iron Street.

According tainformation in.the
Michigan Hisi>rical Collections
at the University of Michigan, a
wildly spinning compass and a re-
luctant InCHhn-chief helped lead
to the ore strikes.

The compass'was in the hands
of surveyor yVilllam A. Burt
when it began its unusual actions.
Knowing the presence of some
mineral could upset the instru-
ment's magnetism, Burt suggest-
'd his men explore the region.

They diji so and quickly found
outcroppings of ore that appear-
ed to be almost pure iron, the
Michigan “Historical Collections
data indicate, ™~ rt and his men,
however, were jiot interested in
the ore. So it remained for the

The or« the Indian pointed out
was found to contain iron, and
the Jackson Mining Company
was organized, July 23,.1845. The
Indian received a minor share of
stock. However, when the'com -
pany was incorporated as the
Jackson Iron company” in 1848,
the chiefs share was not recog-
nized, the Michigan Historical
Collections information shows.

Burt found more than 20 iron
ore beds in the Upper Peninsula
between 1844 and 1846, thus re-
vealing the'vast mineral wealth
of Northern Michigan. But the
thing that pleased Burt the most
was the fact that a solar compass
he invented was unaff®“ted by
the presence.of*iron or™ and en*
abled him to carry on his surveys
unham pered.

Local Farmer?
Finds Reason for
High Living Cost

A farmer living not a great
ways from Plymouth recently
hired three men to shock a
held of com that had been cut
and bound into bundles by a
com binder.

He offered the workers $5 per
day, with a good square meal at
noontime.

When the day was over the
three workers had set .up 49
shocks of com - com thdt had
already been cut and tied into
bundles.

He paid them off and fired all
three, declaring that if he had
them set up the rest of the field
of com there would be no money
left'in the crop for his trouble in
growing it.

“No wonder the cost of living
has gone So high, when men em-
ployed to work do so little for
what they are paid,” he com-
mented to another neighbor.

Some farmers who heard about
the little work accomplished by
these three men 'in discussing
how much work a man could be
expected to accomplish in a day’s
time working in a corn field, re-
verted back to the days when
tolks really worked for a living.

“It was just an average day’s
work for a farmer to cut. and
set up between 80 and 100 shocks
of com per day. Over ih Lenawee
county th~r™ was a farmer who
cut, set up and boimd 124 shocks
of com. Of course that was an
extra good day’s work. But it
was just an average day’'s work
for a man to set up between 80
and 100 shocks of com that he
had cut and bound himself,” said
one farmer.

Another farmer, who heard
about the 40 shocks of com that
three men had taken an entire
day to set up into shocks, declar-
ed that he couldn’t understand
how they could work so slowly.

Health Officials
Warn Hunters
Aboul Tularemia

With the openinfg of the small
ame season but a few.days away,
he Michigan Department of
Jiealth today repeated its warn-
ing .about tularemia. f
Tularemia- is a disease of ro-
dents and men which is found
in all parts of the United States.
In man it is extremely painful,
difficult to treat, and it can be
fatal. '"Hunters most often catch it.
There were 21 cafses of tularo-1
enia reoorted in "Michigan last'

year—all but one of them during \

the hunting season. Five cas"s
have been reported to date this
year.

Man usually gets the disease
from handling or eating the car-
cass ot an infected rabbit, al-
though the organism causing; the
disease is carried by rabbit ticks,
wood ticks and certain biting flies
which transmit it from one ani- i
mal to another and which can
transmit it to man. j

The organism is so small that i

it can enter the body through j
unbioiken skin. It uslially enters
through the skin of the hands or
"ace through the eyes, mucus
membranes or intestinal tract of
man. The incubation period is
from eleven to~twelve days with
three days being the average.

Onset of the disease is marked
by chills, fever, body pains and
nausea. A sore usually appears at
the place, where the organism
entered the body and the lymph
glands_near6y become swolltm.
These glands are painful and of-
ten become* abscessed and have
to be opened. They may continue
to discharge for weeks. This con-
dition is usually accompanied by
fever and may confine the pati-
ent to bed for wmeks or months.
While this is the most common
ype of the disease; an overwhelm-
ing infecting dose may produce
high sustained fbver and pros-
tration. This type accounts for
most of the deaths and has at
best a long slow convalescence.

Farmers Learned a Lesson

jits to pay off mortgages, improve
the farm and its buildings apd
build up bank accounts. Fanners
[bank deposits and government
bond purchases last year are said
flo have beeri about 20 million
dollars. Moreover, the installation
iof electricity, telephones and
bathrooms has increased 100%
(Since World WarT.

This makes farming one of the
over 100 billion dollar” indus-
jtries when the land, livestock,
-machinery, crops and other in-
vestments are considered. This
prosperity is most evident when
one travels through the country—
as | have the past three weeks—
and sees how \vell the houses are
painted; the fine automobiles be-
ing driven and the farmers’ abili-
ty to send their boys and girls to
college.

Should Prices Be Criticized?
I Farmers are entitled to every
cent they are makin? today. The
Ifarmers’ profits should be judged
by an annual average over a busi-
'ness cycle of twenty years. When
their fprofi_ts are fijgured in this
way, farming is the poorest paid
industr¥ in the world. Over a
y

term of years the farmer works
harder for a dollar than any other
class of people. For city pgople to
complain about presc™nt “high”

Now is the
tim”~ to store up money with
which to buy a farm Biter. Kee
in mind the business cycle whic
has always operated since the
days of Pharaoh in Egypt when
Joseph was in charge of their
6PA. r

Zaflaliott and Deflaiion

It is true that farmers profit
frorti inflation because their costs
are pretty much fixed. Although
they need to pay more for help and
machinery during good times,
if the farm  paid for, the”r chief
interest is in the rain, sun and
weather which treats everyone
alike at all times. Hence, any in-
crease in the price of farm prod-
ucts during inflation is largely
profit.

When, however, deflation
comes, the farmer suffers most
because he can do very little to
lower his costs. As unemployment
hits, the cities, the workers there
have lless to spend upon meat;
then the price of livestock quick-
ly falls:; less grain is led to cattle,
hogs, cifiickens ,etc.; and this also
knocks; down the price of corn,
hogs and everythin% else. The
farme.rs then “hold the bag”.

Conclusion
In the meantime, the only solu-
tion is;for all of us to re-examine
our buying and living, habits to
see where we can reduce waste,
especially in the case of food.
Those who have been consuming
carelessly should set an exam-
ple for a wiser use of our scarce
resources and goods durintg this
period, when many people find it
increasingly difficult to purchase

what they really need.
