Householders take pride in the ap> 
pearance of their homes. It will 
pay them to become acquainted 
with ways to c®re of the wood­
work, to remove stains from floors 
and walls. The following mav eerve 
as a guide.

For d a i^ s ta in s , dip a cork in 
oxalic acid, rub the spot, rinse, dry 
immediately and polish.

For just dirt or finger marks on 
painted wood, use equal parts of 
milR, water, and kerosene, or vin­
egar in water.

Scratches on furniture, if not too 
deep, may be touched with ordinary 
iodine and then polished. A good 
I>olish may be made by mixing 
equal parts of linseed oil, turpen­
tine and white vjnegar.

For a worn floor, touch up the 
spots with shellac, and give a new 
^coating of wax. If the floors are 
hardwood. 'a  tablespoon of vinegar 
and one of furniture polish, in wa­
ter, will give a  clear & Jsh and keep 
down dust..

If the flows are oiled, turpentine 
will take off most spots. If turpen­
tine is not available, kerosene will
do.

If a grease mark is made on the 
floor, cover the spot with Fuller's 
earth. Leave for at least one day 
and then remove. If the spot has 
not been entirely absorbed, apply 
again. This should remove the 
stain.

For spilled alcohol, rub the mark 
quickly with the finger tip to smooth 
away the roughness, and apply lem­
on or olive oil.. This applies also 
to spilled perfume. ^

InaecHsible Goal Minod
With iRtondiary Bombs

Coal scams that are too thin or 
too inaccessible f o r  profitable 
mining now may be converted un­
derground into fuel gas and piped 
to the surface by a new m ethc^

Incendiary bombs recently were 
dropped into a coal seam 30 feet 
below the ground a t Gorgas, Ala. 
The tire which was started was 
steadily fanned by a blower. Heat­
proof windows at inner ends of tun­
nels were erected through w b i^  en­
gineers could control the operation. 
They changed the nature of the gas 
by injecting steam. The resultant 
products included carbon monoxide, 
hydrogen and methane.
’ Potential uses for the gas are 
many, according to d r. R. R. Say­
ers. director of the bureau of mines, 
it  not only offers a new source of 
raw maUrial for the manufacture of 
synthetii^ liquid fuels, including gas­
oline and lubricating oil, but also 
a heating gas for burning under

Ability to withstand hot weather 
varies greatly from person to per­
son, but nearly everyone can in -. 
crease his own tolerance of heat.

Here are a few practical methods 
of beating the heat: f

1. Eat well balanced meals, in­
cluding meats and other proteins, 
fresh fruits and vegetables, but 
avoid greasy and fatty foods.

2. Drink liberal quantities of wa­
ter, 8 to 10 glasses are sufficient, 
more w411 do no harm, but avoid ex­
cessive use of alcohol because it^ 
increases susceptibility to the ilh 
effects of heat during exceptionally 
hot periods.

8. Increase the use of sa lt You 
can add a pinch of salt to each glass 
ofvwater. (Administration of salt is 
a specifle preventive of heat 
cramps, an acute illness causied by 
excessive loss of salt in perspira­
tion.)

4. Wear light colored, light
weight loose clothing, which does 
not check e\'aporation of peijspira- 
tion. i

5. Don't expose yourself unneces­
sarily to direct sunlight

6. Get sufficient and regular 
sleep.

7. Use leisure time for re s t Don’t  
play too hard.

In Diet of American Home

More than 50 million quarts of 
fresh milk and cream a  day are dis­
tributed to. consumers through door­
step deliveries and stores.

‘‘income from milk was exceeded for 
the first time by cattle and calves. 
One out of every 15 U. S. families Is' 
dependent on milk for a livelihood.

Milk production on the farms con­
tinues above prewar averages and 
demand for milk and dairy prod­
ucts is strong. As an economical 
food containing vital components of 
the diet, the ever-widening use of 
milk seems destined to bring about 
an increased scalp of milk produc­
tion. on farms.

London's Ice Fairs
The unusukl appearance of vast 

ice fields in the heart of London 
has resulted. in festivals kn6wn as 
**frost fairs.”* At one of these fairs, 
in 1814, some 30 flag-bearing booths 
were set up on the ice. Many 
served refreshments. Sheep roast­
ed on the ice and served as ' ‘Lap- 
land mutton.*’ sold at a shilling a 
slice! Musicians provided for  ̂danc-* 
ing; skittles were played; horse and 
coach races, puppet shows, merry- 
go-rcHinds and swings supplied 
the gaiety of country-fair amuse­
ments. Printers set up smaU hand 
presses on the ice, running off 
broadsides about the fair. They also 
collected six pence apiece from hun­
dreds of patrons for printing their 
names, the date and the place. John 
Evelyn’s diary described one fair 
as “a Bacchanalian triumph or car­
nival on the water.” The diarist 
also recorded the presence of a ISiog 
Charles and his queen.

Wind Cave’s Forniatloa
Wind cave In South Dakota, lies 

in the great Pahasapa lixrxtone 
formation which also contains sev­
eral other large subterranean cav­
erns. The facts about the discovery 
of the cave are little known, but it 
is generally believed that it was dis­
covered by Tom Bingham, a Black 
Hills pioneer, while hunting deer in 
1881. He was attracted by a strange 
whistling and, after searching about 
in the undergrowth, be discovered 
that it was caused by wind escaping 
through a small hole in some rocks. 
This hole, not more than 10 inches 
in diameter, is the only natural 
opening to the cave to far discov­
ered. The strong currents of wind 
that blow alternately in and. out of 
the' mouth of the cave suggested its 
name. This strange pfaenomenom is 
believed to be caused by changes in 
the atmospheric pressure outside.

W ater B orne Diseases

Chances o f catchingr a  w ater 
borne disease are  less today than 
a t  any time in the history of the 
Uniteid States, thanks to  the com­
bined eflforts of medical and en-
eineerintf officials during the last 
50 y e a rs / '' V€

'These men have worked with city 
officials throughout the country in 
setting up disposal plants to treat 
sewage and thus reduce the haz­
ards of infection from this source. 
Today, the sewage of more than 50 
per cent of the urban population of 
the country receives either partial 
or complete treatm ent before it  is 
dumped into rivers, lakes, or 
cafl&lk!

Medical doctors and public health 
officials are not resting on their 
laurels, however. They hope to see 
the day when all sewage is treated 
before being dumped. In many 
areas, « pollution of rivers and 
stream^ continues because munici­
palities! can’t  afford to install or 
maintain sewage disposal plarits. 
The warr, with its resulting high 
costs, manpower shortages and cur­
tailed materials, also retarded ef­
forts to erect adequate  disposal 
plants.

Authorities, however, predict 
th a t billions of dollars will 
spent in the next ten years to con­
struct and operate new disposal 
plants, «  factor certain i to drop 
the number of w ater borne dis­
eases to another low.

Typhoid fever, for instance, is 
one of the water-carried diseases 
that' already is steadily declining in 
this country. A survey of nearly 
100 cities reveals th a t typhoid 
deaths went down from 95 in 1942 
to 62 in 1946. Half of the cities 
reported no typhoid deaths in 1946 
and New England cities also re ­
ported an absence ofi fatalities 
from this once-dread disease. As 
^ n ita tio n  measures increase, ty ­
phoid fever and other w ater-car­
ried diseases can be expected to 
qxMt fewer and fewer lives.

Save That Rainfall
The rninfall saved by contour cul­

tivation may not seem important 
when considered alone, but when 
considered in the light of its effect 
on crop yield it may be quite im­
portant. For instance, on corn land 
in Illinois contour cultivation saved 
only .79 inch of r;'.ifall annually 
over a period of four years, but in­
creased the com yield more than 
seven: bushels per acre. At ClariR- 
da, Iowa, contour cultivation re­
duced runoff an average of only 2.32 
inches annually for seven years on 
Marshall silt loam, l^ut increased 
com yield by 12.1 bushels per acre. 
At Bethany. Mo., contour cultiva­
tion on Shelby silt loam decreased 
runoff an average of only .5 inch 
over a period of seven years, but 
increasecl the yield of com 7.9 bush­
els per acre. The additional mois­
ture saved may seem relatively in­
significant tiut by being present at 
the critical growing season it gives 
the crop a boost just ^ e n  it  if 
needed moft.

Floating Weather Vane
A floating weather station in the 

Arctic ocean nox*th of Norway, has 
been put in operation by Norway. 
This station will be one link in long 
range advance weather forecasts. 
The United States weather bureau 
now makes forecasts of two weeks 
or more in advance, and mu^h of 
the information for these comes 
frbm stations in distant parts of the 
world. The floating Norwegian sta­
tion is one of 13 that the Interna­
tional Meteorological conference in 
Dublin recommended. Norway will 
spend $100,000 annually on the Arc­
tic ocean station. Sweden will con­
tribute 23 per cent of the expenses 
and Britain about 30 per cent. Nor­
way will set up six other new sta­
tions as part of 125 meteorological 
stations to be scattered all over 
Europe.

PeBicillln by Sinoke 
Made of pulverized drug crystals, 

penicillin "smoke” has been made 
by Doctors George C. Taplln and 
Fred A. Bryan of Rochester univer­
sity. One inhalation by the new 
method is said to equal eight in­
tramuscular injecUons given at 
three-hour intervals. The “smoke” 
method requires a smaller amount 
of penicillin to produce in the blood 
a concentration as high or higher 
than that achieved by the aerosol 
method of intramuscular injections 
of the drug in saline solutiona. A 
patient could take 100,000 units 'Of 
penicillin within two minutes when 
inhaled- from a small instrument 
made cf a three-inch plastic tube 
with a rubber bulb bn one end, the 
doclo**s reported. -  ✓

Mr. Tighe was then a w id­
ower w ith four children. Miss 
S tarkw eather and Mr. Tighe 
were m arried in 1903. T heir m ar­
ried life began and continued in 
D etriot for the  next '^ozen years 
or more. Mr. Tighe w ith one of 
his brothers operated a sm all 
fu rn itu re  factory there. There 
were a b o u t. tw enty-five em ­
ployees.

A bout the  tim e of the  first 
world w^* Mr, and Mrs. Tighe 
came to ^ y m o u th  to live. They 
established th e ir  residence a t the 
corner of S tarkw eather avenue 
and Main street. A t one tim e Mr. 
Tighe was a m em ber of th e  then 
Plym outh village council. Still 
la ter they rem oved to California 
but continued possession of the 
home in Plym outh. Eventually 
they alternated  the ir place of 
abode betw een Plym outh and 
Los Angeles. T hey  w ere living 
in Plym outh a t the tim e of Mr. 
Tighe’s death  about eleven years 
ago. Though there  w ere ties and 
relatives in Michigan, Mrs. Tighe 
had nevertheless also made 
friends in southern California 
and it was th e re  th a t she and son 
Philip  elected to spend the re ­
m ainder of th e ir lives. Besides 
her sister in Plym outh, Mrs. 
Tighe i s . survived by num erous 
nephews and nieces and grand 
nephew s and nieces and • other 
old friends and neighbors Who 
w ill miss her parting.

High School Auditorium Crowded 
Sunday Eve to Hear Science Lecture

A capacity audience Sunday 
evening heard  a lecture on 
C hristian Science, ^ t i t l e d  **The 
Science of U nlinnted Good’*, 
given by Charles V. Winn, C. S. 
B. of Pasadena, California in the  
auditorium  of the  P lym outh  high 
school. Mr. W inn,! a m em ber of 
the  board of lectureship of the 
M other Church, F irs t Church of 
Chrud, Scientist of Boston, came 
to Plym outh under the  auspices 
of th e  F irst Church of Christ, 
Scientist, of th is city.

In  p art he s a id :.“Many centu­
ries ago the  prophet Isaiah was 
m editating upon the  things of 
God. In  a m om ent of g reat ex ­
altation he declared. “Ho, every 
one th a t th irste th , come ye to the  
w aters." Was th is good and wise 
m an expressing m ere . hum an 
emotion, or was he setting  for d i­
vine fact? C hristian Scienc% d e­
clares and dem onstrates th a t .h e  
was stating an eternal verity , 
even the  ever-availab ility  of the  
refreshing w aters of tru th .

“C hristian Science is the  law  of 
God, unlim ited good. The u nder­
standing of th is Science unseals 
the  foundations of; lim itless good 
in accordance w ith  the  definition 
w hich M ary Baken Eddy gives of 
Christian Science in one of her 
w ritings entitled  < “Rudim ental 
Divine Science.” T here she de­
fines C hristian Science as ‘th e  
law  of Godr the Isfw of good, in ­
terpre ting  and dem onstrating the 
divine Principle and ru le  of un i­
versal harm ony” (p. 1). This 
succinct arid clear statem ent of 
w hat Christian Science is bases 
its en tire  philosophy, practice, 
and dem onstration.

“Mrs. Eddy’s definition of 
C hristian S c ience 'is  not a m ere 
intellectual precept, bu t it  is an 
eternal tru th  which has been un.- 
failingly proved iii the  life of our 
Leader. Through th is law  she was 
healed o f disease, raised from  
w hat appeared to  be her d ea th ­
bed, and restored to  a life of ser* 
vice and usefulness w hich has 
blessed the  w hole world. She 
saw  and proved th a t the  law 
w hich Jesus used to heal the  sick 
and raise the  dead, to  restore 
sight to  the  blind and hearing to 
the  deaf, is ju s t as operative 
ju st as available, and ju s t as po­
ten t to heal now as it was in  his 
day  and time.

W e b s te r ’s dictionary defines 
law  as ‘tha t which |s laid, set, or 
fixe^^* A law, then, m ust be u n ­
varying, im partia l as to  persons, 
operative everyw here a t all 
times, and it m ust be certain  in 
its results. A so-called law  which 
operates for one .and not for 
another, w hich acts in one way 
a t one tim e and in a  different w ay 
a t another, w hich w orks in one 
place and not in another, cannot 
be law, bu t m ust be lawless, 
baseless, and powerless. I t is only 
a belief, changing and variable, 
uncertain  and unreliable. The

law  of m athem atics has never 
been know n to fail, and it is never 
affected by tim e, pl4ce, circum ­
stances, or conditions. T ^ e n  it is 
properly applied the  resu lt is a l­
ways th e  same; it is equally 
available to all persons. Christian 
Science proves conclusively th a t 
the  law  of God w hen understood 
brings tru e  freedom  and reveals 
the  kingdom  of heaven, unchang­
ing harm ony, here and now.

“If  w e would discern arig iit the 
natu re  of law, we m ust perceive 
the character o f the  law giver, or 
the  source from  w hich law  comes. 
Ifirthe definition of C hristian Sci­
ence w hich we have ju s t been 
considering, w e learn  th a t is 
not only ‘the  law  of good,’ but 
th a t it is ‘in terpreting  and dem ­
onstrating  the  divine Principle 
and ru le  of universal harmony.* 
His law  m ust of necessity be a 
law  of unlim ited good, wholly 
beneficient in  its purpose, wholly 
kind in its operation, w holly just; 
a law  w hich blesses, heals, and 
redeem s everyone. God’s law  has 
behind it  the  pow er of im m easur­
able good; its exercise promotes 
the  h ig h ^ t  degree of good. As we 
perceive th is e ternal fact we ext> 
claim  w ith  th is Psalm ist, ‘O how 
love I th y  law! it iŝ  my m edita­
tion all the  day,’ and ' w e re itera te  
th is sublim e statem ent, ‘Let thy  
tender mercies come unto me, 
th a t I may live: for thy  law  is my 
delight.’ W hen som ething lovely 
comes into our experience we 
exclaim . Oh, how ‘ delightful! 
God’s law  alw ays m anifests H is 
boundless goodness. His unfailing 
mercy, His tender grace.

“To in te rp re t m eans to make 
plain, and to dem onstrate means 
to prove. C hristian Science ex ­
plains simply and logically the 
tru e  n a tu re  of-G od and m an in 
His likeness, and then  proves 
these verities by incontrovertible 
works. O ur g reat M aster declar­
ed, ‘By the ir fru its  ye shall, know 
them .’ Theorizing and idle specu­
lation do not get us anyw here: 
but nothing can outweigh actual 
proof.

“Mrs. Eddy says in h er te x t­
book (p. 146), ‘D ivine Science 
derives its sanction from  the 
Bible.’ In  th e  opening chapter of 
the Bible we read, ‘And God saw 
every th ing  th a t he had made, 
and, behold, it was very  good.’ 
The S c r ip tu r^  repeatedly  set 
forth  the  fact th a t God is omnipo­
ten t o r all-pow erfu l; th a t He is 
om nipresent or everyw here; th a t 
He is om niscient or all-& iowing. 
We can now quickly discern the  
Science of unlim ited good, its un ­
failing affluence, its lim itless 
resources.

“Good and upright is the  Lord.’ 
the  Psalm ist declared, and in the 
C hristian Science textbook, ‘Sci­
ence and H ealth  w ith  Key to  the 
Scrip tures’ by M ary B aker Eddy, 
we read (p. 286): 'In the  Saxon

the  term  for God. The Scrip tures 
declare all th a t He m ade to  be 
good, like Himself, good in P rin ­
ciple and in idea. Therefore the  
spiritual universe is good, and re ­
flects God as He is.’ We are  all 
seeking good. We m ay differ in 
our concepts of good and how it 
is to be obtained. In  reality  th e r^  
is only one Science of good, which 
Christian Science reveals in  all 
its fullness.

Suggest Chicken 
To Vary Menus

Chicken m ay be your answ er 
to  the  m eat problem . If your fam ­
ily is tired  of fried chicken, try  
roasting one!

Roasting chicken should  have 
a rounded body, a w ell-fleshed 
breast, a coating of fat under the 
skin, few blemishes, and few pin­
feathers. For a bird to look well 
on the table, good shape is im por- 
tan t^adds Roberta Hershey, foods 
specialist a t Michigan S tate col­
lege.

S tuff the chicken and roast it 
in a shallow, uncovered pan w ith 
a rack in the bottom. S ta rt it e ith ­
er sidewise or squarely on' its 
breast, depending on its shape. Do 
not add w ^ter to the  pan, nor cov­
er w ith either a Jid or dam p cloth. 
Keep the  tem peratu re o f'the oven 
m oderate to slow for the  entire 
cooking period. T un i a m edium ­
sized chicken every 3 to 35 m in­
utes. Baste it w ith  melted fa t or 
pan drippings each tim e you tu rn  
it.

When the  chicken is tender and

1 - -  
done to the  bone, the flesh is 
slightly shrunken  beneath the  
sk in  and gives or bends slightly 
w hen picked up by th e  ends. 
Jo in ts are no longer stiff when 
“w orked”. P lan  on one and one 
half to two hours cooking time, 
depending on the size of the  bird.

If you have a Chicken th a t  is in ­
tended for stewing, try  steam ing 
it and you w ill be pleased w ith 
the results. To steam  a bird, p re­
pare it as for roasting. P lace it 
breast up on a rack  in a  kettle 
and add w ater to  the level of the  
rack. Add w ater as it boils away. 
I t w ill require th ree  to four hours 
to cook tender unless you use a 
pressure cocker. Cool the  chick­
en in the bro th  and you will[ have 
ju icier meat. S team ed chickens 
have m ore juice and flavor than  
stew ed ones. '

They are try ing  to  get 
aw ay ftom  the farm ers the ir hard 
earned money, m uch of w hich the 
farm ers w ill need to  d raw  upon 
w hen low prices and poor crops 
come again—as they will.'

My advice is th a t afte r getting 
out of debt you spend one-third of 
your profits on im provements, 
one-third pu t in  governm ent 
bonds or cash for “the  day  when 
it doesn 't ra in ,” an d  then use the 
o ther one-th ird  to s ta rt an irre­
vocable T rust for your fam ily’s 
protection. R egarding th is consult 
—not your “den tist’ as the  radio 
ta lks about—but your law yer and 
banker. They also should be v isit­
ed every six  months!
