Four ounces of fresh, raw 
tabbage or seven-eighths cup; of 
tomato juice will provide about tjwo- 
thirda of the recommended daily al­
lowance of vitamin C. If used to sup­
plement each other, there should be 
no lack of this essential dietary 
factor. Citrus fruits and other taw, 
green foods contribute vitamir C. 
Orange juice is the best source.

Food Stains
A point to remember in remo^’ing 

food stains is that hot water 
some spots, such as those made by 
bipod, meat juice, milk and egg. In 
a mayonnaise stain, for instance, 
the egg substahee will be cooked in 
the fabric by boiling water. In using 
all solvents remove the stains Ikom 
the wrPng side. When you attack the 
stain from the. right side, you have 
the task of driving the soil all the 
way through the fabric, whereas 
if you spot remove from the wlong 
side, you drive the soil right out.

Turnip Greens
Turnip greens growni on soils rich 

in organic matter are high in iron. 
Turnip greens grown in the spring 
generally contain more iron than 
those growTi in the fall. The iron* 
content in turnip greens decreases 
with the application of nitrogen fer­
tilizer, the specialists explain, al­
though such applications increase 
the yield of the greens.

Good Riddance
The'm ost effective means of rid­

ding ships of rats has been to build 
the ships in such a way that makes 
it diffic^t for rats to live and breed 
aboai^ them.

Gaucho Relfns as Cowboy 
Of South Brazil Prairies

To the rolling plains of the coun­
tryside of Brazil’s southernmost 
stale, Rio Grande do Sul, there cor­
responds a human type, which is 
thoroughly characteristic ■— the 
“gaucho.” Arisen out of the strug­
gle against Castilian domination and 
reared in an atmosphere of intense 
combdtive excitement, the “gaucho” 
has inherited from his ancestors an 
ardent, arrogant temperament, gen­
erous. yet overruling—a bom lead­
er. He is the cowboy of the south.

He lives a simple Ufa, throwing 
himself down after a hard day’s 
work in the cabin close to his field 
of action. His favorite dish is the 
“churrasco,” a steak cut from a 
half-carcass roasted on the spit over 
an open fire. Nor will he go with­
out his "chimarrao,” mate with 
water from the boiling kettle, 
sucked from a gourd through a sil-, 
ver strainer. His raiment is char­
acteristic: wide-brimmed hat, “pon­
cho” hanging in e^sy folds, bright- 
hued neckerchief, broad leather belt 
about his waist and pistol in its hol­
ster. quick to the draw. Trousers 
bogging over top-boots with outsize 
spurs complete his outfit.

A first class horseman, skilled in 
casting the lasso or the “boleadel- 
ras,” three leather-covered stones 
held together at a yard's distance 
by thongs and thrown to bring a 
runaway steer to a standstill by en­
cumbering its legs—he adores races 
and rodeos.

Brazilians are accustomed to ap­
ply the name “gaucho” to anyone 
born in Rio Grande do Sul, where­
as in reality the “gaucho” is a t.vpe 
of his own, peculiar to the prairies. 
Th^ truth is that the term, by the 
pride of its meaning, takes on the 
honors of a compliment.

Specialists Determine
D D T  Harmless to Humans

DDT is not so dangerous after 
all; there is remote risk of accident­
al poisoning, by sw*allowing some of 
it in food. These statements are 
made by Dr. William F. Hoskins, 
professor of entomology in Univer­
sity of California college of agricul­
ture.

He points to a test where public 
health 8cr* ice doctors fed a person 
half a tCBspoonful of pure DDT in 
five teasi>oonfuls of olive oil, on an 
empty stomach, with no ill effects.

“Fear of the danger of DDT to 
humans internally seems, unwar­
ranted,” says Dr. Hoskins. “Wheth­
er there is possibility of poisoning 
by ing^tion, taking small amounts 
over a long time, has not been 
proved. Tests with animals have 
been reassuring, no symptoms of 
sickness developing when they are 
kept on a diet containing several 
parts per million of DDT;”

Ncr is the human body endan­
gered through absorption of DDT, he 
says, recalling an experiment where 
15 men sprayed ships daily for a 
mon<h with 5 per cent DDT in kero-

The 
present hunting season has confirmed earlier predictions th a t the 
pheasant populatio i of Michigan has dropped to alm ost zero.

Forty years ag< > foresters w ere predicting a tim ber famine, H er­
bert points out. T le years have proved those predictions correct. 
Today we can p re  lict a w ildlife famine w ith  equal confidence, he 
believes. 1

According to H erbert, clean, farm ing and the increase in  dairy 
farm ing reduce bot i food and cover of farm  game anim als and  birds. 
On the non>agricu Itural areas w hich are R ow ing  up into dense 
forests the same reduction can be predicted because the  species of 
trees th a t grow ovdr most of Michigan do not produce much food for 
wildlife. The dense tree stands, as they grow older, shade ou t most 
of the plants tha t furnish  both food and shelter to most kinds of 
forest wildlife.

A wildlife fandne cannot be en tirely  avoided b u t it  could be 
m ade much less- severe if all persons connected >yith w ildlife came 
to a i^alistic grip  i /ith  the problem. H erbert believes this is unlikly 
and says, ’'My prediction of a w ildlife fam ine w ith in  40 years 
stands.”

“We had a 'coup le of w arm  
hum id days bu t a t n ight a 
breeze blew  but of the  west 
and north  west. The ocean was 
very calm  un til Monday, Sept.
15 w hen it seemed to  have 
queer litle  ripples and waves 
going in all directons, like some 
one shaking a pan of w ater.

“For days the  hurricane had 
stood still near the  Bahamas.

Raise More Neal 
With Less Feed

I t’s squarely  up to th e  A m eri­
can farm er to  produce m ore m eat 
w ith less feed than he has been 
using, th inks G. A. Brown, head 
of the  anim al husbandry d ep art­
m ent a t Michigan S tate college.

How to m aintain  adequate 
num bers of livestock and still 
provide cereal grains for the 
needy people of less fortunate 
lands is one of the  most difficult 
problem s th is generation will 
face, the livestock specialist be­
lieves.

But Brown, long recognized by 
Michigan livestock feeders as an 
authority  on m eat anim al feeding, 
says it is not impossible and sug­
gests 12 ru les for farm ers to fol­
low. They are:

1. Use adequate am ounts of
protein supplem ents to  balance 
the ration and increase th e  ef­
ficiency of corn or o th e r‘gra in__ _
2. Make the best possible use

of roughages.-------Even cheap
roughages like straw  and corn- 
stallte can be fed cattle  until the 
first of the  year w hen hay .should 
be f ^  more liberally.
3. Feed livestock in accord­

ance w ith its ability to produce.
4. Practice, hand-feeding—

it is m ore efficient although it 
requires m ore labor. ]
5. M arket pigs a t  225 povjids | 

or less in weight.
6. The most economical ancL* 

efficient gains are  m ade by young | 
anim als and during  the first p a rt I 
of the  feeding period w ith older 
animals.

7. S h o rt.. forced-deeding of 
cattle gives the best utilization of 
grain.

8. P rotect anim als from  cold

fall rains and storms.
9. Provide w arm  drinking 

w ater a t all times.
10. Keep anim als free from  

both in ternal and ex ternal p a ra ­
sites.

11. S tudy the  individual re ­
quirem ents of anim als and feed 
accordingly.

12. S ort corn carefully: and use 
soft com  im mediately.

N inth in a series of such in­
stitutes, w hich are  offered alter*- 
nately tw ice yearly  tp teachers 
and superintendents to stim ulate 
in terest in d river-tra in ing  and 
m ake it possible to offer the 
course in every high school in 
Michigan, according to Eugene 
B. Elliott, S tate D epartm ent of 
Public Instruction S uperin tend­
ent.

‘‘Common excuse for not teach­
ing d river-tra in ing  in the  schools 
is th a t we can’t  afford it,” In ­
stitu te  D irector N orm an E. Bor- 
gerson, of the S ta te  D epartm ent 
of Public Instruction, told the  
group a t its  first m eeting today.

“But there  w ere 1,400 persons 
killed in traffic accidents in 
Michigan last year, and non-in- 
ju ry  accidents cost m otorists $75, 
000,000. T hat’s an aver|ige of $35 
per motorists.

“Records in  Cleveland and 
Highland P ark  show th a t s tu ­
dents who have taken  d river- 
tra in ing  have cut the ir accident 
rates by m ore (than one-half. This 
means we could save 700 lives 
and $37,500,000 a n n u a lly ^  The 
cost of tra in ing  driver^^ in all 
Michigan high schools would be 
only $1,500,000 per year. We can’t  
afford not to  feach d riv e r- tra in ­
ing,” Borgerson said.

How Many WIU SurviTe?
P rew ar checks on educational 

efficiency in d ic a te  th a t of every 
100 students whp. have entered 
college^ 56 never graduated! Why 
this huge m ortality , rate? The 
q i^ t i b n  of successful college 
a<mievement should challenge 
every taxpayer, jparen t, teacher 
arid pupil.

A United S tated Office of E du­
cation B ulletin  analyses th is fig­
ure of 56 ‘‘failures” as follows: 
18.4% of the  students flunk; 12.4% 
} ^ v e  because of^iinancial d iffi­
culties; 6.1% because of lack of 
lifterest; 4.0% because of sickness 
o r death; 14.1% because of vari- 
6£is miscellaneous causes; and 
46'' for unknow n reasons.

Why Student Mortality Rates 
Are Yfigh

. M ortality rates are  high be­
cause too m any young peo p l^g o  
to college lacking :a driv ing ^ r -  
po$e. For examplp, I asked a 
s%vcet young thing: on one college 
cam pus the  o ther day  w hy she 

j was going to  collage. H er reply: 
‘̂ Because m other iwants me to” , 
y ^ e n  I asked h er’'for her mo­
v e r ’s reason, she 'rep lied ::— “So 
^ won’t  have to  w grk”. Certainly, 
Something is wroi^g here!

B u t parents cannot^be blam ed 
fcKT w a n tp g  the ir children to have 
sqme of those thm gs they failed 
to  get. W hat g reater asset has a  
parent than a  good son or daugh­
ter? The trouble is* th a t too many 
parents often fail to  see the  de- 
ects of the ir offspring. They too 
often overrate the ir abilities or 
they too often kxiow too little  
about Job requirem ents.
Wa Mutt Battar Rrapara Youth 

I for Work
! Is it any w onder th a t em ploy­
m en t m anagers and labor leaders 
a re  everyw here taOcing about the  
problem  of vocational training? 
T ^ o  million young m en and wo- 
^ e n  en ter the labor m arket each 
yiear. W hen these youths find 
.themselves facing a h a rd -b o il^  
job in terview er who asks them  
^what they can do, m ost of them

reply, “A nything”. The em ployer 
knows th is means. “Nothing*. Yet,
I am not for one m om ent blaming 
our youth.

L et m e ask w hat you have done 
to  fu rth e r job  trainm g in your | 
com munity? W hat do your sons 
and daughters know  about the ir 
abilities and interests? How m uch 
business inform ation have you 
given them ? Do they know the 
tra its  and skills required on v ari­
ous kinds of jobs? W hat are  your 
local em ploym ent o p p o r tu n ity ?  
W hat are  the  broad vocational 
trends, natidnally  speaking? Our 
youth sim ply doesn’t  know. This 
is evidenced by all sorts of su r­
veys. T hree out of every  four 
young persons never receive any 
organized guidance from  school, 
college, or any o ther source.

Too M any W ant " J u i l  Jobs"
It is significant th a t alm ost all 

of our high school students ex ­
pect always to w ork for someone 
else; it never occurs to them  to 
provide jobs for others. The n ak ­
ed tru th  is th a t our present in­
dustria l o rder w ill not provide 
enough of these jobs. In  o rder to 
give fu tu re  em ploym ent to  our 
young people w e m ust s ta rt in 
now to educate th e  best of them  
to become em ployers. This is 
w hy I am tra in ing  people out 
here in  the  center of th e  country 
to  en ter defm ite careers and em ­
ploy others.v

A n educational m isfit is a tra*r 
gedy—a w aste of hum an m aterial. 
Only the  m an who is happy in his 
work, who is fitted  for it by na­
tu re  and tra ined  fbr it through 
education can m ake the  fullest 
use of his powers an d  ultim itely 
provide jobs for others. If school 
com m itteem en and college tru s ­
tees would appropuate  even a 
fraction of th e  m oifty in  helping 
graduates to  become employers, 
w hich they now  spend on school 
sports, bands, etc., our youth 
m ight have a chance. Hasn’t 
someone been shortchanging our 
youth? Perhaps th is is a good 
question to  ask as our football 
season gets underw ay.

Havings Baking Troubles? 
This Maybe, is the Coiise

If yoqr cakes, biscuits or o ther 
baked goods don’t tu rn  out ju s t 
right, perfiaps it is your baking 
pans, not the  recipes, th a t are 
a t fault.

Recipes baked in the  same oven 
for the  sam e length of tiihe and 
a t the  sam e tem peratu re may 
brow n quite differently in d if­
feren t pans. Roberta Hershey, 
foods specialist a t Michigan S tate 
college,. says th a t most test k it­
chens w here recipes are develop­
ed use alum inum  pans.

If  you don’t  use alum inum  pans 
you m ay need to  change the  b ak ­
ing tim e and the  tem peratu re 
accordingly. In  general, enam el- 
w are baking pans give the  deep­
est brown. Glass ranks nex t in 
rapid browning, especially in an 
electric oven. Enam elw are and 
glass boih absorb th a t kind of 
heat -well. In alum inum  and tin  
the  brow ning is less rapid and 
usually more even, unless the  tin  
is ver>' dark , or th in  and w arped 
so th a t the  heat is uneven.

The shape of the  pan ^ s o  in- 
fluenece browning. Cake baked 
in a  square pan, especially if it

is enam elw are, is likely to be­
come too brow n at the  corners. 
Browning is m ore even in pans 
w ith rounded corners. In a deep, 
high-sided pan biscuits and cook­
ies often come out too paje be- 

: cause the high sides “shade” them  
i from  the  heat. They brow n better 
' on a fla t sheet or on the  bottom  
of an inverted pan.

Pan size counts, too. in bpown- 
: ing. If the  pan is too large for mef 
i recipe, a cake or bread rnikturei 
may be spread too th in  and be­
come too brown. In these days of 
g ra in  saving, we can’t  afford to 
throv^f aw ay baked goods tha t 
have 'become too brow n or d idn’t 
get “done” .
