Budget-wise humemakers are tak-
ing a second look at their budgets
this season, and most of them are
keeping one eye on their purse
strings, while the'other eye is glued
to prices. One item that is getting
extra consideration is meat

There’s hardly such a thing as a
budget cut of meat anymore
but naturally
there are some
that are less ex-
pensive than oth-
ers. Breast of
lamb is among
those as well as
some of the beef

cuts including

They couldn’t find even hen
pheasants to shoot so they shot
poultry, cilttle, horses and any-
thing else Ithat moved in the
fields. If etery farm in this part
of the state is not closed to hunt-
ers in the liext two or three years,
it will be because the owner of
the land will be physically im-
able to tack up no-hunting signs.

The* conservation department
says that the poor hunting of the
present season will mean *a sub--
stantial ca)rryover of breeding
stock to nc”t season.”

An if thbsc in authority do not
close the fiext hunting season
and the hating season there-
after to {peasant hunting there
is something wrong with their
thinking.

There afe fewer pheasants in
this part of the state than there
have beer™in over a quarter of a
centtiry. 'rfwo-legged game hogs,
irrespectivie of all the other ali-
bies giveni are the chief cause of
the disappearance of pheasants.

It’s another good year for rac-
coons. and this news is like the
“music” of hounds on the trail
on a moonlit frosty night to
thousands' of enthusiastic ’coon
dog ownefs. Lew Ford’s coon
dogs seemi to know all about it,
from the way they act, says Lew.

Conservation department men
have been'handling normal num-
bers of complaints about ’coon
raids on corn and other garden

There is no bag limit on ’coons,
but so many hunters prefer the
chase to the pelt that releasing
captured ringtails is not uncom-
mon.

High hopes and deep despair
are connected with the history of
a man commemorated by a sim-
ple bronze tablet at Sault Ste.
Marie.

Located at the comer of Park
Place and River Drive, the tablet
embedded in a boulder honors
Ensign Louis le Gardeur, Sieur
de Repentigny. He and another
Frenchman, Louis de Bonne,
Si*ur de Miselle, once owned
214,Qdof acres of land in that re-
gion, iifcluding that now occupied
by Sault Ste. Marie.

King Louis XV granted the
land to his subjects on June 24,
1751, with the stipulation that
they own it for life and that on
their deaths it go to ‘their heirs
and assigns.” But their
and assigns” never were able to
get the wvaluable property, al-
though it was once granted to
them by a.court, for the two
Frenchmen did not fulfill com-
pletely the terms of the grant.

According to information in the
Michigan Historical Collections at
the University of Michigan, the
two were to build a fort at Sault
Ste. Marie. The fort was to help
break up 'the Indian-British fur
tl'ade and to be .a haven for
French traders. By' 1752 the fort
was erected.

However, b”t evidence
able indicatedthgjtttse—xfll not
live (in Uii' Iftnil lie Bonne never
Aven visited it, while de Repen-
tigny spent only part of his time
there until 1758 when army du-
ties demanded him elsewhere.

This slackn” in fulfilling the
residence provisions of the grant
was terrifically damaging to the
heirs when they sued the United
States for possession of the land,
Michigan Historical Collections
information shows.

All land in that region had gone
to the British in the Treaty of
Paris in 1763 and to the U. S. in
1783. Terms of the agreements
were that those possessing the
land at the time were to continue
to own it.

The suit began in Detroit in
1861 and three years later the
claimants won their case. “But
their hopes of immense wealth
were dashed, nevertheless.

For the Congressional Act
which permitted the claimants to
sue the government also provided
that the U. S. District Attorney
take the case to the U. S. Supreme
Court if the government lost the
legal battle.

The Supreme Court reversed
the decision of the lower court.
According to the Michigan His-
torical Collections, the Supreme
Court’s decision was based main-

“heirs |

ly on the fact that de Repentigny
and de Bonne had deserted the
land and that they had not made
sufficient improvement on it to
carry out terms of the concession.

Wisconsin’s conservation de-
partment has advised “My Michi-
gan” editor that that state con-
tinues to hold top position as a
bow and arrow hunting state.
The department claims that arch-
ers from nearly every state in the
Union seem to have preferance
for Wisconsin. But this may not
be for long, as Michigan for the
first time this year opened up
some 16 more counties for bow
and arrow hunting.

Wisconsin estimates that the
10,000 bow and arrow deer hunt-
ers in that state have to date tak-
en 145 deer since the season
opening on Sept. 27 and deer will
continue to be legal targets for
the ancient weapons until Nov. 11,
the conservation department
pointed out today. D>eer of any
age or sex can be taken with bow
and arrow during the special
season.

Of the total kill, 83 of the ani-
mals were taken on the Necedah
Wildlife Refuge where it is esti-
mated that 3.500 archers hunted
on opening day. A total of 27
deer were taken in Vilas county
and eight in Forest county. Other
counties where archers Kkilled
one or more deer are Jackson,
Oneida, Ashland, Bayfield, Doug-
las, Clark, Burnett, Florence,
Iron, Monroe, Oconto, Marinette,
Sawyer and Waupaca.

A total of 256 deer were taken
with ,bow and aiTOW in Wiscon-
sin last year.

Babson Discusses Commodity
Prices

Babson Park, Mass.,, Oct. 31.
Readers recent™ have been ask>
ing me some rather tough ques-
tions. To answer all of them, |
would have to be an oracle, as
well as a statistician. However, |
do the best | can. Right now | am
deluged with inquiries as to when
the peak in wholesale commodity
prices will be reached and whe-
ther there will be a further
in the cost of living. Briefly, and
with fingers crossed, the whole-
sale price peak should be seen by
the early second quarter of 1948.
As to retail prices and the cost of
living, a further rise is inevitable.

A Glance al the Record

To bring you up-to-date on
commodity price inflation, | shall
risk boring you with a few sta-
tistics.. The latter, as you know,
are much maligned, but do serve
a purpose. Since August, 1939, to
recent date, th Bureau of La-
bor's all commodity wholesale
price index has advanced 109.5%.
Building materials have skipped
ohcad to the tune of 103.5%, other
things have advanced 165.3%. The
real culprit, however, is farm
products, with a gain of 207.4%.
Hence, the unprecedented pros-
perity in the firm belt, which
seems destin” Ito continue for a
year or so at(least. Merchan-
disers should k”~p that* fact in
mind. Farm ard"IS are a seller”®
bonanza these; days. Farmers
should be very iareful not to lose
their profits by )making question-,

able “investmei””.
To give you a better idea of
what the current commodity

price inflation ii“eans in terms of
dollars and cenU, I shaU cite g
few specific instances. Back in
August, 1939, ra*roads and man-
ufacturers could;buy a ton of bi-
tuminous coal at the mines for
$2.50 to $2.70; today they must
pay $4.85 to $5.28 P/ r ton. South-
ern pine-lumber then was sell-
ing for $22.35 per M; today it
commands $80. A pound of but-
ter in August, 1939, would have
cost your market man 24V4c; to-
day the price is 68%c. Whereas
cocoa then was telling for about
5c a pound, the price now is 49c.
This fact bodes po good for the
5c¢ chocolate bar.'

Raw Materials Outlook
Raw material prices have in-
creased since August, 1939, about
160% and wilj go higher. Huge
public purchasing power, plus
continued high employment at
good wages, points to heavy de-
mand for finished goods for some
timg to come. Steel and certain
othar raw materials are already
scarce. Nylon stockings may soon
be scarce again. Rents will be
higher. Production costs certain-
ly will not move lower in the
months ahead, and might well in-
crease”™ especially if labor should
strike for still higher wages to

offset advancing living costs.

It is possible, however, that
prices of certain imported raw
materials may move lower in the
not"too-distant future. Prices of
cocoa, burlap, and shellac, are be-
ing artificially maintained at ex-
orbitant levels by foreign govern-
ments. But it may well be that
these governments of producing
countries are over-playing their
hands.

Farm Price Trend

Farmers, under government tu-
telage, now know when to hold
and when to sell. Under the “par-
ty price” program, they have lit-
tle to lose by playing ~heir cards
close to their chest. The well-ad-
vertised program of foreign aid,
with its indicated strain upon do-
mestic economy, is the farmer’s
cue for holding his wheat, or oth-
er products, for still higher pri-
ces.

Under the Circumstances, | be-
lieve that farm prices will hold
up during 1948. TTi” ~year’s short
corn crop, plus heavy foreign de-
mand for wheat and other food
products, is the pivotal factor.
While the food conservation pro-
gram may tend to ease the over-
all strain, it will not radically al-
ter the tight supply-demand
situation. v

Conclusion

While I regret to say it, the av-
erage American housewife in the
months ahead, will be faced with
higher prices in order to fill her
market basket. Already, she is
paying over double the August,
1939, food prices. My advice is to
practice economy by following
simple dietetic rules. There are
many good substitutes for costly
megt, eggs, etc. A few shifts in
diet, and a little curbing of inor-
dinate appetite can easily fatten
the pocketbook while slimming
the figure. The best exercise
push food away from .you! “Sec-
ond-helping-itis** is the most pre-
valent American disease.

Water is just as important as
feed in poultry raising. Be sure
chickens always have a supply
of clean water available near the
mash feeders.
