Keynote ofUoIM
Club Discussion

“Communism in the unions is a
real menace.” Homer Martin
stated at the University of Mich-
igan club’s discussion last Mon-
day evening. The meeting took
place at the home of Mrs. Nellie
Bird. 217 Ann street. The guest
speaker, Mr. Martin, is previous
and first president cJf the Interna-
tional Union UAW-CIO. i,

He also stated that communists
arc carrying on-an extensive d u -
rational program among the un-
learned workers, teaching them
hatred of things which are
American, and promoting wildcat
strikes by the hundreds. Mr. Mar-
tin said, in conjunction With this,
that it is their plan to organize
the strategic industries, such as
the tool and dye plants, so that
in case of war with Russia, they
could tic them up and “wreck us
from within.”

Mr. Martin advocated that we
slop letting them use “tree
;.pcech” as a.cover because “free-
f'om should not be extended to
traitors.” He approves of making
them register as foreign agents,
so that everyone will know them
for what they are.

The speaker pointed put that
communism stands for complete
stale ownership, which usually
ends in fascism. He does not be-
lieve ~that government control is
the rolution, nor docs he stand for
too much union control. Rather,
Mr. Martin favors independent
kunions.

, He deplores class distinctions,
ituch as capital vs. labor or the
against the workers. The
aniiv/cr lies, as he sees it, in profit
Lharing.

Education Week to Stress

School Needs, Benefits
(Continued liom page i>
ned for the grades, since officials
believe it is more important that
parents see the classes as they
actually are. They feel that in
this way. the good points can be

seen as well as the needs.

Paul E. Johnson, elementary
coordinator, stated “that future
plans for the grade schools deal
\u;h reorganizing the curriculum
;and that school, administrators
‘would like as mi/eh public par-
I’cipatiun in the change as pos-
sible.

Ho also pointed out that at
present there are 1.150 children
attending grade schools. He
stated that of this number, 270
are enrolled in kindergai®en this
year. To carry out the mathe-
matics. these figures mean that
if tile enrollmenl in the kinder-
garlen keeps on at the present
lalc for the next six years, the
school’* population will be near
the 1.500 mark. If this is to be
tlu- case, and there is no reason
lo belitve dilTerenlly, at least 12
additional classrooms  w'ill be
needed for the elementary stu-
dents. Then, when the same
group goes to enter high school,
that building will be eight rooms
C-uit.

Mr. Johnson stressed that grade
school instruction is particu-

larily important in that it lays
the basis for all education that
is to follow. Often times children
need special attention and in-
struction during these years and
the main prerequisite is that
classes be small. This is impos-
sible at present, however, since
there simply are not enough
classroom” .

This shortage is felt equally as
strong in the high school. A larger
variety of courses and instruc-
tors cannot be available until
there is more room. Not only lhi.s.
the classes are much too crowded
at,present. It is not unusual to
seat 35 in a room which was
designed for 25. Also, students in
outlying districts are constantly
being turned down because of
lack of room. Often times this
means that the person has to go
without formal schooling. In the
past 15 years the enrollment has
increased 85 percent, yet there is
no more space than there was at
that time. A University of Michi-
gan professsor recently stated
that if 20 million dollars were
spent annually on education in
the state, it would take 10 years
for the space and facilities To be
adequate for the enrollment.

Peps Up Plants

A sidC'dressing of either a corn*
plefie fertilizer or nitrogen alone,
appjlied to many vegetable crops in
thelllate summer when they are pro*
ducing fruits or growing a root, will
peb up the plant just enough to
moire than pay for the application. In
mapy instances this extra plant
vi*r may be the factor needed for
thej maturing of a fUU crop of fruHs
or Neatly increasing the size of root
crops. Let the plants be your
guide. They wOl indicate whether or
not extra fertilizer is needed.

Easily Grown

Kale is an easily grown vegetable,
but it i* one of those vegetables that
unless you have been accustomed to
it.iyou are likely to pass it by. Seeds
thtt are sown in late April will start
producing usaMe leaves in a couple
of months. It can be planted unt®
August 1, which will give you grand
plants to use during the fall. Kale
is hardy. Jf protected with com
stalks or straw to keep the rabbits
3 and shaded, it can "be used all

nter long.

Soil Depletions

Almost 200,000 tons of potash are
removed in crops each year and in
return, the soils receive about 45.000
tens in manure and only 20,000 tons
ip commercial fertilizers. Annual
needs of phosphoric acid have been
estimated at about 140,000 tons;
farmers return 30,000 tons in nfanure
and add an extra 60.000 tons in com-
mercial fertilizer. lhc deficit is no
greater than before the war.

Grow Fast

Qiicks grow at a very high rate.
One hundred day-old chicks weigh
about eight pounds. One hundred
eight-week-old chicks will weigh 150
to 175 pounds, or 20 times their origi*
nal weight. Overcrowding causes
uneven gro™Vvth, slow growth, runts,
boor feathering, cannabatism and
usually excessive death losses.

Agricultural products produced
during 944 included such record-
breaking totals as 155.000.000 head
of livestock. 119.000,000 pounds
OF milk, 13500.000 t(His of com-
mercial truck crops and the har-
vest of over 97.000,000 acres of com
and 110.000,000 acres of wheat, oats,
rice and soybeans.

Water Mammal

Aimuskrat (musquash) can trav-
el as far as 50 yards under the wa-
ter without coming up for air.

Wallaby, Velvet Coney, River
JMink. Sealskin and a'number of
pther trade names.

Color Moods

The study of the relation between
the colors wdiich surround us and
the state of our physical and men-
tal health is but in its infancy. There
is no doubt that the colors in rooms
have the utmost influence on the
mood of every human being who
comes in contact with them.

Painting Basement
