City's Growth 
to Force More 
School Building

For some unknow n reason, the 
fam ilies who a r^  moving itito 
the Plym outh school d istrict 
have m ore children than  those 
who are  moving out of this dis­
trict. This is m ore than ju st an 
in teresting fact,^ according to 
H elm ar Nelson, '^superintendent 
of schools. I t is a fact which 
spells fu tu re  trouble for the 
Plym outh schools.

The figures seem to prove tha t 
P lym outh is fast becoming a 
city of young people. A corollary 
statem ent w ould be  th a t the 
schools are fast li^o m in g  over 
crowded, Superin tendent Nelson 
explained.

Two years ago high school of­
ficials refused to tak e  any  'addi­
tional pupils from  Livonia, a l­
lowing how ever, those enrolled 
a t th a t tim e to finish. Mr. Nelson 
stated. T hree years ago 400 s tu ­
dents from  Livonia w ere a ttend ­
ing Plym outh high school.

One class has been dropped 
each year since then, but, when 
the  final Livonia students g radu­
ate a year from  nex t June, of­
ficials expect to have as many 
enrolled as there  w ere w hen the

A petition w hich has been filed 
w ith the city commission w ar­
ran ts the  election. I t is expected 
th a t people w ill get an oppor­
tu n ity  to  vote on the  issue a t 
F ebruary ’s prim ary  election.

If, a t th a t tim e, the  voters 
designate th a t they wish thfe city 
to issue revenue bonds, w ork w ill 
begin following the election. The 
im provem ents w hich have been 
suggested consist of an additional 
16 inch supply m ain over a new  
route, from  th e  Beck road w ater 
farm , th e  laying of 12 inch feeder 
mains, and an elevated storage 
tank.

I t has not as yet been ascer­
tained w hat the  m onetary value 
of th e  bonds m ust be to  back 

i such a venture, ^ a y o r  Jack  T ay­
lor has stated.

A to ta l am ount of*$600,000 was 
estim ated: to be needed if the 
w ater softener w ere included in 
the  im provem ent plan, bu t the 
city  commission has not as yet 
announced th e  expenditures 
needed for the  rem aining work.

Now that the weather Is cooler 
and we’re spending less time out- 
of-doors, there's more call for moth­
er’s delicious cakes. A cake some­
how seems to top off evenings at 
home perfectly when the youngsters 
have their school chums in for an 
evening or if guests drop in un­
expectedly.

There are loads of cakes to please 
every palate, from feathery-textured 
spice cakes to delectable combina­
tions of banana and pineapple cake, 
as well as spiced dark devil’s food 
and light-as-dowD, delicate whipped 
cream cake.

First, let’s start off with a hot 
milk cake, easy on the budget and 
easy to mix. Top it with a broiled 
icing.

Food studies show that people 
do not get as many fruits in win­
ter as in summer, and frequently 
this is thought to be a result of their 
lack of availability; but a good per­
centage of fruits available in their 
fresh form are canned, and thus 
made available for Use.

Then, too, there are a number of 
fruits more available in the cooler 
months than dur­
ing s u m m e r  — 
a p p l e s  a r e  in 
their prime, and 
so a re  pea r s .
Look to the cit­
rus fruits, also, if 
you want particu- 
l a r l y  lu sc io u s  
f r u i t s  t h a t  a r e  
s c a r c e  in s u m ­
mer. Make good use of the dried 
fruits like primes and apricots fur 
they have excellent vitamin and 
mineral values.

Ih is  is the season to make full 
use of the canned fruits you stored 
during the warmer months. Serve 
them chilled with simple cookies 
for an easy dessert or make them 
into one of the many delectable pud­
dings such as the following:

Deep Dish Flam Dessert.
(Serves B)

.* 3 cups canned plums 
H teaspoon cinnamon 
% teaspoon nntmeg 
t  tablespoons bntter

Pit and chop the plums. Pour with 
% cup of their juice into a greased 
shallow baking dish. Sprinkle with 
the spices and dot with butter. Cov­
er with crust made as follows:

4 tablespoons shortening 
H enp milk 
2 tablespoons sugar

Detroit Edison 
Completes Rural 
Electrification

“By Ju n e  1948, all of the  39,000 
farm s in the  7,600 square miles of 
te rrito ry  served by The D etroit 
Edison Company, w ill have 
available the  m any benefits of 
•central station electric  service”, 
according to  a statem ent by E. J . 
G erm an, Edison’s D istrict M ana- 

;ger a t Wayne.
“This w ill m ark  the  completion 

Of a ru ra l electrification program  
which the Company em barked 
upon in 1923”, Mr. G erm an said, 
ind added tha t, “The D etroit 
Cdison com pany is probably  *the 
irst public service com pany in 
he United Stdtes serving an 

extensive ru ra l area  to  m ake 
electricity  available to  all farm  
custom ers in  itsv te rrito ry .”

Mr. G erm an pointed out th a t 
“the com pany’s farm  service ex ­
tension program  had to be cu r­
tailed during th e  w ar because of 
m ateria l and m anpow er short­
ages. However, th is  w hole pro- 

jgram  w ill be com pleted in 1948.1 
The com pany will then have 10,-1 
171 miles of pow er lines in op- j 
oration ta .  provide electric se r­
vice for farm s. j

“From  its b e^ n n in g  back in 
1923, the  job o f,p rov id ing  elec­
tric  service to farm s has p resen t­
ed m any technical problem s th a t 
provided a challenge to the  com -  ̂
pany’s engineers and m anage- j 
ment. At th a t tim e D etroit Edi­
son under the  fa rm er’s super- ■ 
visipn m ade a stiudy on experi- ] 
m ental farm s of how e le c tr ic ' 
pow er could be efficiently a n d ! 
economically used on the  farm . I 
I t was found th a t electricity  ] 
could be applied to  nearly  ev e ry ' 
operation on the farm  and w hen 
used for productive purposes 
could be a self-supporting se r­
vant for the  farm er and his w ife 
as well. Farm ers w ere quick to 
realize the  value of electricity  on 
the  farm , and by the  end of 1928, 
there  w ere 7,707 farm s in the  
com pany's te rrito ry  served by 
means of 1,710 m iles of pow er' 
lines. By 1945, 35,728 farm s w.ere 
electrified and th e  com pany had 
9,671 m iles of farm  lines in op­
eration. D etroit Edison engineers 
developed new  m ethods of line 
construction w hich w ould enable 
it to  build  farm  lines on an ec-  ̂
onomically sound basis fo r bo th  I 
the  farm er and the  com pany so,  ̂
from  1928 to  1945, it w as able to  | 
m ake several reductions in its  i 
custom er contribution requ ire­
m ents for th e  extension of elec­
tric  service to  farm s. This low 
cost developm ent was an  im por­
ta n t factor in th e  rap id  expan­
sion of electric service in the 
ru ra l areas during  th is period.

“As a m eans of dem onstrating 
to  the  farm er the  m any advan­
tages of using electricity, D etroit 
Edison, in  cooperation witih 
Michigan S ta te  College, p u r­
chased a dem onstration  truck  
and tra ile r  to travel th e  farm ing 
area. A com plete farm  w iring 
system was installed as one of 
the exhibits in the  truck . In  ad ­
dition, the mobile dem onstrator 
incorporated an electric w ater 
system, a sm al' b u rr and ham ­

m er m ill f e ^  grinder, a  2 horse 
pow er portable motor, a pipe 
line and portab le-type milking 
machine, deep and shallow Well 
p ressure w ater systemsy pou ltry  
w ater heaters and autom atic 
controls for poultry  house ligh t­
ing. Farm ers im m ediately saw  by 
these dem onstrations, th a t elec­
tric ity  is an  im portim t farm  se r­
vant, saving m any m anhours 
and dollars. Some of our farm ers 
have been unable to  go ahead 
w ith  th e ir  plans fo r t ^  in sta l­
lation of electrical farm ing equip­
m ent because of the  present high 
cost of quipm ent. H owever, as a 
resu lt of g rea ter use, m ore e f­
ficient .and scientific
advancem ent, i t  is fe lt th a t 
m anufactitu rers of th is equipm ent 
will b ring  it  w ith in  the  m eans of 
all farm ers.

“Com pleting th e  extension of 
electric pow er lines to  all farm s 
in  th e  te rrito ry  a t the  m iddle of 
1948 w ill not m ark  an end to  the  
com pany’s activities in the  farm  
field bu t ra th e r  th e  beginning of 
an extensive program  to expand 
the uses of electricity  on the 
farm . F arm ers are  assisted in 
selecting economical application 
of electricity  for th e ir  operations 
by a staff of expfrienced  and spe­
cially tra ined  D etroit Edison Farm  
R epresentatives w ho w ork w ith  
and assist th e  fa rm er w ithout 
charge. Increased use of elec­
tric ity  on farm s w ill m ean in ­
c r e a s e  efficiency, m ore profits 
and m ore leisure for th e  farm er 
and his helpers”, Mr. G erm an 
added.

The goal of the  cam paign is 
$150,000, the  m inim um  needed, 
according to Mr. Runkle, to carry  
on the  w ork of the  Society d u r­
ing the  coming year.

The services of the Society in ­
clude health  education in  the 
belief tha t knowledge is the  best 
weapon against the  fear of TB: 
case-finding m ass X -Ray surveys 
throughout W ayne County in co­
operation w ith official health  de­
partm ents w hich have already 
been held in such com munities 
as D earborn, Highland Park, 
Northville, Ecorse, Inkster^ Red- 
ford Township, G ratio t Tow n­
ship, Trenton. R iver View. 
Grosse He, W yandotte, Romulus. 
New Boston. Belleville, F lat 
Rock. Rockwood, Wayne, N or- 
wayne, Taylor and Livonia 
Townships; and rehabilitation 
offering vocational guidance and 
retrain ing  to patients a t the  H er­
m an K iefer hospital and M ay- 
bury Sanatorium  and the  ou t­
patients a t the  clinics.

"The TB and H ealth 'Society  is 
one of the  3,000 vo lun tary  as­
sociations throughout the  coun­
try  affiliated w ith the  National 
Tuberculosis Association,”.- said 
Runkle. "O ur seal w ith the  doub­
le-barred  cross of red is the  orig­
inal C hristm as 6eal. the  seal 
th a t has been financing a well 
organized cam paign against 
tuberculosis for 4 t  years.”

R unkle pointed b u t th a t of the 
money raised locally 85 per cent 
w ill be used w ithin D etroit and 
W ayne County. Only 15 per cent 
of the  funds w ill leave th is area. 
Five per cent goes to  the  N ation­
al Association to finance research 
and 10 per cent is used for State 
services.

According to  ■ the  D etroit 
H ealth D epartm ent, tuberculosis 
killed 948 D etroiters last year 
and th e re  w ere 2.715 new  cases of 
TB reported in D etroit in 1946.

"So there  is much Work to  be 
done before, th is Cherny is finally 
conquered,” Runkle emphasized. 
"It Idlls m ore people between 15 
and 45 years of age than  any 
o ther disease. We cannot afford 
to relax  our efforts until we have 
attained final victory over tu b e r­
culosis. We urge all to be gener­
ous in purchases of the C hrist­
mas Seal w ith th e  double-barred  
cross of red  in o rder th a t the TB 
and H ealth Society may continue 
its  work here in D etroit and 
W ayne County. *

Educr.*'on Pays Off
I f  you are doubtful, heed these 

facts, A U. S. Offjee of Education 
siR-vey afte r the  last depression 
found th a t 99% o f  th e  college- 
educated women, and 98% of the  
men have never been on relief. 
A suiYey l^y Dean P artch  of R u t­
gers once revealed th a t for every  
$100 earned  by a farm er w ith no 
schooling, $375 was earned by the 
farm er w ith “short coui^e” col­
lege tra in ing  and $522 by the 
farm er w ith fu ll fou r-y ear col­
lege training.

Eve'iett W. Lord, Dean E m eri­
tus of Boston U niversity College 
of Business A dm inistration found 
in a p rew ar survey th a t the  col­
lege jnian graduate earned an av ­
erage life to tal of from  $160,000 
to $200,000 during his 38 produc­
tive years from  college to re tire ­
m e n t This . was about $72,000 
more, on the  average, than  the 
high school graduate’s earnings 
of $38,000.

G*I. Education Good Job 
Insurance

The G. I. Bill of R ights was en­
acted as a job  insurance m easure 
for the educational and vocation­
al rehabilitation  of W orld W ar II 
veterans. The law  provides for 
free education, equivalent in tim e 
to the  num ber of m onths of ac­
tive service plus one year, up to  
a m axim um  of four calendar 
years. This is for veterans educa­
tionally qualified and honorably 
discharged. They m ust have serv­
ed 90 days o r  more, exclusive of 
tra in ing  in e ither A rm y or Navy 
specialized train ing  program s. 
F urther, to become eligible a? V et­
eran  m ust in itia te such course of 
education not la te r th a n  four 
years a fte r e ither the  date  of his 
discharge or the  term ination  of 
W orld W ar II w hichever is later. 
These benefits w ill continue for 
nine years afte r Ju ly  25, 1947.

Uncle Sam  has agreed to pay 
a  niaxim um  freight b ill of $500 
per y e a r .fo r  tuition, laboratory , 
infirm ary, and o ther fees, plus 
subsistence of $65 per m onth  for 
single m en and $90 p e r m onth 
fo r inarried  men. The law  also 
provides th a t a man m ay hold 
a job  w hile attending school, ex ­
cept th a t if he earns m ore than  
$110 per m onth his subsistence 
is reduced proportionately. The 
college enrollm ents of 2,143,000, 
m ore th an  half of whom are  v e t­
erans, is testim ony to the  good 
sense of G. I. Joe, L et me add 
th a t my new  Utopia College in 
the  cen ter of the  U. S. a t Eureka, 
Kansas, w ill take  care of any G. 
I. of good character unable to  get 
located elsew here.

lionaire. But, if you tak e  your 
education seriously, it  w ill 
broaden your m ind, enrich your 
life, and increase your chances of 
m ore rew arding income. How 
broad, how rich, and how  re ­
w arding depends upon you.
