He left Plymouth at 4 o’clock
Saturday morning, the opening
day of deer hunting season,
driving up to his favorite hunt-
ing ground near Harrison, loca-
ted- up on U. S. 27 about 170 miles
from here and some 20 miles
south of Houghton lak«.

Parking his car he started
hunting upon arrival, got a good
shot at a big buck and “knocked
it down” with one bullet. It was
a big 8 pointer, weighing well
over 170 poymds. He dressed it
out and started for home, arriv-
ing there at 4 o’clock.

To prepare Uic bird, follow these
three steps to achlevmg the feast:
Stuffing, trussing and roasting.

*Prune Dressing.
(For Kkponnd turkey)

3 cops cooked prunes

1 small grated onion

1 cup finely chopped celery

2H cups fried bread crumbs

1 cup prune juice

H cup chopped pecans, if desired

1 teaspoon nutmeg

Salt and pepper

Wash and soak the prunes. Cook
them in water in which they were
soaked, “ntil tender. Cool, remove
pits and Chop. Fry onion and cel-
ery in. two tablespoons of fat until
soft. Mix thoroughly with fried
bread crumbs, prunes, prune juice,
pecans and seasonings.

Season the neck and body cavity
of the bird ligbtly. Fill neck with
dressing and skewer, the neck skin
to the back. Bring wing tips onto
back. Fill body cavity with dress-
ing. butdo not pack it tightly.
Skewer orfasten opening to hold
in the dressing. Tie leg ends down
to the tail.

To roast the bird first grease the

skin with melted or softehed fat.

down, in a shal-

low pan which is

open. If the bird

does not have a

enerous layer of

at, cover with

a fat emoistened

cloth that is large

enough to go over

the top and sides.

Roast in preheated oven sot at
proper temperature.

An 8 to 10 pound bird is set in a
323 degree oven for 3 to 3~ hours.

A turkey four pounds heavier re-
quwes the same temperature oven
Lput is allou'cd four hours longer to
cook. For birds larger than 14
pounds use a 300 degree oven and
add "~ hour of cooking time for
each four Founds A 20-pound bird,
for example, wiU take five to six
hours to roast.

Do not add water or cover pan
while roasting. If drippings bum.
the oven is too hot. If the cloth
covering the bird dries during cook-
ing, remoisten from fat at bottom
of pan. Turn bird breast up when
about % done. Remove cloth tf
more bro™*ning is desired.

Test for doneness when meat
feels soft. This is done by pressing
the thickest part of the drumstick
with fingers. The leg joint also
ahould move roadlly when turkey is

Persons Over 15
Urged to Have
X-ray lor TB

When the chest X-ray clinic
in Plymouth gets underway, ef-
forts will be made to see that
every person over 15 years of
age Is checked, according to the
committee members in charge
of the project.

Children from seven to 15 years
old may be X-rayed if they are
accompanied by~ their parents,
however, but particular stress is
being ﬂlaqed on older persons,
since the disease is more pre-
valent in that age group. Tuber-
culosis is reported to have killed
more people between the ages
of 3Hand 45 than any other
disease.

Results of the X-rays Vill be
mailed to the individuals in-
volved. and, if the test should be
taken at a place of business, the
employer will receive no re-
port ‘whatsoever of the em-
ployees test. In case follow u
tests- are necessary, reports will
also be sent the person's family
doctor and the Health Depart-
ment.
