The idea of “dynamic kernels”
all began on September 22. 1940
when Hayden listened to a ser-
mon on the text found in John
12:24. Hayden, who is president
of the Hayden Flour Mills of
that village* began thinking about
it. He decided to “take God at
His word and see what happens”.

He planted one cubic inch.of
wheat on land furnished by the
late "Hen?/ Ford. The original
plot was four by eight feet. As
commanded in Malachi 3:10, he
derided to pay a tithe of the crop
to the church, and replant the
remainder.

_ The first crop was 50 cubic
inches. For six years, the wheat
was harvested, tithed, and the
remaining nine tenths faithfully
replanted. This year, being the
seventh, he is resting as enjoined
in Leviticus 25:3 and 4. The sixth
year, the tithe was so large, that
a goodly part of it could be sent
oversea” through the American
Friends Service Committee.

Hayden will tell the story of
this .amazing enterprise and ac-
company his story with motion
pictures depicting the events as
they took place during the past
Six years.
