Pointing to huge increases in I 
traffic death r ;tc.s during winter} 
over other seasons of the ^ear. 
Chief of Police Lee R. Sackett 
to^ay warned motorists to pre- 
paire for hazardous \yinter weath­
er and road conditions ahead.

“Drive slow in rain, sleet, or 
“inow. because traffic accident 
lates incrca^^e 24 to 53 per cent 
during snow and ic'e months. 
With more vehicles operating this 
winter than ever before, every' 
diiver must readyj his seasonal 
Fafetj'(equipment^find be on-the 
double alert.”

In ((uipcralion with the Inter­
national Assouiatipn of^Chiefs of 
Police, the chief urged study 
proven methods which will help 
reduce the loll of deaths, ac­
cidents. and triffic licups. caused 
by disregard for snow. ice. and 
piKir visibility.

“Only serioii.s consideration of 
these fundamental rules, based on 
scientific research -and tests by 
the National Safety Council, will 
.save drivers and pc'deslrians a 
lot of unnecessary trouble and 
sorrow.” Chief Sackett added.

The rules arc;
1. Get the “feel” of the road 

surface when you start out. Test 
braking and acceleration ability 
when no other cars are near and 
before you |arc faced with an 
emergency.

2. Reduce speed when road 
surfaces are .*5nowy or icy so *̂ou 
can slop in time. Remember^ at 
only 20 mile.s per hour it takes 
4 to 12 times more distance to 
stop on snow,or:ice as on dry con­
crete.

3. Keep windshield and win­
dows clear of snow and ice on the 
out$ide. fog and frost inside. 
Check your defroster and wipers.

4  ̂ Use steel tire chains when 
smjw? or ice conditions generally 
prevail. They reduce braking dis­
tances for cars and trucks from 
40 to 70 per cent, and provide 
“go?’ Iraelion often - nc^cdodi to 
start or climb hills.

5i Carbon monoxide poisoning 
Ls ^angcrousl. Never warm your 
car up in a closed garj^e. Check 
exhaust system and floor boards 
for leaks. Old manifold t.vpe 
heltcrs should not be used unless 
frequently examined for leaks 
and other defects.

Grange, one of the oldest in Mich* 
igan, and esp ec ia l^  Sam  Spicer, 
one of the  charter m em bers of 
the  Plym outh organization and 
a t various tim es a sta te  officer, 
are  especially interested in the 
action of the  N ational G range a t 
its  national convention held re* 
cently in Columbus, Ohio, p e r­
taining to the world food situa­
tion.

The National Grange, accept­
ing the ir in ternational responsi­
bilities. have adopted a program  
designed to bring about a better 
d istribution of food throughout 
the  w orld through free trade.

The program  w as d rafted  after 
a com m ittee headed by H arry  B. 
Caldwell, M aster of the  N orth 
C arolina Grange, had  pu t earnest 
questions for the best counsel the 
m em bers could get from  men like 
S ir John  C. Boyd Orr. D irector- 
G eneral of the Food and  A gricul­
tu re  Organizations, and the ir own 
w orld-traveled N ational Master. 
A lbert S. Goss. The convention 
held recently  a t Columbus, Ohio, 
renounced the  goal of n a ­
tional self-sufficiency, which in 
th e  past had won some favor in 
th e  Grange, and advocated a plan 
for freer now of food supplies 
among the nations.

by oud G overnm ent to*remove the 
conditions w hich cause countries 
to adopt and m aintain policies of 
unsound national s e l f - s u f f i -  
ciency,^’ the  report recommended.

“H igher levels of. living can be 
attained throughout the  w orld.” 
it continued, “if countries w ith a 
dense population and lim ited ag ­
ricu ltu ra l resources w ill im port 
food from  the productive agricul­
tu ra l countries to  the  ex ten t th a t 
foodstuffs can be obtained more 
economically from  abroad and to 
the ex ten t th a t th e ir creatiqn of 
industrial w ealth w ill enable 
them  to trade.”

The report w arned of the 
danger and injustice of “dum p­
ing” suj-pluses in foreign lands— 
of subsMizing the  export of su r­
pluses in o rder th a t producers can 
sell them  below the  w orld m arket 
price outside the ir own country. 
Such practices not only can cause 
depression in the  country  w here 
they are  introduced,* bu t flIso can 
result, the statem ent declares, “in 
a subsidized race for world m ar­
kets th a t w ill end in ruinously 
low w orld prices.”

W hile people in some countries 
are  unable to pay for the-food  
they need., the  answ er as this 
com m ittee .sees it is to use subsidy 
as little  as possible w hile getting 
a t the ta s ic  causes by increasing 
incomes thiio|ugh expanding pro­
duction and trade.

There is need, the  report points 
out to s labiltzc the prices of farm 
product! oi} world m arkets, just 
as there is heed to  take  the peak« 
and val eys out of farm  prices at 
borne. I t favors establishm ent of 
an in ternational organization to 
stabiliz<| w orld farm  prices p ro­
vided such an agency can operate 
without] governm ental subsidies.

I t woiild like to see also an in- 
tcrnatiqnal survey made of an ­
nual agncu ltu ra l production pro­
gram s w ith  a view to voluntary 
planning to prevent scarcities in 
some commodities and surpluses 
in others w hen th is can be done 
w ithout disturbing th e  rural 
economy df riations.

In Another resolution, the 
G range touched on the  specific 
policy of reciprocal tr^de agree­
ments. At present, the G range 
charges th a t the trea tie s  w ork to 
the advantage of industry  and 
the disadvantage of agriculture 
It asks th a t this be corrected by 
am endm ent if th e  legislation is to 
be re-enacted w hen it  expires 
next June.

•The founders of Michigan’s 
public schdol system w hich has 
been copic>d by a n u rn b ^  of other 
states are honored, by a bronze 
tab let in M arshall.

Located on the  edge of the 
H. C. Brooks’ estate on North 
Kalamazoo Street, the  plaque is 
in memory of the  Rev. John  D. 
P ierce and Isaac E. Crary.

The Rev. Mr. Pierce, as the 
first S tate Superin tendent of 
Public Instruction, and Crary. 
as M ichigan’s first m em ber of 
Congress, formed an unbeatable 
com bination th a t paved the  way 
for the establishm ent of the 
state’s present system of educa­
tion.

About 50 feet from  the  tab let 
is an oak tree  under w hich the 
two sat qne day in 1835, planning 
how they would se t up a school 
system in Michigan. It was to be 
two years before Michigan was 
adm itted to  the Union, but a l­
ready the  need of an educational 
system was the  topic of conver-- 
sation of many persons, accord­
ing to  the  Michigan Historical 
Collections a t the U niversity, of 
Michigan.

During the  ta lk  the  tw o New 
England-trained men agreed th a t 
education should be a separate 
branch of the  state governm ent 
and th a t the.constitu tion  provide 
for a sta te  superin tendent of 
public instruction.

Shortly  afterw ards C rary, im ­
portan t in Michigan politics, was 
able to do several things th a t 
g reatly  helped the  P ierce-C rary  
educational plan succeed.

The first was to  suggest to 
Stevens T. Mason, M ichigan’s 
first'governor, th a t the  Rev. Mr. 
P ierce be appointed the first 
sta te  superin tendent of public 
instruction. Provision for such an 
office had been made, largely  a t 
C rary ’s insistance, in the consti­
tu tion  draw n up iii the sum m er 
of 1836.

This appointm ent was made 
Ju ly  26, 1836. Then, im m ediately 
afte r approving it, the  Legi3lA- 
tu re  passed an act th a t gave the 
Rev. Mr. P ierce the  necessary 
authority . The act required • him, 
to  prepare a plan for the  organ­
ization and support of the  p ri­
m ary schools and for a university 
(now the U niversity of M ichi­
gan).

The new  superin tendent had. 
ju s t five m onths to do the  job*. 
But he finished it in tim e and the 
Legislature passed it w ith  hardly  
a  dissenting vote, the  Michigan 
Historical Collections inform ation 
.indicates.

In 1837, C rary  -also succeeded 
in getting Congress to p$ss an 
act providing th a t Section 16 in 
each tow nship in a state be given 
to the sta te  for educational p u r­
poses. Previously, the  tow nships 
had received such land. But the. 
records show little  educational 
good had come from such a pro­
cedure. However, the townships 
liked the system and it took all 
of C rary ’s legislature cleverness 
to get ccngressioh&l approval of 
the change.

The act gave the  Rev. Mr. 
P ierce land as an endow m ent to 
support the  schools of the  state.

New York City, Dec. 5. This 
week 1 am m aking no definite 
recom mendations to  anyone; but 
w ith the mess the  w orld is in to ­
day, here are som e facts for read ­
ers to consider. Moreover, they 
re la te  to changes w hich I have 
personally w itnessed in m y short 
lifetime.

German Episoda
My first job, a fte r graduating 

from  the  M assachusetts Institu te  
of Technology in 1898. was as a 
statistician for a Banking House 
in Boston. A t th a t tim e, the  lead­
ing banks in New York. Ph ila­
delphia and Boston w ere recom ­
m ending the Reichm ark 3s as the 
safest bonds obtainable—better 
than  U. S. Bonds. The Reichm ark, 
a t th a t time, sold for about 24c.

W ithin tw enty  years. I saw  
these G erm an Bonds become 
practically  worthless. I t is tru e  
th a t the G erm an G overnm ent 
redeem ed them  in -“M arks” but 
these Marks had dropped from 
24 cents to 1-10,000 of one cent. 
Moreover, holders oC. G erm an in ­
surance policies and bank de­
posits suffered the same loss. 
Nothing like th is will happen in 
ih e  United States. But inflation 
has always existed since the  days 
w hen the old European Kings 
clipped their people’s gold coins. 
Inflation will continue to be a 
factor and the  valde of every 
currency will probably continue 
to decline.

What Has Happened in China?
l-h a v e  always been interested 

in China. My ancestors w ere in 
the  Chinese trade, sailing ships 
from  Gloucester to China ports*. 
A t th a t time the  Chinese dollar 
was w orth  50 cents in American 
gold. China was ruled w ith  an 
iron hand by an old lady. Tzu Hsi, 
the  Em press Dowager, who never 
heard of Communism. The budget 
was always balanced.

Ju s t before W orld W ar II, I 
was in China inspecting the 
Shanghai Pow er Company. At 
th a t’ tim e. Chinese dollars w ere 
w orth 5 cents in A m erican money 
or it took ortly 20 Chinese dollars 
to get a U. S. dollar. This was only 
a few  years ago. Today, it takes 
about 150,000 Chinese dollars to 
buy one A m erican dollar. This 
has not been due to any dis­
honesty, as was the  case w ith 
G erm any. It h a s  h a p p e n e d  
through a constant fa ilure  to  bal­
ance the budget.

Truth About France
Before World W ar 1, I had 

num erous clients in Paris, and 
visited there  often. The French 
franc, a t th a t tim e, was w orth 
20 cents in Am erican gold. I t  ^ a s  
looked upon as stable as our 
dollar is looked upon today. D ur­
ing World W ar I th is franc g rad ­
ually declined to about 5 cents. 
This was not due to  dishonesty, 
but to failure to balance the  bud­
get.

th e  franc had declined to  around 
2 cents. Since then, through 
fu rth er failure  to  balance the  
budget, a  huge governm ent debt 
and o ther economic causes, the 
franc has declined to  a point 
w here it is d ifficult to get a 
Frenchm an to accept them  at 
any price. They a re  probably 
w orth about one th ird  of a cent. 
This m eans th a t it takes about 
300 francs to buy one A m erican 
dollar.

T h t British Pound
Up until World War II. the  

B ritish pound has been the  stand­
ard  currency of the  world, and it 
has sold for nearly  $5 in Am erican 
currency. D uring World W ar II, 
it fluctuated from  $2 to  $3, ac­
cording to  the  fate of the B ri­
tish  Navy o r Army. A fter World 
W ar II. the  pound was theore­
tically stabilized a t $4.03 in 
A m erican dollars. A pparently 
how ever, th is is a fictitious a- 
m ount, a^ illustrated  by the  fol­
lowing incident.

Some English in terests have 
been endeavoring to purchase two 
G loucester traw lers. A fter long 
negotiations (the  British are  w on­
derfu l trad e rs) a price was agreed 
upon. The owners, natu ra lly , ex- 
.pected to  get dollars, bu t upon 
going to England to get the 
money, w ere told they m ust be 
paid in pounds. W hen my Glou­
cester friends re tu rned  to New 
York they fmmd they could get 
only $2.75 in A m erican dollars 
for these B ritish  pounds. This 
did not happen years ago; m ore­
over, it d id  not happen in Chma. 
Germany^ o r even France. I t hap ­
pened last week in New York 
City.
What About the United States?

1 believe in the  United States. 
All I have I owe to the U nited  
S tates, and I am ready to  give my 
fortune and ■ life to  the  United 
States. But, I am unfair to my 
clients and readers not to frank ly  
call to  th e ir atten tion  w hat is 
happening all over the  rest of the 
world, and w hat MAY happen in 
th e  U nited States. Certainly, our 
dollar, like th e  money of all o ther 
counntries th roughout the  ages, 
w ill gradually  decline in p u r­
chasing power. How far th is will 
go, nobody knows.

W hat can w e do to  protect our­
selves? F irst, we can work to re ­
duce the  U.i S. G overnm ent debt 
and increase'U ie U. S. production 
of goods through b e tte r work and 
new  inventions. W hen talking 
w ith clients and refugees from 
o ther countries, they emphasize 
the  im portance of every family 
owning m ore real things, includ­
ing a sm all home aw ay from 
bombing danger w ith fertile  land, 
fuel and o ther useful commodi­
ties, together w ith a few jewels, 
especially gold, diam onds and 
silver. W hether I ta lk  w ith a 
G erm an or Chinam an, a F rench­
m an or Englishm an, they are 
unanim ous in the  opinion th a t 
gold, diam onds and silver are 
the  only things which, a t all 
times, are  w orth something, 
everyw here. Hence, these are 
know n as “em ergency money.”

Remember, *T am not recom­
m ending new  diam onds or any­
thing else as investm ent for pro­
fit. Almost every th ing  looks too 
high to  me. B ut as “em ergency 
money and real enjoym ent” hus­
bands m ight consider buying 
th e ir  w ives a good diam ond ring 
for a Christm as gift. *

PLYMOUTH AND WAYNE 
COUNTY HEALTH DEPTS.
Scarle t Fe.ver is on the  incredS? 

in W ayne County as is evidenced, 
by the  increasing num ber of cases 
of the  disease being reported  d u r­
ing the  past fewv *\v^eeks.

T here is an apparen t lack of 
understanding regarding th is d i­
sease. There are  still some pei<- 
sons who have th e  impression 
th a t the  condition which was 
form erly term ed “Scarle tina” is 
BsCferent from  Scarlet Fever. This 
is not the  case. T hey  a re  one and 
the  sam e disease. A sim ilar and 
m ore confusing situation exists 
regarding the  relationship 
tw een Scarlet Fever and the 
so-called “S trep  infection.” Here 
again they are  identical so far 
as the  infective organism  is con­
cerned. In the  case of Scarlet 
F ever the  sym ptom s may be 
accompanied by a skin rash, 
w hile in m any of the “strep” 

j infections, such as strep  sore 
throat, th e re  may be no apparen t 
skin rash. However, a person who 
is exposed to  the  infection of 
strep  th roa t m ay develop scarlet 
f e v e r ' w ith  the  accom panying 
sym ptom  of typical scarlet skin 
rash.

The im portan t thing which 
m ust bo borne in mind is tha t 
a ll of these conditions arc caused 
by the  sam e infective organism s - 
the  strepticoccus hcm olyticus. The 
only difference betw een all of 
these is th a t th e re  m ay be a 
difference in some of the  sym p­
tom s developed in d ifferen t p er­
sons even though they have been 
exposed to th e  sam e source of 
inflection. The m ethods of control 
are the  sam e for all these condi­
tion^ and include com plete isola­
tion of the patien t from  contact 
w ith o ther persons who may be 
susceptible to  the  infection. The 
prevention of persons suffering 
w ith any of these sym ptom s or 
who are  contactSjto such persons 
from  engaging in 'th e  handling of 
food or milk o r perform ing any 
duties which would bring them  in 
contact w ith children who might 
be susceptible to infection. P er­
sons suffeiing  fj*om symptom's of 
-any of these forms of strep  infec­
tion should be under a physi- 

I cian’s care  and the  case reported 
* to  the  health  departm ent, so tha t 

proper steps may be tak?n  to  p re ­
vent fu rth e r spread of the infec­
tion.
