From  w hat Thoma.s Cummings 

has seen since Thursday, Novem­
ber 27, he is fascinated w ith life 
in th is country. Mr. Cummings, 
whose home is in Bellefast. Ire ­
land, is visiting his uncle, Hugh 
F. Quee, of N orthville ro«^d.

Mr. Cpmm ings stated th is week 
tha t he has been astounded by 
the num ber of cars here. In Ire ­
land, he stated, a w orker can 
never hope to own a car. The 
absence of class distinction in this 
country has also im pressed him. 
In either Ireland or England, he 
related, it is a comnrbn occurance 
for an em ployer and em ployee to 
pass on the  stree t w ithout speak­
ing. In fact, he added, it would 
be unusual if they  did speak.

The red headed Irishm an is a 
mechanical engineer and is in 
hopes of getting a job in th is 
country. He would prefer to work 
in th is te rrito ry  and^ m ake his 
perm anent home here. His wife 
and one and a half year old 
daughter are  still in Ireland, but 
it is his wish to send for them  
as soon as possible.

“Conditions, in Ireland are  de­
plorable” Mr. Cumm ings added. 
He believes tha t in th is country 
there is a g reater chance of ac­
complishing things- which it 
would be impossible to  accom­
plish there. He w orked in Lon­
don, for tw o and a half years. His! 
degree in engineering was carped 
from Belle^g^t Technical college.

“Conditions in England.” he 
continued, “alm ost parallel those 
in Ire land .” Fresh fru it can be 
p u r c h a s e d  only occasionally. 
People can get alw ut one egg a 
week, and these are  usually given 
to the  children. If a dozen eggs 
could be purchased, w hich he 
added is almost an impossibility, 
they would .probably cost about 
$1 a dozen. As for m eat portions, 
he stated th a t each individual is 
allowed about 25 cents w orth a 
week. “Everything.” he added, “is 
rationed.”

Mr. Cummings was active in 
the scout m ovement in Ireland, 
where, he added, the  original 
stou t leader cam e from. He was a 
patrol leader, and .added th a t the 
troops seem to do and perform  
about the  same activities in both 
countries. D uring the w ar, he 
stated, the troop members acted 
as messengers.

A§ a side note, Mr. Cum m ings 
related th a t th e  trip  to New York 
from Shannon, Ireland, took ap ­
proxim ately. 17 hours. Perhaps 
one reason he was so glad to 
reach th is country was th a t it 
took the plane th ree  attem pts to 
finally get on its way. The first 
time CO,000 gallons of gas had to 
.be dum ped into the ocean when 
they w ere two hours off Ireland. 
When a sim iliar experience Oc- 
cured a second tim e, and they 
again j tu rned  back, all the pas­
sengers including Mr. Cummings 
were a littl^  leary of the  th ird  
attem pt, which finally  proved 
successful.

(By Elton R. Eaton)

A fter nearly  a score o l years 
of effort th e re  is under construc­
tion betw een the  Six an<  ̂ Seven 
Mile roads, ju s t west of the  Hag­
gerty highw ay, a hospital to  take 
care of the  long negiected pa­
tients in th e  m etropolitan area 

southeastern  Michigan;
The hospital, w hen com pleted 

some years hence, w ill be of u n ­
told value to th e  city o f P lym ­
outh, N orthville, Livonia and 
surrounding te rrito ry , no t only 
because of the  fact th a t there 
will be availab le in th is im m edi­
ate locality a  place for the  tre a t­
ment of m ental rases, but from 
an economic standpoint as well.

The institution, w hich will be 
known as th e  Northvillje S tate 
Hospital, w ill em ploy :a large 
staff of highly specializtid phy­
sicians, nurses, a ttendan ts  and 
^ h e r  employees. U nder the 
plans made, these peof^le w'ill 
live in homes outside th e  jgrounds 
of the  hospital. T hat means a 
large and steady  payroii, tha t 
will d irectly  benefit boti^ P lym ­
outh and N orthville. ai|id add 
m aterially to the tax  income of 
the local com m unities.

So th a t people living in this 
part of W ayne county will have 
a more detailed  k n o w l^ g e  of 
the im portance of t h i s ! highly 
im portant new  sta te  institution 
<hc w rite r requested Chiarles F. 
Wagg, acting d irec to r i of the 
Michigan D epartm ent o f Mental 
Health to p repare  an a rtk le . se t­
ting forth  the  num erous needs 
for the  construction of th is insti­
tution and discussing the  serious 
problem facing Michigan' in con­
nection w ith  its rapidly !increas­

ing num ber of m entally ill peo­
ple vt'ho are  in urgent need of 

. im m ediate and proper medical 
care. The artic le  follows in full: 

The State D epartm ent of M en­
ta l H ealth is in  the  process of d e ­
veloping a new hospital for the 
care of the  m entally ilU patients 
to  be located near N orthville. 
Michigan in W ayne County. A l­
though th is project was original­
ly approved by the Legislature 
in 1944 by the appropriation in 
tl;e E xtra Session of 1946 and 
again in the Regular Session of 
1^7 . questions are  still being 
raised in certain  quarters as to 
the advisability of this undertak ­
ing. The following is a brief 
statem ent of the  fa d s  upon 
which the  decision to build this 
hospital lias been based.
The Need For More Bed Space 

The need to hospitalize m en­
tally  ill patients has been in ­
creasing through the years, due 
prim arily  to the state 's  grow th 
in population, a n d . secondly, to 
the increa-sing dem and of the 
public th a t its m entally sick peo­
ple be placed in hospitals w here 
they can he jDroperly cared for 
and treated.

W ittwor. specialist in horticulture 
a l Michi^^an S tate college, a new 
liquid chemical prevents or 
greatly  ic lurds grow th of sprouts 
and shriveling of tubers.

Chemical tivalm cnts for p re ­
venting sprouting w ill lengthen 
the storage life of the crop, p er­
mit storage of Lsome products al 
higher tem peratures than would 
ntherw ise bo practical, and will 
not in any way affect the  taste or 
eating, quality  of tab le stock.

A lthough tht: chem ical has a 
Tongue - tw isting nam e (m ethly- 
cster of a lpha-naph tha’cncacelic 
acid), it is on the  m arket under 
sevci'cii com mercial names. Such 
.-nnall quantities of it 'a rc  required 
to trea t produce that m anufactur­
ers arc now offering it for sale 
mixed witli stMuc filler. One

im ethod has been tre a t shred­
ded or confetti paper w ith the 
chcpiical and then  d istribu te  tlic 

I paper in the  bin w ith the  proauce. 
A nother process use.-: the  chem i­

cal w ith  a ta lc dust tin ted  the 
color of the  crop to  be trea ted  and 
dusted over the  crop. A bout one 
pound of dust is used for every 
ten  bushels.

Some grow ers have successfully 
used the  liquid chem ical itself 
and applied it as a fine spray  on 
the  tubers as they  are loaded into 
the  storage bin.

M anufacturers’ directions te ll 
tha  best m ethods of applying it 
for a uniform  distribution with 
the  crop to be stored. For best 
results, trea t the produce soon 
afte r it has bqen harvested and 
cleaned and ju st before it is pu t 
into storage.

The chemical should not be ap ­
plied to  seed potatoes, and it is 
not effective in the storage of 
onions.

A sweeping reorganization in 

the  adm inistration of the Michi­
gan Unem ploym ent Compensa­
tion Act. em bracing a com plete 
decentralization of the claims 
paying process, has been announ­
ced by the  Michigan Unemploy* 
m ent Compensation Commissioir, 
according to  Clarence Je tle r, 
m anager o f the P l y m o u t h  
M: U. C. C. office.

This reorganization will result 
in the adm inistration of the law 
m ore in keeping w ith its original 
intent, th a t of paying unem ploy­
m ent benefit checks prom ptly 
during the period of unem ploy- 
nrtcnt. This in ten t was to sustain 
the  w orker’s purchasing power 
during tem porary  or extended 
lay-offs, according to Mr. Je tte r.

This drastic reorganization is 
a pioneering actiop on the  part 
of the  U nem ploym ent Compen­
sation Commission, and the  de­
centralization of claims paying 
will be carried out to an extent 
never allcm ptcd by any other 
state. J e tte r  said.
' ‘T h is  change will bring the 
claim opt and em ployer into d irect 
contact w ith representatives of 
the  Commission who will ( I )  take 
and proce.ss his claim; (2 )deter- 
minc w h e ll ic r .i t  is valid; (3) 
w hether he is entitled  to unem ­
ploym ent iK'nefils; (4) if entitled 
to Ih im , w ill pay them ; or (5) de­
term ine w hether the  claim ant 
m ust be di-nualified,” Je tte r  said.

‘T h e  objective of th is decen­
tra liza tion  program  Will be to 
give the  local «>ffice of the com­
mission servicing ly particu lar 
com munity, all of the. inform ation 
and au thority  neces.‘-ary to com­
pletely proccsis a claim  and to 
answ er any questions of cither 
the  claim ant or the  em ployer in 
connection with the cigim.

“The increase in the  ru th c r 'lv  
of the  Local Office should ro uU 
in the  paying of benefits to  eligi­
ble claim ants w ith , prom ptness 
and dispatch. It should also elim ­
inate the  pret'cnt tim e con>uming 
and expensive split operation in 
w hich p a rt of the  claim proces­
sing is perform ed by a loc*al offide 
in a com m unity and port by the 
sta te  ad-minislrativc c-fficc.” he 
added.

“We kn<»w tha t certain  func­
tions of tlH‘ Com.nii.s.s»on will be 
stream lined.” he continued. T n  
general, th e ir  functiohs ' a re  to 
find su itable jobs for qualified, 
unemployed w orker •• or pay them  
unem ploym ent benefits to which 
they arc  qualified, as outlined 
above.

Medical Preparedness
Working together on the county, 

state and national levels, doctors of 
medicine are striving to provide aa 
equitable distribution of medical 
services, not only during peacetime 
but also in the event of another 
war. Providing good medical serv­
ice for everyone is their active con­
cern and in case of another na­
tional emergency, the doctors want 
a courageous, forward-looking pro­
gram, representing the medical pro­
fession, which would constitute an 
improvement on the one of World 
War II.

On the basis of surveys which 
have been conducted by the Amer­
ican Medical Society, the conclu­
sion has been reached that consM- 
erably more doctors were inducted 
into the armed services than were 
needed. '

Doctors of medicine are advising 
that during another war more doc­
tors should be permitted to stay at 
home to care for the civilian popu­
lation. An analysis of 26.000 re­
plies to a questionnaire, sent to 
discharged medical officers, reveals 
that these men feel the dispropor­
tionate number of doctors in the 
armed services during World War 
II not only deprived the civilian 
population of its share of medical 
service, but also caused a waste of 
medical skills.

Former medical officers estimate 
that the army could have cut 
its medical officer ranks by 28 per 
cent and the navy by 30 per cent 
without lowering the quantity or 
quality of medical service available 
to members of the armed forces 
during the war.

If another emergency should oc­
cur. doctors of medicine want the 
limited supply of medical skills 
carefully and wisely distributed for 
civilians and military personnel. 
The doctors doubt th^t 60 per cent 
of the nation's physicians could 
provide effective medical care for 
the civilian population in the event 
of an atomic war. i

Some >vecks ago there  appeared 
in th is column some comment 
pertaining to the unslightly con­
dition of M ackinaw City to the 
hundreds of thousands of tourists 
who yearly  visit the  northern  tip  
of the  Lower Peninsula.

I t was pointed out in the article 
tha t the G reyhound Bus company 
and the  sta te  of Michigan can be 
credited w ith the only steps ever 
taken  to m ake th a t an interesting 
place to visit—but tha t w hat had 
been done was but a m ere drop 
in the  bucket air to w hat should 
be done. It was stated  th a t a 
whole lo t of public pride on the 
part of the  residents of th a t com- 

 ̂ m unity could do much to rem edy 
I ; the unfortunate situation tha t 

exists. We me^n a  lot of public 
. pride coupled With a sp irit to  do 
things worthw hile.

A few days ago The Plym outh 
Mail received a le tte r  from  Louis 
P. Simon of Kalamazoo, chairm an 

‘ of the Mackinac Island State 
* Park  commission, which has 

charge of the  sta te  park  lying 
w ithin the lim its bf the  city of 
Mackinaw, as w ell as all of the 
park system on Mackinac Island.

In recent years the  commission 
has done much to beautify the 
park  and restore to  a considerable 
ex ten t much of the old fort th a t 
played an im portant part in the 
earlj' history of Michigan. The 
drivew ays have been improved, 
the  grounds cleared and the park 
is now something really  w orth 
visUing.

BUT—To get to the park  fcne 
must d rive through about as i)n- 
sightly a village as there  is in 
Michigan. And th a t w^s the  thing 
our com m ent was about last fall.

Chairm an Simon in his le tte r 
to The Plym outh Mail not only 
asserts th a t The Mail hit upon 
the “righ t idea" but fu rth er de­
clared th a t w hile the commission 
itself had done much during  the 
past^ year to try  to make things 
m ore a ttrac tive  in M ackinaw City, 
the  commission plans another ex ­
penditu re  of some $2,500 in the 
sta te  park  next year.

Now if someone can get the 
business men in M ackinaw d ity  
who charge about tw ice as much 
for a common, everyday lunch as 
one has to pay anyw here else, to 
spend some of the ir profits to 
m ake M ackinaw City as a ttractive 
as is the state park in th a t place, 
then maybe the thousands who 
go north  each year w ill spend a 
few hours visiting the stores and 
o ther in teresting places of Mac­
kinaw  City instead of sitting  in 
the ir cars for an hour or so 
w aiting to get on the  state ferry  
an^ get out of M ackinaw City as 
quickly as possible.

But it takes real public sp irit 
to do tha t—and th a t is something 
th is northernm ost com m unity in 
the Lower Peninsula has yet to 
prove to  the  sta te  th a t it posses­
ses.

Did you hear tha t big flock of 
geese flying, over th is p art of the 
state heading for the  southlands 
a few n ^ h ts  ago?~

You didn’t hear the  honking?
Well, don’t be surprised. No 

one else heard it. And far as 
can be found out. no one in this 
p art of state has seen o r heard 
a flock ef geese flying southw ard 
th is year. Usually the  fall flights 

these interesting game birds 
^  quite a sight and creates con­
siderable comment. But not so 
tnre year—because the flights did 
not takb place aver this p art of 
the country.

Even duck hunters who spent 
much*' of th e ir tim e during the 
early  fall on Saginaw  bay report 
th a t they saw  no geese on the  bay.

I t is {possible th a t the  flights 
took plkce mostly over the  Mis­
sissippi valley and  along the  A t­
lantic sbaboard^ bu t for years and 
years rnaHy flocks of geese have 
made tiheir flights both to the 
no rth  apd to the south over Mich­
igan.

This ta c t lends support to  the 
contention of the  W ildlife of­
ficials of the  D epartm ent of In ­
te rio r in W ashington th a t there  is 
a decrease in the  num ber of wild 
geese as well as in the  num ber of 
wild diiicks.

That is one of the reasons for 
tho short duck hunting season 
during  the fall. Duck hunters be­
lieve th a t the early  and short 

i season and the  decreased kill as 
a  result surely will help to in­
crease th e  num ber of ducks next 
year. But the  wild geese situation

iHundreds of deer hunters are 
now claiming th a t the  deer popu­
lation of the  state has decreased 
to a  very  considerable; extent. 
H unters who year afte r year have 
gone back to the  same locations 
they have hunted for scores of 
years report th a t they not only 
did not get a deer, b u t th a t they 
saw  very few in the  woods, not 
even does.

S o n ^  of these hun ters say that 
they talked w ith  some natives 
who frankly  declare th a t because 
of the  m eat shortage, they  are  liv­
ing chiefly on venision.

If  th a t is tru e  and if t^ e  p rac­
tice is p revalent th roughout the 
north,; which some say is not cor­
rect, then  one m ight have the 
answ er as to why some sections of 
the  woods have been cleared of 
deer.

But others report th a t they 
had good luck and saw lots of 
deer, lespecially does. W hile the 
conservation departm ent has not 
yet issued a report as to the num ­
ber of deer killed, some say it 
may be as nearly  as high as a 
year ago. This belief is based 
upon th e  fact th a t U pper P en in ­
sula hunters have brought back 
across the ferries about the  same 
num ber of deer as they did in 
1946. I The anticipated report of 
the diepartmerit. which ought to 
be out sometime early  in January , 
w ill answ er the  questions many 
deer hunters are now asking.

Spbrtsm en in th is area are 
pleased over one thing, and th a t 
is the  more rigid enforcem ent of 
the gam e laws during  the deer 
hunting season. The num ber of 
a rrests  far exceed th a t of any 
o ther year. This indicates th a t the  
enforcem ent division of the  de­
partm ent is a le rt to w hat has been 
going on in past years.

G rain is too expensive and too 
badly needed to be w asted in 
parasites. T here is still tim e to 
go afte r sheep parasites before 
they go afte r feed. Breeding 
flocks and feeder lambs cannot 
m ake m axim um  use of feed if 
they are  infested w ith worms and 
ticks.

G raydon .Blank, extension an i­
m al husbandry specialist a t Mich­
igan Stato^ College, has supplied 
these tip s on ridding sheep of 
parasites.

Drenching w ith  w ettable P hen- 
othiazine or w ith  a Phenothiazine 
pill w hen sheep come off pasture 
or before they go into the  feed lot 
w ill get rid  of worms. This will 
not only s&ve feed bu t w ill m ake 
the  sheep m ore profitable. I t is 
necessary to get the  w ettable 
type Phenothiazine in o rder to 
m ix it w ith  w ater. M anufacturcis’ 
directions should be followed.

If  the  trea tm en t is given the 
breeding flock th is fall, the  dan­
ger of worm infection in next 
spring’s lam b crop is greatly  re ­
duced.

Feeder lambs, particu larly  na­
tives, may be infected w ith in ter­
nal parasites and w ill respond 
rapidly  to the w orm  treatm ent.

W hen ticks and lice are  a prob­
lem, sheep may be sprayed on 
days w hen the  w eather is mild 
w ith four pounds of 50 percent 
w ettable DDT in 100 gallons of 
w ater. A pow er sprayer is most 
effective, i t  the  w eather rem ains 
cold, sm all flocks may be dusted 
w ith  a twie percent DDT dust. 
W hen the  dust m uH be applied 
by hand methods, a 10 percent

I DiDT d^ist is best. A ihrce-i'ourlhs 
{p e rc e n , Rotenono diist can alpo 
be u se l. I t is necessary to have 
the  sp ‘ay or du st penetra te  the 
fleece ind get nex t to  the  skin.

Ticks are  likely  t-o be most 
serious! in feeder lanibs and will 
cause d considerable foss of grain. 
Breeding flocks, how ever, may 
also bd infected. ' ;
