: change in the Plym outh w ater 
system. He fu rther related th a t he 
believes they w ant it in spite <rf 
the fact th a t it w ill mean an in ­
creased w ater rale.

“The project now rests,” he 
continued, “in the  hands of an 
advisory board.” Concerning irfe 
board, he related th a t five new 
members w ere recently added, 
one of whom is a Jaycee member. 
William Otwell. The commission 
will act upon the ir recom m enda- 

1 lions before the people of P lym - 
i outh will vote in February  as .to 
j w hether bonds will be issued, 
j “Pi'ovided work on the w ater 
■ j.vstem is started  now.*’ the  com ­
missioner staled, “the average in- 
eitJase throughout the city will bo 
from 50 to 60 per cent.” Com­
missioner Henderson, briefly cit­
ing facts concerning the  history 
of Plym outh’s w ater system, s ta t­
ed tha t the per capita daily use in 
Plym outh, including th a t used by 
industry, is 120 gallons per day. 
At the present tim e the Plym outh 
w ater is coming from the Mill 
street well. The disagreeable taste 
and smell is a ttribu ted  to a su l­
phurous content in the w ater, and 
the per cent of this content is get­
ting greater.

The Plym outh w ater farm  on 
Beck road, which supplied the 
city until the switch was made to 
the Mill street well, is rehiember,- 
cd by all as being as good a^ any, 
he related. The engineers, he said, 
have found there is enough w ater 
a t the Beck road w ater farm, at 
120 gallons per capita per day, to 
serve 20,000 people. Commissioner 
H enderson rem arked tha t some 
people believe it would be belter 
to bring D etroit w ater here. The 
D etroit w ater is sold from the city 
to the  W ayne County Road Com­
mission, who in tu rn  sells it to the 
m unicipality. Such a plan would 
w arran t a new  36 inch main, be­
ginning a t Evergreen. I t is the 
belief of the  Road Commission 
th a t there would not be enough 
revenue from Plym outh and 
N orthville to w arran t th is instal­
lation, w hich is estim ated to cost 
two million dollars. The cost of 
bringing w ater from the w ater 
farm  on Beck road is expected to 
cost between 500 and 600 thous­
and dollars.

If you have several pairs of hose th a t 
are too light in co 'ur to bi* in keeping 
w ith the new fashion of dark  shades you 
can tin t them  and be in style fur a few 
cents.

Nylon, silk o r rayon hosiery can Ixj 
tin ted  w ith household dyes availabh ' in 
your local stores. Mary G ephait, e>oth- 
ing instructor at Michigan S tate college?, 
rem inds us tha t for nylon hosiery we 
m ust purchase a dye for* nylon fiber. 
Unless you wish very dark  or black hose 
it is not necessary to remove the  old dye 
first. If there  is a strong roddish-bnm 'ti 

shade you may wish to remove it w ith co’or rem over bclore you 
start dyeing. G unm etal, black or dark  brown dye may be u s ^ .

Before you dye hosiery thoroughly wash and rinse them. For 
one pair you will need to dissolve from one-fourth to two leastxions 
of dye in  a half-cup of hot walier. O ne-fourth IcasjXKm will m erely 
tone down the lightness and brightness of your hosiery. Two te a ­
spoons of dye w ill result in an almost black or very dark  brown color.

Add the dye m ixture to one and one-half cups of hi)t water. 
Very hot tap  w ater may be used or it can be brought almost to the 
boiling point over direct heat. You must keep the hosiery moving 
constantly in the dye bath so th a t they will dye evenly. The longer 
you leave them  in the greater will be the color penetration. For ex ­
act tim ing for dyeing consult the d iiw tions in the dye packagt*. 
Rinse the hosiery thoroughly in cool w atcf, and continue to do 
until the w ater is clear.

X he fate of the T aft-H artky 

Act, which goes into effect the 
22nd of August, is an omiDous 
illustration of the power of prop­
aganda. The W agner Act left the 
indiTidual wtoker a t  the mercy 
of the union boss. The new law 
protects the individual worker’s 
r i ^ t a  and interests. I t  is pre­
cisely because the new law does 
curb the hitherto Unbridled pow­
ers of union leaders over the rank 
and ftle th a t these leaders op­
posed its enactment with every 
technique of propaganda. They 
did not shrink from any misrep­
resentation, however fantastic, 
including the device of denounc­
ing the measure as a **slave- 
labor” law.

This was not enough to shake 
the determination of an over­
whelming majority of Congress 
to pass it. i t  bad its effect, 
not only on tbe astonishing lan­
guage of the President’s veto, 
but on tbe rank and file of 
^ r k e r s .  A recent survey con- 
idikted by the Opinion Research 
O nponition found th a t .54 per 
)emt of tbe employes questioned, 
and 64 per cent of union mem­
bers, “disapproved” of the law.

B>ut the survey also uncovered 
a  strange paradox. Notwitfa- 
atanding their declared disap­
proval of the new law, a  asajority 
of workers favored every indi­
vidual provision of it  on which 
they were quertioned. Even a 
majority of union members fa- 
v o i^  every feature o f it  but one.

The new labor law makes it sn 
unfair labor practice for a union 
aa well as an employer to “re­

strain or coerce” individual 
workers in tbe exercise of tbeir 
bargaining rights. I t  illegalizes 
excessive or discriminatory initi­
ation fees. I t refuses to certify a 
union or allow it  to bring com­
plaints to the labor board unless 
it has published a report of its 
receipts and disbursements, as 
well as a  statement giving its 
name, the names, titles and sal­
aries of its principal officers, the 
manner of the election, the initi­
ation fees and dues of the union, 
a detailed statement of its con­
stitution and bylaws showing the 
procedure followed regarding 
qualifications for or restrictions 
on membership, election of of­
ficers, calling of regular or spe­
cial meetings, levying of assess­
ments, imposition of fines, au­
thorization ^or strikes, authori­
zation for disbursement of union 
fu n ^ , audit of umon financial 
transactions, expulsion of mem- 

and the grounds for it.
Every member of a  union will 

want to know ev eij cue of these 
facts. I t is only union bosses who 
find their arbitrary  powers 
threatened, who want to continue 
to highhanded secretive, and 
irresponsible to the rank and file 
of their unions, who have any­
thing to fear from such publicity. 
I t is not surprising when such 
union bosses announce th a t they . 
wiH “bypass” the new law.

Equiwy important protections 
for the raak  zjid file are the 
provisions requiring written con­
sent of individual workers for 
the checkoff of union dues, the 
provision making it  unlawful for 
an employer to buy off a corrupt 
or blackmailing union leader, and 
the provision to assure tha t so- 
c a ll^  “welfare funds” realljr 
are used for the union members’ 
welfare and not merely to make 
labor leaders financially inde­
pendent of the rank and file of 
their unions.

I f  we are thinking not of retain­
ing unrestricted power for a 
small union oligarchy, but of the 
rights of the union rank and file 
a ^  the rights of the individual 
workers, then the much abused 
T a ft-H a rtl^  Act fa r more de­
serves the title of a pro-labor law 
than the misconceived Wagner 
Act evfr die.

X  HE LAW which union leaders say they will not 
obey was passed oyer President Truman’s veto by 

, two-thirds majority by both Democrats and Re­
publicans.

Labor union members, as well as stockholders, 
and all citizens are, of course, free to vote for or 
against any candidate for any office.

That f r^ o m  is inalienable. It belongs to the 
individual \n the privacy of the voting booth. That 
freedom must be preserved. Congress has acted 
to preserve it.

To preserve this freedom. Congress, 22 years 
ago, forbade corporations and banks to contribute 
money to elect or defeat candidates.

Then, in the new law which union leaders refuse 
to obey. Congress has extended the prohibition to 
labor unions as well.

The use of such funds, either by a corporation 
or a union, violates the constitutional right of the 
individual. For money paid in by either a union 
member or a stockholder may then be used to 
defeat a candidate" whom the union member or 
stockholder wants to elect, or to elect a candidate 
whom he wishes to defeat.

No board of directors of a corporation, or official 
of a labor union, has any moral or legal right to use 
an individual’s money for such a purpose. It is just 
as wrong to force him to contribute money to a 
political campaign as it would be to force him to 
m ark his ballot the way the union or the corpora­
tion directs.

The individual miist be protected in his right to 
spend his money politically as he pleases and to 
vote as he pleases. Neither his vote nor his money 
must be used by any group to which he belongs 
without his consent.

The right to vote, or contribute to a campaign 
belongs to no group. It belongs to the individual 
American citizen and to him alone, to use as his 
conscience may direct.

Every member of a labor union should be the 
first to protest against the use of his money in 
politicly campaigns without his consent.

Congress, in prohibiting not only contributions 
but expenditures, had in mind two purposes: (1) to» 
protect the right^f the union monber against hav­
ing his money used politica^y without his consent; 
(2) to prevent corruption in elections by the secret 
use of huge funds, wholly outside of organized po­
litical committees which, under law, are limited in 
the amount they may spend and which must make 
detailed public reports to Congress.

Both of these purposes are dearly in the public 
interest. Both are designed to insure electiens 
which honestly reflect the widies of a majority of 
our citizens. In short, “government by the consent 
o f the governed,’’ which is the foundation stone of 
free ^vemment,

The transition  from  eating 
grain and mash in a protected pen 
to  scratching for wild food in  the 
presence of predators apparently  
as a bigger adjustm ent than  the 
game farm  birds could make, 
game men say. Some w ere ob­
served, fo r instance, to  roost in 
the  center of a dam p woods under 
an uprooted t r ^ ,  w ith in  10 feet 
of p rat^oon den. >

We i'i 3 
do not see* how such ^  pbm could 
work out. ^tds a m atter th a t will 
requ ire  a lot of careful study on 
the part conseryation officials 
as well as jsportsnlen throughout 
the northetn  states w here bow- 
and-arrow  hunting  is becoming a 
most popular sport.

In Michigan more than 10.0GO 
licenses wpre issued to bow and 
arrow  hunters. In Wisconsin 
there  w ere.about 6.000 who were 
granted au thority  to  hunt an ter- 
less deer w ith bow *and-arrow s 
during the ' last hunting season.

Individual sportsm en can help 
the duck restoration program , 
the  W ildlife M anagem ent Insti­
tu te  said today. Again th is year, 
the Fish and Wildlife Service is 
eager to  get a better record of 
the  w aterfow l killed and a com­
plete re tu rn  of bands found on 
birds bagged. Many newspapers, 
fdate and national magazines arc 
brinting kill report blanks again 
tihis season and it behooves each 
yriidfowler, successful or unsec- 
cessful, to repeat his results. One 
report added to  another soon 
^m ounts to a considerable num ber 
and if the  Fish and Wildlife 
Service receives a substantial 
num ber of individual reports, it 
has extrem ely  useful inform ation.

It is essential to have reliable 
inform ation on the annual kill 
iiy species for some ducks can 
Withstand the unfavorable condi­
tions imposed by man and natu re  
much better than  others. The bag 
re tu rns tell the story, the banda 
help piece it together.

The banding program  helps to 
determ ine the  flight, m igration 
routes, the  percentage of locally 
Reared birds taken  by local gun­
ners as well as data on the  ducks 
Raised in Canada and shot in the 
yn ited  State.s. Banding is im por- 

nt, but it takes time to collect 
epresontativc data and—tim e is 
recious w hen species are in jeo- 
ardy. A t present, little is known 

Rbout the actual yearly harvest

an^l m ore facts are needed upon 
w hich to  base annual open 
seasons. V irtually  nothing is 
know n of the sexes and age 
m akeup of the  birds heading to 
ground. B an d in g , studies w i l l ! 
and being killed bn the  gunning | 
enable the  Service to make better  ̂
zuffiing and hunting regulations.  ̂
Ducks do not come as Noah re - : 
qi^ired “Two by Twos”, actually 
tlijerc are ir^ny  more male birds 
in' the total population which 
means th a t the pairing of birds 
is [not a t a m aximum . More know ­
ledge of duckology is needed and 
i t ' i s  th e  job of the  biologist to 
get the answ ers, some of which 
may come from  band re tu rns and 
bag reports.

T h e »present open season w'as 
sot to favor 'the ducks, to  give 
them  desperately needed tim e 
fSr population recovery. Inform a­
tion th a t will contribute to  better 
w aterfow l m anagem ent is essen- 
tifil. H ere is one way individual 
sportsm en can help. V i^ ^ard  
your kill report and  b an d k to  the' 
nearest regional office of tne Fish 
afid W ildlife Service or directly 
to W ashington 25. D. C.

Replacement of tie  candle by the 

electric light has removed some of 
t^e hazards farm<^ly experienced, 
bjut danger still w k s from faulty 
c^jnnections or earless handling of 
bjtdbs and strings.
;To minimize thejfire hazard, tl'.e 

department of agriculture offers 
two pertinent sufeestions: First, 
kjeep the tree w ^  watered and, 
Second, fireproof it*iwith ammonium 
sulphate or calciunfi chloride.

To provide the tiie  with sufficient 
>̂ -ater. cut th aujt on a slant at 
l^asl an inch • bov ĵ the original cut. 
Keep the ater level above the 
slashed surface. ^  purchasing a 
tree, always look jor one that has 
been felled recergly so that the 
needles havje not /^ried.

Fresh trees also'^re essential for 
flame-proofing. In psing ammonium 
sulphate, a chcm^al content one- 
fourth the weight ^  the tree should 
be used. After dis^lving one and a 
half pints of the ammonium in a 
l>ound of water, slash the stem of 
the tree and place Jt in the solution. 
^ e n „  let the tree itand four to six 
idays in the solutibn for complete 
absorption. Trees fllreproofed in this 
manner will not be ignited by an 
electric spark.

“B ut I do th ink  tha t .the sheep 
is a  little  dum ber than Ihe chick­
en.

A chicken will try  to 
get aw ay from  an autom obile 
generally  w hen its ta il feathers 
are  about ready to go under the  
front w heel of your car” com­
m ented P oultry  E xpert Rambo 
the  o ther day.

Ralph Lorenz, m anager of The 
M ayflower Hotel, when in ter­
viewed, took issue w ith both Mr. 
Rambo and A rthu r Griscom.

“Ju s t as m any chickens get 
killed on the roads today as 
there  w ere killed 20 or 25 years 
ago. A chicken is the dum best 
thing th a t ever lived. The only 
reason it m ay get aw ay from 
under the  wheels of an auto­
mobile now m ore frequently  than 
it did years ago is because the 
speed of the  autom obile blows it 
aw ay these days” declared Mr. 
Lorenz.

H erm an Bakhaus, who also 
lives on a heavily traveled high­
w ay and keeps a flock of chickens 
every year, said he was not in a 
position to  say yes or no to the 
question of w hether a chicken is 
more “autom obile wise” today 
than  it was years ago.

“I keep my chickens off the 
road and don’t le t them  run 
everyw here as a lot of o ther folks 
do. If folks kept their chickens 
properly fenced as I do. there 
w ouldn’t be any use in discussing 
the  question of w hether a chicken 
is w iser today than  it was years 
pco w hen it comes to keeping off 
th'» higiiways”. asserted Farm er 
Bakhaus.

S tew art Dodge, who has never 
lived in the  country and seldom 
drives his automobile into the 
country, refused to  express his 
opinion about the view:3oint of 
A uthor Griscom.

*‘A1I I know  about the chicken 
business is the  fact tha t they "are 
good to eat. providin.g yo.i can get 
a nice, tender young chicken th a t 
is properly  cooked an^ seasoned. 
M aybe chickens are w iser to the 
autom obiles than  they w ere years 
ago and maybe they are not. I 
have never run  over a chicken 
and therefore I have no expert 
advise t(i offer” , said the  city-, 
reared Mr. Dodge.

The “inquiring re p o rte r’ of The 
Plym outh Mail, who does a lot 
of country driving, thinks A uthor 
Griscom is nearer right than  
wrong.

Years ago it was a- common 
th ing  to sec a blotch of chicken 
feathers here and there along the 
highw ay as one traveled about the 
countryside. But seldom docs one 
see a dead chicken or any flying 
feathers in the a ir  as the autom o­
bile speeds through the country 
these days. '
