To date, 
the areas served by the County 
system are in the vicinity of 
Michigan avenue, and downriver 
along Fort street. At the present 
time, we are engaged in a study 
for additional fe<^er mains to 
serve other areas, including Li­
vonia Township. As a part of this

In view of the recent number 
of car thefts in Plymouth, an 
announcement from the Police 
dcporjlmcnt has been made, stat­
ing iti is unlawful for a driver to 
Icavoja car unlocked when park­
ing it.

It reads in 
full: “No operator, except those

“Mrs. Diana Corbin, daughter of 
the famous ‘Sojourner Truth,’ 
who enjoyed the distinction of 
being the only living person born 
a slave in |h e  state of New York, 
died in the county house in Battle 
Creek Tu^day. Mrs. Corbin was 
bought, when a little girl, by 
John Dumont and placed at work 
in his fields with men, doing 
not|ling but hard work, hoeing, 
plowing and picking up stones. 
She went io Northampton, Mass., 
after slavery was abolished, and 
joined her .mother who ran away 
from her- master and became 
famous as' ‘Sojourner Truth,’ an 
anti slavety speaker. Later, Mrs. 
Corbin came to Battle Creek, 
Where she jived  many years, and 
where she married Jacob Corbin, 
who is ndw dead. She was the 
last of the family.”

under 16 years; Class E, boys 
under 14 years; and business 
girls. Indications were that the 
total number of teams in all clas­
ses would reach a figure of 26. 
As two teams play each hour, 
26 divided into 66 allows each 
team 2 and 7/13 games during a 
three month period. -As this was 
not practical, division was then 
made by the eight men’s and 
four girls’ teams which allowed 
five and '̂2 ghmes per team which 
again did not produce a good 
program. The only solution was to 
acquire or borrow another gym­
nasium.

During the summer months the 
Detroit House of Corr^tion was 
extremely cooperative in the use 
of their sdftbaU field for recrea­
tion league play and t|ieir base­
ball diamond for use by the 
youngsters tryiAg out for the 
Briggs Stadium game, in which 
two Plymouth boys played. As 
these recreation activities greatly 
lifted the morale of the inmates 
according to A. B. Gillis. warden, 
and George Gillis. recreation di­
rector, they were approached for 
assistance. An auditorium was the 
only building suitable for such 
use. but. the roof leaked badly, 
the floor needed ^repair, back- 
boards had to be built and the 
area made ready for basketball. 
The inmates climbed on the high 
roof for weeks making those re­
pairs, and likewise repaired the 
floor and made other materials 
complete the gyijinasium. The 
result being a basketball court, a 
few feet short in length and 
width to fulfill the] qualifications 
of a college court. 'The use- of this 
gymnasium was giyen to the City 
of Plymouth at no cost what so 
ever.

This court is not only used by 
Plymouth teams but also by the 
inmates for good, wholesome re­
creation. The use of ^his gym al­
lowed the men’s division to play 
14 games and the girls’ nine 
games before playing for the 
championship the first week in 
March. Also, teams may find room 
to practice, as there are absolutely 
no facilities in Plymouth as has 
already been described. The high 
school teams make use of the 
DeHoCo gym for peigular practice 
periods.  ̂ 1

Through juggling by the com­
petent school executives,, a few 
extra perioas a week and the use 
of the school gym on Saturday 
mornings has made it possible 
to begin the boys progra»  ̂ as of 
this Saturday, Janua^ 10.'

Plymouth should be extremely 
grateful for the cooperation of 
the House of Corrtkition. but isn’t 
it a shame that recreation teams 
and the high school squads must 
depend upon an institution out­
side of the city to furnish ade­
quate facilities to carry on a com­
petitive program.

F rom  le tters and inquiries re ­
ceived, it seems th a t nearly  every 
one back home is interested in 
knowing about the  condition in 
w hich the  hurricanes th a t swept 
southern Florida during  the  early  
p art of the  fall left the big city 
o f  M i a m i  and surrounding 
country.

Believe it o r not, the  residents 
of th is city and most of the  su r­
rounding section, by w orking like 
Tn)jans, have so com pletely w ip­
ed out the  dam age done by the 
storm s th a t one would find it hard 
to believe th a t there  had ever 
been anything here m ore than  a 
good stiff breeze.

L ittle ^m *agc was done to 
any of the  buildings. The rubbish 
has been cleared from the streets, 
and except for a section here and 
there ' of washed out concrete 
abu tm ent along the ocean and 
sections of hard-surfaced  th o r­
oughfares dam aged by the waves, 
th e re  is little  to indicate th a t 
F lorida had tw o severe hurri-* 
canes w ith in  a m onth’s time.

But one m ust not gain the  idea 
th a t the  storm s w ere not severe

knows how to m eet these em er­
gencies and as tim e goes along, 
even the  dam age done by recent 
storm s w ill in some way be p re ­
vented in years to come. Building 
codes in the city are  rigid. They 
have been so w ritten  th a t one 
cannot erect any kind of a bu ild­
ing th a t is not safe -  guarded 
against viplent winds.

Out in the  back country it is 
d ifferent. One can see m uch to 
indicate storm  dam age, especially 
to  th e  trees and shrvibbery. Big 
pow er lines are. still dow n along 
oome country roads.

W hile the  hurricane dam age 
was not great, the  to rren tia l rains 
th a t fell (juring the  second h u r­
ricane halve raised havoc with 
hundreds of thousands of acres 
in southern Florida. In  driving 
along F lorida highw ay 25 from 
this city to  Lake Okeechobee, one 
can see, even th is tim e of the 
year, thousands and’ thousands 
of acr^s o f land th a t are  still 
flooded.

D esperate efforts are  being 
m ade ' to  d ra in  the  flooded 
sections, b u t there  is so much 
w ater, it w ill take weeks, 
if not m onths before the area  is 
d ry  again. The difficulty  lies in 
the  fact tiia t drainage canals are 
on alm ost the  same level as the 
flooded land and w hile big pumps 
are being used to raise the  w ater, 
the process looks like an almost 
impossible task.

T h e 'w a te r cannot soak into the 
soil as i t ; does in Michigan. The 
w ater leyel is bu t a few  inches 
under th e  top of m ost of th is .soil, 
and it m ust be drained off. One 
can see the  little  homes th a t w ere 
form erly occupied by vegetable 
grow ers still surrounded bj' 
w ater.

T here are  some sections w here 
drainage has been sufficient to 
perm it th e  p lanting of some w in­
te r vegetables, bu t the  m ost of 
vegetables Mr. and Mrs. P lym ­
outh w ill ea t during  the  re­
m ainder of th e  w in ter w ill be 
grown in th e  fields of Texas, 
Arizona and California. Maybe 
late in the  spring southern  F lori­
da w ill be able to m ake some 
shipm ents of vegetables, but the 
am ount w ill be nothing as com­
pared to  form er years.

Besides the  floods due to the 
te rrific  rainfall th a t took place 
during  the second hurricane last 
fall, the  afte r-effects of the  storm  
w ere probably  m ore troublesom e 
than  the  hurricane itself.

O ctober is a. hot m onth down 
in th is country and the  hurricane 
pu t out of commission the  pow er 
plants in th is en tire  area.
JThc resu lt was th a t Miami w as 

for five days a fte r the  last h u r­
ricane w ithout electric curren t. 
T hat m eant th a t all of th e  re fri­
gerators ' as w ell as the  lights 
of the  city and homes w ere out 
of service. Homes w ere lighted

by candles. Food stored in the 
electric ice boxes spoiled. The big 
freezer plants w ere h it as hard 
as w ere the home owners. Nearly 
all perishable food spoiled as a 
result.

D rinking w ater th a t came out 
of the  taps was hot and there 
was no way to cool it. The w ater 
m ains in the  cities and tow ns of 
F lorida are  laid bu t inches under 
the top of the ground, and as a 
resu lt w ater th a t flows through 
these m ains du ring  hot w eather 
really  gets hot.

Then came the plague of 
snakes. Like St. Patrick , the  flood 
w aters drove the  snakes out of 
the  m arshes to  sections of roads 
and lands th a t w ere not flooded. 
One no rtherne r who was here 
during  the  storms, said th a t he 
had to m ake a d rive a few  days 
afte r the second storm  out on a 
country road. He declared tha t 
it was Utterly covered w ith alive 
and dead snakes, m any of them  
ra ttlers. I t was the  outskirts of 
the  cities and villages which felt 
th is pest the  worst. Even at this 
la ic date, read in the  paper the 
o ther day w here a resident living 
On the  outskirts of th is big city 
had been bitten  by a snake in 
the  yard of his home.

But hurricanes, floods and hot 
w ater cannot dam age the ideal 
w in ter w eather of Florida. That 
is one blessing of n a tu re  Florida 
possesses and cherishes.

Key West, the  most southerly 
city in the United States, has its 
civic problem s loo. Right now it 
is passing a city ordinance levy­
ing a  th ree  cent cigarette lax, the 
funds to  be used for im prove­
m ents in the  sew er system of the 
city. F lorida cities have a right 
to levy any sort of a tax  they de­
sire, owing to the fact th a t the 
state perm its local units of gov­
ernm ent to  levy excise taxes.

The city is plannrhg 
to borrow  money to keep it in 
operation during the  early  part 
of its next fiscal year.

Defrost Freezer
Only Once a  Year

Persons owning l^ome freezerr 
need to defrost^ trie units only 
once a year. The tim e to  do it is 
when the  frost on the  freezer 
sides is onc-eighth to one-quarter 
of an inch thick.

There are, however, th ree  vital 
m usts to  keep in mind w hile d e ­
frosting. Thd freezer should not 
be washed, the food should be 
kept frozen, and a smooth dull 
tool should be used.

The whole job takes no m ore 
than 15 to 20 m inutes but is doe.«̂  
not m ean disconnecting the  freez­
er o r shutting off the  cu rren t or 
washing o u t the freezer box as 
you do w hen you defrost yoiii* 
refrigerator. You scrape the  fro^t 
off. In  fact, the  walls of tli< 
freezer are  so cold ,th a t a wet 
cloth would stick to them . But if 
you insist on washing, you have 
to tu rn  the  control io  O FF and 
wash afte r they warhi up a but.

Keep food frozen w hile you de­
frost. Line cardboarq  carton with 
newspapers. Pack frozen pack­
ages in  carton; w rap papers 
around them  in th ick  layers. If 
your freezer has tw o com part­
ments, ju s t pile all frozen f o ^  in 
one w hile you scrape frost from 
other. Then alternate.

Use b lunt tool: a b u tte r paddle, 
bottle opener or wooden spoon 
N ever a sharp  tool; it may m ar or 
scratch freezer lining.

To remove frost: Line freezer 
bottom w ith papers to . collect 
scrapped-off frost .and absorb 
m oisture as frost pieKs. Scrap 
down sides w ith dull tool. Discard 
papers when finished.

of Michigan who enjoy fishing 
and boating on the beautiful 
w aters fof th is beautiful s ta te  of 
ours.

The progressive and- w ide­
aw ake conservation departm ent 
of ours, recently announced th a t 
in the  in’ief decade tha t has ju s t 
passod.j th e  people of M ichigan 
now possess 232 public fishing 
sites on lakes, and 105 oh ^ti^eams. 
Of this num ber there  a re  100 
which havi^ been im proved and 
provide park ing  space ' fo r cars 
and conditions w hich perm it the 
landing of boats on the lakes. 
There are an additional 118 public 
fishing sites w hich are usable and 
another 119 which need im prove­
ment, such as en trance roads, 
parking areas and sim ilar con­
veniences.

As a general ru le we have a l­
ways been opposed to the  e a r­
m arking of public- funds: We do 
not believe It is good public pol­
icy. but .sometimes coridition 
docs arise which make.s It advis­
able. We believe th a t the  securing 
of public fishing sites was One of 
these conditions, because hun­
dreds of lakes and stream s w ere 
being closed to the general public 
unlessj' they  paid a pi ice.

The! Michigan Conservation d e ­
partm en t had been planting these 
lakes and stream s for years, in 
m any I cases for the  benefit of 
only fho.se who owned property  
around the  lakes The best n ea r­
by exam ple is O rchard Lake. For 
years: and years the  sta te  had 
planted th is lake to fish, bu t un ­
less yiou w ere one of th e  favored 
few  you could not fish  on  the 
lake, j

Through th is measurei We are 
discussing the  conservation de- 
partn jen t has been able' to p u r­
chase! and create  a beautifu l pub­
lic fishing site, located h ea r the 
tow n j hall of Orchaild liake  v il­
lage on the  W alled (ake-Pontiac 
road.

A ll of this has uecn m ade fki.s- 
sible because of the  provision 
w ritten  into the  gam e law  bill 
w hich says th a t a certain  am ount 
of each fishing license shall be 
used in purchasing piubllc fishing 
sites and in the  developm ent of 
be tte r fishing  conditjonsi.

In  years to come we believe 
the im portance of this m easure 
will continue to grow  ahd under 
its W'ise adm inistration by the 
outstanding conservation d ep art­
m ent of Michigan, its value to  our 
state w ill be, unlim ited.

The. suggestion we have in 
mind for th e  Oscoda fisherm en 
especially who use th js fishing 
site most extensively, lies in the 
ide<̂  of a little  local aid in the 
expense of the project.

We be­
lieve, too, th a t the commercial 
fisherm en who operate out of 
Oscoda have been benefited and 
will be benefited too by continued 
m aintenance of th is fishing site, 
as the  strengthening of the  wood­
en piling by additional planking 
will serve to lengthen the life 
of the piling, and thereby, keep 
the 2’ivei- open to navigation of the 
fishing boats.
