Plymouth Fire Loss for 1947 Drops
Below Total for Preceding Year

Fire Ic»s in Plymouth for the® —

year ending December 1947 took
a considerable drop from the pre-
ceding year, according to a thport
by Fire Chief Robert McAllister.

The report staled that the per
capita loss for 1947 was $1.01.
as compared with a per capita
loss of $3.49 for 1946. This figure
is‘based on a population of 7,000.
and covei's only the area, within
the city limits of Plymouth. The
total number of fires for the year
was 43. as compared to 41 fires
in 1946.

The fires which the firemen
balllfxl] during the year of 1947
caused a total damage of $7,565
in the city and a total of $5,445
in the township. These figures
have b«cn compared to a total
pniperty evaluation of $8,973,670
in Plymouth and of $6,000,000 in
the township.

The lo«; on dv/dlings in Plym-
oulh was estimated at $5.14() and
the lass on buildings other than
dwellings was $170. The loss on
contents of dwelling totaled $2.-
000, while the estimated damage
on other fires- was $225. The
damage in the township on dwel-
lings was $1,895. while $1,050
worth of damage was done on
building other than dwellings.
The loss of contents in building
reached a total of $2,500.

When the fires were classified

it was discovered that two of
the total 43 runs turned out to
be false alarms. Twelve automo-
bile iires were reported and
dwelling fires totaled 19. There
were 6 industrial fires, and 4 runs
were classified as “other fires.”
In the township there were nine
dwelling fires, two automobile
or truck fires, one industrial fire,
and two miscellaneous, which
brought the total to 14.

The largest cause of fires in
Plymouth was due to defective
wiiing. Fourteen fires were at-
tributed to this single cause. Oil
burners caused throe fires, and
ioverheated stoves, furnaces, for-
ifics, torches, etc. caused an equal
number. One fire was attributed
1> and four were duo to
:carelessness. One fire resulted
from careless smoking, while an-
other resulted from careless dis-

of hot ashes,

Two fires resulted from care-
less use of matches, and two were

attribute to defective chimneys.
One fire was caused by an explo-
sion, another by kerosene or gas-
oline stove, and one was caused
by lightening. Rubbish was the
caust' of one fire, as were sparks

stoves, furnaces, forges, etc.

were attributed to other unlisted
causes, and one was unknown.

Of the 14 fires in the township,
one w'as attributed to careless
smoking, one to careless use of
matches, two to defective wiring,
one to Kkerosene or gasoline
stoves, two ,to oil burners, and
two to lightening. Another was
caused by sparks from chimney
on composition shingles, and three
were class™ as unknown in ori-
gin and one by other causes.

The report further stated that
the city has employed two full
time firemen to provide for better
fire service to the residents of the
city. One man works 24 hours
one day and the other works an
equal number of hours the next
day. Under this set-up. there is
one man op duty at the fire sta-
tion at all times.

The fire chief’s report further
stated that and ohe man are
available td* leave immediately
on the first truck upon the report
of a fire, and the volunteer men
report to the location of the fire
in cars or on the second fire truck.
Some of the volunteer firemen
ai-e tegular employees of the city,
and <there | are usually three or
four men on the first truck when
it leaves. The actual time of de-
parture during the day is ap-
proximately* 45 seconds, and at
night from 1 to 2 minutes. It
was pointed out that although
this may seem like a long time,
it is moving fast when one con-
siders that in this time the fire-
men have to dress and drive to
the city hall.

The full time firemen, besides
their duties as firemen, are the
caretakers of the city hall. When
each of the full time firemen
have a day off, which is provided
for by the stale law, the chief
works in their place for the full
24 hour shift. These full time
firemen have been on duty since
September of 1947.

Check Mouion Coal Carefully
Before Buying; Look for Value

With clothing prices sky high[_

many women are buying Mouton
coats because they are moderately
priced. These lamb skin coats will
give warm wear and service-

ability, but you should look for
value just as you would- with a

wool or fur coat.

Before buying a Mouton coat,
Lola Belle Green, clothing spec-
ialist at Michigan State college,
suggests that you check the fol-
lowing points.

First of all, see whetherj the
fibers are flexible by Mowing
into the fur. The fur should part
readily. It should feel smooth,
silky and fairly thick.

Examine the fibers separately
to see if they are straight for at
least half their length. Check to
see that the fibers lie smoothly
throughout the coat and that there
are no cracks in the skins. Skins
which have areas where fibei-s
extend in different directions arc
not desirable.

Because the best pelts usually

go into the sleeves, check the

back and front of the coat care-
fully.

Finally, look at the lining fab-
ric and the workmanship on the
coat, especially the stitching.

experimental animals. The
materials used coat, at most, a
dime. More important stilt the
Ruskin test can be performed by
any well - trained laboratory
worker; it dcf» not require a
specialist of pathology.

“Like Beaiti, Dr. Lewis Herly,
of Columbia University’s College
of Physicians and Surgeons, did
not start out to seek a cancer test.
For years this research-minded
surgeon has spent his off-hours
attempting to trace fluorescent
cancer-causing chemicals through
the bodies of experimental ani-
mals. These experiments even-
tually involved Dr. Herly in the
use of ultraviolet light on blood
samples. The test seems highly
accurate in the light of the 500
cases uhon which it has so far
been tried..Yet, Dr. Herly is far
from advising fts immediate,
widespread use. Additional tests
are being conducted at the rate
of a hundred a week. Soon, if
several thousand records bear
out the results achieved by the
first tests, its use as a general
diagnostic procedure may be fully
justified.

“Most advanced of all the new
tests is that developed by Dr.
Maurice Black of the Brooklyn
Cancer Hospital. This test in-
volves the use of two blood sam-
ples and is an extension and re-
finement of work originally per-
formed three years ago by Drs.
Raymond J. Savignac, Julian C.
Gant and Erwin W. Sizer of Mas-
sachusetts“General Hospital. It
seems to depend upon some
change which occurs in the albu-
min of the blood as a result of
cancer.

'To date, the Black test has
been used upon more patients
than have any of the others. In
nearly 700 cases it has produced
86 percent correct results. In 150
control cases—using the blood of
individuals suffering from no
disease at all—the test has proved

j 100 percent accurate.

‘The Black teat can be per-
, formed by any physician or labo-
ratory technician, for its reading
is dependent upon sharp changes
Of color. Thus, of all four of the
new tests, this last would seem,
for the prgsent at least, to be the
one most nearly ready for wide-

jspread use.

I Dne of the great problems of
cancer treatment has always been

Ito determine whether surgery or*

Iradiation has actually done its
ljob. One of the great by-products
| of these tests is their ability to
spot remaining cancers.

e« “As they stand today, the new

Ntests cannot completely rule out

lall possibility of cancer by pro-
Ividing a negative reading. But
jthey can flash the red light that
shows the probably presence of
cancer -long before any other
means we now possess! Cancer
‘detection, at long last, can move
*out of our overcrowded detection
clinics and move into the family
physicians office—the only plac%
from which early cancer detection
on a large scale can ever hope to
originate.*’

The beginning of a new year is
always a good time to make plans
to improve the farm business.
One of the important basis of a
successful 1-arming program is a
good soil conservation plan. Wc
advise Wayne county farmers to
consider those resolutions for
more profitable farming and to
adopt them as farming practices.

1. Establish a cropping program
suited to the capabilities of tho
soils of the farm. —

2. Make more adequate use of

legumes.

3. Apply liming materials to
acid fields.

4. Plan lime applications at
least a year ahead of legume
seedings.

5. Apply adequate applications
of phosphate and potash \[filh all
legume seeding.s.

6. Use more alfalfa-bromcgi-ass
meadow land for pasture.

7. Establish sod in all water-
courses to prevent gullying.

8. Keep a living, growing crop
on the land at all times.

9. Work across the slope wher-
ever practical.

10. Plow down a legume sod
whenever an open cultivated crop
is to be grown.
