The situation in Palestine was 
discussed by Rabbi Fram  a t the 
Kiwani.s m eeting Tue.sday eve­
ning. He is of the  Tem ple of 
Israel of Detroit* and one of the 
outstanding Rabbis in tha t city.

Prior to  the se<*f»nd wi)rld war, 
there w ere 10 million Jew ish 
people in Europe, the Rabbi re­
ported. During Ihc-w ar six million 
•>f th is num ber w ere killed, and* 
at the present tim<- only two m il­
lion rem ain in eastern  G erm any.

“The Jew s are  through with 
Europe”, he statbd, “and anxious 
to get out of it. W here.” he ques­
tioned, “can they gh? None of 
the  countries w ant im migrants, 
and Palestine is the only place 
they can go. Palestine, the  land 
w here they originally cam e from,” 
He added.

The United Nations gave the 
Jew ish people Uie shoreline and 
the desert in the  south of Pales­
tine. This would bo am ple room 
for those who survived the  Euro­
pean purge, he continued. The 
Arabs, how'evcr\ who have no 
m ore claim  to the  .soil than  the

Joe Merritt Hears from Fellow 
War Prisoner He Thought Dead

The past hccamo vividly alivt. 
fo r Joe M etlitt one day recently 
w hen he r«'ceivcd a le tter friim a 
m an who had l)een a fellow p ri­
soner of w ar in Manilla, a man 
he believed to be dead.

The w riter oi the le tter was 
R obert W. Levering, known to, 
them  as the ‘ Judge*’, who i.s an 
atto rney  in Mount Veinon. Ohio. 
The last Mr. M erritt had seen or 
heard  of Mr. lAworinp was when 
th e  la tte r  was taken  to Japan  in 
June. i044. Mr. M erritt remained 
in  M anilla as a winchm an for two 
additional m onths but was also 
taken  to Japan  prior to  the allied 
Invasion of the  phillipines.

The le tte r was w ritten , Mr. 
Levering stated. “To renew our 
friendship  which was m.olded 
from  a commoin crucible of hum il­
iating toil and sweat in filthy 
holds of Ja p  freighlors: in d irty  
factories’ and mines in Nippon, 
th rough extrem e privations . .
He alstJ asked for pcrmi.ssion to 
use Mr. M erritt’s nam e and ex* 
periences in a boi'.k which he is 
w riting  on those years spent as 
Japanese prisoners' of war.

Concerning the  book, he related 
th a t he had the  story of the ir ex ­
periences in outline form of 
around 30.000 words, and th a t 
“critics have said it is p re tty  good. 
To com plete it, I mu.sl anim ate 
the  narra tive  w ith real intim ate 
fact.s, conversation th a t will make 
it live and tell tlic s to iy  as it m ust 
bo told.”

Specific questions he asked the 
Plym outh alto inoy  to answ er 
w ere, for exam ple; “Can >ou ex ­
plain how yoii felt w hen the stars 
and stripes w ere hauled dow'n 
and the  w hile flag wt*nt up in 
surrender. W hat were you th ink ­
ing as you slogged on through 

Xhc pifKligious dust on the m arch 
oif death? How about those beat­
ings ‘ we usckl to get w hen ‘our 
captor.s’ would shake us down 
and find onions in ;our hats or in 
ou r pant legs. Tell me w hat you 
thought when they made our boys 
dig th e ir  own graves before being 
executed a t Cabanatuan? Did you 
forget any of th«* accum ulated 
m iseries of the  past w hen they 
pushed us dow n into the  crowded, 
stinking hold of the  ‘Hell Ship’

As a result of th is change on 
the  p art of the  tourists who last 
year fi*eoly paid for many m onths 
of ren t for apartm ents th a t they 
did not occupy, a re  having no 
difficulty in getting places by the 
day, w oekjor month. In fact, most 
signs now advertise places for 
ren t by the day or week.

In the  Sunday issue of one of 
the  big rtietropolitan papers of 
Miami recently  th e re  appeared 
nearly  foiir pages of “for ren t” 
advertisem ents. In previous years 
wo or th ree  columns of these 

r a t a l s  wcftild be many, 
t  is the  answer?

A varie ty  of reasons are  offer­
ed. A gasi station a ttendan t told 
the  w rite r the  o ther day tha t 
no rthern  people had made up 
the ir minds th a t they w ere not go­
ing to be fobbed by high rentals 
and business men out to get every 
tourist dollar they could get. And 
surprisingly  '  he added, th a t he 
d idn’t  blam e them.

O thers say th a t a F lorida vaca­
tion is not; so attrac tive  to no rth ­
erners as | t  used to bo, even the 
delightful jclimate not having the 
appeal of form er years.

Probably the most accurate an ­
sw er lies in the  fa rt th a t n o rth ­
erners ar^  som ew hat concerned 
about the  fu tu re  and have decid­
ed to conserve the ir dollars. May­
be if therd was some one else in 
the w hite -house besides Trum an 
there  w ouU n’̂  be th is feeling of 
insecurity  th a t exists. And m aybe 
the  troubles w ith the w orld -ha t­
ing Russians w'ould be ended in 
some w ay if things w ere d ifferen t 
in W ashington.

But th e te  is one th ing  sure, 
tourists no m atter w^here they go 
from now ion, are  not going to be 
taken  for suckers w ith a lot of 
easy mone|y’ to throw  anyway.

The new spapers report th a t 
night clubs and the jracing tracks 
are  tak ing  in a much sm aller 
am ount than  they (j*d last year. 
In fact, if the  truth! was known, 
the incomie of these places is 
probably lialf of w h ats it was in 
previous years.

Attendaijicc a t the  G ulfstream  
race track , according to Miami 
papers, i s ; not as large as was 
the attendance a t the  N orthville 
Downs little  race m eet in N orth­
ville last fall.

A big Miami Beach cafeteria 
the  o ther day advertised a 25 per 
cent cut in the  cost of foods to 
patrons.

A room in a neai*by neighboit- 
hood th a t rented for $84 a week 
last year is now offered for $35 
w ith no takers.

Friends over in S^. Petersburg  
say th a t ow ners of ren ta l p roper­
ty  there  who havtc also been 
reaping a harvest by high charges 
in past years are  nogr crying the ir 
eyes out because of jpoor business.

A nd all of th is  j serves as a 
w arning jo northcjin Michigan 
ow'ners ofjtourists accomodations. 
A w’ell knt)wn Lansing new spaper 
m an who iw ent to  a certain  sec­
tion of M ichigan’s highly adver­
tised tou rist p a rt of the  state, 
declared th a t during his vacation 
last sum m er he was “robbed” at 
every place he got a m eal or 
stopped oVer night.

“I ’ll never go back to th a t part 
of M ichigan again; to  spend a 
cent—and' I’m going to  w arn all 
of my fri(Jnds against the  section 

j th a t I visited.” he said. “To th ink  
! of it, sonic of the  money I pay 
I th e  state in taxes is used to help 
I advertise these touriist places tha t 
rob you w hen you| go there  to 
spend a f^w days.”

^egs and give you a stinging th a t 
is fa r  worse than  th a t of any 
bum ble bee and lasts for hours 
w hereve^ the  fish - line tenacle 
touches vou.

I t is our prediction th a t vaca 
fioiiists who seek the  pleasures 
of Florida’s delightful w inter sun­
shine in fu tu re  years and Michi­
gan’s cool breezes in the sum m er 
tim e will find th a t ransom  prices 
are a thing of the  past. If they 
are  not relegated, there  w ill be 
but little  tourist business for on j 
one to try  to loot-

W hen prices are once again 
norm al and affairs in W ashington 
are  m ore settled than  a t the pres­
ent, there  is no question bu t w hat 
the Florida tou rist business will 
also settle down as it should. 
F lorida in the  w in ter tim e has 
as m uch to offer in a clim atic way 
as does Michigan in the  sum m er 
time.

Babson Discusses Inflation
Babson Park , Fla., Jan . 23. Most 

of the ta lk  about '‘inflation” is 
bunk. When people have nothing 
else to lay the ir troubles to they 
lay  it to inflation. M erchants 
blame high prices on inflation; 
politicians blam e all losses on in­
flation: while even farm ers are 
blam ing the  w eather on inflation. 
C e r t a i n l y  the  investigations 
which are  being held to  study 
prices are  mostly eyew ash or 
whitewash.

W hal Is Inflation?
Inflation is not the  fau lt of 

farm ers, m anufacturers, retailers 
or any jother one group. In fact, 
there  is no suqh thing as “infla­
tion.” O ur troubles are  ju s t a 
question of Supply and Demand. 
When th e re  is more dem and for 
goods than  there  is supply, prices 
go up and they call it inflation; 
but w hen there  are m ore goods 
than  there is dem and, prices go 
down, and they call it deflation.

This means th a t the only cure 
for high prices, or inflation so- 
called, is to either curtail buying 
or increase production. This 
means th a t the  cure is up to all 
of us. W hen we spend less, we 
are  helping to reduce prices; 
while if we incrcase~K)ur buyingl 
we increase prices. The only o ther 
cure for high prices is to produce 
more. This is up to labol*. The 
real trouble w ith labor" is not 
the ir wages so much as it is the ir 
restricted w orking hours and 
faulty  production.

What Should We Expect?
We should expect to continue 

to pay high prices for real estate 
until building increases, and the 
only w ay th a t building w ill in­
creases, and the  only w ay that 
building will increase is to allow 
rents to go up. Price fixing also 
retards production. So long as 
production is low th en ' we are 
troubled w ith high prices. Take 
the ceiling off on ren ts and. of 
course, ren ts would go up for 
awhile, but th a t w ould mean 
building would increase, and fin ­
ally rents would go down. Only 
then would we all have enough 
homes a t a reasonable price.

We com plain about th e  price of 
m eat and ^ r io u s  o ther things, 
but sooner o r la te r the  price of 
these products w ill be so high and 
the profits so a ttrac tive  it will 
cause m any more people to go 
ii;to the  business of raising cattle 
and o ther farm  produce, and m an­
ufacturing o ther things th a t have 
gone up in price. These prices 
w ill again fall. I t is tru e  th a t the  
“mills of God” gt-ind slowly, but 
they grind u ltim ately  in the 
people’s interests. Labor unions 
succeed in raising money wages 
but not real wages. Unless w age- 
w orkers increase production as 
the ir wages increase, they are  no 
better Off in the  end.
W hat Has H appened to Citrus?

W hat has happened to the  m ar­
ket for grapefru it and oranges is 
a proof of all I have said above. 
It costs much m ore to raise citrus 
fru it today than  ever before. 
Wages are much higher, fertilizer 
is m ore expensive, and even the 
railroad freights arc  greater. Yet, 
the prices for citrus fru its  today 
are less than  they w ere when the 
cost of production was much low­

er. If all our troubles are due to 
“inflation”, inflation should help 
the  citrus grow ers w ith higher 1 
prices to  overcome these higher 
costs^

‘The answ er is th a t there  is no 
such thing as “inflation”. It is 
only a question of supply and de- 
mai)^. C itrus grow ers do not 
benefit unless there  is more de­
mand jfor Ihcir product.-. Right 
here in Florida we sec the cattle  • 
people very prosperous w hile the ;
