A rthur W. Farrall, head of the 
MSC departm ent of agricultural 
engineering, w hich designed and 
constructed t h e  experim ental 
models, hopes th a t between 50 and 
100 of the  infra red heaters can 
be made by spring.

S ta te  College authorized the  De­
tro it A gricultural and Industrial 
Foundation to  handle the licen­
sing and m anufacture of the  in ­
vention. I t IS a non-profit organi­

zation founded by the D etroit 
Board of Commerce.

Field tests of the pnxiuction 
models arc planned th is spiing 
on many d ifferen t crops grown 
in Michigan and in other parts of 
the United States. These wide- 
scale tests arc  designed to pro­
duce the necessary inform ation 
regarding the adaption of the m a­
chine to the  protection of d iffer­
en t crops.

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Two Horses Lose 
Battle Against 
Winter Storms

Two hor.scs|lhal had been un­
able to wilhfeland tho w inlor’s 
sub-zero w eather, bla.stinc winds, 
and frozen groimds wore found 
frozen to d^eih Mrmday under 
a covering of [snow.

Their sm alt grazing land had 
consisted of a jstrip  of land a t the 
corner of Bock road and the  ra il­
road tracks, op the  north .side. No 
shelter or food had been provided 
for them. T h e i had been forced to 
look for nouijishmcnt under the 
crusted ice apd .«:now. One was 
found in a 'creek which runs 
through the property, having ob­
viously fallcij there and been 
unable to i^etiup. Tho other was 
found on the ^ank.

There w er^ reooitcdly  four 
horses kept this .same spot
during the sum m er, but nothing 
has t« cn  .sccij of the rem aining 
two.

The horses iwere first spotUnl 
by railroad w (i kci*s who reported 
the incident Norman Miller
the tow nship clerk. The humane 
society and the W ayne County 
Sheriff's office* was then notified 
and an investigation began.

Four tim es vtarious groups wont 
out to the described spot, but 
nothing could' be found of the 
neglected anirtials. F rank  Sam - 
bronc, a railroad patrolm an then 
offered to lake  Mr. M iller to the 
spot in* a motor car to verify the 
story of this ir^um ahe trea tm ent 
Mr. M iller w ent—and saw. As h r 
la ter said. “Il*s haid  to  under­
stand how anyone could trea t 
anim als this way—in a land where 
there is relatively plenty.”

Not far aw ay Irom this frozen 
pasture land, approxim ately 
o ther horses graze under sim iliar 
conditions. The only shelter they 
arc afforded consists of a i(K>f 
There is nothing to break the 
wind behind which they can seek 
shelter.

An investigation is expected to 
begin soon.

Future Needs Of City Studied By Planning Commission

A series of reports have been r 
prepared by the City Planning i 
Commission, under the direction! 
of Chairm an Sidney Strong. I 
which will enable Plym outh 
resident.*? to understand w hat t h e , 
commission is studying a t the 
p iesen l lime, and why. According 
to  Mr. Strong, there is reportedly 
a great deal of building in the 
offing. Consequently, plans m ust 
be made now so th a t the city will 
be ready for such expansion.

The first report deals w ith the 
alley and parking program  and 
follows in full:

W hen the  founding fathers laid 
out Plym outh in  the old days, 
they had no vision of th e  im por­
tance th a t alleys w ere to assume 
under the  present condition of 
traffic business. So, in the  main , 
business d istric t there  w ere no 
alleys a t all un til some tw en ty - 
five years ago. Then th e  alley 
starting  a t Ann A rbor tra il be­

hind the  D A C store and com­
ing out on H arvey below Penni- 
man was acquired and opened. 
L ater the  municipal parking lot 
was developed in the same block. 
No o ther stores in Plym outh have 
the  advantage of back door deliv­
ery through a public alley except 
the L iberty  stree t p l^ e s  of busi­
ness.

Front door goods delivery has 
no place in a m odern city. S treets 
a^e nonej^oo wide to accommo­
date moving traffic and custom er 
parking. In  the  old built up sec­
tion it is not possible to require a 
business builder to m ake his own 
provision for o ff-street loading 
and parking as it m ight be in a 
new ly opened business block. A 
continued absence o t  such facili­
ties would have the  resu lt of 
stifling business g ro '^ h  and fore- ; 
ing it out aw ay from  'what should 
be a compact trad ing  center.

W ithin th is area, 
each block would have an alley 
so located as to leave deep busi­
ness lots w ith room for “off-alle^* 
parking and loading and unload­
ing.

His congregjation is elated because at long last the great and rich 
governn>ent of these U nited Stiates is going to do something about 
helping the Indian tribes of the Southw est, the N&vajos and the 
Apaches; in New Mexico and Arizona. The ion iicr subsist on sheep 
grazing, 'the la tte r on beef cattle 
raising. ; While not many resi­
dents of P lym outh  know  it. Rev.
Hoenecke has for years had 
charge <jf the relief and. educa­
tional w ork carried on by the 
L utheran  Church of th is c o u n - , 
try  among the Indians of t h e !
Southwest. ; i
- They have m aintained schools, 
churches, and have frequently  
gone way beyond the ir m eans in 
p rov id it^  food; clothing and 
shelter for th e t t  conquered and 
neglected people Of b u r South­
west. ,

Now Congress^ after m aking a 
long d e la y ^  inquiry into the 
plight of these Indians, plans for 
the first; time in years to grant 
a specia^l appropriation during 
the  present session to  give these 
Indians assistance th a t has come 
in past years from the  Lutheran 
Church in d  other church bodies 
represented in Plym outh and 
the rest i of the  country..

been stirred  into action. The job is too large foi' the church bodies 
who have thus far supported it.

Congress sent out a com m ittee to investigate, and th is com mittee 
reurned and told Conjgress ju s t w hat Rev. Hoenecke has been saying 
these many years, tha t some forw ard-looking policy m ust be adopted 
for our Southw estern Indians, it  they are  to surviv'e and become use­
ful citizens of ou r land. Congress has decided to do som ething about 
providing im m ediate aid to the Indians by enacting a S2.000.000 i*e- 
iief appropriation.

In thie N avajo tribe  alone there are some 16.000 boys and girls, 
and less than  one half of them  have access to school facilities. O ut­
side of the lim ited  educational, relief and other w ork of the churches, 
the  public school systems of both Arizona and New Mexico have 
been able to do little  to  help these national .charges, Tht.3 situation if 
due chiefly to the  fact tha t all Indians are w ards of the United States 
governm ent and not of the  states in which they reside.

It has been pointed out by a form er Secrctaiy  of the In terior 
th a t the Navajos, Aoaches a n d 'o th e r  tribes are a -pastoral p^oiple, 
living chiefly off the ir flocks of sheep, goats and beef steers. B u lkhe  
D epartm ent of the  In terior has had to reduce tlie num ber of acres 
of land w hich the Indians have been using lor pasture w ithin their 
reservation bounds, because the rainfall was not sufficient to sup­
port the greatly  increased flocks and herda w hich the growing tribes 
needed. As a resu lt the 
.goats and sheep, espe­
cially, have so closely 
cropped the  grass th a t 
the  roots w ere killed 
and much land has b e-‘ 
come arid, g r o w i n g  
nothing.

Rev. Hoenecke points 
out th a t the  close w atch 
which has been kept 
over our national for­
ests in preventing forest 
fires, has also helped to 
reduce the g r a z i n g  
lands, b e c a u s e  now 
much o f ’ the undesir­
able underbrush and 
weed grotvtb is perm it­
ted to flourish and this 
was form erly removed 
by the frequent low- 
burning forest fires. The 
old tim ers in  the south­
west, says Rev. Hoenec­
ke, deplore the fact tha t 
the forest service has perm itted no fires to clear up th is weedy gi owth, 
they speak w ith nostalgia of the  day. w hen afte r a good lire ,the new 
g ra ^  greW)up, many more head of cattle  could be suppoi led per acre 
of land. ; , •

H aving worked among these tribes for the last 54 years. Rev. 
Hoenecket and his associates have come to definite opinions and ideas 
w ith regaid  to the  policy followed by the Indian Seiwice during the 
past. U nfortunately, these prim itive A m ericans who wci c accustom ­
ed to roam the vast em pire of the "Southwest, have now been con- 
fincKl, la r^ Iy ,  on small reservations w hich do not affoi*(i ample, 
natura l resources for subsistence. This fact has h cquen tly  made 
spurts of federal a(d necessary, underm ining the  natura l pride and 
self-reliance of th e  form erly independent Apache and Navaio. The 
policy which ought; to be inaugurated w ith regard to the Indians in 
our country ought jlo take into consideration tha t these Americans 
have fough side b^ side w ith the Americans of other colors and 
shades ot race for fwo generations, and ought to be given the honor 
and prerogative of |full-f!edged Americans, instead of being encour­
aged to eke out gn impossible living on areas, 'largely unfit for 
hum an habitation and progress.

Then the unnatura l and softening federal aid could be discon­
tinued to the Indians as s p ^ ia l  w ards of the government and t he -na­
tional conscience could, finally, be freed of the con.stant, living re ­
m inder of the  injustice ot the w hite man to the red man. as is now 
the case when, as in the present crisis, it again becomes so forcibly 
clear th a t oar democracy has failed in ju st th is most im portan t tre a t­
m ent of tlie m any , proud nations whose homes and lands we have 
usurped w ithout proper restitution, nor inclusion in the unlim ited 
opportunities of a  free, dem ocratic government.

This inconsistency m akes the  spiritual work am ong these native 
A m ericans,unusually  difficult. The Indians are well aw are of the 
fact that, w hile we preach good w ill w ith our mouths, we have with 
our hands exploited them  and reduced them  to the ir present hope­
less and helpless condition.

land.s to be u.sed for the  alley. Its 
adoption, which \yill be in the 
form of an ordinance, would-rhean 
tha t the  property ow ners could 
continue "as you w ere” until 
such tim e as the city considered 
the actual opening of the  alley 
to lx,* nc'cessary. No new buildings 
could be erected in the  line of the 
alley and the use of the present 
buildings could not be changed. 
O therw ise the auto could still 
be parked in the gai'age, the 
garden could still be cultivated 
and the  house lived in. When the 
city actually  w anted the  alley, 
it would acquire the land by 
negotiation or by condemnation 
and]^would have to pay a fair price 
for w hat it needed.

The aim of the  Planning Com­
mission is to be able to recom­
mend to the city commission alley- 
plans ju s t as rapidly  as possible. 
They feel th a t th is  w ill be none 
too rapid a pace to  lake care of 
the grow th and expansion they 
are sure are  coming.

This story has been concerned 
w ith one phase of the city’s tra f ­
fic problem , w hich is v itally  con­
nected w ith the ability of the 
present area zoned for business 
to even continue w ithout d e te r­
ioration. A nother story will ti*e4t 
of a companion problem —custoni- 
er parking. By means of recog­
nized units of m easure, it can be 
shown w hat the  potential parking 
needs of a block w ill become, and 
if present facilities are sufficient 
o r are  deficient, and to w hat de­
gree. There -are possible answ ers 
to th is problem .

ber 1946, projects infra red rays 
directly  upon the -vegetation, 
heating it from 2 to^8 degrees 
higher than surrounding air tem ­
peratu re  w ithin the  protected 
area and w ithout heating the  air.

Its pagoda-like propector. sur^ 
rounds a heater in which fuel oil 
is burned under high pressure. 
This gives' off heat and throw s 
off the invisible infra red rays 
from the m etal surface of the 
heater.

Field tests during the fall a t 
Michigan S tate college dem on­
strated  th a t the unit would protect 
tender plants a n d  tom atoes 
against m oderate frosts at dis­
tances of more than 100 feet 
from the machines when used in 
groups.

The efficiency of the device was 
greatly  improved this fall. A new 
m etal used in its m anufacture 
will allow greater coverage w ith 
a sm aller and less costly unit.

V. R. G ardner, d irector of the 
Michigan A gricultural E xperi­
m ent Station, gave much, credit 
to the D etroit Board o f Commerce 
for its help in th is developm ent. 
He pointed out th a t it is fu rther 
evidence of the accomplishm ents 
which are  possible when industry 
and agriculture join the ir forces 
tow ard the  solution of a problem

The developm ent of this m a­
chine offers possibilities' for a 
more practical, effective and 
lower cost method of frost p re ­
vention which is adaptable to 
fruit,  flowers, truck  crops and 
o ther high value crops.

“A ny action pr0.gram for im ­
proving the  pheasant situation 
depends largely oh the  interests 
and attitudes of the  fan n er.” H. D. 
R u h t chief of the departm ent’s

game division, declared. Farm ers’ 
opinions of the pheasant aid plan 
will be reported to the  conserva­
tion commission a t its next m eet­
ing February  10. A budget for the 
w ork and operating procedure 
are to be considered then.

Money for the program  is avail­
able in the P ittm an-R obertson 
fund. T hree-quarters of this fund 
is supplied by the  federal govern­
m ent from  texes c o lla te d  on 
sporting arm s and ammunition.

Details of the plan for increas­
ing favorable pheasant living 
space w ill not be settled until 
farm ers’ attitudes are, known, but 
it will provide two sorts of as­
sistance: technical advice and 
m ateria l aid.

The technical advice will be 
supplied by a “gam e managem ent 
service” yet to be set up. The 
service’s agents, men skilled in 
wildlife, soils and farm ing pro­
cedures, w ill d raw  up detailed 
w ildlife plans for the farm  of 
each cooperating farm  oWner. 
Their suggestions will cover such 
m atters as m aintaining-fencerows, 
prevention of grazing in wood- 
lots, p lanting of food and cover 
crops. Farm ers would use this 
service w ithout cost or obliga­
tion.

M aterial aid furnished cooper­
ating farm ers would consist of 
such planting stock as pine seed­
lings, berry  bearing shrubs, and 
seed for nu t trees: grain for food 
patches: lespedeza and sweet 
clover for cover and soil im prove­
m ent; fertilizer: and fencing to 
preven t grazing of roosting swales 
and woodlots. W here supplies are 
furnished for such im piw em ents, 
the  farm er would agree to make 
no charge for hunting on his farm  
during  the  life of the im prove­

ment. I

Babson Discusses Weather
Babson Park, Fla., Jan . 30. L et­

te rs are  coming to  jne stating that 
the Old Farmers-’ Almanac is 
forecasting a sum rder for 1948 
sim ilar to tha t famous sum m er of 
1816 when there  was freezing, or 
a t least a frost every month of the 
y ^ r .  Upon reading carefully  thi.s 
[mblication. I do not find such a 
sWtement, although it describes 
this cold sum m er of 1816. This 
fact might lead a reader naturally  
to th ink  th a t a sim ilar sum m er is 
expected in 1948.

What About Eunspots?
There are many people who 

believe th a t a very close re la­
tionship exists between w eather 
conditions and sunspots. Those 
who are interested in the details 
of such a study should* w rite .to 
Professor H. C. W illett, M eteor­
ology Department^ M assachusetts 
Institu te  of Technology, Cam­
bridge. M assachusetts, or P rofes­
sor H. T. Stetson, au thor of “S un­
spots in Action.” c/o  Ronald 
Press, 35 East 26th S treet, New 
York 10. New York. Probably 
there is some con?iection between 
sunspots and both t  rops and busi­
ness w hich we do not yet under­
stand. The science of all fore­
casting is in its infancy. Briefly 
the Sunspot Theory is th a t when 
these spots are  veiy  brillian t and 
active, we suffer from either, or 
both, veiw hot and very cold 
w eather. It is fu rth er tru e  that 
these .sunspots will be brillian t in 
1948.

On the other hand, since the 
cold sum tner of 1816. when the 
sunspots w ere very  b?illiant. there 
have been m apy other years 
when th e  sim spota w ere equally 
brillian t and wfien none of the 
corresponding years w ere l>adly 
upset by w eather conditions. 
Therefore, as a statistician. I 
would say tha t there is no ex ist­
ing evidence for farm ers to w or­
ry about, concerning sunspots, a l­
though there  may be much for 
the  radio broadcasting companies 
to w orry about from  sunspots. In 
short, all scientists believe that 
sunspots have an im portant effect 
upon the vegeta tion 'o f the earth  
as well as upon the  men and ani­
mals,—but not : enough evidence 
exists to , enable forecasts to .be 
based thereon.
Cause of the 1816 Cold Summer

A fter careful-Study of th is fam ­
ous’1816 sum m er, I conclude th a t 
the cause of the  low tem peratur-j 
es was the dust in  the a ir  cover­
ing the skies of the en tire world. 
It was a year of several volcanoes 
In action. These m ight well have 
caused dust in the  a ir which 
could shut off the  sunshine. I fu r­
th e r understand tha t certain  other 
cold sum m ers have come along in 
conjunction w ith many 
storm s and o ther causes.

The above |s not laying 
1948 may not witness a cold Sum­
mer, but farm ers and others .witl 
be wise to plan upon noi-mal 
w eather, a t least so far as te rr-  
pera tu re  is concerned. As to ra in ­
fall. this seems to follow a ey d e  
and m any sections of the  United 
States are now  entering a d ry  cy­
cle. Crops which can prosper w ith 
little  rainfall a re  to be preferred  
during 1948.

frost, o r too much or too little 
rainfall, may be expected almost 
any year. On thfe other hand, as 
years go on, each crop failure 
should be less disastrous than p re­
ceding ones owing to the lessons 
which may be learned. The im ­
portant thing, however, w hich all 
farm ers and others interested in 
farm  crops should recognize is 
the im portance o f diversification 
of both location and rotation so 
# ia t a fiair portion of the crop.s 
will come through safely w hat­
ever m ay h a p ^ n  to certain  other 
crops.

Wheki Purchasing a Farm
Now a word of advice to  those 

who are looking for farm?, Lut 
h^ve not yet purchased one: Gel 
a farm  in the central part of the 
country w hich is not too subject 
either to dry  spells or wet spells. 
Buy ,a farm  equally divided b(»- 
tween upland and bottomland, 
with some woodland and with an 
independent w ater supply. Be­
fore m aking any purchase, visit 
the new  U. S. irrigation develop­
m ents in the southw est. They are 
w orthy of careful study as the so- 
called “A rid” land is very very 
rich. Tho very fact th a t it has not 
had rainfall, causes it to retain  the 
m inerals and vitam ins which have 
been largely washed dut of much 
farm  land subject to  norm al ra in ­
fall throughout the  ctn turics.
