City*Plans To Secure Property

For Alleys

The second in a series of arti-
cles on Plymouth’s alley and
parking problem has been pre-
pared by Sidney Strong, chairman
of the City Planning Commission.

It reveals additional problems
which must be corrected before
the business district undergoes
further development. This article
reads as follows:

Before taking up the matter of
parking autc”obilcs in the busi-
ness district of Plymouth, there
is one point about the acquKsition
of property for alleys that should
be brought out. Most alleys, ex-
cept at the ends where they
emerge upon a street, pass across
the rear ends of lots. Thus, they
occupy the least valuable part of
the lots they traverse. The asses-
sor's appraisal tables rccogni/.e
this by assigning one value per
foot to the front 100 feet of a lot
and rapidly diminishing vidues
for increasing depths. So it cuincr
about that while an affected pro-
perty owner will receive a fair
price for his land taken for alley
purposes, yet the City will pay
less per square foot than the
average value of the lot.

Plymouth car drivel's remem-
ber that in the era B.M. (Ix.'fore
meters), it was almost iinpos.siblc
to find a parking place in the
business district. Their attempts
to find empty places in which to
park resulted in excessive “cruis-
ing,” complicating the traffic
problems of the city. It was also
suspected that some of the busi-
ness men and their employees
parked their cars conveniently in
front of their stores for the day
where their custdmci's should
have been able to park. Since
the parking meters were installed
the traffic situation is much im-
proved and parking space is some-
what easier to find. Yet the avail-
able parking space is still not
nearly adequate for present con-
ditions. and when we consider th(
ultimate needs of our city when
tt has grown—we haven started.'

There are 12 blocks between
Church street and Brush street
and between Harvey street and
the Union - Kellogg street line
which are now entirely or in part
zoned for business. In front of the
business area of these twelve
blocks are approximately 17,000
linear feet of curb. Somewhat
less than two-thirds of this curb
Jength is availabie for parking on
account of alleys, driveways, fire
hydrants, bus and cab stops, etc.
What can be used will accommo-
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date abouc 550 cars. The munici-
pal parking lot will take care of
another hundred. So, for our pres-
ent condition a total of about 650
cars can be parked at one time.
Besides this the Plymouth citizen
can park two or three blocks
away from stores and walk the
rest of the way—which is against
ail his instincts—or can leave his
car at home and lug the groceries
by hand, which he likes still less.

When these 12 business blocks
arc completely developed and
built up as we hope they will
(become, and as we. arp afraid
they will become before we are
prepared for that condition, what
will be our parking needs? In
studies of this kind it is custo-
mary to estimate that one park-
ing space will be necessary for
every 40U square feet of business-
zoned area. All right, in these 12
bhxks there are 911,600 square
feet of business-zoned area. That
means that parking must be pro-
vided for 2,279 cars! How does
that figure compare with the 650
possible parkings at present? You
can’t even see one from the other!

Somehow, befoi'e that day of
complete development for our
business center, the City of Plym-
outh must find the answer to the
diivcrs’ question—“Where are we
going to park?”

There are, perhaps, three pos-
sible answers to that question.
The first is impracticable where
the area is built up to the extent
our Plymouth blocks are. The
first answer is to require the indi-
vidual business man to provide
his own off street customer park-
ing. This we can not do in our 12
blocks. The second is to encourage
the development of private park-
ing lots. The thii-d Ls to acquire
and develop municipal parking
lots. The second’and third an-
swers could also be combined.

Discusses City
Water Problem

Wlien considering the three

possible ways of changing Plym-
louth’s water supply, only the de-
Ivelopment of the B~k road wells
;is economically feasible.
I This is the belief of Samuel
Porter, as he reported it to Ki-
wanis members at their Tuesday
evening dinner meeting. He is a
repiesentative of the Shoecraft,
Drury. McNamoe engineering
firm which recently made a sur-
vey of this water problem. The
meeting was arranged by the
public affairs committee.

Mr. Porter scanned the history
of the local water supply, stat-
ing that from 1891. when Plym-
outh’ population rested ,al 1100,
until 1942, water wc.s routed from
the Beck road well field. During
Ithe war. he continued, with the
"scarcity of miMerials. lal>or. and
the like, this field could not be
further developed lo meet the
lneeds of the population.

This situation. Mr. Porter re-
ported. warranted the drilling of
a well at the end of Mill .street,
fn»m where the city’s supply now
comes. His comments on this wa-
|ter consisted of “It’s pure and
wet. but that's about all that can
"be said for il.” The disagrw'able
.smell and tasle. he explainctl, is
due to a high salt ami nitrogen
;sulphide content.

Miss Lewis discussed the vari-
ous methods by which UNESCO
is trying to promote peace and
inter-cultiual relations through
ieducation.

Our gieatcot problem in the
;United States is lack of equal
leducational opportunity in the
‘various states. Mis.s Lewis be-
lieves. She advodaies sufficient
federal aid without federal con-
trol to bring the minimum spent
per child for t*ducalian to $50.
Miss Lewis stated that on the
:basi.s of wr'caltli and resources
Michigan should rank fifth na-
tionally in educational opportuni-
ty, but ranks only 19th. We must
face the ne«d for 10.000 teachers
and the replacement of hopelessly
antiquated and in‘tdequate build-
ing.s, she reported.

To prevent more teachers from
leaving the ranks and to attract
new recruits, Miss Lewis advo-
cates a sound salary schedule
adapted to the cost of living,
teacher tenuie providing security,
and elimination of overcrowded
classrooms.

Previous to the days of the pro-
fessional welfare worker when
relatives thought it a disgrace
if one of the lamiiy was given
public aid from the county or
city, a public charge was known
gg " “pauper.** Then came the
elimination of the word "pauper”
]Jand a person on the .welfare was
called a "welfare client.”

Some relatives of ong in ﬁqhe
sauandered IS
support himself,

unfortunate
rsjther than to have
it known that th~re was a "paup-
er” in the fiamily, did not regard
it as a family disgrace if a mem-
ber of the family became a “wel-
fare client.”™ There was no sting
to that expression—no disgrace
like there was to having a mem-
ber of the family known as a
"pauper.”

Counties were quick to shove
|off on the state for state support
,jts welfare.clients and its other
unfortunate citizens, although
.counties do maintain the admini-
,strative responsibilities of direct
welfare relief.

Then came the demand for old
age pensions. Years ago when a
person grew old and had not
saved enough for his declining
years and there were ]no relatives
to give financial aid, the elderly
]person went "over the hills to

poor house.”™ Each county
maintained a "county farm” and
provided for the inmates a well-
heated Fhelter. with good food
and propel' tnedical care. Many
counties find it still necessary to
maintain “county homes for the
proper care of jomc of its unfor-
tunate citizens-

But the old age pension law
has saved thousands of elderly
people from the stiemj of being
known as a poor house inmate.
And many families, too, have been
quick to shove off on the' state
the support of elderly relatives,
claiming inability to support their
own family and the, aged depfen-

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Michigan taxpayers have
been more liberal than most
states in the care of its aged
and other unfortunate citi-
zens.

We are at the present time
paying an average- of $38 per
month to each old' age pensioner
in the state. The law permit® a
high of $45 per month, which
many are receivings In some cases
where two elderly people are giv-
ing together, both the man and
wife are paid pensions.

regular session not only authoriz-
ed the payment of $45 per month,
a raise of $3 per month, but it al-
so granted the Social Welfare
department a right to continue
payments to persons who find it
necessary to leave the state, pend-
ing their ability to meet resident
requirements for aid from the
state to which they have moved.

Such persons, however, must
continue to meet all other eligi-
bility requirements under the
Michigan old age pension law as
long as they receive assistance
from this state.

At the present time there are
only about 600 persons residing
outside of the state who are re-
ceiving Michigan old age pen-
sions.

Michigan is not expecting any
reduction in the number of its
old age pensioners. The total can
be expected to grow larger
each year, due to many reasons,
but chiefly the increas” popula-
tion of the state.

While the total number now
receiving old age pensions aver-
ages around 92,000. the peak was
last September when the total
was 94,000. During last fall there
were some 2.400 withdrawals, due
to the enactment by the last legis-
lature of a law permitting the
state to make claims against es-
tates of deceased pensioners. This
law became effective last July.

The Social Welfare department
had information that quite a
large number of old age pen-
sioners owned property which
upon' their death would go to
some merri(ber of the family who
had failed to give financial aid
to the support of the old age
pensioner.

The Department rightly asked
why should the hard-pressed tax-
payers of the state support these
people without being in some way
compensated for it out of any
property an old age pensioner
might leave—so a law was passed
giving the state a right-to reclaim
out of an estate at least a portion
of the money that had been
paid by the taxpayers to the sup-
port of the estate-owning pen-
sioner.

When this act became a law
there were exactly 2,475 volun-
tary withdrawals from the pen-
sion rolls.

Beginning
September, 1948 it will offer a
Kindergarien and Seven grades.
A full elementary curriculum is
maintained, in keeping with
Michigan city school require-
ments.

Read the item in full—and we
think you will not be surprised
to know of the department’s dis-
covery of the hostility of the
farmers in this area, at least to
big city hunters. It follows.

With initial‘Sampling of farm-
ers’ opinions on improvement of
wildlife food and cover on farms
complete, men of the conserva-
tion department’s game division
this week began drawing up plans
for sample fsjrms, to determine
how many seedllng trees and
other materials may be needed.

About 1,500 farmers in all parts
of the pheasant range were inter-
viewed by game men and conser-
vation officers While their find-
ings have yet "o be tabulated, the
interviewers reported they found

Farmers’ opinions collected "in
the sampling survey and cost
figures on sample plans now be-
ing piepared will be presented
to the conservation commission at
its February 10 meeting, when a
budget for improvement of wild-
life conditions on private Iands
will be drawn up.

Meanwhile the department is
welcoming letters from farmers
not interviewed and from sports*-
mens’ clubs expressing opinions
on the department plan to fur-
nish technical advice, planting
stock and othci* materials to im-
prove game food and cover condi-
tions on private land”

Michigan people who have
spent the winter in southern
states trying to escape the sever-
ity of one of the coldest winters
in many a
year, are somewhat surprised by
the small number of ducks tliey
see on the southern rivers and
lakes as compared to previous
years.

Theje is no question but what
the heavy hunting pressure in
recent years has taken a severe
toll in the duck population. >

It is interesting to note, how-
ever, thateven though the winter
has been a hard one*, there arc
apparently more ducks wintering
in Michigan than is usual.

The Michigan conservation de-
partment has been making some
interesting observations.

Fifty thousand wintering ducks
were counted along the state’s
southeastern lake, front*by con-
servation department g”ne men
who collected some Michigan
figures by airplarte survey while
the annual national duck count is
in progress.

The obsei‘ver.s W'cre pleased to
report that canvasbacks w'ere the
most abundant among the winter-
ing ducks, with scaup second and
blacks and mallards next most
riumerous in that order.

Much of Lake Brie was free of
ice when the census .was mjade.
Chief waterfowl' cefneentration
point was the Qrosse lie area,
where more than 35,000 -ducks
and more than IDO swans Werc
seen.

In the course ;of the survey,
several oil slicks were seen along
the Detroit river.;

While flying tej the ‘wAfAJ owl
wintering areas, ;the “ame men
were treated to the unusual spec-
tacle of two buck deer battling
In Livingston coUnty just north-
east of Howell, while tw'o other
deer stood nearby. At~the second
low circle by theiplanc. the bucks
abandoned the fight and ran.

Not only arc the sportsmen of
Michigan alarmed over the de-
cline of fishing in the Great
Lakes, but front Wisconsin’s de- :
partment of conservation also
comes word that some steps must
be taken to conserve the fish of
the Great Lakes.

ermen on the Great Lakes as well
as commercial fishermen. It said
that it was particularly interested
in the contention of the majority
of commercial fishciineg on Lake
Michigan that the fish supply is
declining add that tighter, more
uniform, regulations are neces-
sary.

A poll of commercial fishermen
around Lake Michigan by the
International Board of Inquiry
For The Great Lakes Fisheries
brought statements mfrom more
than 80 men who catch Lake
Michigan fish for a livelihood that
fishing would be improved by
preventing pollution, by a more
rigid protection of fish during the
spawning season, and by the elim-
ination of the habitual violator
who refuses to live under the
regulations endorsed by most of
the commercial fishermen. I

The department declared thal
sport fishing for lake trout gives
Wisconsin an ocean type of re-
creational fishing that is now the
basis for an increasing tourist in-

dustry. It pointed out that the
international Board of Inquiry
found:

“Fishing with hook and line
for sport is conducted on a large
scale on Lake Michigan. Thou-
sands of anglers line the piers and
operate along the shore and in
the bays to fish for yellow perch,
yellow pike, smelt, northern pike,
white bass, black bass, and other
game fish.”

In polling 232 licensed commer-
cial fishermen on Loko Michigan,
the. Intei'national Board found
that 59 per cent, w;ere dissatisfied

.soak only until the pulp is soften-
ed before cooking. Long .soakinf,
takes too much flavor from the
fruit.

For best results cook the fruit
gently, be sure to use the water
in which it was soaked. Shortly
before the fruit is lender add a
dash of salt lo bring out the
sweetness and flavor. Peaches,
apricots and apples need a little
sweetening too—about a \a cup
sugar, honey or syrup to each cup
