Koko Head and passed Diamond
Head into the harbor. About a
mile out Twve sighted a Navy
launch, and as it came nearer, we
recognized Albert and family
coming out to meet our ship.

At the time of their arrival,
Albert had obtained a 12 day
leave, so he was able to take
them on tours covering almost
every inch of the island.

N THE small office of the Ply-

mouth Iron Windmill Company
two men were discussing an odd-
looking gun on the table between
them. One of the men picked up the
strange device and Bred it out the
window several times. Then, grinning
broadly, he turned to his companion
and saad, “Boy, that’s a daisy.”

A “daisy” it was, and “Daisy” it
istoday. Thatincidentand that slang
phrase of the time - it was then 1888
- -marked the beginning and the
naming of one of the mbst outstand-
ing businesses in Michigan, the Daisy
M anufacturing Company, of Ply-
mouth, world’s largest manufacturer
of air rifles.

The man who made the remark
was Lewis Cass Hough, head of the
windmill company. His companion
was C. J. Hamilton, inventor of the
windmill the Arm was marketing and
alsoinventor ofthe new toy gun. The
windmill business was soon forgotten,
and was abandoned completely that
same year, as the two men began to
concentrate on making rifles.

The Daisy rifle was not the first
air gun invented, nor was the Daisy
firm the first company to enter the
field. There were formidable competi-
tors, one of the most important of
which was only a stone’s throw away
in Plymouth itself, the Markham Air
Rifle Company, and there were other
rivals in other parts of the country.
The Daisy gun, however, was the
first all-metal air rifle, and American
boys took to it like ducks to water.

In the early years, all mhnufactur-
ing operations were performed hy
hand, employees were few, and pro-
duction figures were noi high by
modern standards. The number of
guns assembled, tested, packed and
rushed to the depot on a I\ m-whcclcd
cart did not exceed 100 p?r day.

Today Daisy occupies an ivy-
covered, three story plant with 175,
000 square feet of floor spf cc. h**s 520
employees, and turns out thousonds
of guns, of several types, daily. It is
estimated that in the 60 years of op-
eration since 1888 Daisy has manii-
factured 100,000,000 toy guns
A about 30,000,000 air rifi''s, and
70,000,000 guns of other iir.is.

Daisy air rifles always have been
classed as toys. Careful limitations
have been placed on their power, and
on their accuracy at long range, so
that they will be kept out of the
firearm or lethal weapon class. The
rifles are merchandised on the pre-
mise that they are character-build-
ing, and that they contribute to the
development of good health, good
eyesight and steady nerves.

Safety Is Stressed

The company favors adult regula-

tion and supervision of youngsters in
the handling of guns. Daisy’s adver-
tising and literature stress the use of
air rifles for target shooting and urge
boy's to shoot and handle their guns
safely.

The company cannot keep up with
the demand for its products, espec-
ially in the post-war p>eriod, after a
four-year shut-down during which
no guns were made.

One of the biggest headaches in
the post-war resumption of opera-
tions was checking a black market in
Daisy rifles. Many dealers, knovring
that the eager demand would stand
it, began clipping off Daisy’s price
tags and selling at exorbitant mark-
ups. To preserve its reputation for
fair prices, Daisy promptly under-
took a natfon-wide advertising cam-
paign, 'quoting retail prices and
urging the public to report any dealer
charging more than the published
figures.

How does Daisy keep its prices
dowm even in times like these? One
important factor is that the company
makes nearly all its gun parts itself.
Only exceptions are springs, nuts and
bolts.

Although the air rifle is still the
backbone of the business, Daisy also
makes other toy guns. Parents are
familiar with the Buck Rogers Rocket
Gun and Atomic Pistol, the Stlper-
man Picture Pistol, Daisy water
guns, and the L’il Abner Target
Games, all turned out at Plymouth
by the thousands.

Daisy Manufacturing is outstand-
ing for its employee relations as well
as'for its products. Only one minor
strike, a brief sitdown in 1937, mars
the record in nearly sixty years. And
there are reasons for the lack of strife.

The plant is small and friendly.
Every employee knows “the boss.**
A good many call him by his first
name, and when they say, “Hi,
Cass," he responds with “Hi, George**
or “Hi, Myrtle.” Relations between
Idbor and management are on that
kind of personal and individual level.

Profit-Sharing Plan

The management’s concern for its
employees is exhibited also in its
liberal profit-sharing plan. Thirty per
cent of Daisy profits are turned back
to employees. There is a generous
retirement system, and insurance
and hospitalization plans. On the
whole, Daisy employees appear to be
exceedingly well-pleased with the
treatment they receive. It is not
unusual to find father and son work-
ing together; and in some cases there
arc three generations of the same
family employed in the plant. The
firm is the largest industry in Plym-
outh, and one of the most respected.

From the beginning Daisy Manu-
facturing has been controUed by the
Hough and Bennett families, both
early settlers in the Plymouth area.
C. H. Bennett, nephew of the founder,
joined the firm in 1889. E. C.
Hough, son of the founder, entered
the business in 1892. When the
elder Hough died in 1903, Mr. Ben-
nett became president, and £. C.
Hough became vice president and
treasurer, positions they hold today.

Cass C. Hough, after working for
Daisy several summers, became pro-
duction engineer in 1926, then sales
manager in 1933 and a vice president

This proposal, which will meet
with all constitutional requirc»-
ments, would make it necessary
for any one applying for a hunt-
ing or fishing license, to consent
to a search of his automobile and
creel by game law officials. If
such consent is not granted by the
applicant, then he would not be
giantcd a Michigan license to
hunt or fish.

It is difficult to conceive of
any honc.st sportsman opposing
siuh a plan. Of course game hogs
and others who deliberately and
openly violate the game laws of
the state will howl to high heaven
that such a plan will take from
them .some of their “rights” —

Michigan ranked first among
jail the states of the Union last
ear in the number of fishing
icenses issued. California was
second in licenses issued,™whicl™

Minnesota was third with 765,-
335 fishing licenses issued, a total
of more than 100-000 less than is-
sued in Michigan. Wisconsin was
fourth, a total of 653,147 licenses
havmg been issued- in tne neigh-
boring state. New York, with the
largest population, stood in fifth
place, a total of 631,238 licenses
being issued during 1947.

Although Michigan ranked
highest in the number of fishing
licenses issued, it stood in fourth
place in the total amount secured
from the sale of fishing licenses.
California ranked first in revenue,
receiving $1,718,066 from the fish-
ermen of that state.

Minnesota, although third in
the number of licenses issued, was
second in the total amount of
revenue received. Its total was
$1,328,316. New York, standing
fifth in the total number of Ili-
censes issued, stood in third place
in the amount of revenue it re-
ceived from fishing licenses, the
total amounting to $1,316,513.

The Michigan legislature at its
<egular session, raised license
fees to fishermen at the request
of the fi.sbermen. The increased
revenue will be more in keeping
with the benefits enjoyed. But it
is doubted if its total revenue will
exceed that of some of the top
states, as they t<io have raised
some of their fishing fees, al-
though Michigan will doubtless
retain first place in, the total num-
ber of licenses issued.

With the season for blucgill
fishing and spearing through the
ice at an end, and pike fishing on

inland lakes scheduled to end
March 15, Michigan fishermen are
turning bow to fishing in the

rivers during the spring spawn-
ing runs, .advises the Michigan
Conservation department.

from unemployed workers con-
cerning benefits provided for in

the state’s Unemployment Com-»

pensation Act.

According to Clarence Jetter,
manager of the MUCC Plymouth
branch, there is frequent misun-
derstanding as to which workers
are entitled benefits of the act
and which are not, as well as how
to make application of such.

To clear up all descrepancies
a series of articles have been pre-
pared to answer questions, as
well as describe the set-up and
recent changes in the administra-
tion of the act.

The first of the articled follows
in full:

Michigan’s new, streamlined,
decentralized plan for adminis-
tration of the Unemployment
Compensation Act, which will
turn over to the local officer of
the agency all functions pertain-
ing to'the taking, processing and
paying of claims, became effec-
tive on January 1, Mr. Jetter in-
dicated.

Designed to give that “new
look” to the agency’ operations,
and speed payment of unem-
ployment benefits, the new pro-
gram will also simplify book and
record-keeping by the State’s 21,-
000 employers who are covered
by the Act, and will tend to bring
the employer, the claimant, and
the commission, whose employees
servo both worker and employer,
closer together on a community
basis. Jetter said.

“More than 200 legislative
changes have been made in the
Act since it was first passed, in
December, 1946,” Jetter said. As
a result, the mass of legislation
under this one heading had as-
sumed rather a “patch-work” ap-
pearance. Within the framework
set up by the Act. however, the
commission has evolved this new
program which has attempted to
overhaul from the grassroots, the
entire function of the claims pay-
ing side of the commission.

“We went a lot further than we
had to go under the Act,” he said.
“Michigan, as a result, is pioneer-
ing among the states of the na-
tion. in the degree to which it is

Others are
as the result of our reorganiza-
tion. Together, they will simplify,
shorten and expedite our claims-

I paying program.”

Jetter pointed out that the

Idecentralization program, by

placing responsibility for all func-
tions of the claims paying pro-
cedure in the local office will
raise the local office to the status
of a truly local institution, not
merely a branch office of some
distant, invisible agency.

‘These functions include taking
the claim, the processing it. or
making a determination whether
it is valid, and if it is valid, de-
terming the amount of money per
check and the number of checks
due the claimant, provided he
complies with all the legal re-
guirements for payment. The last
step is payment of the claim.

‘The local office also makes
the determination in instances in
which the claimant is disqualified
and payment refused. Further,
the first step on an appeal is

“made to the local office’s princi-

pal claims examiner.

“Heretofore, the only claims
function locally was the actual
taking of the claim, and passing
out the check after it had been
made out by the state adminis-
tsative headquarters.

“Of course the regular employe'
ment service division of the local
office still must register.and treat

Babson Discusses the Recent
Slump

Babson Park, Fla., March 12
Let us examine the prospects for
general business during the re-
mainder of 1848 In any such con-
sidfrajtion. it is necessary to real-
ize that the average of business
volume throughout the country
is a robust 31 per cent above nor-
mal. Naturally, such feverish out-
put cannot .(conlinue forever. If
you have been following the
Babsonchart, you have seen the
business curve set all kinds of
new records. In accordance with
the Law of Action and Reaction
upon which my forecast theory
has for 40 years been based, it
would appear that a staggering
recession—even amounting to a
major depression — is overdue.
This, how'ever, will not come in
1948.

Outlook for 1948

I am often asked if the break
in stock and commodity prices
is the beginning of such a tobog-
gan slide. Even if the remark-
able rate of activity registered in
1947, is not cRtirely duplicated
this year, the average decline
should be small. In fact, \«c ex-
pect a 5 percent decline in 1948
business volume from the ex-
tremely high 1947 volume.

Purchasing power will move
~ohg at a very high level. | fore-
cast that the national income for
1948 will about equal the $190
billions estimated for 1947. The
individual tax bill may be some-
what lower. Therefore, the gen-
eral picture is one of plentiful
buying power. Farm incomes may
possibly suffer some losses, but
should not fall more than 20 per
cent below current levels which
are well above parity.

Wholesale Commodity Prices

Whether the inflation spiral
in wholesale commodity prices
has yet fully run its course, re-
mains to be seen. The recent dras-
tic slump in the major commodity
futures market may well have

.marked the turning point; but it

would, be unwise to be too inflexi-
ble oh this score. A serious crop
failure, plus a third round of wage
incieases could result in com-
modity prices again turning up-
ward.

P.ecord domestic employment
level, at high wages, also spells
continued large pu lic purchasing
power, despite ,inflated prices:
Production costs are unlikely to
drop, and probably will aSvance
further, should labor make a suc-
cessful bid for increased wages
as a result of advancing living
costs. These major fetors should
be kept in mind.

Labor and Stocks

Labor leaders has two pri-
mary aims for this year. The first
is to obtain a third round of wage
increases to offset advances in
the cost of living. During the
next few months a great many
union contracts will expire and
