Let rise until doubled in 
bulk. Bake rolls in a hot oven 25 
minutes. For bread, use a hot oven 
for 10 minutes, then reduce to mod­
erate for 40 minutes.

Symptom s of furious rabies, he 
stated, are commonly associated 
w ith the cry  “Mad Dog!” They 
include com plete change in dis­
position: uneasiness; a troubled 
distracted look; unw illingness to 
be friendly to m an or anim al; a 
tendency to w ander, avoiding 
fam iliar places and seeking a 
cool plfice; a change in eating 
habits even to  the  point of eating 
sticks, stones and cloth; and later, 
a tendency to run  wildly biting 
anything in its path. This stage 
is followed by paralysis of the 
low er jaw  and rear quarters, and 
finally death.

E ither type of rabies is deadly 
to any anim al th a t contracts it, 
and ' both types of rabies are 
equally  dapgerous to hum an be­
ings.

N early 2.000,000 M i c h i g a n  
workers who have jobs in o r are 
laid off from  “covered” em ploy­
ing estab lishm ents in Michigan 
are affected by the provisions of 
the M i c h i g a n  Unemployment 
Compensation Act, and its ad ­
m inistration, according to C lar­
ence Je tte r. Branch Manager, 
MUCC.

W idespread changes in the  act 
have been designed to  speed p ro­
p e r paym ent of benefit checks 
to people who are entitled to 
them. The original in ten t of the 
law, when it was passed in 1936, 
was to aid the  unem ployed w ork­
er sustain his purchasing power 
during  periods of unem ploym ent 
which occurred through no fault 
of his own.

Meetings w ith em ployers and 
w orkers’ representatives have 
been held throughout the state 
for several weeks. S tate office 
and o ther MUCC officials have 
been train ing the agency’s em ­
ployees, tirelessly, to ready them  
for the  changeover. L itera tu re  h ^  
been prepared for the  workers, 
for union stew ards and business 
agents, and for w orkers them ­
selves, by the  agency.

As a result, Je tte r  points out, 
\ the agency finds i t ^ l f  faced 
I w'ith questions w hich have re- 
j solved them selves into a pattern ,
■ something as follows:

Am I eligible for benefits under 
the new law?

W hat do I have to do to  get 
the benefits? How much do I get? 
W here do I get them ? How long 
w ill T get them ? How soon? How 
can I be disqualified? How can 
1 appeal froip a disqualification 
or unfair determ ination?

H ere are the  answ ers to some 
of these questions. The commis-

1. “Who can get benefits?”
The first requirem ent in all

cases is tha t the  w orker m ust 
have been employed for a period, 
in “covered” or insured em ploy­
ment. This includes em ployers 
who h ire  8 or m ore w orkers for 
a periiM of 20 calendar weeks in 
any one year. There a re  a ' few 
exceptions to th is rule, bu t not 
many.

He m ust also fu lfill the  five 
following requirem ents:

a. He m ust file a claim, in p er­
son a t the  nearest office of the 
Michigan Unem ploym ent Com­
pensation Commission.

b. He 'm ust have earned a t least 
$8.01 in each of 14 weeks (W ith 
an insured em ployer) during his 
"base period” a  term  for the 52 
weeks im m ediately preceding the 
w eek in w hich he filed his new 
claim.

c. He m ust be able to  work and 
available for work.

d. He m ust be seeking work. 
This means he m ust be m aking a 
reasonably diligent effort to find 

>work on his own initiative. This 
includes m aking calls a t em ploy­
ers’ establishm ents, reading want 
ads in ^he papers, etc.

e. He m ust register for work 
w ith the  Michigan S ta te  Em ­
ploym ent Service,, a division of 
the  Unem ploytnent Compensation 
Commission. In  any case of doubt, 
he may get instructions a t any 
local commission office, as to w hat 
he should do.

2. “W hen to  report?”
This is another question which 

has plagued w orkers and com­
mission employees alike. T rad i­
tionally. for the  past 10 years, 
following layoffs, the  claim ants 
w ere required to  report to  the 
commission offices w ithin 48 
hours afte r the  layoff. T radition­
ally, also, it was the ir ^ a n  to 
report before the  office? opened 
the  first day afte r th e  layoff, and 
the  offices w ere inv.''riably jam ­
med on Mondays r^ollowing 'F r i ­
day layoffs.

L ater in the  week, there  was 
sometimes no load a t all. A new 
reporting system has been devised 
to iequalize th is load throughout 
th e  week, w ithout im periling the 
claim ants’ rights. This system  is 
based upon the  last digit of the 
claim ant’s Social Security nu m ­
ber. If th a t digit is zero or T, he 
reports on Monday; if it is 2 o r 3, 
on Tuesday; 4 or 5 ,,on W ednes­
day; 6 or 7, on T h u i^ a y ;  8 o r 9, 
on Friday.

The claim  is dated as of the 
date of the  layoff, and the  claim ­
a n t’s rights are n 'o t' jeopardized 
in any way, nor is his check held 
up because he- registers la te r in 
the  week. Sometimes, in sniall 
offices, th is  system  m ay be m odi­
fied in some degree, particu larly  
if the  claim ant can show th a t he 
would suffer undue hardship be­
cause of it. I t  has worked well in 
the larger cities in mass layoffs, 
and is now being adapted to 
statew ide use.

On itineran t points, of course, 
w here the  office is open only 
one day a week, the  claim ant is 
required to report on the first 
day the  office is open, a fte r his 
last day of; work.

In  all circum stances the  claim ­
an t m ust report a t the  commis­
sion’s em ploym ent office nearest 
his home.

3. "W hat to bring?”
This is simple—for the  appli­

cant, only th ree  item s being re ­
quired.

a. F irst in all cases is his So­
cial Security card.

b. His identification card—w ith 
its m etal p late attached. I t  helps 
in locating his records and to file 
a new  claim, if he has this card. 
I t also s p e ^ s  paym ent of the 
check, w hen it is forthcoming.

c. Unem ploym ent Compensa­
tion Notice to W orkers. This is 
know n as UC Form  711.-It is to 
be given to the em ployee some­
tim e during the em ploym ent 
period. This card contains the 
em ployer’s nam e and address, and 
MUCC num ber, w hich are es­
sential for th e  speedy processing 
of claims. He pnay get it w hen he 
is hired, or w hen he is laid off, 
o r a t some period in between. 
The purpose of th is requirem ent 
is to m ake available a t  once, in ­
form ation w here the  em ployer 
keeps his w age inform ation. This 
w ill be needed w hen the com mis­
sion requests wage inform ation 
on the  claim ant.

O ther questions w ill be ans­
w ered in a la te r article.

G reen leafy vegetables are us­
ually  the first foods to be listed 
among those which are^necessary 
to keep people ic a sta te  of health 
w hich insures energy for w ork 
w ith  enough left over a t the  end 
of the  day fo r ■enjoying leisure 
time.

T hrifty  shoppers in Plym outh 
find cabbage not only the most 
plentifu l but the least expensive 
of all the greens. I t gives an u n ­
usually good re tu rn  in food value 
for the money spent a t  any tim e 
of the year and is a particularly  
good buy a t the  present time.

W hether the  fam ily will get 
the m axim um  am ount of goodness 
from  the  cabbage depends large­
ly on the  way it’s  prepared. The 
N utrition  Service of the  A m eri­
can Red Cross offers these sug­
gestions for serving cabbage at 
its best.

Choose a solid h e a d . w ith a 
vivid green color and fresh, crisp 
leaves.

Store the  cabbage un til tim e to 
use it in a covered contjainer in 
the  refrigera to r to  preven t w ilt­
ing.

Avoid long soaking. Q uarter 
the head of cabbage and le t stand 
in slightly salted w ater for only 
a few  m inutes to m ake su re  there 
w ill be no insects left ini it.

Shred cabbage ju st before cook­
ing o r m aking it into salad or 
slaw. Long standing aftqr shred­
ding means a loss of fo<^ value.

Cook cabbage the shortest pos­
sible time—only un til it  is barely 
tender. Some people recommend 
covering w ith  a generous am ount 
of w ater and cooking in an un­
covered pan. O thers find steam ­
ing cabbage or cooking in a cov­
ered pan w ith only enough w ater 
to p reven t scorching m ost satis­
factory. ^

The secret of cabbage w ith  
good flavor, tex tu re  and color is 
short cooking.

Cabbage cooked un til barely 
tender is a good starting  point for 
m any savory dishes. H ere are a 
few suggestions.

Sportsm en and conservationists 
across the nation are protesting 
action of the lfirst session of Con­
gress in wiping out the Forest 
Service’s Division of Wildlife 
M anagement and arc urging the 
reinstatem ent of appropriations 
for re-establishm ent of th is u r­
gently needed agency, the  W ild­
life M anagem ent Institu te  re ­
ported recently. Coming a t a 
tim e when m ore A m ericans than 
ever before were taking advan­
tage of the recreational oppor­
tunities of the national forests, 
the  elim ination of appropriations, 
which abolished the  wildlife d i­
vision. was deplorably short­
sighted.

On an appropriation uf less 
than 40 cents for each of the 4 
million people who annually hunt 
and fi.«!h on the  forests, the Divi­
sio n  of Wildlife M anagement 
YormeiTy supervised the  wildlife 
losources of 170 m illion acres, in ­
cluding one-thiirl of the  nation’s 
big game. With the ir m eager an ­
nual budget of $163,000 they 
quadrupled the num ber of big- 
gam e animals in the  short span of 
25 years. By practical adm inistra­
tion of the wildlife on the  national 
forests, they repaid to the  ta x ­
payers, in production of recrea­
tional and aesthetic v a li)^ , many 
tim es the am ount th e ^  spent. 
Now, afte r years of s p lb ^ id  ser­
vice, the division and its program  
have been destroyed.

The national foresw contain 
m ore than  2,300,000 b i^ g a m e  an i­
mals. U nder m ahagem ent by the 
division, all species of game in ­
creased. D eer rope from a low of
450.000 in 1921 to  2,600,000 in 1947. 
H unters last yeair harvested 235.- 
000 deer and 30,000 elk from  lands 
s u p e rv is e  by it. S tream s and 
lakes, which furnished sport for
3.129.000 fisherm en in 1947. w ere 
stocked and impl'ovcd by its  p er­
sonnel.

W ith m any of the  deer and elk 
ranges com pletely stocked, sound 
managem ent of ̂  th e  anim als by 
qualified wildlife men m ust be 
m aintained. The danger of over­
population is im m inent in such 
areas and careful supervision is 
essential if overfcrowsing of the

ponds are used regularly  by a t 
least 11 species of gam e ^ind fu r­
bearing mammals and gam e birds 
other than w aterfowl. N inety-one 
ponds w ere studied over a 1-year 
period. H alf of these w ere being 
used by quail and nearly  all by 
rabbits. .T he value of the cover 

.furnished by the grow th on the 
banks of the ponds is em phasized 
by the finding of heavy use by 
wildlife of ponds as small as one- 
q u arte r of an acre in area. 

W ithout proper m anagem ent, 
bv.'evcr, the  ponds have little  
alue to  wildlife, the  studies 

p rov 'd . Only where fire and 
grazing w ere excluded from the 
pond areas was use by wildlife 
much greater than before the 
creation of the ponds. G reen well 
believes th a t the  ideal farm -pond 
area, from  a wildlife standpoint, 
is one and one-half acres or more 
in extent, fenced against grazing, 
w ith protected travelw ays lead­
ing to adjacent cover.

The ancient and tim e-w orn 
system of bounty paym ents as a 
means of controlling predatory 
anim als was attacked heavily this 
afternoon by Rudolf Bennitt. pro­
fessor of zoology at the  U niversity 
of Missouri, before a technical 
session on “A gricultural W ild­
life” at the  13th North American 
Wildlife Conference in the Hotel 
Jefferson.

Dr. B ennitt said tha t the bounty 
system in Missouri has not re ­
duced populations of predators or 
com plaints of dam age and has 
not affected the raising of sheep, 
hogs, and poultry  d ifferently  
from  the  factors operating in the 
nonbounty areas of the state. 
Professor B ennitt told the  assem - ’ 
bled w ildlife scientists, fish and i 
gam e adm inistrators, and sports- I 
men tha t the  system should be I 
replaced by a program  of ex ten - ' 
sion-trained farm er-trappers as i 
soon as possible. This system w as. 
begun *in 1945 and gradually  is j 
developing and spreading. I

We all should h eartily  get be­
hind P resident T rum an in his de­
mand for m ore money for de­
fense. Hence, w e need a plan 
w hereby the G overnm ent can re­
duce taxes, the reby  reducing 
orices. and at the  same tirde col­
lect the  money w hich P residen t 
T rum an says is requ ired  fo r d e ­
fense. Of the m any suggested 
solutions I have received, I should 
like to  relay one from  John  M. 
Glass, accountant and tax  au thor­
ity of Frostproof, Fla.

It is lair to assume that 90 
percent of the people in this 
country are honssL Yet. the 
Government is probably los­
ing five billion dollars a year 
from ignorance in the making 
out of tax returns by small 
businessmen and other indi­
viduals. Some money is un­
doubtedly loM through dis­
honest returns, but most cor­
porations have their returns 
made out correctly by ac­
countants.

Increasing Government Income
My very  practical suggestion 

is th a t if the  G overnm ent should 
spend a hundred  m illion dollars 
annually on publicity, it could get 
back five billionAn stray  money. 
For instance, thg  ow ner of every 
filling station should receive a 
le tte r once in th ree  m onths ex ­
plaining simply, bu t very  force­
fully, w hat he should deduct, and 
w hat he should pay. The G overn­
m ent should buy adveiiising 
space in the new spapers, as well 
as use the  mails, to  im press upon 
all taxpayers w hat they should 
do and w arn  them  of penalties. 
This w ould bring in several b il­
lions m ore money w ithout h u r t­
ing anyone.

There should be nothing politi­
cally repugnant to any Congress­
m an in such>a campaign. I t would 
trea t everyone alike and h u rt no 
one. This plan would enable tax ­
payers to get the  reduction in 
taxes w hich w e desire and, at 
th e  same tirjie. enable the P resi­
dent to have the  money which he 
needs. I hope every reader of this 
colum n will cut this out and mail 
it  to  his Congressman.
