That warm spring rain which fell over this part of Michigan,
last week-end has given some folks the itch—some mighty bad.

There’s one doctor in town so afflicted with it that friends arc
beginning to become somewhat fearful of his condition.

No, it’s not that kind of itch you are thinking about—it$ that
itch to get on the end of a fish line and see what might happen to
the other end of it

Maybe you didn’t know it, but the champion of all champion
cat fishermen lives right here ifg_ Plymouth—and he’s got the itch so
bad to go down where the cat fish grow that he can hardly sit still.

Who is that champion cat fisherman?

Ask Doctor Ace Williams the next time you see him how the
cat hshing is down on the banks of the Mississippi at Vicksburg.
Mississippi. ) .

It will not be many minutes before you will discover thdt he’s
the champion—and that there is no' fish in the world any 'better
eating than a cat fish and that the best fishing hole on the North
American continent is some two or three miles north of Vicksburg
where there’s a little jetty of land running out into the Mississippli
some three or four hundred feet from shore, where the cat fi*h like
to gather to get out of the swift water further out in the stream.

Dr. Williams was born and brought up in the famed Civil war
city of the state of Mississippi. He lived there .until the migration
from the south started northward some 25 years ago.

Uniike Gene Orndorf who came up from Kentucky and who
says he never wore shoes until he got to Plymouth, Doc Wijlliams
did wear shoes during his R/outh. ,

It was soon after Doc Williams was able to walk when hejstart-
ed his cat-fishing career. i

“We do hot fish for ’em just like you think” says poctor
Williams..

“We never use a pole. We get a long, heavy line and th”n we
fasten a dozen or more hooks to some other lines two or three feel
long. Then we tie these to the big line. We generally have iten or
12 hoQ”s on a line. On the end of the big line we fasten a sinker,
usually a heavy nut picked up along the railroad ti®acks.l” said
Doctor Williams. ) o

“Then we bait each hook and wind up our line in such a way
that it will not tangle or hook you when we heave it out into the.
Mississippi. After we get the line out, we fasten the land end to a
stake and tie a bell to it ineuch a way that when a cat fisl* bites
one of your hooks the bell will ring and wake you up if you hjapp”n
to go to sleep while >4raiting for a bite.”

Ace insists that he never failed to catch all the cat fUh he
wanted—anA that there’s no fish in the oceans, lakes or riveijs that
are better eating than a nice five or six pound cat-fish. i

“You just skin them and fry them. There’s only one bone in a
cat fish — and that’s the backl”ne that runs from its head [to the
tail. No one down south ever died*from getting a fish bone in their
throat. | am scared to death every time | take a bite of gm0 of
those grass pickerels | sometimes catch up north around my cot-
tage near Gaylord. You have to fight to catch one of them and
then you have to fight to keep the bones from sticking inj your
throat. Give me a cat fish every time” declared Plymouth’s recently
discovered champion fisherman of the Ole Mississippi. “lI wish 'l
was down there fishing right now.”

The Michigan conservation department reports that smelt are
on the increase in the Green Bay portion of the Great Lak%»s but
there still is some question as to whether there are enough of! them
for an old-fashion™ run up the streams this spring.

Conservation department records shew Lake Michigan smelt
production rising from 43,483 pounds in«1945 to 39,788 pounds in
1946, and again’'tp 336,412 pounds in 1947. In 1948, the first two
months’ production exceeded 185,000 pounds.

Confirming this charted trend in smelt abundance are fisher-
men’s reports of- increasing scarcity of herring in the bay. The
herring decreased in abundance once before when the smelt ' moved
in, then made a comeback when tIK> smelt disappeared.
~ Before the great and still unexplained smelt die-off that began
in 1942, Michfigan commercial fishermen were taking two and a
half million poufidr*dT "Smelt, besides an estimated five million
pounds dipped from streams at the time of the spring spawning
runs.

“If it thunders in March you will, have plenty of corn fqr the
threshers” is an old, old saying of Michigan pioneer days.

Well, we’ve had thunder in March and plenty of it, so let’s hope
that the pioneers ,who really worked for a living, knew what they
were talking about. We’ll Kknow more about it next fall.

Plymouth was well represented at the meetin? held in Lansing,
last week when stream pollution was thoroughly discussed. The
various Con.servation clubs of Wayne county invited members of
the Wayne legislative delegation to be present at the meeting,
President Brick Champe not only representing the members of the
Western Wayne County Conservation club, but the legislative
representative from this dishict as well. \

Various speakers at the meeting pointed out that q;jick iaction
on stream pollution was not only necessary to save fish and ducks,
but that the health of the people of the state is being endangered
by the continued encroachment of concerns that persist in dump-
ing their refuse into the lakes and streams of the state.

It was apparent from the discussion that the state of Michigan
itself is one of the big violators, many of its institutions du”iping
their poisonous refuse into creeks and rivers. It became evident at
this important meeting that the many hundreds of thousands of
citizens throughout the st“te who are interested in conservation
maftei's are not going to let up the least in their campaign! until
worthwhile results are accomplished. It would not be amiss to give
Vic Bersford, editor of the Wazne County Sportsman, a big pat on
the back for the excellent work he is doing to keep this subject in
number one place on the docket. |

Readers of this column will remember a prediction made about
a year a?_o this time by Dewey Loomis, who runs one of the top-
ranking fishing and hunting lodges in Michigan up on the Manistee
river some 12 or 15 miles east of Manistee. The place is known as
Loomis Landing. .

Dewey predicted that fishing in the Manistee had oughtlto \>e
ood last summer because of the fact that the #)revious winlcir had
een a long and severe one, with the river frozen over mfet of

the winter and euiiy spring. i

His Prediction came true, he declares, because fishing w”s ex-
ceptionally good all the season. And he has proof of it. The magazine
Field & Stream recently made its announcement of prize winners
for the biggest fish caught last year throughout the country. From
the Manistee up around the Loomis Landing came four prize win-
ners and severaUhonorable mentions. In the brown-trout llyi cast-
ing, brown trout open contest and *the rainbow trout contc?it, the
Manistee river showed up in top positions.

It is needless to tell any one that the winter which has just
ended was another one of those “blingers.” Fisherman Loomis told
the WTiter the other daP/ th~ he is ma inﬁ the same predictions for
this year that he did last ~ar. It’s another case of waiting tp sec
what’s what.

Church Accepted

Last week members of the
Plymouth Methodist church were
notified that their application for
admission into the Union West-
minister Character Research Pro-
ject had been accepted.

The notification came from Dr.
Ernest M. Ligon. head of the de-
partment of psychology of Union
college. Schenectady, New York.

Plymouth’s church is one of 25
out of several hundred applicants
fortunate enough to be accepted
for the 1948-1950 program of
Christian character development,
carried out by the laboratory of
phychology of Union college.

This plan, better known as the
Ligon Plan, has been administer-
ed with such success in the
churches already u»ng it that
the church school n>emberships
have more than doubled in the
first two years.

This allows swimming for
children and adults or non-swim-
mers and swimmers. The plan has
12 underwater lights and four
flood lights so that night swim-
ming is not only a actuality but a
pleasure. This pool has been ac-
cepted by South Haven, and the
plans have been approved by the
state. The estimate is figured on
present day prices and material
and labor and goes so far as to
figure the number of pounds of
nails needed to make the form.s.

To build this pool in Plymouth,
uring all contract work, it will
c/st $23,000. But, a few thousand
dollars can bt' saved through uiv
of volunteer labor. The method (»f
using volunteer labor will Ix*di.s-
cussed in the next article.

* The new program for adminis-
tration of the Miichigan Unem-
ployment Compensation act de-
pends in part, on the new. simpli-
fied application blank which all
persons filing new claims have
B~n filling out since January 1
according to Clarence Jetter,
firanch Manager of the Michigan
y nem ployment Compensation
Conunission.

Fifteen questions, about half
0# them requiring oniy “yes” or
**B0” answers, comprise the list,
in the application blank which in
most cases can be made out in
two or thrw minutes. They in-
clude. name, age, address, social
aacurity number, reason for leav-
ing job, extra income at time of
Waving, (such as vacation or sev-
erance pay) and dependents.

Among questions which will
busy the Commission for many
weeks are the following, Jetter
paid:

“When will | get my benefits,
how much and for how long?”

It is planned to have checks
available for the claimant, in
iM>rmal times, within 10 minutes
after his second visit to the MUCC
local office.

"than twenty benefit checks on
any benefit year (52 weeks fol-
lowing the week in which he files
his claim).

“What Akist |
Check?”

The mechanical procedure is
simple. He must: Report on his
“hit” day. according to the last
digit of his Social Security Num-
ber, and he must serve his waiting
week. This is regarded as the
week in which he files his claim,
if he earns less than his primary
weekly benefit rate.

Th~ claimant must report all
earnings during the calendar
week for which benefits arc
claimed. He must also bo register-
,ed with the Employment Service
Ifor a job, be able and willing to-
work, available for work, and
Aust be seeking work and refuse
no suitable work.

“What About Part Time Work?”

If the claimant earns less than
half of his. primary benefit rate
(before dependency allowances
arc added) he will receive his full
benefit check. Jetter pointed out.
If ho earns more than half, but
less than the entire amount, he
will receive half the full amount.

“What Lsan Additional Claim?”

Should a worker have a benefit
year with unexhausted benefit
rights, but has interrupted his
claim for any reason, he can file
an “Additional Claim” and reopen
the claim.

Start oft with chilled orange juice
but add e~tement to it by placing
a small scoop of raspberry (or mint
or lime) sherbet on top.

Your centerpiece can made of
traditional Easter eggs nestling in a
basket or bowl. You’ll And a pack-
age 'of inexpensive dyes with a
bandy egg dipper, a special pencil
and decals of popular comic char-
acters to help you decorate inore
successfully.

If you use the decorated eggs for
place cards, set it on Stiff paper.

Of course many .people like to
spend Easter evegjng eating the
eggs with salt and bread and butter
sandwiches, but if you have any left,
use them for egg salad, creamed
eggs or eggs a la king.

The ham is easy to prepare and
always popular. For small groups,
buy half a ham, but decorate it, too.

You may buy the ready-to-eat type
or the cook-before-eating. Whichever
one you select, however, keep it re-
frigerated.

Give it 10 minutes to the
pound..

Here’s how to prepue the other
type:

Place ham fat side up in an open
roasting pah. Do not cover and do
not add water. Bake in a mediately
slow (325 degree) oven allowing 22
to 25 minutes per pound for cooking
a before-eating ham.

How to Glaze.

Half an hour before the ham is
done; cover with gjaze and finish
baking at the same low temperature.
If ham is to be scored, do it at this
time: Brush bam wim % cup of
honey, molasses or felpricot jam.
Baste frequently during-rest of cook-
ing time.

If you do noCwant to garnish the
ham. simply fill peach halves with
bright colored jelly and place around
ham before serving.

Would we kntjw what prayer is,
as it IS taught in Christian
Science? Then v-e .shajl find it set
forth througholLt tlie writings of
Mrs. Eddy. Prayer, we learn, is
the affirmalionr of the truth of
being: it is the knowing of spiri-
tual facts; it is reliaftce upon the
ever-presenco of divine Love.
Prayer is the inderstanding and
the exercise of divine power on
behalf of humanity: it is the pre-
servation of th<ughl in line with
Principle, exp essed in _purity
and integrity, ii compassion an®
gentleness. Prayer which expres-
ses the divine nature, no less in
giving than in rc'ceiving. finds its
motive and impulse in the heart
of infinite Love. The exercise of
brayer preserves the beauty and
TjUigrance of spiritual inspiration;
it reveals and demonstrates man’s
individual kingdom, illumined by
the intelligence which divine
Mind imparts; upheld by divine
Principle, encompassed by divine
Love. This individual kingdom is
radiant with the beauty, the har-
mony of Soul, where peace reigns
supreme; it expres.ses the strength
and authority of Spirit, the eter-
nal vigor and animus of Life This
individual kingdom bM%*ausc rt
lives in God, reveals His eternal
nature, and thus reveals man,
made in His likeness.

Even as prayer shows us those
divine lhuth.s, so it .show’s us tho.se'
things which have no place in
God and which therefore have
ny place in man. t Ishow.s us that
hatred, revenge, sensuality, pride,
sickness, the hypnotic inlluences
of human will, do not b<'long in
individual kingdom. It show’s ys
(and this Ls all-important to re-
member) that each one — that
is. you and | — rofleeling divine
authority, ha.s the power to rcfu.st*
the entrance of evil into his
thought. This is our responsibility,
our task. However much we may
be strengthened, encouraged, in-
structed. enlighteni'd by another,
the decision of what we accept,
what reject, must alway.; rest
with ourselves, whose individual
kingdom it is.

The':iauestion men sometimes
ask thernselvcs is; Have | the
ability to di.scern the nature ol
these iDtrudcr.s w'hich have no
place in “true and con.scujiis Ix*-
ing”? Have | the e(uirage. the
resolution, to bar their cntrane<'.
or to evict them if they liave al-
ready entered in? is tin-
answer of the Christian Scientist
to .such question. as these? In
“Pulpit and Press” by Mrs. Eddy,
we find thcse words (p 3);
“Know, then, that you po.ssess
sovereign pow’er to think and act
rightly, and that nothing can dis-
posses you of this hcnlage and
trespass on Love . .. Our surety
is in our confidence that we arc
indeed dw’llers -in Truth and
Love, man’ eternal mansion.”
Here, then, is oi” surely. It is
in our confidenci“hat wc do in-
deed know that we posses.s—even
sovereign power; that w'%e know
where wte dwell—in Truth and
Love. Within our individual king-
dom wc cannot be disposses.%*d
of our divine heritage. In the con-
sciousness of Love’s all-pressenre,
there is no trespassing by mortal
belief.

To demonstrate the knowledge
of what through God’s power w%e
can do. this is the great adven-
ture. whercby wc prove the. All-
in-all of Love. The understandin
of what 'we possess, of what
are. of Him whom we obey, this
is imperative. Belief alone w'ill
not give us sovereign pow'er; only
kngwledge of God and of the man
whom He has thus endowed does
this. Continually, every day, every
hour, human testimong is de-
manding of us that we believe in
the actuality of mortal phenom-
ena. Often these demands appear
vested with tradition, custom,
authority, law. necessity. On the
ba-sis of belief, they may appear
irrefutable. Inexorable. But he
who knows the divine fact of
whatever the human .senses af-
firm will neither accept nor sub-
mit to them. He will remetober
and abide in the knowledge that
Jesus accepted no evidence which
produced or predicated di.sease.
di.<"nbility. sorrow, lack, and death.
Those who came to him afflicted
with blindno.ss and paralysis, with
insanity and leprosy, were im-
mediately heal”™. He delivered
men not only from sickness but
from sin. Numbers of those re-
stored and regenerated glimpsed
the grandeur, the majesty of his,
mission and I<”t all to follow”~im.

Today in like measure, men and ,

“l pray not that thou shouldest
lake them onl of the world, but
that thou shouldo.st keep ihc'm
from the evil.” “At this period.”.
Mrs.. Eddy has written on page
82 of “Retrospection and Intro-
spt'ction.” “my students should
liK'atc in large cities, in order to
do the greatest good to the great-
est number, and therein abide.”
How incalculable tor good is the
example of him who knoWs that
all power is given him of G<kL
how %reatlh/ can he help to uplift'
the thought of government, of
business, of human relationship,
in every walk of life.

~“Who or what is iti that be-
lieves?” (Science and Health, p.
487.) This is one of the search-
ing qui'tttions which wc find in
the Chri.stian Science lextbtMik.

He did not Ix'-
lieve what was iK'iirg said, be-
cause Christian Science had
taught bun otherwise*. It had
taught him th.'it knowing prccUid-
c4i the need of hK'lieving. And
what did he know? He knew that
the idea of God could not IxX* made
subject to the errors «f mortal
IXIU'f: could not be made to fear
or obey them.

What Is ifie Marshall Plan

Most of the arguments against
the Marshall Plan have been ad-
vanced by people who seem to
have little idea what it means.
The Marshall Plan is a program
for the investment of money and
goods, npt fqr Europe’s relief, but
for her recovery. At present. Eur-
ope is nearly helpless because
she lacks such essential$ aS food,
fertilizer, c6al, steel, atid trans-
portation. These weze destroyed
or used up by the war. JThey can
now be replaced,—but pot with-
out our help. You, yourself, could
not plant a garden if you had
neither Spade, fertilizer,jnor seed.
You couldn’t start a trucking
business without a truck, gaso-
line, or money. Nor can Europe.

What the Marshall Plan pro-
poses is thclcapital for refinancing
an old business. That some of the
capital will be in the*form of
tractors arid some of it in the
form of wl*heat docs noti alter the
case. European laborers cannot
now produpc to capacity because
they are hungiy. When Jhey have
full stomalchs and are able to
work, and when they have tools
to work with, there will be coal
to run th” factories t* produce*
the steel ffom which toj build the
tractoisi to plow the gardens to
feed the A”orkers.

Cw We Afford II?

But caniwe afford the Marshall
Plan? Cajn we part ;with the
twenty and a half billidn dollars,
which ha™ been eslimajted as its
cost? Can; wc ship overseas seven

or eight percent of th” food we
raise? Cah we aggravate present
shortages by sending sled, ferti-
lizer, railway cars, coa®? Can we
spare any? ;

The answer is that vfe can af-
ford the,Marshall Flap because
we canniot afford to reject- it<
W hat Ihej program will cost us has
only been estimated, but what its
rejection would cost can scarcely
be imagined. There is, "of course,
no guarantee that this plan will
save Europe; but without it West-
ern Europe will go down into
chaos and Communism, We can-
not live alone in the world. We
must not give Europe aver to the
other camp. For the s4ke of obr
way of life, for the sake of the
institutions which mean most to
us. for the sake of our business
and our future, wo cannot refuse
to make the attempt.

Cooclution

As a businessman, then, | think
that the Marshall Plan is a good
gamble and, what is mqre, I think
that the alternative is a poor
gamble. But one thing I insist on.
Let's see that after the countries
of Eurbpe receive ourl aid, they
get busy and produce. Production
is the only lasting solution to their
problems or to our;problems
either. '
