Law Explained

Tlic plan' to decentralize the
elaims-taking and clalms-paying
function of the Michigan Unem-
ph'ymept Compensation Commis-
sion, under terms' of the rievised
law which governs the program,
has been explained in >detail in
the four articles which haVe pre-
ceded this one. Clarence Jetter,
Branch Manager, stated it will
have the eff~t of “localizing”
the local office to an extent never
before held possible.

A few of the advantages which
will be changed, but were not
.st[jes"\cd in the foregoing articles,
ard:

All records on a claim Are to
be kept in one office.

There will be an elimination of
some 8.000.000 wage slips which
heretofore have been wrung out
of the employers annually and
cross-indexed and filed in the
Commission’s office.

It aksb gives him an c”portuni-
ty to protest, the claim if the
claimant’s application is improp-
cr

Every employer immediately
rocciv™ a copy of each benefit
cho™k paid to a laid-off employee,
and is thus afforded an immedi-
ate and a continuing check upcm
the progress of the claim.

Employer’s records should be
in sliape to show earnings for
each employee over at lecist a
30-weck period preceding the fil-
in.g of the claim, if the employee
was working steadily and had a
minimum of $8.01 per week aver-
age. *

When the claimant is separated
from his job under circumstances
which are disqualifying, no
charge shall be made against the
e::pei iencc rating of the employ-
er in whose plant such separating
toolc place.

Mr. Jetter also stressed the fun-
ctions of the Employment Ser-
\ice, a division of the Comrpls-
sion. The function of tW Divisjon
i- to find the unemployed worker
a job, but it also counsels workers
in their employment problems,
aids handicapped workers by
stressing certain placement tech-
niques: renders special services
to veterans.

BHC InsecticklD Said
to Hwt Potato Crop

The use of-the insecticide, ben-
zene hexachloride, on potatoes
has been condemned by Ray L.
Janes, extension entomologirt at
Michigan State college.

Extensive use of this material
in sohie parts of the country in*
1947 resulted in several million
bushels of potatoes being tainted
or flavored so that they were
inedible.

Benzene hexacWoride was used
for controlling wireworms and
also on leaves. Action of the
chemical resulted in the potatoes
having an unpleasant musty taste.

Potato growers who have a
crop that is damage! in this way
stand to lose, since the U. S.
Department of Agriculture’s price
support program is denied to
damaged potatoes.

Janes advises that farmers dis-
continue the use of benezene hex-
achloride on potatoes.

Acr«ag« of C M it/
Seed Reported g

Potatoes took the crown for the
largest number of acres grown for
certified seed in Michigan’s all
time high total in 1947, according
to Roy Decker, head of the farm
crops department at Michigan
State college. Farmers grew 470(1
acres of seed potatoes.

A total of 13,130 acres of cropsh

were inspected and certificKi.
Running second to potatoes was
beans with 3,199 acres inspected
and certified. Other crops with
their acreage included oats. 1,614:
wheat, i,402; corn, 1,160; barley,
919; and soybeans, 136.
Certification, Decker points out,
insures farmers of havir™ disease |
free seed that will produce well.

Nutrition Aids

from the
American Red Cross
Nutrition Service

Carrots are one of the vege-
tables that arc relatively low in
cost at any season of the year.
Even during Winter and Spring
when fresh ones are shipped in
from warmer climates there is
only slight variation in price.

The deep orange color of this
vegetable indicates its richness
in vitamin A—the nutrient that
puts it on the list of the basic
Loods that make up a healthful
iet.

This is the vitamin that helps
to promote rapid growth of child-
ren, protects the ability ol the
eyes to adjust quickly to varia-
tion in degrees of light, and helps
to keep the skin, glands and all
the boidy linings healthy.

Vitamin A is quite stable, so
there’s little loss when foods rich
in this element are stored for
even rather long periods of time.
For this reason old carrots selling
Ifor conAderably less than the
fresh bunched ones are a real
food bargain. Naturally the flavor
won’t be as delicate, but the ad-
dition of a small amount of sugar
to the water in which the carrots
are cooked will improve it

The minerals in the carrots are
concentrated under the skin.
Whenever possible they should be
cooked in the jackets. When the
skin must be removed before
cooking scrape it off with a sharp
knife or use a metal sponge.

To retain the greatest amount
of flavor and the most food value
BUt the vagetables to cook in
oiling water, using only enough
to prevent sticking. Keep the pan
tightly covered during the cook-
ing and boil gently only until
tender.

Any thrifty homemaker is like-
ly to use carrots often. They'U
please the family if they appear
prepared in new ways. The Nu-
trition Service of the American
Red Cross offers the following
four recipes for varying the pre-
paration.

Glazed Carrots

Cook cup brown sugar, \a
cup butter or margarine and \a
cup hot water together for 5 min-
utes. Place 24 small whole cooked
carrots or 12 large ones, cut in
halves, in shallow pan. Pour syrup
over the top. Bake in moderately
hot oven, 375 degrees F. for about
120 minutes or until browned.
'Serves 6.

;Carrots in Peanut Butter Sauce

Make 1 cup medium white
sauce, using 2 tablespoons butter
or margarine, 2 tablespoons flour,

cup water drained from cooked
carrots and cup evaporated
milk. Season to taste with salt and
pepper and stir 1 tablespoon pea-
nut butter into it. Combine with
2 cups cooked diced carrots. Heat
and serve. Serves 6.

Sweet-Sour Carrots

Four cups diced carrots, 2 cups
boiling water, 2 tablespoons but-
ter or margarine, 2 tablespoons
flour, ~4 teaspoon salt, \a tea-
spoon pepper, 3 whole cloves, 1
cup carrot liquor, 2 tablespoons
vinegar, 2 tablespoons sugar.

Cook carrots in boiling water
until tender. Drain, saving
liquor. Melt butter, add flour, and
stir over low heat until brown.
Add salt, pepper, cloves and car-
rot liquor. Cook until smooth and
thickened, stirring constantly
Add vinegar and sugar. Add diced
carrots, reheat and serve. Serves
6.

South is Set
Against Truman

“Anybody But Truman” signs
are appearing on nearly every
automobile one secs in the south,
declares Russrfl Powell who re-
turned recently from Florida with

“Not only do you see those
signs on most cars, but when you
talk with people you know are
from the south they are emphatic
in what they say about their
hostility to President Truman,”
said Mr. Powell.

“While the rain fell in tor-
rents and the wind blew hard, we
didn’t know until the next mor-
ning that that section where we
were had been hit by a tornado.

Big pine trees 10
and 12 inches in diamatcr were
broken off 12 and 15 feet above
the ground. It looked as tHough
some one had cut the tops of the
trees off with a cythe” he said.

Consumers Petitions to
Cut Large Gas Users

Consumers Power company has
asked the Michigan Public Service
commission for permission to dis-
continue supplying natural gas
for industrial or commercial pur-
poses to customers who use more
than 25,000 cubic feet*of natural
gas per month. The company has
1,570 such customers.

Declaring that an “urgent emer-
gency situation” exists with re-
spect to the natural gas supply,
the company asserts in its petition
that it is necessary to discontinue
service to larger industrial and
commercial users in order to pro-
tect the service of some 250,000
customers who use natural gas
for such purposes as cooking,
water heatn.g and house heating.

The petition refers to the Com-
mission’s power “to exempt from
the proposed order such commer-
cial and industrial customers as
are demed essentieil to the main-
tenance of the public health and
welfare.”

The company sets forth in the
petition that it would need about
23 billion cubic feet of gas to
meet its customers’ requirements
during the next 12 months under
restrictions already in effect. It
can not expect to get morfr'thEin
two billion cubic feet from Michi-
gan fields, according to the peti-
tion, and its only source of supply
is the Michigan Gas Storage com-
pany, which buys natural gas
brought to Michigan by the Pan-"
handle Eastern Pipe Line com-
pany, stores it in storage fields
and later delivers it to Consumers.
Michigan Gas Storage will need
at least four billion nine hundred
million cubic feet of gas during
the next 12 months, the petition
decMares, to restore the storage
fields to proper operation pres-
sures, in addition to the gas re-
quired to serve Consumers’ re-
stricted market.

Consumers says it “hopes and
expects” that as a result of this
hearing Michigan Gas Storage
company will obtain a larger
volume of gas from Panhandle.
But it says there is “grave doubt”
that such relief would come in
time ‘to insure service to domestic
and space heating customers next
winter if sales to commercial and
industrial customers are not im-
mediately discontinued.”

“If such relief is obtained in
time, “the petition promises,
“your petitioner will reinstate
service to its commercial and in-
dustrial customers to the extent
that the gas made available to it
I permits.™

Brake Speaks to
Teachers" Club

NewTy elected president of the
Miclugan Education association,
Charles Brake, recently spoke to
members of the Plymouth Teach-
ers’ club, expressing his views on
several points pertinent to the
teaching profession.

Mr Brake stated at that time
his belief in the fact that ""demo-
cracy will work only if it is
founded upon free-public school
education.” Therefore, he con-
tinued, "The task of the schools
in the United States is to train
children to live happily, helpfully
and harmoniously in an ever im-
proving state of democratic so-
ciety

"To train children adequately,
we must have good teachers and
they will be available when we
pay adequate salaries, cut class
loads to not more than 30 pupils
per teacher, provide for an ac-
tuarially sound retirement plan,
and give teachers security in their
employment.”™

Concerning tbe sales tax diver-
sion amendment for which Mr.

In regards to the teacher tenure
program, Mr. Brake reported,
"Tenure provides for security,
but should be adopted only after
careful study by teachers, admin-
istration, Board of Education and
general public.” He stresses as
most important the fact that
democratic process should be fol-
lowed at all times in making
changes in curriculum as well as
adopting tenure.”

Mr. Brake was backed in his
nomination for the,-presidency by
the Wayne County District M.E.A.
which was Readed by Miss Irene
Walldorf whose term is currently
ending. Miss Walldorf had prom-
ised that!should Mr. Brake be
elected t< -this high office she
would tuitn her final meeting as
district president into a victory
banquet honoring him.

Capt. Jonathan Walker, said
to be the only person a U. S. Fed-
eral Court ever ordered branded,
is remembered by a monument
at Muskegon.

Standing near the entrance to
Evergreen Cemetery, the me-
morial bears a replica of Capt.
Walker’s right hand with the ini-
tials SS for “slave stealer” brand-
ed on the palm.

The sea captain has been ar-
rested in 1844 off the coast of
Key West, Florida, while trans-
porting seven runaw'ay slaves to
the Bahama Llands and freedom,
according to information in the
Michigan Historical Collections at
the University of Michigan.

His arrest climaxed a colorful
sailing career begun at 17. Among
the high points of his life were
the time he was marooned on an
Indian Ocean island and later
w'hen he sailed the dangerous
Gulf Coast for nine years, trans-
porting escaping slaves to free-
dom in Mexico.

*As he already bore a price on
his head for numerous anti-slav-
ery deeds, the sentence of the
court was strict. He was heavily
fined, sentenced to a year’s soli-
taiy confinement and ordered
branded so -that he might for-
ever be marked as a slave steal-
er.

After he served his sentence,
he came north w'here he lectured
for freedom of the slaves and
women suffrage. In 1846, John
Greenleaf Whittier immortalized
him in his poem “The Branded
Hand.”

After the Civil War and free-
dom of the slaves, Capt. Walker
went to Lake Harbor, near Mus-
kegon, where he died April 30,
1878.

On August 1 of that year the
memorial was dedicated. The
Muskegon Chronicle reported
several thousand persons from
throughout Michigan and sur-
rouTKling states were present at
the ceremony as a final tribute to
the man had devoted so much
of his I™""to helping slaves.

The green - headed mallard—

Least numerous spiecies were
the bufflehead, blue - winged
teal, ring - necked duck, wood
duck, and the golden-eye.

Practically all of the mallards
wintering in the United States
were found in the Mississippi fly-
way states and west. The mallard
is the dominant bird in that
flyway.

Pintails, on the other hand,
were most numerous in the stated
west of the Rocky Mountains.
These states held the bulk of the
pintails during the wintering
season although the Central states
had a fair proportion.

The baldpate also was more
abundant in the states w'est of
the Rocky Mountains than in
other areas. This was likewise
true of the snow goose, the shovel-
ler. the ruddy duck, the white-
fronted goose, and the white-
cheeked goose.

Redheads tended to congregate
in greatest numbers in the cen-
tral states. Most of the blue geese,
ga4walls, wood ducks and ring-
necked ducks wintering ia the
United States were concentrated
in the Mississippi flyway states.
The canvas-back, black duck,
scaup and coot were more niyner-
ous In the Altantic area. The lat-
ter bird was also abundant in the
western states.

While over-all populations of
the continent remain approxima-
tely as they were a year ago,
appreciable decreases Werc evi-
dent in Latin America.

Babson Discusses Stalin

' Eureka, Kans., Apr. 16. | have
never met Mr. Stalin; but | have
friends who have often talked
with him. Some, of them have
been at the famous conferences
attended by Mr. Stalin, Mr.
Churchill, and Mr. Roosevelt. I,
therefore, am using my column
this week to answer certain in-
guiries coming to me. The con-
clusions are not pleasant.

Soma Definitions

There are three different eco-
nomic or social theories today.
They are: (1) Capitalism. This is
what is commonly known as free
enterprise which has been so
successful in the United States.
(2) Fascism. This has been tried
in Germany, Italy and Japan; it
is a form of State capitalism
where persons continue to own
their property but use it as the
State directs (3) Communism.
This is where there is no private
ownership. Communism is So-
cialism with brutality added. One
country could get on under either
the Capitalistic System or Fas-
cistic System by itself; but Com-
munism or S”ialism probably
needs a world organization in
order to make it work. At least,
this is what Mr. Stalin thinks.

Stalin's Ultimate Goal

Therefore, Stalin’s goal is to
eliminate Capitalism. Anyone re-
sponsible for making a success of
Communism would probably have
the same aim as Stalin. The Labor
government in England is gradu-
ally coming to this same conclu-
sion. It is not ruthless like the
Communists, but even their lead-
ers believe that their success de-
pends upon having the same pro-
gram adopted by all other leading
countries.

Therefore, it is possible that as
soon as Russia gets the Atomic
Bomb she may blow up the big
cities of the United States. She
may have no thought of landing
troops here or of taking over our
government.'It would be only one
step in her campaign of destroy-!
ing Capitalism. Her hope would
be that—with our big cities de-
stroyed — a Socialistic System
would be needed to operate our
remaining industries. This would
also eliminate undue competition

What Will the Communists Do?
If this is their program then,

when the Russians get the Atomic
Bomb, they may get these bombs
planted, by their own friends, in
the center of our big American
cities. It would be easy to get
them over here in trunks, or in
bales of goods. They could be
smuggled across our borders in
automobiles, trucks or airplanes
without being detected by custom
examiners. Then the Russian
agents could deposit these in their
boarding houses in our big cities
until the time came to explode
them at a certain moment on a
certain day. Time clocks could be
used so that the Russians would
have time to get away. Thus all
these cities could be destroyed at
a certain set hour.

Of course, the Russians would
expect that we would retaliate
with our airplanes. On the other
hand, how can we then prove that
it is the Russian Government, or
the Spanish Government, or the
Argentine Government that does
the damage? Of course, the time
would be selected when we are
more or less in a row with all of
these governments. Therefore,
our big cities could completely
be destroyed without our know-
ing for sure who destroyed them
and certainly without war having
been declar”. f

Final Reauit

, What the final result would be
nobody can foretell. With a dozen
of our biggest cities destroyed,
there would not be much hope for
Capitalism for many years to
come. Thus, the purpose of the
Communists would have been at-
tained. They might try to have
a hand in t?]/e government of the
United States; but it would then
be taken over by the people of
the smaller cities and rural com-
munities, largely the people of
our Central West. If my prognos-
tications come about, which |
hope they will not, it certainly
means that the people of our
Central West will someday have
a great opportunity and respon-
sibility. The question is are these
people now preparing for such
even though it may be a remote
possibility?
