Plymouth Pioneer
Resident Dies at
Age of 80 Years

One of Plymouth’s pioneer resi-
dents, Miss Mary E. Conner, died
at the Gertrude Hanlon Convales-
cent home early Monday morning,
April 14, following a stroke. She
was 80 years of age.

Funeral services were held yes-
terday. Thursday, April 22, at 2
p.m. from the Schrader Funeral
Home.

Miss Conner’s father came to
this country from Greenwich,
England. Before settling perman-
ently in Plymouth, he is reported
to have traveled to California in
1852 during the gold rush. Follow-
ing Mr. Conner’s return, he open-
ed the Conner Hardware store
at the comer of Penniman ave-
nue and Main street in 1857. It
was in the family home behind
the hardware where Miss Conner
was born.

She graduated from Plymouth
High school, later becoming asso-
ciated in the business with her
father and brother. Following the
death of her father, however,
she relinquished the duties and
her brother, William T. Conner
carried on the business.

April 1898 Miss Conner joined
the Order of the Eastern Star,
becoming a life member in 1933.

She is survived by two nieces,
Mrs. Maxwell J. Moon of Plym-
outh and Mrs. Gardner Tilton of
Concord, New Hampshire; three
great nieces, two great nephews
and one great, great niece and a
host of friends.

Dr. Henry J. Walch officiated at
the funeral service, assisted by
Rev. Joseph Dutton of Ann Ar-
bor. Two hymns were rendered
on the organ by Mrs. M. J. O’Con-
ner.

Rent Control 1s
Altered Slightly

Changes made over last year’s
rent control measures have not
been great, according to Munici-
pal Judge J. Rii.sling Cutler.

He states that the Office of*the
Housing Expediter has made the
major change in the length of
notice necd”™ for eviction. As it
now stafids tenants must be given
a 60 day written notice in all
eviction cases, with the exception
of non payment of rent, violation
of rental agreement or nuisance.
Previously, only 30 days notice
had to ~ given in the usual
month tenancy, or seven days in
weekly tenancy.

Judge Cutler also enumerates
the various phases of the law
which are still cMectivc. He states
that eviction can bo made in the
event of non-payment of rent,
violation of rental agreement or
the maintaining of a nuisance.
Tenants can also be evicted, he
reminded, whore the landlord re-
quires housing for himself or im-
mediate family, or where a church
organization or political body re-
quires the promises for their own
use.

Eviction can also be made, the
judge continued, when the land-
lord simply desires to remove
the premises from the rental mar-
ket. or where the landlord has
sold his premises and the new
owner wants the building for his
own use and occupancy.

If the premi.sps are to be de-
molished or substantially altered,
the tenant may bo removed, Judge
Cutler has also stated. He reminds
both tenants and landlord that
these matters still rest in the
hands of the local courts, and it
is the judge’s duty to enforce the
national housing regulations.

as Goiter Preventative

“The need for iodized salt to
prevent simple goiter in Michi-
gan children as as great today as
it was a quarter - century ago,”
Dr. G. D. Cummings, acting state
health commissioner, said today
marking the 24th anniversary of
the state’s fight against ~he thy-
roid ailment, May 1

He urged all Plymouth parents
to demand and use only iodized
salt for all table and cooking
purposes.

While Michigan has done more
than any other state to popularize
iodized salt as a goiter preven-
tive, and has had the most not-
able benefits from its use, not all
of the salt sold in the for
table use is iodized.

Until there is legislation re- j

quiring that all table salt con-

tain iodine, the responsibility for |

assuring that children get a suf-
ficient quantity of iodine to pre-
vent simple goiter rests with the
parents.

lodized salt was first introduced
in Michigan grocery stores, May
1, 1924, after a survey made in
four counties of the state had
shown that 47 per cent of children
suffered from simple goiter. A
survey conducted after 11 years
of voluntary use of iodized salt
showed only one-fifth as many
children afflicted with simple
.goiter.

lodized salt was introduced in
Michigan through the cooperation
of the Michigan Department of
Health, the Michigan State Modi*
cal Society and the salt manufac-

Simple goiter is an enlarge-

ent of the thyroid gland which
ies at the base of the throat. The
enlargement is chiefly due to the
lack of natural iodine in food and
drinking water. It does not com-
monly occur in areas where there
is sufficient iodine in the soil and
water, or in areas where unre-
fined salt is eaten. Michigan is
a “goiter” area because there is
hot sufficient iodine in the soilj
to provide a protective amount
of the chemical in foods grown in
the state.

Regular Dentist Visits
Deemed as Necessary

So you don’t like to go to the
dentist.

Well, that puts you in about the
same frame of mind as several
million other Americans who
have carried an unwarranted
childhood fear of the dentist’s
chair into adulthood. This fear, is
responsible for some serious ill-
nesses; it not only disfigures what
might be a pleasant smile on
many faces but causes the tor-
ment of toothaches that could be
avoided.

Too many people never go near
the dentist until they are driven
to it by the torment of a tooth-
ache. Nine times out of ten, these
agonping experiences would nev-
er happen if the person were in
the habit of regular visits to the
dentist’s office. Neglected teeth
are often the source of such seri-
ous illnesses as rheumatism, arth-
ritis and sinus trouble.

Good care of the teeth should
begin when a child is about 2H
years old with a trip to the den-
tist. The early habit of regular
visits to the dentist should be
retained. The dentist is the only
one who can detect cavities and
treat them before the tooth be-
comes decayed or infected. The
result will be fewer toothaches,
fewer painful treatments and a
long life for the teeth.

Proper food, including milk,
citrus fruits and vegetables will
supply your body with the min-
erals for building good teeth.
Chewing coarse foods and raw
vegetables and fruits helps keep
teeth and gums healthy but that
does not mean abusing the teeth
by cracking n\its or biting hard
objects. Your dentist
will show you the proper way to
brush your teeth, a hygenic habit
that you should follow at least
twice a day.

If you want to avoid trouble
from your teeth, the prescription
to follow is a regular visit to the
dentist’s office.

It's Time for Winter

Wheat's Top Dressing

Application of a spring top-
dressing for winter wheat is ad-
visable at this time of year, ac-
cording to A. G. Weidemann,
soils research specialist at Michi-
gan Slate college.

Top dressing usually refers to
the application of some form, of
commercial nitrogen or barnyard
manure. To be effective, the nitro-
gen should be in the form of ni-
trates of ammonia (preferably
nitrates) and be applied in late
March or early April before soil
nitrogen becomes available.

Ammonium nitrate is the com-
mercial form available at pres-
ent and is relatively inexpensive
in comparison to other forms.
Experiments have indicated that
from 12 to 22 pounds of nitrogen
is about the proper amount to use
per acre on wheat that needs ni-
trogen. On sandy loam soil on the
college farm, the ten-year aver-
age yield was 35.6 bushels where
12 pounds of nitrogen were top-
dressed on wheat that was fertil-
ized in the fall with 300 pounds
per acre of 2-12-6. This was an
increase of 3.96 bushels due to the
.nitrogen. Under the same condi-
tions, a five-ton application of
manure in early spring resulted
in 39.7 bushels as a ten-year
average or an increase of 7.1
bushels due to the,manure. Not
more than five tons of manure
should be used per acre.

Not all wheat should be top-
dressed with nitrogen or manure.
If wheat is top-dressed On heavy
soil it should be done with cau-
tion. If maiiure or legumes are
used in the rotation, top-dressing
may cause lodging of the crop. It
should also be done with caution
if seedings are to be made in the
wheat as the heavy growth of
wheat will rob the seedings of
moisture and may smother them.
Wheat following clover sod should
not need top-dressing.

Best results from top-dressing
are obtained on sandy loams or
lighter soils where wheat comes
further from clover in the rota-
tion.

Following below in full is the
essay which took top local honors
in the 13th Annual National High
School contest being sponsored by
the women's ailxiliary of the Vet-
erans of Foreign Wars.

“All over the world people are
hoping for peace. To obtain this
peace is the people's foremost
problem. Our main objective in
the war was to win human rights
for all men. ¥%anklin D. Roose-
velt and Wins”~n Churchill said
in the Atlantic charter that free-
dom of speech, freedom of reli-
gion, freedom”™ from want, and
freedom from rear are the funda-
mental human rights. Our De-
claration of Independence states
that all men have ‘inalienable
rights of life, liberty, and the pur-
suit of happiness." A state in
which the people are represented
will secure these rights for its
citizens.

“Freedom o/ speech is an im-
portant human right. This right
includes freedom of the press and
freedom of !information. In
America both sides of the story
are printed and editorials can be
written attackkig President Tru-
man, Secretary of State Marshall,
or any other government officials,
but in some countries only part
of the information is printed and
it is usually misleading. The edi-
torial writers are not allowed to
say anything against their lex -
ers. Long before Hitler and Mus-
solini tried to conquer the world
they enslaved the press. In that
way the citizens knew only what
the party in powers wanted them
to know; thus leaders were able
to get their people to want to go
Ito war against other nations.

“The General Assembly of the
United Nations says freedom of
information ‘implies the right to
gather, transmit, and publish
news anywhere andd everywhere
without fetters." If this can be ac-
complished, nations will under-
stand one another better. Another
way to securer friendly relations
and to help the people of tha
world learn about each other is
by exchanging students, teachers,

“When the early Americans
wrote the Constitution they pro-
vided for freedom of religion. All
people should be allowed to wor*
ship as they please, but each one
should respect the beliefs of those
who worship differently. If you
believe one thing, that does not
mean other .people should be
forced to believe the same. If all
nations would accept this a fun-
damental right, all religious wars
would be eliminated. In America
we find people of many different
creeds working together for the
common good. When this can be
done all over the world, it will be
a big step forward on the road to
peace.

“People who are hungry and
cold and who see their children
suffering are easily led to do any-
thing for relief. Freedom from
want is important in keeping
peace. If people are in need of
food and clothing they will put
forth everything they have trying
to get it. They will come to hate
more prosperous nations and feel
that they have a right to take
anything they can get. Helping
the needy nations to help them-
selves, helping support a stable
democratic government, teaching
them better methods of farming,
and showing them more healthful
way of living are ways we can
drive out fear and want and thus
help to secure peace.

“Winston Churchill, war prime
minister of England, says that the
most important of these four
freedoms is the freedom from
fear. The fear of invasion, the fear
of loss of food, and the fear of
economic disadvantage help breed
wars. Nations are always seeking
support and military alliances to
give their people a feeling of se-
curity. The humilation of defeat
and punishment create the de-
mand for revenge. Today wi” the
powerful weapons we have and
the destruction war can bring,
the emotions of fear and hate
are aroused in people. These emo-
tions lead to new wars rather
than the peace everyone is seek-
ing. The great nations of the
world can bring freedom from
fear to the smaller nations by
proving, as America has, that
they are willing to make economic
agreements which are advantage-
ous to both large and small coun-
tries. By such action the larger
nation can give the smaller na-
tions a feeling of security which
will wipe out hate and fear.

“To make a better world and
keep it so, human rights must be
acknowledged and practiced in
the vanquished as well as the
victor nations of the world. Only,

thus, can we attain and keep
peace.” *

Not until we read Al Weber’s
column in The Cheboygan Obser-
ver the other day did we know
that the attractive little city of
Nashville over in Barry county
has made the production of maple
syrup a public school project.

Here’s one of the most sensible
things we have read about in

many a month.

Some half a century ago Al—
one of Michigan’s finest—attend-
ed school in Nashville. Naturally
he would be interested in any-
thing that happens in Nashville.
And fortunately for Michigan
people he has given wide publicity
to a worthwhile school project.

If some of these other schooT
“leaders” would display sffnilar
originality and worthwhile think-
ing, we might not have some of
the juvenile problems that face
the state and nation tcxlay.

Editor Weber writes:

“Readers of this column are
acquainted with the fact that the
public school in Nashville, this
state, has for several years, iden-
tified themselves with maple
syrup making. They have been
permitted and privileged to tap
a lot of the maple trees lining
the village streets and all the
trees around private homes, add
up to a total of about 2,000 trees
most of them big enough to sup-
port two taps. The first year’
adventure with borrowed equip-
ment, was so rich and so valu-
able in every way, they had
money enough to buy equipment
—tin pails, spiles, boiling pans
and everything hecessary to car-
ry on. For a few years that ad-
venture was profitable, but last
year the sap run was short, and
it was short again this year, and
a demand for syrup prompted
the Nashville school kids and
authorities to go to every possi-
ble length to produce the sweet
stuff that trickles out of maple
trees, but again the sap run was
pinched off too quick and the
result was they were able to pro-
duce 240 gallons of syrup, for
which they received $5.50 a gal-
lon, or a total revenue of $1,236.
They had orders for twice that
many gallons. The writer got his
order in early and the product
was set aside waiting for his
call. We were tardy in getting our
order in last year and therefore
missed our sweets from the old
home school.”

Library Breaks

ten-year average of 890,306,000
bushels. That would be a lot of
wheat by any standard. Corn
could chalk up a total of around
3,000,000,000 bushels—well above
the ten-year average and last
year’s short crop of 2,400,952,000
bushels. The oats outturn could
ring the bell at 1,376,000,000
bushels, which would be 13 per
cent above the 1947 crop and 11
per cent above the 10-year aver-
age. #

The major uncertain factor in
the over-all crop production out-
look this year, as always, is
weather. Since I am no prophet,
I cannot speak authoritatively on
that subject. I do know, however,
that the wrong kind of weather
during the critical growing peri-
ods can quickly change a bright
crop picture into an extremely
dismal affair. | believe it is more
important this year than usual
for all buyers and sellers of farm
commodities to keep a watchful
eye on weather conditions from
now on. They may well be the
clue to profitable timing of pur-
chases or sales of farm products
in the months ahead.

What About Prices

Can farmers this year reason-
ably expect to get good prices for
their wheat, corn and other crops?
Here, again, uncertainty enters
the picture. It does seem to ‘me,
however, if present crop indica-
tions are borne out, especially as
regards iwheat, that agricultural
prices in general are likely to
move still lower, despite any in-
termediate upturns that may re-
sult from crop scares or other
temporary factors.

Do not forget that European
crops are reported to be making
generally favorable progress.
Good crops in Europe this year
would materially lessen depen-
dence upon imports of American
grain and other foodstuffs. Should
some untoward event precipitate
war with Russia next year, 'ex-
ports of grains and food products
to Europe could largely cease.
Lessened foreign demand would
put some downward pressure on
U.S. farm prices.

Another Good Farm Year

Nevertheless, | do not expect
the bottom to fall out, w”iatever
happens. Domestic demand will
continue unusuallyi large, since
employment and wages should
hold at high levels. In any event,
the government is committed to
support agricultural prices at 90
per cent of parity—a level that
would assure farmers a fair re-
turn for their work and products.

All in all, the odds, in my
opinion, favor another good year
for American farmers in 1948
Although' they are tightening
their purse strings a bit at pres-
ent, they should prove good but
Wise spenders when 1948 crops
are in. Merchants should prepare
now to make the most of profi-
table farm markets.

The conservation department
reports the more ambitious pro-
grams, of schoob near Michigan’s
600 school and community forests,
call for planting as many as 50
seedling pines per pupil, in small
reforestation projects that are
expanding year by year. At some
schools, the occasion of the day
will be plantihg a single tree on
the schoolhouse lawn.
