
Well Known Insurance N an Dies 
in Accident in South Carolina

The community was shocked 
Monday afternoon to learn of 
the tragic death of C. Harold Fin« 
Ian who was electrocuted near 
Hodges, South Carolina. Mr. Fin- 
lan, in the company of F. Clair 
Maben, former Hotel Mayflower 
manager, was returning home 
from a brief vacation motor trip 
through the South when the un­
timely accident ocurred.

The car in which the two va­
cationists were traveling was 
forced off the highway by another 
motorist who entered the main 
highway from a gas station. In 
trying to avoid a smash, the 
Plymouth car swerved into the 
road shoulder and broke a power 
pole. Other than that, neither oc­
cupant received any injury and 
car damages were light. Both 
alighted from the car to survey 
the damage when Mr. Maben, the 
driver, rounded the rear of the 
car, he found the body of Mr. 
Finlan on the ground in contact 
with a 7,200 volt high power line 
which had apparently been brok­
en in the accident.

Police authorities said the wire 
could not have been seen by Mr. 
Finlan sin<;e it fell into grass. 
about 10 inches high. \

Mr. Finlan had been associated! 
with his father, Charles L. Finr' 
Ian, in this city in the insurance | 
business since his graduation from j 
high school. It is believed the | 
firm was the oldest father and. 
son association in Plymouth. I

State Prisoners 
To be Sent Here

Because of the over-crowded 
condition of Michigan prisons, an 
arrangement has been made by 
the state administrative board 
with Supl Blake Gillies of the 
Detroit House of Correction for 
the confinement in the local 
prison of some 130 state prisoners.

The legislature has made an 
appropriation of some 130,000 to 
care for the expense of these new 
prisoners at the Detroit House 
of Correction. Hiis amount for thd 
care of male prisoners is in ad­
dition to the amount pakf by the 
state for the care of women pri­
soners who are committed by the 
state. Michigan has no prison for 
women and for years has had an 
arrangement with the local insti- 
iutiem for the care of women 
prisoners. But this year is the 
first time that the state has ever 
called upon the local institution to 
care for state male prisoners.

Fire Chief Urges 
Clean-up of City

' F ire Chief R obert M cAllister 
has issued a pica to all residents 
of Plym outh to cooperate in 
Spring C lean-Up and safeguard 
the city against fire, accidents, 
disease, and to im prove its ap­
pearance.

For the  home chcck-up the 
chief suggests th a t householders 
get rid  of all rubbish and papers 
in the  attic, closets; basement, 
yard and garage. He suggests that 
they be tied into bundles for sa l­
vage.

Check stoves, furnaces and 
heaters. Chief M cAllister stated, 
and have all repair w ork done 
now. He urges residents to see 
th a t floors under stoves are pro­
tected by metal, bricks, or ce­
ment, and em phasized the  need of 
insulating all burnable m aterial 
subject to heat radiated from 
stoves, furnaces and pipes. Hot 
ashes should be em ptied into 
m etal containers, the  fire chief 
continued, and clean the  chimney 
and check for cracks, loose briclw 
and m ortar. He urges th a t metal 
screens be placed in fro n t of the 
fireplace and portable heaters be 
placed so they can’t  be knocked 
over.

“D istribute enough ash tray s  in 
convenient places for smokers,” 
he stated, “and see th a t m atches 
are  out of reach of young chil­
d ren  and placed in safe contain­
ers. Check gas connections on 
portable heaters, and locate shu t­
off valves on pipe before rubber 
tubing.”

The danger signals of cancer 
are  as follows, she reported; any 
sore th a t does not heal, particu ­
larly  abo u t the  tongue, m outh or 
lips; a painless lum p of th icken­
ing, especially in the  breast, lip or 
tongue; progressive change in the 
color or sfee of a w art, mole or 
b irthm ark j persistent indigestion; 
persistent hoarseness, unexplain­
ed cough,:,or difficulty  in sw al­
lowing; bloody discharge or ir ­
regular blgeding from  any of the  
n a tu ra l bddy openings; o r any 
change ih  the  norm al bowel 
habits.

The d ire  need of funds is re ­
vealed w hen looking a t the  num ­
ber of Anwricans th a t die of can­
cer, and ih e  am ount of money 
available fb spend for th e ir  bene­
fit, D uring the  period of World 
W ar II, ^7,000 citizens of th is 
country died of cancer, and only 
two millicm dollars was available 
to  spend bn them , or average of 
not m ore 'jthan $3 apiece. A t the 
sam e limbi how ever, it is reveal­
ed, the nation paid $317 billion 
dollars fbr 280,000 lives lost in 
war. This ^ivcraged over a million 
dollars apiece.

I t strikes all 
ages, all races, and strikes on the 
average, one out of every  two 
homes. W ork to  conquer th is te r ­
rible d is u s e  is financed by the 
contributions of people th rough­
out the nation, contributions bad­
ly needed a t the present time.

Pollution control in Wisconsin

H unting and fishing dem ands 
upon the  152 national forests of 
the  United S tates have increased 
m ore rapidly  since the  w ar than 
the  supply of fish  and game, the  
W ildlife M anagem ent Institu te  
learned today  from  Lloyd W. 
Swift, of the  U. S. Forest Service. 
Records show th a t 4,650,000 
sportsm en hunted  or fished on 
national forests last year com par­
ed to  the  p re -w ar high of 3,540,- 
000 in 1941.

This situation, Sw ift reports, is 
causing grow ing concern to state 
and federal w ildlife adrninistra- 
tors who cooperate in attem pting 
to  supply as much gam e as the 
lands will support. The sta te  game 
departm ents are responsible for 
the  restoration and m anagem ent 
of resident w ildlife and the  Forest 
Service fo r m anagem ent o f the  
habitat. “If th e  presen t tren d  to ­
w ard m ore hunting  and fishing on 
these lands continues, and there  
is every indication th a t th is w ill 
be the  case for some tim e,” Sw ift 
stated, “it  may not be long before, 
in some areas, the supply of game 
on the  national forests w ill be 
insufficient to m eet sportsm en de­
mands.”

In certain  local forest areas, 
how ever, both in the  east as well 
as the w estern states, th e re  are 
too m any big gam e anim als and 
the large herds actually  are  im ­
pairing the  range and th e ir  own 
future.

Eureka, Kans., Apr. 30. The 
“Am erican Way of Life” has been 
m entioned by hundreds of w riters 
and speakers in the past few 
years. D uring the war. we heard 
a great deal about defending the 
Am erican Way. Our arm y and 
navy w ere dedicated to  its de­
fense by force of arm s and  the ir 
own lives. The rest p i us served as 
a second line of defense by way 
of w ork in defense plants, volun­
teer services, purchase of govern­
m ent bonds and contributions of
money.

Liberty  W ith Justice
A w ar-tim e advertisem ent il­

lustrated  the A m erican Way w ith 
a colored picture of an im m igrant 
fam ily—father, m other, and th e ir 
young children—eating the ir pic­
nic lunch under a big oak tree— 
all of them  healthy, prosperous 
and happy. The rise of millions 
of such men from  penniless im ­
m igrants to  happy home ow ners 
is the  best illustration  of the 
“A m erican Way.”

All these exam ples te ll some­
thing, bu t they don 't te ll enough. 
The best definition of the A m eri­
can Way is th a t it gives us “liber­
ty  w ith  justice and m ercy”. Li­
berty  has been dear to th is coun­
try  since its beginnings. The 
Europeans who came here as 
colonists came seeking freedom  
not available a t home. W hen they 
th ink  of w hat they w ould now be 
suffering if they o r th e ir parents 
had not come to America, they 
thank  God for the  A m erican Way.

What Experience Teaches
But liberty  w ithout restriction 

and m ercy would lead us back to ­
w ard pre-civilization and the 
chaos from  w hich we have slowly 
climbed. L iberty  under law, how ­
ever, is a  practical system  tha t 
works. The law  of this country is 
the  product of m en’s experience 
over the centuries. These two— 
our hard  won liberty  and our 
long-developed justice — are  the 
basis of the  A m erican Way of 
Life. \

I, therefore, believe in the 
Am erican Way of Life because 
IT WORKS. We don’t  always 
achieve the  ideal. Sometimes we 
don’t  even come close to  it; but 
always we do p re tty  w ell. The

closer to th a t ideal our efforts 
bring us, the  better our w ay of 
life works. Communism, Socialism 
and m any o ther “isms” have been 
tried  a t various lim es bu t they 
did not work.

Proof of the Pudding
1 w ant to m ention a few  things 

w hich prove th a t the  A m erican 
Way really  pays off—and pays 
be tte r th an  o ther ways th a t we 
see around us. F igures recently 
published show, for exam ple, th a t 
to  buy a dozen eggs the  average 
European has to  w ork ju s t about 
four hours, w hile an Am erican 
factory w orker can earn  a dozen 
eggs in a little  over half an hour. 
A pound of b u tte r—even th is year 
—costs not m uch m ore th an  '̂4 
of an hour w orking tim e here. It 
w ould cost the  average European 
eight hours—amj then  he prob­
ably could not find b u tte r to  buy!

Living conditions in  R ussian- 
dom inated countries do not bear 
out the Russian contention as to 
the  w onders of M arxism  and 
Communism. Bulgaria, w here the 
Russian shadow is dark , recently 
invited W estern reporters to  see 
th e ir b rave new  w orld; *but the 
reports only confirm ed our be­
lieve tha t, our poorest people are 
b e tte r fed, b e tte r  housed, better 
dressed than  any w orking people 
in any o ther country. O ur wage­
w orkers, moreover, are safer, 
happier and freer. B rita in  thus 
far has been unable to m ake So­
cialism  work. The South A m eri­
can countries under dictatorships 
find th a t one-m an ru le is m isrule.

Let Us Not Be Content 
, T here m ay well, be a middle 

ground betw een Capitalism  and 
Socialism w hich w ill m ake our 
A m erican Way even be tte r than 

now is. Hence, wc all should 
be open-m inded and alw ays in ­
sist upon justice to every group. 
The greatest crim e of Com m un­
ism is. th a t its leaders are  not 
content to le t it prove itself but 
they m urder all m inorities who do 
not agree w ith  them . The w orld 
cannot progress on such a princi-
