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ILET'S HAVE THE TRUE FACTS.

Under the heading, “The Real Fight Begins,” The Detroit
IEree Press a few days ago severely criticiz® the state legis-
lature for its refusal to adopt all of the suggestions of Gov-
ernor Sigler pertaining to his so-called “governmental re-
|[form” program.

Let it be said in the beginning that we have always
ladmired The Free Press for its editorial leadership and its
[purpose to serve what it believes to be for the best interests
of the great city and the state of which it has been an integral
[part for more than a century.

But here is one tirne we are in strong disagreement with
IThe Free Press and find it necessary to call attention to the
fact that through lack of information or failure to secure
Icorrect data, The Free Press has made numerous misstate-
Iments to the citizens of this state about the so-called “re-
form” program considered by the legislature in its recent
Isession.

There is but one issue involved in this whole matter.—
Shall the people of Michigan keep direct control of their
Istate government or shall it be turned over to the control of
bureaucrats who are beyond the reach of the ballots of the
people?

There is no other issue involved, no matter what the pro-
ponents of the proposed constitutional amendments or legis-
lative acts say or advise.

The Free Press calls attention to the fact that the legis-
lature failed to submit to the voters a number of constitu-
tional amendments, and says that:

“The most important was that calling for the
organization of a Department of Administration,
which would have taken over the operation of 118
separate boards, agencies and commissions.”

This assertion by The Free Press is a most careless mis-
statement of facts.

This proposal was NOT a constitutional amendment and
it did NOT propose to organize under the control of any one
department 118 boards, agencies and commissions.

This was a legislative bill creating a new governmental
bureau controlled and run by a group of bureaucrats.

Instead of abolishing several departments now UNDER
the control and direction of the state administrative board,
it simply gave them another name, kept all of the original
job holders and provided new jobs for new bureaucrats NOT
selected from a civil service list.

The bill, as a matter of fact, in its original form, reduced
the administrative board, made up of elective state officials,
to a mere nothing in the state government.

The Governor is chairman of the state administrative
board. The people look to him for results. He has unlimited
power under the original act. If a department head or a
state employe proves inefficient or-does not carry out an
order of the Governor, he can be removed instantly.

The Governor recently told the newspapers that in order
to remove any one from a state job he would have to file
charges of a criminal nature.

He is seriously mistaken about this. The administra-
tive board act says that any official or state employe who
fails to carry out the orders of the administrative board has
thereby committed malfeasance in office and can be removed.

Now we propose to junk all of this and give a group of
bureaucrats the duties and responsibilities of the elective
administrative board, because they say, there is too much
work for state officials to do.

Did you or any one else ever hear of a state official
dying from over-wotk in office?

The state DOES have many boards and commissions.
Some of them are constitutional bodies and can be abolished
ONLY by a vote of the people.

The most of them are regulatory boards, such as the
State “~ard of Law Examiners, the Michigan ~ard of Phar-
macy, the State Board of Dentistry, the Board of Registra-
tion in Medicine, the Board of Chiropractic Examiners, the
Board of Osteopathiic Registration and Examination, the State
Board of Accountancy, the Board of Examiners in Optometry,
the State Board of Examiners of Barbers, the Michigan Aero-
nautics Commission and the State Board of Cosmotology and
others of a similar type.

In another group there is the Commission of Agriculture,
the Michigan Agricultural Marketing Councif and the State
Soil Conservation Commission, the Michigan Tourist Council,
the Michigan Crippled Children Commission and many
others dealing with other problems’, of a statewide nature.

In fact boards and commissions of the type mentioned
make up almost the complete list that these self-proclaimed
governmental “reformers” are talking about.

The members of these boards and commissions serve
WITHOUT pay.

There are some 60 boards and commissions of this type.

Would The Free Press have the barbers examine the law-
yers and the lawyers examine the beauty parlor operators?
Or what would The Free Press propose under such a con-
solidation?

But The Free Press knows belter than -to seriously make
any such a proposal to the people of this**great state.

The Free Press knows, too, that-there are some state
agencies which copld and should rightly be consolidated. It
does NOT Itokc constitutional amendments to do this thing.
It can and should be done by legislative action.

But find ANYWHERE in the Governor’s message con-
vening the legislature in session a single recommendation or
suggestion as to what boards and commissions he proposes
to consolidate, or would like tp have abolished.

The writer favors consolidation of various state govern-
mental activities. Some time ago we prepared a bill to have
all tax collecting agencies consolidated with the revenue de-
partment. It provided for the transfer of the gas and weight
tax department from the Secretary of State’s office to the
Revenue department. It didn’t get anywhere because the ad-
ministration at that time was against it.

Did the Governor make any proposal in this message
providing for the consolidation of the various tax collecting
agencies?

Of course he didn’t.

The Free P r~ says the “reactionary character” of the
Legislature is responsible for failure to get on the ballot this
fall a proposal that the Governor have exclusive right to ap-
point the attorney general and the secretary of state.

This proposal is nothing more than a slick scheme to
TAKE AWAY from the voters their fundamental right to
nominate and elect their OWN attorney general.

If the people should vote to let the Governor appoint
the attorney general this official would become a mere pup-
pet of the Governor, writing orders and opinions as directed
by the Chief Executive, irrespective of what the public in-
terest might be.

Both the attorney general and the secretary of state are
members of the state administrative board. Now they func-
tion as independent officials and vote their own convictions.

Does any person with any commonsense think they
would vote as they believed best if they were appointed by
the Governor to the administrative board of which the Gov-
ernor is also chairman?

Asserting the belief that no law

is over more effective than its
enforcement, Rodney Lockwood
told Kiwanis members Tuesday
levening, May 4, that he believes
the Truman administration’ en-
forcement of the Tafl-Hartlcy
law has been slow.
I Mr. Lockwood, attorney for the
Detroit Hon»c Builders association
and vice president of the National
Association of Homo Builders, is
reputed to have made an exten-
sive study of labor legislation.

Two statutes governing labor,
he staled, are the State Labor
Mediation Act and the Taft-Hart-,.
ley Law. The first, which is state-
wide in scope, is enforced by the
county prosecuting attorney. Mr.
LockwoiKl explained, and the
latter law by the National La-
.bor Relations Board.

The Haw enacted by the state
reads ljiat a strike cannot be
called until employees reject by
election the la.st offer of the em-
ployer, jund call for strike, the
speaker told. This also permits an
employ<”r to sue a union or indivi-
dual cailising an illegal strike, Mr.
Lockwdod stated in summarizing
the act.

In edvering the highlights of
the Tafi-Hartley law, he first ex-
plained' that the purpose is to
prote)cl individual employees
againstitheir employers and un-
ions. It docs this, he explained,
by oufjlawing the closed shop,
eliminating union security clauses
and making it unlawful for an
employer to require a laborer to
join a union or not to join, or to
fire an employee for belonging
or not belonging to a union.

A handy guide to 150 most often
mispronounced Michigan place
names appears in the curr”t is-
sue of the conservation depart-
ment’s monthly magazine, for
benefit of tourists, radio announ-
cers and even residents who
stumble over Indian titles of
vacation towns.

Many seem to think, for in-
stance, that the second “g” in
Gogebic is a soft “g” as in garm
rather than a hard “g” as in gear;
visitors speak of OnTONagon
instead of OntonOGon. Radio an-
nouncers reading election returns
a Particularly offend local com-
munities with distortions of the
locally accepted sound of town
and county names.

No known guide to such names
was available, so the department
Frepared its own from prevailing

cal usage, of tongue twisters
like Kitchitikipi and names like
Seul Choix (SISH wah) that
def>' any standard pronunciation
rules.

The first 150 different names
are only a start on what the de-
paitment hopes will grow into a
comprehensive guide to the pro-
per pronunciation of Michigan
names. Corrections to the original
list are being solicited from the
communities concerned. And ev-
ery other community in Michigan
whose towns, rivers and lakes
have been wronged by the twist
of out-of-state tongues is invited
to add to the list the accepted lo-
cal way of speaking their impor-
tant place names.

Strawberries in shortcake make a
dream of a dessert.

“At the February meeting of
the Michigan Outdoor Writers,
Harry D. Rull presenigd the De-

ion that the state bounty should
cease, that $200,000 was too high
a price to pay for an extra 5,000
fox, especially when cats, owls,
skunks and other predators may
be equally destructive of game.

. “Considering only small game
‘such as pheasants and rabbits,
that view may be and possibly
is all right for the southern coun-
ties. But in the north there is an-
other aspect to the predator situa-
tion. Up there farms have large
areas of wooded land nearby, and
farmers go in for turkey and
sheep raising. With them it often
is a question of who will eat well
—they or the fox.

“And it is this section where
the professional trapper serves
a real need. Charlevoix is one of
the top turkey producing coun-
ties of the state—and fox tend to
be plentiful. Alcona according to
Stool raises lots of sheep, and
coyote, left to themselves, would
increase rapidly while the sheep
would decrease.

“Every winter, and sometimes
during the rest of the year, Stoel
gets calls from farmers for help.

Froward Sales
Planned by Evans

It has been announced by Evans
Products company, Plymouth,
that distributors are now being
franchised for nation-wide sale
of the “Evans Frostguard”.

This new product, using infra-
red rays, was developed by Michi-
gan State college, the Agricul-
tural and Industrial Foundation
of the Detroit Board of Commerce
and Evans engineers, for the pro-
tection of crops from frost -haz-
ards.

‘The Evans Frostguard’ is an
answer to agriculture’s old prob-
lem of frost damage to crops”,
£. S. Evans, Jr., president of the
company stated. “More than one
hundred Frostguards have been
installed this spring for extensive
testing in orchards, fruit, flower
and vegetable growing areas.
These tests, now being completed,
have already shown the wide-
spread success and applications of
the unit.”

Two installations recently made
in an acre block of currants at
Chester, West Virginia, protected
it from frost in a temperature of
25 degrees. Two flats of tomatoes,
placed inside the protected area,
were also free from frost, while
a pan of water placed alongside,
froze solid.

Using principles of infra-red
energy radiation, which heats the
plants rather than the surround-
ing air, the Evans Frostguard pro-
tects crops from low tempera-
ture conditions. It incorporates

a radiation chsunber fired by fuel
oil under pressure. Infra-red rays
are reflected from the sides of the
radiation chamber to the area to
be protected. Rays which would
ordinarily be lost into the upper
atmosphere are re-directed back
to the ground by a reflector on
top of the radiation chamber.

A cooperative newspaper ad-
vertising campaign is now being
prepared to provide distributors
and theii' outlets with support in
advertising Evans Frostguards.

Evans Frostguards installed in
orchards, fruit, flower and vege-
table growing areas, will make
possible: a potential saving to
American agriculture of many
millions, of dollars per year, and
could rftake available thousands
of tons of foodstuffs for hard-
pressed European countries.

It is estimated that more than
a half a million dollars is
lost through frost damage in the
United states alone each year.

thorities placed a dog quarantine
on all of Wayne county which is
effective until September 1 of
this year.

This was considered necessary
iK'causc of the number of rabid
dogs so far discovered in the
county. Tlie Wayne County
Health Department has a record
of 10 rabifl clogs since the first of
tile v(ar. In support of the quar-
antine. Dr. David Littlejohn,
Director of the Wayne County
Health department, released the
following statement:

‘ The T)utbrcak of rabios-appoars
to luivc centered in Canton town-
ship hut is now .spreading to other
areas. The cooperation of the
public .and especially of all dog
owners is necessary if the disease
is to ho stopped, dogs protected
and human lives safeguarded.

Already there has been a death
of a child from a rabid dog in an
adjoining county. We do not want
any cases of human rabies to oc-
cur in Wayne county. It is also
to the interest of all dog lovers
and their pots or hunting dogs to
have them protected against rab-
ies. We ask the public to give
careful consideration to the fol-
lowing:

1. “rho vaccination of all dogs
against rables. Any dog owner
should do till:; once each year, not
only for the protection of his dog
but also to safeguard his family.

2. The elimination of all stray
dogs and those without owners.

Hence, in this old-new world
of ours today, we have the ironic
situation that the UNITED States,
the UNITED KingdoVvn and the
U.S.S.R., tomorrow will be united
in their common need for capital.

“Producers”
are those who unite to produce
superior goods and-/ or services
at efficient costs. They, with the
help of the teachers and preach-
ers are the hope of America.

Price of Prosperity? Product.

Yes, | now feel that more good
years are possible, but like so
many other good things, they are
to be had only if we arc willing
to pay the price. Looking forward
to the potential prosperity of the
nineteen-fifties, the price-lag is
marked in bold letters for all to
read. It says: Wc all must pro-
duce more and .save more. Here,
then is the neighborly advice
which | am giving,—and trying
to take myself.

Do not look backward upon
things - as - they - were, howovxr
precious the memories, nor strug-
gle to keep Ilhings-as-thcy-are.
Rather, let’s all unite to create
new highs in living standards, in-
cluding standards both material
and spiritual. Work and faith are
the finst and final securities. If
wc put those first things first,
the nineteen-fifties can be good
to us all and we can forget “boom
and bust” for auhilc at least.
