Schools Gets Increasingly Acute

The Board of Education gave
superintendent Helmer Nelson
authority io purchase enough
seats and other room equipment
for three new rooms of grade
school children ntxt year. The
purchase will be easy, .says Mr.
Nelson, but the ro;,| problem fac-
ing school authorities is where the
equipment will be placed. At the
present time there arc no avail-
able rooms in cilher grade school
or in the high school building.

This year thCiC arc enrolled in
the grade schools 1,155 children
and out of this group 118 will
move into the high school build-
ing next fall. That will leave
1037 to ‘tart next year in the
grade.s. Unfortiinalely however,
there are known to be at least 210
new kindcrgulcn enrollments
ready to enter school and how
many new faiuilies that may have
moved into the district during the
year is not known and they could
add considerably to that number.

School authorities estimate that
the gi-ade enrollment will be at
least 1.317 and this would actual-
ly necessitate the addition of six
new rooms if they were to be
accomodated to their best advan-
tage. -However. Superintendent
Nelson feels that the school will
have enough difficulty finding.
three new rooms somewhere in
tlie district to at least house the
icf‘hlilldren when school opens next
all.

Special Planting Plans

Soil conservation and possible
increased yields are the outcome
when farmers plant across the
slope on geiitly sloping land, R.
G. Hill, extension soil conserva-
tionist at Michigan State college,
reports. ,

The effect of working across the
slope is the creation of thousands
of tiny dams which will trap
water during flash sumiier rains,

Hill advises that tits show
cross-sldpl; cultivation Jwill hold
water for crop use, save fertilizer,
and reduce erosion.

Run-off plots in soil tonserva-
tion districts have lost 30 to 40
percent of the summer rainfall
when worked up and down the
slope—compared to a 10 to 12 per-
cent loss from plots worked ac-
ross the slope. This saving has
had immediate effect in increas-
ing crops yields.

Thc specialist further notes that
cultivation on long, steep slopes
may require additional erosion
control practices to effectively
reduce run-off.

Here are directions for some of
the basic methods of cooking fish,
garnered by the Nutrition Service
of the American Red Cross. The
first is especially good for perch,
smelts or any other small fish

, weighing a pound or less.
BAKED SMALL FISH

Clean small fish weighing a
pound or less, removing heads and
:tails. Dip in salted milk (1 table-
spoon salt to 1 cup milk) then roll
lin fine, dry bread crumbs. Place
in greased baking pan. Sprinkle
with melted fat (about 1 table-
spoon for each pound of fish) and
bake in very hot oven, 500 de-
grees, for 20 minutes.

Lean fish are usually chosen for
boiling because they rdhiain firm.
Carp, cod. flounder, hake, had-
dock, halibut, pdrch, pickerel,
pike and whiting are usually
used. Large lake trout, salmon
and tuna are fat fish often served
boiled with a sauce.

BOILED nSH

Fill a deep sauce pan about 2/3

full of water to each quart of

'fish dry. Dip in milk then in a
Imixture of ~ cup each fine yellow
cornmeal and flour and 4 tea-
spoons salt. Heat about ~ inch
fat in heavy skillet. Fry fish until
brown on ohe side, then turn and
brown on other side. Allow 8 to 18
minutes for entire cooking process
depending on thickness of fin.

Many fish experts insist that
broiling is the best method of
cooking fish, from every point of
view. Fat fish are preferred for
broiling, but the drier ones may
be used if plenty of fat or oil is
added during the cooking. The
following are among thos& suit-
able for this type of cooking:
bass, bluefish, cod, haddock, hali-
but, mackerel, perch, salmon, sole,
crod, swordfish, trout and white-

fish.
BROILED FISH

Pre-heat broiler and broiling
rack thoroughly. Grease rack
well. Sprinkle fish with lemon
juice and brush over with melted
fat which has been seasoned with
salt and pepper (1 teaspoon salt
;and Va teaspoon pepper to \a cup

Cleaner, more attractive prem-
ises will invite more customers,
the Chief pointed out. More cus-
tomers mesii more money for
more improvements and modern-
ization which will in turn bring
in bigger sales.

To the businessman who wants
to climb aboard this profitable
meichant’s merry-go-round, the
Chief offered these suggestions in
cleaning up his store:

Remove all heaps of dirt, pap-
ers, rubbish in basement, packing
and shipping rooms and vy,qgrd.
Keep them as clean as possible.

Be sure oily waste or other
mgreasy material is put in metal
.waste cans which should be emp-
tied every day.

Keep aisles and entrances clear
of obstacles to exit. See that fire
escapes are safe and fire doors
are not blocked open.

Check for all woodwork oi’
other combustible material locat-
ed too near steam pipes, boilers,
flues or furnaces. Make certain
fuel supply is stored safely. Move
open flame lights away from any
burnable equipment.

Look over ail electric wiring,
and equipment for broken fix-
tures, loosened wires, cords loop-
ed over nails and fuses replaced
by improper current-carrying de-
vices.

Insist that smoking rules be
obeyed.

Inspect fire-fighting equipment.
Check sprinklers for coated or
corroded heads, obstructions, and
to sec if any part of sprinklers
or pipe is exposed to freezing.

Be sure combustible stock is
stored safely in a room with fire
walls.

See that the watchman visits
all parts of the building.

Chief McAllister announced he
has inspection guides on hand at
the fire headquarters. Prepared
by The National Board of Fire
Underwriters, they will assist you
in making an efficient clcan-up.

It has been asserted without
lany contridiction that Michigan’s
biggest income during the year
{is from the tourist travel. It has
been estimated that this income
runs up into the hundreds of
millions of dollars.

Large sums come from Ohio,
its people finding the nearby lake
regions of Michigan most conven-
ient places to spend their vaca-
tions.

But now comes forth a state-
ment from the Wildlife Manage-
ment Institute in Washington
which says that Ohio, too, profits
not only from its tourist business,
but that hunting and fishing
brings a direct or indirect income
into that state of more than $75,-
000,000.

The discovery of the fossils was
made during the summer field
session at the University’s Camp
Davis, near Jackson Hole, Wyo.
The fossils were found in southern
Montana, where a party of about
20 faculty members ai” students
were making a general geological
study of the area.

They found a series of beds
of shale which contained hun-
dreds of excellently preserved
insects and plants, Dr. A. J. Eard-
ley, professor of geology and di-
rector of field work at Camp
Davis, has reported. The fossils
provide the geologist with con-
siderable information about the
climate and topography of this
region 35 million years ago.

Among the insect fossils found
were some, such as the crane fly,
which have changed relatively
little through the ages since they
were imprisoned in the shale.
Modern trees were already com-
mon, with the willow, birch and
walnut being particularly promi-
nent in the newly discovered
1fossil beds.

Work in this fossil bed area
will be continued in 1948 in c
operation with the Montana Bur-
eau of Mines and the d. S. Geolo-
gical ~Survey, Dr. Eardley has
said.

The Edwin S. George Reserve,
near Pinckney. Michigan, pro-
vides the University of Michigan
with an “outdoor laboratory” of
mere than 1,000 acres. The area
is protected and is used by Uni-
versity students and research
workers studying problems of
wildlife.

Fish Prepared

Tempting ways for preparing
the “aristocrats of the Great
Lakes”, lake trout and whitefish,
will be found in a recent publi-
cation of the Michigan Agricul-
tural Experiment Station, East
Lansing.

Long a favorite with thos™ who
enjoy good food, fish can be
made even more appealing
through the use of the many re-
cipes listed in this colorfully il-
lustrated bulletin.

Methods of preparation includ-
ed are: frying, broiling, baking,
planking, boiling, simmering, and
steaming. A variety of recipes for
fish cassei;ples and salads is also
featured. Special sauces to be
served with fish are also describ-
ed.

For the amateur who feels that
fish cookery is complicated, the
authors have prepared sections on
how to buy fish, how much will
be needed for the family, and
methods of preparation. Identifi-
cation pictures of lake U'out and
white fish as well as* the yellow
perch and walleye make it easy
for the housewife to select the
fish at market. Since fresh fish
is a very perishable commodity,
one section of the bulletin deals
with the care of the fish in the
home.

The publication, last in a series
dealing with fishes found in in-
land waters, is entitled “Recipes:
Lake Trout and Whitfish”, and is
illustrated with a number of four
color illustrations of fish dishes.
