Inslitution oi Higher
Learning to Cost More
Than $4,000,000

Construction has started on
the erection of St. John’s Pro-
vential Theological Seminary
on Phoenix road, just east of
Sheldon road, which when
completed, will be one of the
largest and most important in-
stitutions of higher educatidn
maintained by the Catholic
church in Michigan.

The grounds have been
made ready for the new Iniild-
ings and construction on foun-
dations will be rapidly pushed
to completion. The cost of the
new school will run in excess

of $4,000,000, and when the
Structures are completed there
will have been added to the
Plymouth area another in.stilu-
lion of which this part of Michi-
gan will be proud to possess.

The new school will be devoted
chiefly to higher education of col-
lege graduates who are preparing
themselves for the priesthood. In
fact, it will be a school of philo-
sophy and theology, in charge of
the Sulpicean Fathers.

It is hoped to have the soh(»ol
sufficiently completed so that at
least 150 students can be admitted
by September in 1949. Ultimately
there are prospects that the cn-
Irollment may exceed.500.

I The site is a most desirable one

for such a purpose. It is located
directly on top of the hill on
Phoenix road across from the
Wayne County Training school.

cilities. The plans, it is stated, call
for a subway under Plymouth

road west of Middlebelt.

It is planned to start work
early in July and to have the
track ready for a race meet dur-
ing 1949.

It is stated that no other state
in the union will have a more at-
tractive or beautifully laid out
racing plant than the one to be
built in this vicinity. While New
York. Kentucky] California and
Florida have son”e attractive rac-
ing centers, those backing the
Michigan venture have planned
to far excell all that has been ac-
complished in other states.

I Facings come in several types
and many colors. Usually they are
cut on the bias and may be cotton
or rayon. If you plan to face a
cotton dress, a cotton facing is
- most desirable. The cotton dress
Ihas probably been washed sev-
eral times and shrunk as much as
lit ever will. For this reason it is
a good idea to shrink the facing
before putting it on the dress.
This is rather a nuisance at the
time because the facing it not
guite so easy to handle after
shrinking. But the final results
when you wash the dress will be
much more satisfactory.

Rayon facings arc desirable for
use on rayon or wool and make a
nice finish on the garment. Since
the majority of facings arc cut on
the bias, be careful not to put
them on too tight so that the hem
will show when finished.

Preservation of wilderness con-
ditions in some areas is impera-
tive if America is to save certain
wildlife species from extinction,
Sig Olson of the Quetico-Super-
ior Wilderness Council informed
the Wildlife Management Ihsti-
tute today. n

There are some species of mam-
mals that find it difficult, if not
almost impossible to conform to
changes in their primitive status.
Moose, caribou, timber wolves,
marten, fisher, and otter are of
this t3rpe. As soon as the loggers
moved in and cut the timber that
sheltered the lichens upon which
the caribou fed. these animals
moved to the north. When the
pines that were the hunting
grounds for the pine marten went
down, these furbearers were
forced into virgin territory. The
moose, while not deprived of food,
seemed to leave areas where man
roamed too frequently. The tim-
ber wolf though not greatly dis-
turbed by man’s proximity, suf-
fered because of a new method of
hunting against which it had no
protection—the airplane.

Over 100 wolves were Killed in
Superior Forest in 1947, mostly
by airplane hunting!. This is triple
the usual toll, and-Mt is doubtful
if the great gray timbers can
stand such a drain for long. This
species, indigenous to the north,
is a balancing factor to the her-
bivores on which it preys. Wolves
should be given enough protec-
tion from -the new menace so

that, at least, it can hold its own,
Olson states.

The same applies to the other
species mentioned. These types
cannot survive except under true
wilderness conditions. Small res-
ervations are not enough. These
species need expanse and room to
travel, need buffer areas to in-
sulate them from the effects of
encroachment. Such retreats as
the wilderness lake country of the
Quetico-Superior are ideal for
this purpose, but they must be
zoned against roads, planes, and
commercial developments or their
true worth will be nullified. Wil-
derness wildlife brooks no com-
promise. There is no half-way
wilderness for them. Unless their
environments stay wild, in the
true sense of the word, they soon
will be lost to us torever.

The establishment of the Que-
tico-Superior International Forest
will insure the preservation of
wilderness conditions along the
border lakes. From the standpoint
of wildlife management, preser-
vation will be a conservation vic-
tory of great value.

In basing seasonal hunting reg-

ulations upon current conditions,
Colorado has made an extremely
progressive change in big-game
management, the Waildlife Man-
agement Institute stated today.
The innovation, made possible by
an unusually flexible game law,
permits varying lengths of sea-
sons, extra local seasons, and open
seasons on either sex of a species
at the discretion of the state game
and fish commission after full
reports on rangj conditions are
received.
4 Regulations now will be formu-
lated only after meetings are held
with representatives of the For-
est Service, the Bureau of Land
Management, the National Park
Services and -esportsmen’s and
stockman’s groups to determine
range conditions.

‘These meetings,” said Director
C. N. Feast of the state Fish and
Game Department in reporting
the first meetings, “were held in
the interest of land-using groups
for the purpose of discussing the
condition of big-game ranges in
Colorado. The facts brought out
were prwented to the Commis-
sion by the state Department of
Fish and Game and served as the
basis for setting equitable and
biologically sound seasons and
Jimits on deer, elk, and other big
game.”

The new system will benefit
stockmen and landowners as well
as hunters and the game itself.
By permitting removal of surplus
animals from overstocked ranges,
the state will avoid disastrous lo-
cal over-populations. Conversely,
overshooting and depopulation of
understocked ranges will be ob-
viated. This undoubtedly is one of

.the most efficient systems of big-

game management adopted by
any state and might well be emu-
lated by others.

Maps and outlines for 50 canoe
trips are included.

A Dbill to authorize spending of
, federal duck-stamp funds to help
protect migratory waterfowl out-
side th)e territorial limits; of the
United States has been introduc-
ed by Senator A. Willis Robertson
of Virginia, the Wildlife Manage-
ment Institute reported today.
The proposed bill, S. also
would increase the price: of the
Migratory Bird Hunting Stomp to
$2 and .would strike out the clause
limiting the amount that can be
spent for waterfowl protection.

This bill is similar to the Ker-
sten Bill, H. R. 3802, which has
been tabled temporarily in the
House Committee on Merchant
Marine and Fisheries, except for
the clause permitting use of funds
outside the country. All phases of
this bill are needed urgently for
a well-balanced waterfowl pro-
gram. Increased protection is
needed badly in view of the in-
creased post-war mhunting pres-
sure. Management costs have in-
creased proportionately with
other costs, and more funds are
needed 40 preserve and increase
the waterfowl populations. Per-
mitting the Pish and Wildlife
Service to spend funds in cooper-
ation with Mexican and Canadian
officials would supplement the
work of Ducks Unlimited in Can-
ada and assure safe wintering
grounds in Latin America. Under
toth bills up to 25 per cent of
federal refuge areas could be
opened to public hunting when
duck populations are increasing.

A series of four bird charts
which will prove valuable to the
hunter, amateur ornithologist,
teacher, or nature student has
been issued by the Pennsylvania
Game Commission, the Wildlife
Management Institute disclosed
today.

Individual charts, the work of
the famous bird artist, Jacob
Bates Abbott, show winter birds,
summer birds, birds of prey, and
game birds of the Keystone state.
Although prepared for use in
Pennsylvania, the charts show
birds common through most of
the East and are suitable for use
as identification or teaching aids
anywhei;e in that region. The
charts measure 24 by 30 inches
and are available, in full color,
for $1.50 a set from the Pennsyl-
vania Game Commission” Harris-
burg.

Still fire, generally
caused by negligence, damages
350,000 homes and in addition de-
stroys enough timber and lumber
every year to build 140,000 five-
room houses, the chief pointed
out.

Think of those homeless coup-
les, the Chief urged, the next
time you’re off on a jaunflhfough
the woods and are lighting a cig-
arette or leaving a fire. Make
sure the match is completely dead
before throwing it away, he cau-
tioned, and the fire’s cold ashes
smothered with dirt before leav-
ing it.

He also warned householders
that all rubbish, papers and bric-
a-brac from closets, halls, base-
ments and attics should be clean-
ed outi Throw out everything
you’re not going to use, he said.

Also, check all fuses, stoves and
heaters to safeguard your home
against fire. Avoid forcing more
persons into the crushing compe-
tition for few available houses.

A guide of self-inspection pre-
pared by The National Board of
Fire Underwriters, may be had
at fire department headquarters.

Importance of a Trade

Too many young people are
going out into life inefficiently
eqwﬁped manually. Most of them
are helpless in putting a machine
together or in operating it or re-
pairing it. This applies to almost
everything from fixing a type-
writer to operating farm machin-
ery. Hence, our college graduates
go out into the world without the
respect of labor. Therefore, | be-
lieve every young person should
spend a year in some mechanical
business or school.

Some readers may be fortunate
enough to have a mechanically
inclined bo”™ or girl, but I am
sure that many readers will agree
with me that most children are
too helpless. -This is one reason
which gives labor leaders the
ability tb threaten us with strikes
and scare us with their propa-
ganda. This is especially impor-"
tant for those who expect to i
herit money or position. A year’s
training of this sort would be the
very best insurance that we could
possibly give our children and
grandchildren.

Get Some Mechamcal Training

Such a year’s training would
not take the place of a college
which teaches very necessary
foundations. I am simply appeal-
ing that after this formal educa-
tion is completed, before our
young people settle down, they
should take a year of intensive
training in mechanical work, ag-
riculture, ranching, oil production,
lumbering and the other basic
industries upon which our nation
ultimately must depend. Certain-
ly, they should know more about
the industries upon which their
food, clothing and shelter dc-
pends.

Custom-Free Gift
List Announced

Certain gifts can now be sent
exempt of customs duty to Itkly,
and until June 30, 1948 to Greece,
officials of the Plymouth post of-
fice state.

Local postal, authorities were
advised of the exemption dead-
line for Greece by the postal ad-
ministration of that country. The
following objects are included on
the exempt list: worn clothing-

pounds; worn footwear-four
pairs; new clothing, manufactur-
ed or not (except furs, nylon hose,
and silk garments; wool fabric or
wearing apparel*madc there from-
onc completed suit; leather or new
footwear made therefrom-onc
pair; bed coverings, sheets, nap-
kins, etc.-six and a half pounds;
food stuffs-six and one half of
each kind.

Should a parcel contain articles
other than those mentioned above,
the entire contents of the parcel
will be subject to customs duties,
the announcement states. Gift
parcels are subject to customs
examination in Greece, and may
be confiscated if it is found that
the contents have been falsely de-
clared.

The Italian government has al-
so decreed certain items, sent as
gifts, as customs free. Included
are food, including coffee up to
11 pounds, clothing, footwear,
soap, dentifrices, and medicines
addressed to individuals for their
personal use. Flour and cereals,
dried vegeUbles and food pastes
may also be sent to individuals,
communities, or to relief organi-
zations. with no custom duty
charged.
