Traffic Death Toll Con 
Be Reduced by Curbing 
Unsafe Pedestrian Acts

The short distance to the comer 
goes a long way toward keeping 
you alive, American pedestrians 
are warned by safety experts 
striving to reduce the huge an­
nual traffic death toll by curbing 
unsafe pedestrian acts. Approx­
imately 11,000 persons are run 
down and killed by motor vehic­
les every year—and half of them 
aVe crossing streets and rural 
roads between intersections.

Coming from behind parked 
cars and crossing the street at 
places other than designated 
crosswalks are the most danger­
ous things the man on foot can do 
in traffic, according to the Ac- 
cidli^t Prevention department, 
Association of Casualty and Sure­
ty Companies. Jaywalking killed 
over 3,200 and injured 51,000 
pedestrians in this country in 
1947, the Department pointed out. 
Walking in the roadway and 
crossing against the traffic signal 
are the next most important rea­
sons why so many persons lose 
their lives or are crippled for life.

Most deadly hours of the day 
during the spring months are the 
ones between 6 to 8 p.m. when 
heavy, homeward-bound traffic 
combined with dusk take a stag> 
gening toll in lijte and limb. Night­
time also is a danger period for 
pedestrians, 1 >ecause motorists 
have difficulty seeing them.

Walk in safety, warns the De­
partment, whi:rh offers the fol­
lowing timely lips to pedestrians:

1. Cross streets only at inter­
sections and in designated cross­
walks.

2. Cross with the signal.
3. Look both ways before cross­

ing.
4.1f you must walk in the road­

way. go on the left side facing 
oncoming vehicles.

5. Wear or carry something 
white when walkingj.at'night.

Dairying is Number 
One on List of State's 
Former Incomes

Michigan’s dairy industry, first 
among the farmers’ money-mak­
ers, brought state dairymen a 
total of approximately 228 million 
dollars in 1947, according to farm 
production figures from the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture.

Milk sold at wholesale account­
ed for the largest share of the 
total income. According to A. C. 
Baltzer, extension dairyman at 
Michigan State college, 70 per­
cent of Michigan’s milk produc­
tion was sold to plants ar^ deal­
ers and brought farm ers 169 mil- 

, lion dollars. The total sales of 
milk, cream, and butter brought 
208 million dollars. Value of milk 
and cream used by the farmers 
was about twenty million dollars.

Michigan’s production ranked 
sixth in the nation with almost 
six billion pounds of milk. Wis­
consin led with more than 15 
billion pounds of milk.

Michigan cows out-yielded the 
average cow in the United States. 
The average U. S. cow produced 
5,000 pounds of milk and 199 
pounds of butterfat. Michigan’s 
average cow produced 5,760 
pounds of milk and 228 pounds of 
butterfat.

June is being observed nation­
ally as Dairy Month. Many Mich­
igan farmers are joining with 
farmers all over the United States 
in contributing one cent a pound 
for all butterfat marketed during 
the month. Funds obtained from 
these voluntary contributions will 
be used by state units of the 
American Dairy Association for 
advertising, promotion, merchan­
dising, and research. It is estimat­
ed that 90 to 95 percent of the 
members of dairy marketing or­
ganizations are cooperating in 
this effort to assure future dairy 
markets.

cationist hopes for.

New England is a paradise for 
the motorist, for in that area he 
finds a combination of scenic and 
historic attractions that is beyond 
description. Rocky rugged coasts 
where’the surf breaks into white 
spray, and miles of sandy beach­
es, where gently rolling breakers 
sing a somnolent lullaby of 
peace and beauty. From the his­
torical angle, this area is the 
birthplace of Our nation. Its 
ports were the sanctuaries of the 
early explorers.

The Berkshires rise in their 
magnificent beauty as a living in­
vitation tp rest and play.

The Green 
mountains over in Vermont. 
Winding roads that lead you into 
peaceful forests and beside jew-r' 
elled lakes that bAkon you to 
linger. ^

Ah yes. New England in sum* 
mer is a w.md'erfully appealing i 
section for the vacationist. Ima* 
gine, if you will, the perfect pic* 
ture of a crescent beach, its 
snowy sands packed hard by the 
pounding breakers .sunny Sand! 
dunes..in the distance a rocky 
promontory, where the breakers 
roar and dash high into a cloud 
of white spray “homey” little 
cottages with, flower-filled gar­
dens white picket fences . |a  
background of ancient trees.

Now. think of yourself high 
in the most l>eautiful mountains 
in North America blue mists 
rising from the ravines silvery 
waterfalb laughing their way 
down the rocky hillsides, wind­
ing trails through the silver bir­
ches and the emerald beauty that

is spruce golf, if you want- it. 
and hoses to r»de if you want to 
leave your car for a few hours, 
an dcozv old inns w here you can 
have horne-cooked food and, 
pray, what add.s more to a vaca­
tion than good food?

You know, of course, that 
much of Maine’s fame,.as a vaca­
tion state is based on the excel­
lence of its inns and hotels and 
on the fact that since America 
was in its swaddling clothes 
Maine innkeepers have been dis­
pensing hospitality of a high or­
der. Yessir, in Colonial days tra­
velers into Maine by stagecoach 
or on horseback returned to they  
more urban homes to rave over 
the friendliness of the innkeepers 
and to wax eloquent over Maine 
cooking.

Lake Sunapee is one of the 
state’s most gorgeous bodies of 
water with its wooded promon­
tories emerald islands in the 
blue of the water white-sailed 
little craft moving silently be­
fore the wind the Indians called 
this lake “Si>onpi” which meant 
goose water, because of the myr­
iad wildfowl.

Vermont has been described as 
a continous natural park, and, 
my friends, it is not far from 
just that.

‘These accident ha^rds can 
e^ ily  be explained by the weath­
er.” says Thomas N. Boate. direc­
tor of the Public Safety DivUion

Excessive heat accidents take 

two forms—sunstroke and heat 
prostration —.th e Accident Pre­
vention Department warns.

A sudden, splitting headache is 
the first warning of sunstroke, 
after which the victim falls un­
conscious. The temperature some­
times rises as high as 110 degrees 
and first aid should be for the 
purpose of bringing the tem­
perature «iown.

In heat prostration, on the other 
hand, the victim’s temperature 
drops and he has a chilled, clam­
my feeling. Regardless of how 
hot the day, first aid treatment is 
to raise the body temperature. In 
either ca^  a doctor should be 
called immediately.

Reason for the sudden rise in 
traffic deaths for small children 
during the Spring months is that 
they are released from confine­
ment indoors and allowed to play 
outside. A majority of the deaths 
are pedestrian accidents where 

j^ungsters run out into streets 
TOT driveways and are struck by 

motor vehicles. Parents would 
do well to ignore the currently 
popular cowboy song and “fence 
them in”, the Department safety 
men said. To motorists they added 
the advice to be extra pausious 
while driving in residential areas.

Henry J. Taylor, well-known 
to listening audiences through 
his program, “Your Land and 
Mine”  is the author of an article. 
‘Is  Russia Prepared to Make 
World War?”, in the June issue 
of the Readers Digest.

As a correspondent during the 
war, Mr.. Taylor travelled more 
than IdO.OOg n»iles talking with 
military & political leaders in 31 
countries and covering virtually 
every fighting front. He was the 
last American to enter Germany, 
and get out of it, before Hitler 
declared war on the United States.

Nutrition Aids
from the

American Red Cross 
Nutrition Service

During summer vac a t i o n s 
there will be more than the usual 
number of requests from Ply­
mouth children for between-meal 
snacks. Most of the young fry, es­
pecially the more energetic onek 
are better for having something to 
eat in the middle of the morning 
and again in the afternoon. They 
not only replenish their energy 
but have an opportunity for re­
laxation from strenuous activity.

In many neighborhoods candy, 
frozen water ices and pop are the 
usual refreshment. All of these 
supply energy because of their 
high sugar content but they offer 
little or nothing else in the way of 
elements needed for growth and 
good health.

Clever mothers take the time to 
have on hand simple and attrac­
tive foods thjit p r o v i d e  more 
nourishment to offer in place of 
these sweets. It’s easier, of course, 
to get the moppets to accept them 
if there is agreement among the 
mothers in the neighborhood.

An occasional untidy kitchen 
when the children mix their o\yn 
drinks and extra time for getting

supplies on hand are a small price 
to pay for healthier children.

EniVgetic play develops a ter­
rific thirst so cool drinks are the 
natural choice for between-meal 
snacks. Fruit juices of all kinds 
are excellent. There are enough 
different kinds on the market to 
have a different one each day for 
a week, especially if an occasional 
mixture is used. Perk them up oc­
casionally with a squirt of ginger- 
ale or charged water.

The Nutrition Service of the 
A m e r i c a n  Red Cross suggests 
using these "little meals" to help 
get in the day's full quota bf milk 
the richest source of calcium for 
building strong bones and teeth. 
Chilled milk with crisp crackers 
or plain cookies is always good but 
for an occasional treat give the 
children one of the drinks for 
which the recipes are given below.

CHOCOLATE MILK SHAKE
Two cups fresh whole milk or 

I cup evaporated milk and 1 cup 
ice water, V4 cup chocolate syrup, 

I and 2 scoops vanilla or chocolate 
ice cream, if liked, 

i Put all the ingredients into a 
shaker or jar with tight cover. 
Shake until well mixed. Serve at 
once. Makes two generous serv­
ings.

GRAPE SHAKE
{ Two and one-fourth cups grape 
juice, m  cups evaporated milk 
and 1*2  cups water and chopped 
ice or 3 cups chilled fresh whole 

1 milk.
Have all i n g r e d i e n t s  cold. 

Shake together vigorously. If 
grape juice is either too tart or 
too sweet to suit taste adjust by 
adding a little lemon juice or 
sugar. Makes 6 servings.

‘ BANANA MILK SHAKE 
( One cup chilled milk, 1 med­
ium ripe banana, mashed, ^  cup 
orange juice. 1 teaspoon sugar, 
1 pinch salt, and 1 large spoon­
ful vanilla ice cream (optional).

Combine in shaker or jar with 
tight cover and shake well. 
Makes I large or 2 small servings.

Time and again, 
I have heard businessmen say,

worth a p lugg^ nickel to me”.

America is what she is today 
because of the blood and sweat 
of our forefathers. Only your 
willingness and ability to pro­
duce to capacity will keep her 
great. Hence, such traits as re­
sponsibility, persistence, courage 
and enthusiasm, will go a long 
way to help you act and get 
things done. Adaptability and 
flexibility, the power to think 
and reason clearly, are also 
traits much sought by employers.

In ^ r ta n c e  of Character
But above everything, the most 

important qualification is Char­
acter. It seems to me that without 
question there is nothing more 
important in an employee than 
a strong character. The man of 
character is the man who gives 
an honest day's production, and 
then some, for his day’s wages. 
He is the man who gets ahead. 
There will always be opportunity 
for well-trained, serious-minded, 
young people of character.
