An unusually  large crop of 
early  potatoes is already resu lt- 
ing in  heavier supplies in P lym ­
outh  stores. A lthough th is may 
not bring about greatly  reduced 
prices for the  consum er because 
of the  price support law  it should 
assure be tte r potatoes for the 
money, hence less w aste in p re­
paration.

These early  potatoes can't be 
stored for long periods of tim e 
so they 're  not suitable for export. 
H om em akers who use m ore than 
the  usual am ount of potatoes w ill 
help preven t w aste of palatable 
and nutritious food and a t the 
sam e tim e reduce the use of cer­
eals w hich can be exported to  
help the  under-fed  children 
abroad.

Potatoes are  good* from  any 
point of view. Their bland of fla­
vor m akes them  popular partners 
for meat, fish, cheese and other 
more highly flavored vegetables. 
For the  same reason they can be 
served tw ice a day occasionally 
w ithout boring the  family.

New potatoes are waxy, ra ther 
than m ealy in tex tu re  so they 're  
perfect for boiling, cream ing and 
salads. The N utrition  Service of 
th e  Am erican Red Cross suggests

Scrub potatoes and boil in ja c ­
kets until almost tender.

STIFLED POTATOES
G rease a heavy skillet and in 

it  arrange alternate  layers of 
th in ly  sliced potatoes and onion, 
seasoning each w ith sa lt and pep­
per. Add boiling w ater un til it 
can be seen through the  top lay ­
e r  of potatoes. Cover pan closely. 
S im m er vegetables gently  until 
w ater is absorbed and vegetables 
are  tender. If w ater is not absor­
bed com pletely rem ove lid for 
last few m inutes of cooking to 
allow it to  evaporate.

ThWe potatoes are  a good ac­
com panim ent for golden brown 
slices of pan-fried  fish w ith 
stew ed tom atoes for a second 
vegetable and le ttuce w i t h  
French dressing for cool con­
trast. For dessert serve fru it 
gelatin  topped w ith  custard 
sauce.

F ir  plywood is m anufactured 
only from  prim e logs, of giant, 
old growth, Doughlas firs usually 
from  th ree  to eight feet in d ia­
m eter. The cross-grain construc­
tion of plywood makes it  split- 
proof so nails may be driven near 
the edge w ithout danger of sp lit­
ting. Called “no t presses,” giant 
m achines set th e  w aterproof 
glues of ex terio r plywood in 
about five m inutes.

Figures are often quoted which 

give th e  value of cash crops in 
dollars and cents, bu t George 
Brown, head of the  anim al hus­
bandry departm ent a t Michigan 
S ta te  college, says we sometimes 
overlookz th e  value of th a t simple 
crop------grass.

Brown cites th e  exam ple th a t 56 
p e r c ^ t  of our land area would 
produce no hum an food w ithout 
grass w hich is converted by live­
stock into m eat, milk, bu tter, 
wool, cheese, leather, medicinal 
supplies and countless other aids 
to health  and w ell being.

D uring the  ^|ecent G rass Day 
program s held L throughout the 
state, m any Michigan jfarmers 
learned th e  im portance of grass 
and legum es in a balanced farm ­
ing program . They saw dem on­
strations of new  hay m aking 
m ethods and learned of improved 
ways of handling and using these 
crops. The Michigan S tate college 
Cooperative Extension Service, 
sponsor of th e  program , w orked 
closely w ith  county agricu ltura l 
agents and local com mittees to 
see th a t no phase of grassland 
form ing was neglected in the  
G rass Day program s.

The im portance of gras.s cannot 
be underestim ated. Brow n be­
lieves. In fact, one of the great 
differences between a land of 
plenty  and a land of famine is in 
the  am ount of food m anufactured 
from  roughages vA’iich canndt 
be utilized as hum an food. The 
continent of Asia produces w ith ­
in 5 percent as much hum an food 
in the  form  of d ry  m a tter as does 
the  United States, but only 2 p er­
cent of th is  food comes from

livestock products in com parison! 
to 25 percent in N orth  America. {

The M ichigan Conservation departm ent has for a long tim e 
urged th a t M ichigan people stop picking the  showy, lady slipper, a 
rare  M ichigan native orchid th a t d e c re a se  in num bers so alarm ingly 
th a t once it was feared the species m ight disappear.

The flower has recently found a pow erful friend in F rankfo rt’s 
W. G. W aterm an, botdhy protessor em eritus of N orthw estern Uni­
versity.

A fter 10 years' w ork w ith  the  rare  plant, W aterm an reports, in 
the national magazific of a wildflower preservation society, th a t he 
has succeeded in reproducing the  plant from  seed, bringing up five 
seedlings. He has 50 transi^an tea  showy lady slippers in his gar­
den, and last season counted more than  200 blossoms on them.

The w ork requires patience, because it  takes 12 to 15 years 
from  germ ination to  flow er production. Even in its native m arshy 
habitat, the  p lan t’s reproduction is poor, w ith  only 10 per cent of 
the blossoms producing seed, and only afte r two or th ree  years in 
the ground does the germ inating seed produce leaves.

The showy lady slipper is one of the  w ild flowers M ichigan 
law says m ay not be offered for sale w ithout w ritten  perm ission of 
the ow ner o f  the  land, and the  conservation departm ent, in its edu­
cational work, advises both school children and the ir eiders th a t 
picking such plants w ill kill the individual plant, w hile persistent 
picking w ill w ipe o u f  the species.

Car ow ners from  cities and villages chalk up 79 miles out of 
every 100 miles driven over Michigan thoroughfares, according to 
“Highw ay Needs in M ichigan,” the engineering analysis of road d e ­
ficiencies recently released by the  Michigan Godd Roads Federation 
Highw ay S tudy Committee.

Of the  rem aining 21 miles, ru ra l owned vehicles account for 16 
and out-of-state cars contribute six.

“A breakdow n showing how the annual trave l of urban, ru ra l 
and out-of-slate vehicles is distributed among the  various highway 
systems is im portant in deciding the distribution of road expenses 
and revenues,’’ according to  O tto S. Hess, G rand Rapids, P resident 
of the M ichigan Good Roads Federation.

Traffic origin and  destination studies com pleted by th e  H igh­
way S tudy Com m ittee engineering staff reveal the following signifi­
cant facts:

U rban vehicles contribute the m ajor share of the traffic on rural 
roads as well as on city streets, accounting for 67 out of every 100 
miles of trave l on all ru ra l roads, 76 out ot every 100 miles on ru ra l 
state trunklines, and 91 out of every 100 miles on urban  streets;

D etroit vehicles alone account for 17 out of every 100 miles of 
travel on ru ra l trunklines, w hereas vehicles ow ned in  ru ra l areas 
contribute only 14 out of every 100 miles of ru ra l trunk line  travel;

Residents of cities and villages of less than  5,000 population 
account for 20 out of e v e ^  100 miles of trave l on ru ra l trunklines 
and for the same proportion of travel on ru ra l roads;

R ural vehicle o^mers, who do three-fourths of the ir driving on 
ru ra l roads, contribute 24 out of every 100 pniles of the  travel on 
these roads but account for only 7 out of every 100 miles of travel 
on city streets;

Cars and trucks from  the four neighboring states of Ohio, Illi­
nois, Indiana, and Wisconsin contribute an estim ated 88 out of every 
100 miles of out-of-state travel on ru ra l s ta te  trunklines, w ith Ohio 
vehicles alone contributing as much traffic as the o ther th ree  states 
combined.

Statistical records of the  conservation departm ent’s fish division 
confirm both the drastic slum p in yellow pikeperch (w alleye) pro­
duction from  Saginaw  bay and the continued expansion of sm elt 
production from  Lake Michigan.

Saginaw  bay fishermen took only 64,349 pounds of “yellows” 
th is April, less than  half the  catch in April, 1947. of 128,919 pounds, 
and th a t take in  tu rn  was far below the 1946 A pril harvest of 596,163 
pounds. Last year of the rich big hauls th a t m ade the bay’s spring 
w alleye fishing fam ous was 1 ^ 2 , w hen 1,303,438 pounds w ere 
brought io  4he docks.

Bay fishermen blam e pollution for. m uch of the  oikeperch de­
cline, and w eather has been a handicap to production in  recent 
seasons.

The L ake M ichigan sm elt catch reached 558,892 pounds in the 
first four m onths of th is year, up from 341,572 pounds in 1947, 59,788 
pounds in  1946. 43,483 pounds in 1945, and  less than  200 pounds in 
1944. Peak  smelt production of the lake was 3,019,543 pounds in 
1941, ju st two years a ftw  production reached a level a little  above 
th a t of the curren t year—̂ 12,650 pounds in 1939.

Lake M ichigan has the  principal commercial sm elt fishery of the 
G reat L,akes region, w ith production centered in  G reen Bay.

W hile women’s deaths by drow ning increased m ore than  50 per 
cent in 1947. the  fact rem ains th a t nine out of ten  people who drown 
in Michigan arc men and boys, according to figures released by the 
M ichigan D epartm ent of Health.

There w ere 39 women and girls am ong th e  307 persons who 
drowned in Michigan in  1947. There were 25 women and girls among 
the 265 persons who drow ned in the  state in 1946.

Two th irds , ot the drow nings in the sta te  occurred during the 
three sum m er months, June, Ju ly  and August. However the  larger 
share of deaths during these m onths did not occur a t swimming 
beaches. N early as m any occurred in livers as in lakes.

Rivers look the lives of 83 persons; lakes, 97 persons; boating 
accidents, 43 persons: and quarries and miscellaneous places, 84 
persons.

Nearly half of the river deaths were' of children under 15 years 
of a g ^  Lake deaths w ere about equally  divided among those over 
and under 25 years of age. Boating accidents w ere concentrated in 
the 15 to  45 year age group.

Tw enty-throe of the  39 women and girls who drow ned w ere 
under 15 years of age.

Swim 
only on a guarded beach. Do not swim in sw ift w ater. Do not 
swim  alope. Do not swim a t night. Don’t  swim  w ithin  tw o hours 
afte r a hearty  meal. Don’t continue to swim w hen you are
tired. Do not dive into extrem ely cold w ater or in to  w ater of an 
unknovim depth. Rem ain seated w hen aboard small boats. Do not 
take boats out in sw ift curren t or w hen a storm  threatens.

These m aterials can be danger­
ous if handled incorrectly, he j 
w arns. Spraying and dusting 
m aterials should be stored in 
closed m etal containers aw ay 
from  kitchen food stocks. A res­
p ira to r should be used w hen 
spraying or dusting if the m ater­
ial blows back in the  operator’s 
face. Fum es can sometimes be 
dangerous and the  body should
be kept well covered------do not
spray w ith the  arm s or legs bare. 
Em pty bags should be burned, 
tak ing  care to avoid exposure to 
fumes.

The m any new  specialized 
m aterials requ ire  some additional 
safety rules, Roth advises. He 
urges users to read the  label on 
each package carefully, noting its 
its w arnings and instructions 
and to follow them  closely.

Michigan’s tax  structu re  is 

dangerously sensitive 'to the  ups 
and downs of economic condi­
tions, according to  a statem ent 
released by H arry  Steffens, d ir­
ector of the Michigan Survey, 
state taxpayer organization.

The sales tax . gasoline taxes 
and m otor vehicle registrations 
accounted for nearly  80 per cent 
of the  sta te’s to tal tax  revenue 
in the  fiscal year 1947, says S tef­
fens, and all th ree  are  acutely a f­
f e c t ^  by prosperity and depres­
sion trends.

t The sales tax  alone yielded 55 
per cent of Michigan’s tax  reve­
nue in fiscal 1947, and of the  23 
states levying general sales ta x ­
es, only one, West Virginia, drew  
a higher percentage of its income 
from this source.

Gasoline and motor vehicle 
taxes contributed 13 and 11 per 
cent, respectively, of the  s ta te ’s 
tax  revenue for the same year. 
Combined taxes on alcoholic be­
verage sales, property, insurance 
companies, inheritance and gifts, 
corporations and pari-m utuels 
brought in only 19 per cent of the 
total.

M ichigan’s sales tax  yield took 
a spectacular jum p of 35 per cent 
in 1947 over 1946, and w ith col­
lections of approxim ately $185 
m illion for the  cu rren t year, will 
show an increase of 17 per cent 
over 1947. H ealthy increases of 
about 10 p e r  cent are forecast for 
th is year in gasoUQe and m otor 
Vehicle taxes.

In  the la test report %f the  state 
budget director, income from  the 
new  3-cent cigarette tax  is esti­
m ated a t $19.2 m illion for the 
cu rren t year, and $22 million for 
fiscal 1949.

Con>menting on these figures 
and trends, Steffens said: “The 
big increases in revenue from  the 
sales tay , gasoline and m otor ve­
hicle taxes are  a by-p;:oduct pf 
high incomes and free  spending- 
-bCt w hat goes up in g c ^  times 
will-go dow n in  bad times.

“If  Michigan bases fu tu re  
spending program s .on such ’sen­
sitive’ taxes, accounting for four- 
fifths of its tax  revenue, those 
responsik^e for the  s ta te’s bud­
gets and expenditures should 
bear thip dact constantly in mind.

“I t also m ust be rem em bered 
th a t > under the  sales tax  d ive r­
sion am endm ent, 78 per cent <h 
funds from  th is sovu*ce are  e a r­
m arked for cities and schools - - 
the  cities getting one-six th  of the 
total, and schools the  o ther five- 
sixths.’’

Michigan is the  greatest “out* 
door” state east of the  Rocky 
M ountains, and righ t now the 
blue smoke from  cam pfires is 
rising skyw ard as nature-lovers 
head into the  forests and pause 
beside azure lakes to cook the ir 
own breakfasts and lunches and 
dinners. I t may be th a t your ap* 
petite is a b it captious a t home, 
but, believe me, when you’re  in 
the  g reat outdoors you can al* 
ways eat—and th a t’s w hat we’re 
going to ta lk  about.

The joys of camping are  m ulti­
plied a h u n d i^ fo ld  by good 
food, and the  preparation o f tha t 
food is simple here in Michigan.
The state has provided literally  
hundreds of along-the-h(ighwRy 
stoves, so th a t you m avj^ravel in 
any direction and fm d v places 
ju st begging for the  p re i^ ra tio n  
of a midday snack. T railer camps 
also are adequately ecnA pp^, 
and these days hundrM is'of ou t­
door enthusiasts carryLth#ic,ow n 
portable grills.

I would 8tr<mgly urge th a t the 
outdoor enthusiast alw ays carry  
a bag or so o f  charcoal to  obviate  
the  necessity for scouting fire­
wood, and I also w ould suggest 
cooking utensils and dishes spe­
cifically for the  outdoor cooking.

From  tim e to tune through the 
sum m er m onths I’ll haul off and 
do a  little  outdoor cookery yam , 
but righ t now I ’d  like to  pass on 
a couple of new  recipes ideally 
suited for th is roadside luncheon | 
o r dinner. The first one is for a 
super-shish-kabab, a dish p ro ­
viding th e  m ain d ish  for an y ­
body’s meal.

For four liberal servings you'll 
need V2 pound lean veal, 2 m edi­
um tomatoes, 1 pound m ush- 
rck>ms. salt. pound c a lfs  liver. 
2 m edium onions, 4 T  olive oil, 
pepper, */2 pound bacon, 1 green 
pepper, 1 lemon, and  dry  m us­
tard.

Use skew ers m ade of steel w ire 
and sufficiently  lohg to extend 
across the  fire.

Slice tomatoes 
and onions and cut green pepper 
into proper sized pieces.

Serve on w ire, sprinkling with 
rem aining sauce.

For superf-super-ham burg«^ 
use 2 p o u n ^  ground round steak,
1 cup celery, 1 T  parsley, 2 eggs,

pound ground lean pork, I 
large onion, 2 m edium  tomatoes,
2 cups rice krispies o r corn flakes, 
1 T  black pepper and sa lt to 
taste.

Into beef and pork, w ell mixed, 
cut the  onion, celery, tomatoes 
and parsley. Add salt and pepper. 
Mix thouroughly. W ork in the 
eggs, unbeaten. Finally,'’ w ork in 
the  krispies or corn flakes. Form 
into four patties and fry  in a bit 
of fat, covering the  pan tightly  
th a t m iddle of patties w ill cook. 
This requires a ta rt salad, possi­
bly a tossed salad w ith  lemon 
ju ice and olive oil dressing.

C lothing and  Shelter 
The w eaving of cloth w ill in all 

probability  be elim inated in the 
not too d istan t fu tu re . A ll of our 
clothing, rugs and upholstery 
w ill be m ade the  sam e as paper 
is m ade today. Raincoat m anu­
facturers a re  a lready  using such 
m aterial. Our new  houses w ill 
sometime be pre-fabricated  and 
w ould be today w ere it not for 
the  crazy ru les of labor unions 
and the  an tiquated  building 
codes. Then th e re  w ill be a re ­
duction in th e  cost of living from  
w hich w agew orkers w ill get a 
real benefit fa r  exceeding any­
th ing  w hich the  union labor lead ­
ers have thus fa r  given thent.

Before too m any years a s ta rt 
w ill have been m ade tow ards us­
ing w ater and soil fo r fuel. W ire­
less and television w ill have been 
developed so as to unable -  - for 
all practical purposes - - the in ­
stantaneous t  r  a  n  s m i s s io n  or 
transporta tion  of us as individ­
uals. Wc w ill no longer need to 
take  a  tra in , autom obile or air-< 
plane for a conference a  thou­
sand miles away.

Im portance of D ecentralisation 
A nother very  im portant de­

In  fact, I have almost 
decided to devote the  rest of my 
life to aiding th e  decentraliza­
tion of cities, industries and 
large educational institutions. 
Not only is decentralization the 
only defense against atomic and 
bacteriological attacks, bu t it is 
fundam ctital to efficient, eco­
nomical and dem ocratic living. 
We, moreover, m ust not be con­
ten t w ith  these m aterial develop­
m ents bu t m ake certain  th a t we 
progress spiritually  as well. The 
greatest need now is for better 
m ental motivation.
