Stale Police Urge
Traffic Safety

“Spe” kills— take it easy!”

This is the traffic safety theme
to be stressed during the month
of July by police agencies of
Michigan, according to ~rgeant
Henry P. Kozowicz, command-
ing officer of the Detroit post of
the Michigan State Police. The
campaign is part of a year-round
traffic education program spon-

sored by the National Safety
council under the title of “Oper-
ation Safety.” *

“Modem, smooth running cars
give a delusion of safety when
running at high speeds,” Ser-
geant Kozowicz .said. “No car,
however, is safer than its driver,
and the records show that speed
is a factor in accidents more of-
ten than any other viol®ion.
Speed is likewise a contributing

cause in two out of every five
traffic deaths.” N
Contrary to general belief,

Michigan docs have a speed law
that applies to the open highway.
Sergeant Kozowicz pointed out.
“Unless a zone is posted with
signs, the law does not designate
any specific .speed limit outside
of business and residential dis-
tricts,” the officer said. “But it
docs provide that driving too
fast for conditions is a violation.
By conditions is meant such con-
siderations as the vccathcr. vol-
ume and rale of flow of traffic,
condition of highway. and
whether it iWday or night.

Although the accident record’
is not increasing proportionately |
with the increase in traffic, nov- j
crthcless it is at a hew peak and j
groMving, Kozowicz stated. Last
year 1,444 persons were Kkilled
and 39.639 injured in 137,619
traffic accidents in* Michigan.

“There just aren’t enough po-
licemen to control the situation,”
Kozowicz said. “If we are to re-
duce accidents, drivers must po-
lice themselves by being con-
scientious in the operation of
their cars. They must also be
alert for the unexpected, espec-
ially carelessness or recklessness i
on the part 6f the other driver.

Official Explains
Gas Heat Setup

Consumers Power company
will be unable to connect any
additional gas house heating or
other space heating customers
for at least two or three years,
division manager David L.
Brown said today.

Mr. Brown said many inquiries
al*ut gas house heating have
Aen received from people who
apparently misunderstood an or-
der issued *y the Michigan Pub-
lic Service Commission last week.

The commission granted Con-
sumers authority to pass along
to its larger gas customers part
of the extra expense involved in
obtaining special emergency sup-
plies of gas to protect gas
service next winter. It-announc-
ed that K would not authorize
the company at this time to dis-
continue entirely the connecting
of customers who usew.gas for
other purposes than house heat-
ing or space heating. Consumers
earlier had suggested that it
might be”iho gecessary to ban
new customers of all kinds.

‘The ban on connecting new
house heating and other space
heating customers remains in ef-
fect.” said Mr. Brown. We would
very much like to [lift it, of
course, butjpresent indications
are that it will be impossible to
add any house heating for at
least two or three years. We
must wait until there is greater
pipe line capacity between our
storage" field.s and the natural
gas fields of Texas, Oklahoma,
and Kansa.s. and also until pres-
sures in.the storage fields arc
built up. td a more satisfactory
level. *

VIn the meantime we are con-
tinuing to connect new custom-
ers who want gas for cooking or
water cheating or for industrial
or commercial purposes—pro-
vided the commercial or indust-
rial use (lues not exceed 25,000
cubic feel per month,”

Seventy-five bishops of the
Protestant Episcopal church in
the United States are now in
England where they have been
in attendance at the Lambeth
conference of the Church of Eng-
land—the mother church of the
Anglican communion. This is the
first meeting of the conference
since 1930. and the eighth in the
history of tHb church.'Some 330
bishops are in attendance, and
more than 200 of these are from
outside the British Isles. The
Archbi.shop of Canterbury, Dr.
Geoffrey Fisher, presides over
the conference which, he says,
“meets at a time of extraordinary
confusion in the world." -«

“Christianity is not a oeauti-
ful dream; A is not merely a
hauntmgly lovely poem of a
fearless revolutionary who lived
1900 years ago”, said Francis B.
Sayre, president of the Trustee-
ship council of the United
Nations and former assistant sec-
retary ot State of the U. S., in a
recent address at Princeton The-
ological seminary. “It is not a
way of escape.* It is an intensely
practical way of life for here and
now. It is a unique and God-giv-
en revelation of the only possi-
ble foundation upon which a hu-
man society can be built that will
satisfy the eternal demands of
the human heart and thus prove
stable and permanent .... The
choice between the pagan way
of war or a peace built upon jus-
tice and Christian brotherhood
will in all probability determine
within the next decade or two
the fate of western civilization.”

A group of Japanese alumni of
Aoyama Gakuin. the Christian
college’ which "was mainlined
by the Methodist church in To-
kyo before World War Il and
whose buildings v~cre badly dam-
aged by American bombs, have
recently organized a unique body
known as “Aoyama Gakuin Busi-
ness Men’s club.”

Official Watns o
Gas Tax Refund

During a visit to Plymouth last
week, an official from the gaso-
line tax division of the Secretary
of State’s office pointed out the
seriousness of farmers mis-
representing facts in solicitating
their refund from the gas tax.

He emphasize that only gaso-
line used in farming is exempt
from the tax. Pointing out the
result of making a false applica-
tion, he told the story of Dr. C. T.
Lewerenz of Chicago who was
fined $400 and costs of $100 in a
circuit court at St. Joseph last
month.

Lewerenz. who owns a farm
near St. Joseph, the official nar-
rated, was accused by the gaso-
line tax division of the depart-
ment of state of using the gaso-
line for highway purposes in-
stead of for farm work as he had
claimed in an application for re-
fund. A routine check by the de-
partment’s field investigator dis-
closed information leading to the
conviction

The department of state, after
investigation of claims, refunds
approximately $3,000,000 of high-
way funds annually. 70 per cent
of which is for gasoline used on
farpis. During 19477a thorough

than $300,000.

What Wisconsin needs with its million fishermen, is a psychia-
trist able to probe the mental process of a Ash and come up with,
some right answers for the many bait manufacturers, both novices*
and professionals. Michigan, too, as for that matter.

There is a new ~ug this year, a simple red and white with a
spinner at each end, which seems to be catching bass where other
baits that make- a siirrilar commotion fail. But next week the bass
may be demanding something else.

Fisheries experts of the conservation department have succeeded
in making Vilas county’s Weber lake the exclusive domain of some
20,000 rainbow trout, a lot of fish when you figure that they run up
around 20 inches in length and are confined to some 40 acres of
water. The plan for Wel”r lake calls for a substantial harvest and
that is the part of the management program the department as yet
has not been abje to work out. .

Stomach analysis shows that Weber lake’s rainbows follow a
rather steady diet of plankton and larger bug-life. Theoretically
the boys with the files should have the answer butiit so happens
that the rainlxiws don’t agree. The rainbows onle/ occasionally are
found to eat a -minnow and! don’t find anything lesembling a min-
now at all tempting.

There has been a lot of amateur bait research on Weber lake in
Wisconsin and to date thisf has been the most successful lure—
and don’t ask the conservation department why. It is an invention
called the *“hardware” or ihore often the *“co\*bell” and nobody
knows V\_/hP/ rainbows, at least that Weber lake temperamental ones,
are partial to it. It is a string of assorted hardware, including 10
spinners, and at the end of this there is a gob of worms. But in all
onl3( about 90 rainbows have been taken from the lake this year,
a drop in the bucket compared to the number the department would
like to have taken.

There may be a lone boat on Weber lake on any one day now
but hundreds of fishermen are keeping Weber lake in mind.” The
drop around periodically to see if a solution has yet k>een found.
Eventually, the conservation department believes, the rainbows<.will
solve the fishermen’s problems. More of the fish are being added
this year and when the lime comes when rainbows must fight a
lot of competition for food they will have less time to be critical
of the things- that are being tossed around at the; end of lines.

Develoi)ment of salmon spawning grounds on Columbia River
tributaries locat™ below the MeNary Dam was assured when Presi-
dent Truman signed the Army Civil Functions Appropriation Bill
for 1949 on June 26, the Fish and Wildlife Service stated recently.

The bill authorizes the expenditure of $1,000,000 for hatchery
construction and river clearance by the Fish and Wildlife Service,
cooperating with the states of Washington and Oregon.!

The fund became available on July 1. It will be used to remove
old dams, rock slides, and timber obstructions on tributaryurivers.
This will enable salmon and steelhead trout to migrate freely to
rehabilitated spawning grounds, the Fish and Waildlife Service
explained.

Transfer of fish-spawnin? areas from headwater Columbia
River streams to a ni*ber of lower-river tributaries has be”n made
necessary by Columbia Riv"* Basin construction projects’ Such
dams as tH McNary at Umatilla, Oregon, to be completed within the
next four years, and the recently authorized, power and navigation
dams on the Snake River interfere with natural salmon and steel-
head migratory movements.

When salrhon enter the spawning period, theﬁ return from the
salt sea to the fresh waters in which they were hatched. Eggs are
laid and hatched in ifxe inland rivers, and the young fish repeat the
migratory ritual by heading for the ocean to acquire size and weightr.

By making use of the natural advantages of an old gravel pit,
the conservation depai tment’s Earks division expects to have a rifle
range dieveloped in Pontiac t.ake*stale recreation area by the time
deer hunters gel around to “sighting in” their rifles this fall.

The gravel pit is on”-hall mile in Jrom Gale road and three-
quarters of a mile from the beach—quite apart from the areia’t*zones
oflnt_ensweozoubllp use. The work to be done cemsists of grading and
leveling, and setting up 15 firing points and target faces. The high
bank of the gravel pit will make an effective back stop.

The firing distance on the rgnge will be 100 ¥ards.

Indian settlement at what was
first called La Baye, and there

was only three other sizable
settlements in this country—
Jamestown in Virginia. New

Amsterdam, which was to be-
come New York, and Plymouth.
In 1673. two more stout-hearted
whites rolled into Wish-Kon-
Sing—saintly Pere Marquette
and Louis Joliet, who were seek-
ing a.shorter route to China.

Marquette, the missumary, and
Joliet, the fur trader, are credit-
ed with being the first whites
to sec lhc Mississippi river, and
the route they traversed took
them up the Fox river, through
Lake Winnebago and on to Por-
tage, where they crossed the now
Wiscon™n river and eventually
arrived: at what how is Wyalus-
ing State park.

Through the years there “were
numerous immigrations from
-Europe* including German and
Scandinavian, Swiss and English,
Polish ind Hungarian, and it has
been s”id that even today the
visitor will find traces of those
countries all over Wisconsin—
the .rcBson. incidentally, why i
Wisconsin has been described by i
somc as “a little bit of all the'
world.”

. Of course one of the most en-
thrallii® sections of. all Wiscon- |
sin is the famed Dells, where the
rushing! v/aters of the Wisconsin
river hjavc cut a gorge through
sandstohe—forms in strange likc-
ncsscss of animals, human beings
and objects familiar in our
everyday lives.

The Oclls arc in the very heart
of the land once the empire of
the Wi”~nebagos. and until today
the Indian lives his primitive
life little changed from the days

when Wisconsin was the “land
of the'beaver.”
In the great natural amphi-

theater at Stand Rock the Win-
nebagos carry on their summer
ceremonials w'ithin sight of the
white ,v~itors, something com-
paratively new. for the Indians
guard” their tribal secrets and
their tribal rituals for many,
many moons. In the amphithea-
ter. with its magnificent acous-
tics, tjhc visitor can hear cveyy
shading of the wild war s*ng and
the “nging chant-prayer for
rich harvest and good hunting,
and there before your very eyes
you watch the dance that the
Winn~bagos “werb doing cen-
turies before'Jean Nicolet arriv-

est to the visitor, for the' entire
section is a vRst panorama of the
unusual and' beautiful—Chimrjey
Rock. Hornets” Nest, Turtle
Rock, Devil’s anvil, and a score
of others equally appealing to
the lover of the beautiful and
unusual.

Not all offthc beauty is in the
Dells proper, please believe, for
ancient streams tumbling their
watei*s into the mother river
have cut deep canyons into the
adjacent rock—caves and grot-
tos and along the cascades you’ll
find strange mosses and flow’ers
familiar only to the Indian.

There are two other routes in-
to Wisconsin, of course, one via
Chicago and the other through
Michigan's Upper Peninsula,
either one parading its own par-
ticular eye-appeal.

And even three-
year-olds can enjoy cooperative
tasks if you'll spend a little time
[. in teaching them.

Rhoda W. Bacmelster, author of

First, advises Miss Gro4s. there
really -aj'c several Kkindjf eof
“tiredness” and the remedies are
different for each kind. So, be-
fore you plan a vacation from
your family as the answer to your
situation, ask vourself what is
making you so tired.

One reason, of course, is over-
work or lack of rest. It is true
physical fatigue. Few household
tasks use up enough energy to
cause this kind of tiredness. Work
such as doing the family wash
without modern equipment, can-
ning large amounts of food, mov-
ing furniture, or constant liftmg
and carrying of children can
cause you to be overtired.

Quite different causes result
in two other kinds of “tiredness”.
One is fatigue caused by just
plain boredom. If you do the
same jobs such as dish washing
or dusting in the same way year
after year and have no inler”"t
in the tasks you can become tired
from the monotony.

The third Kkind of tiredness
comes from mental conflict.
Housewives who have more to do
Ahan they think they can accom-
plish, .'who have constant inter-
ruptions. or who may be worry-
ing about something, such as
family illness, have a tired feel-
ing because of all the conflicts
they face.

Rest and sleep help all kinds
of tiredness and are the only way
of fighting physical fatigue. To
overcome boredom, introduce in-
terest in your housewifely tasks
by tr*’ing new methods, or trying
to “beat your own time”. If it’s
worry that’s making you tired,
decide what i: bothering you
most and try tp remove it from
your situation.

POULTRY, remember it%s easi-
er to remove pinfeathers if the bird
is dry rather than when It's wet.
Use a pair of tweezers.

Dry the inside of the bird well be-
fore stuffing it, so that the stuffing
will not become soggy. Its also a
good idea to rub the body cavity
with salt and pepper to season It
thoroughly.

STEW A CHICKEN If you're look-
ing for a good economy note. Part
of the broth and meat may be used
for chicken and dumplings. The re-

mainder of the
broth can be cooked
with rice or noodles
for soup, while the
meat IS used in
salad,.casserole or
creamed chicken.
When you're pre-
paring to fry chick-
en. place the sea-

crumbs in a paper
bag with the pieces of chicken and
shake well to cover them easUy and
thorou h||3/'

COOKED CHICKEN, turkey and
other fowl spoil easily if allowed to
warm. Refrigerate immediately after
preparing unless you cook the meat
iImmediately. Refrigerate leftovers
immediately after serving.

All fowl, no matter how prepared,
I should be fork tender. Use the fork
test before you remove from heat.

J Leftover chicken is excellent when
heated with its gravy and served
over reheated biscuits or rolls.

RECIPE OF THE WEEK
Chicken Paprika
(Serves 4)

1 2% to 3~ pound fryer, cut up

cup minced onion

*4 cup fat or oil

1 teaspoon paprika

1 teaspoon salt

2 tablespoons hot water

1 cup sour cream

1 tablespoon flour

IH tablespoons cold water

Reserve back, wings and neck, and
use to make broth. Pry remaining
pieces in fat or oil in which has
been sauteed the onion. Add paprika,
salt and hot water to chicken which
has been browned. Cover and sim-
mer imtil tender. Remove chicken to
platter and keep hot. To the liquid
remaining add the soured cream
and heat. Mix flour with water and
add io the cream mixture. When
thickened, pour ev«r chicken and
serve.

Officials Inspect
Food Handling

In order to prevent the sale of
any articles of food that are im-
pure, unwholesome, adulterated,
misbranded, or otherwise con-
trary to the provisions of state
laws, inspectors of the Michigan
Department, of Agriculture, dur-
ing May inspected 3,168 estab-
lishments handling food, accord-
ing to Miles A. Ifelson, Chief of
the Bureau of Marketing and En-
forcement.

When food is suspect™ of not
being in compliance with state
laws, official samples are taken
for testing. During May inspec-
tors took 37 official samples, and
placed under seizure 83 lots of
food that did not Ineet the re-
quirements of slate food laws.
Other May activities of the Bur-
eau included completion of 48
prosecutions for violation * of
laws, all resulting in convictions;
approval of 7,781 weighing and
measuring devices, and con-
demned 1,200; 1.295 packeiges
were reweighed to check accur-
apy of the weight or ‘measure
declaration, of which 1,204 were
approved, and 9J or 7 per cent
condemned as I%ing short the
declared weight or measure; 18
official insanitary notices were
released when listed conditions
were corrwted. The farm pro-
duce storage warehouse inspec-
tor made, inspections on 94 Michi-
gan warehouiies in 85 towns dur-
ing May. Bean inspection service
covered 153,761 bags of beans.

TB Drops Notch
In Death Causes

Tuberculosis dropped from
seventh to eighth place among
Michigan’s ten leading causes
of death in 1947, according to

provisional figures releasee] by
the Michigan Department of
ealth. ‘

The 1947 tobercuiosis death
rate of 26 100.000 population

showed c&T"iderable decline from
the previous five year average
of 32.6 per 100,000 population.

Tuberculosis killed as many
men as women in 1947. Male
deaths from tuberculosis num-
bered 1,100 and female deaths,
543. More than half of the fe-
males who died of tuberculosis
were under 35 years of age, while
80 per cent of the males who
died from the disease .were over
35 years of age. The greatest
number of women who died from
tuberculosis were between 25
and 29 years of age and the great-
est number of men, between 55
and 60 years of age. Of the 1,643
deaths from tuberculosis last
year, 45 were oi children under

five years (d ajge and of these, 18
were of infants less than one
year of age.

To help control tuberculosis,
the Michigan Department of
Health advises you to: j

1 Have an Shniial chest X-ray.

2. -Consult your doctor if you
have any symptoms such as a
persistent cough, fatigue or loss
of weight™'

3. Avoid continuous contact |
with persons who have tubercu-
losis.

4. Keep your general health at
a high level. i
5. Remember, early diagnosis
and prompt treatment saves
lives and prevents spread of the

disease.

The best cure for that sinking
feeling most Plymouth home-
makers get when they look at
the prices on meats is a trip to
the vegetable counter or better
still their own gardens.

Wise utilization of all re-
sources will be emphasized “in the ten sessions of the three-day
meeting to_-be staged in the nation),s_ capital next March. Never
before in histpry has a greater. need existed for a definite evaluation
of our preserit and future policies toward these natural assets.

The entire Conference is being formulated around the central
theme: ‘Todaiy’s Problems—Tomorrow’ Tragedies™?

Over 50 papers will be selected for presentation in the scheduled
sessions_that will be held on March 7, 8. and 9, 1949, in the Wash,
ington Statler, All. ﬁaggrs and the recorded discussions from the
floor will be jpublished, as formerly.

The 80th t"pngress acted on its last bill and departed for home
recently, leavihg behind_ it a generally favorable impression.in con-
servation circles, the Wildlife" Management Institute reports:

_In its 2nd! Session the Congi-ess passed the Burke-Wherry Bill,
which pravides that surplus war lands be turned over to_the states
for wildlife purposes or to the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service "where
the land has particular value” for a migratory bird program. This
was one of th«f most important conservation measures to be enacted
in_ years. It ]Jtnakes available to {state and federal game agencies
millions of aci”s of excellent wilolife habitat, that need only man-
agement to rhaintain them at a high level of production.

In the fin®l days of the session, the Congres”™ passed and sent
to the White House a bill containing the largest ’_‘lproprlatlon ever
allocated to the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service. 'The record budget
of neat'ly $22,000,000 should permijt that agency to operate with in-
creased efficiency during the coming fi*al"year. The Alaskan game
law enforcement section of the Service was strengthened by ,000
more than the $175,000 of last year. This increase was needed badly
because of the rapidly growing population of our northwestern ter-
ritory. Funds for the” maintenance of reservations for mammals and
bird$ and foi' wildlife investigations also were increased substantially.

The Congress also passed. the Taft-Barkley Stream Pollution
Control Bill after r*hrasing it dnd striking Qut_some of its most
forceful provisions. The bill"passed the House in its final form over
the protests of Representative Karl Mundt of South Dakata, one, ol
the staunchest Congressional proponents of a strong. pnti-pollution
law. The bill as it stands fails to meet all the demands of conserva-
tionists fur a gpod_pollution-control_law, but it is regarded as a step
in the I‘I%ht direction. It places a Federal apti-poHution_law on the
books where it may be gbserved in action: ana if it fails to check
abuses, it may ,.be strengthened with amenamante by a future Con-
gress. It at least lays the gioundwork for a“on in cleaning up one
of the most ui*vory blotS on the America ic”e.
