G.O.P. FINANCES.
Now that the smoke has rolled away and the «ncwspapers 

are not printing so much abo\ii the “gabbing” of this or that 
office holder up in Lansing, it is safe, w e believe, to discuss 
the Republican party’s method of raising campaign funds.

m ittee. • . »

K nowing som ething about the financial, plight of the 
State Central com m ittee at the time, w e became somewhat j 
suspicious of the m oney raising racket, with the result that, 
as suspected, this money did NOT find its way into the treas­
ury of the Republican State Central committee. It went to 
the “boss” who doled out bits of it, , creating the belief that 
the m oney was a “personal” contribution to the party by him ' 
and not a portion of the money that had been raised for the 
committee. I

I Over a period of years there must have been hundreds of t 
thousands of dollars collected in Michigan that never reached 
the treasurer of the G.O.P. State Central committee.

We recall the protests w e made at the time pertaining to 
this method of m oney raising. We ^yrote editorials and let­
ters—and said some rather unkind things to “higher-ups” 
w ithin  the R ^ u b lican  party about this method of raising 
funds for poliucal use.

We believed then, and w e still believe, that all transac­
tions pertaining to political contributions for ALL parties, 
should be an open b w k , and that ALL money contributed to 
a political party should go to its lawful organization. ^

As w e sec if, that is just what the present Republican 
State Central com m ittee chairman and the treasurer of the 
state central committee, have been doing.

We believe that the consistent protests w e made a num­
ber of years ago had som ething to do with the inauguration of* 
the new system  of fund raising that was adopted by the Re- i 
publican State Central com mittee when John Wagner of Bat- ■ 
tie  Creek became chairman and Arthur Summerfleld of Flint 
became the financial director of the party.

Since the adoption of the new system  whereby all party t 
contributions go directly to the proper and legal party offi­
cials, w e have never had reason to suspect the improper use 
of a single cent of Republican funds. Up until the W agner-! 
Summerfteld administration of party affairs, w e had plenty of 
reason to suspect the abuse of the loyalty and generosity of 
faithful Republicans.

The film is a sem i-docum entary 
story of the escape of 12 men from 
the stale prison in Canon City, 
Colorado last w inter. It paints 
the picture th a t"  crim e does not
pay.” and shows tha t w ithin 48
hours of escape, the last man is 
recaptured or shot.

One 50 year old man now serv­
ing life for m urder and who at 
one tim e spent 17 years at the 
stale pi'ison .in M arquette said. 
“The tragedy of the  whole thing 
is tha t they have prisons with 
bars and solitary punishm ent 
cells and w here you can 't lake a 
step w ithout a pass from the 
guard.

“H ere a t the  House of Cor­
rection we have freedom, wc are 
given a sense of responsibility, 
and wc live up to it like men.

No guards a t the House of 
Correction carry e ither pistols or, 
billies. When we have a com­
pla in t we know we can always 
ta lk  it over w ith w arden Gillies, 
and he never fails to give us a 
square shake.”

the police o r sheriff’s depart­
m ent.” he continued, “w hether 
the anim al acts or looks suspi­
cious or not.” He emphasized 
th a t the anim al will not be k ill­
ed sim ply ‘because it is picked 
up. The dog will be kept under 
observation until it is ascertain­
ed w hether or not it is afflicted 
w ith rabies, and all pets found 

, disease-ifrec will be relurhed to 
th e ir proper owners.

Dr. C. D. B arrett, assistant 
d irector of the W ayne county 

! H ealth departm ent, cautions dog 
ow ners th a t “The danger of rab ­
ies in these dogs tha t have been 

I exposed will not be over for at 
least th ree  or four months. Of 
course, he continued, “if the cx- 

I posed dogs w ere vaccinated be- 
! fo>c the exposure, and not more 
■ than  one year ago,, then the  risk 
of labies is relatively  small, but 

, rabies vaccination should not be 
relied on 100 percent. It is good, 
but occasionally may not be ef­
fective,” he stressed. “The only 
safe way is to kill an\unvaccinat- 
ed dog know n to have been b it­
ten  by the rabid dog. Again I 
urge all dog ow ners not to. delay 
any longer in having the ir dogs 
vaccinated. I t’s the best assur- 

j ance against your dog getting 
I rabies and your family being ex ­
posed”.

WHAT can a  seven-months-old 
babjr do? Sit up? Eat from a 

spoon? Probably. However, it really 
depends on the particular child in 
question. For each child is an indi­
vidual who will progress at his own 
rate. How then can you check up 
on your baby’s progress? One good 
way is to consult some of the find­
ings of the Yale University Clinic of 
Child Development. By observing 
hundreds of babies and young chil­
dren day by day. Dr. Arnold Gesell 
and his associates a t Yale were able 
to determine a t what ages—a lit­
tle before or a little late—the aver­
age baby will be ready for certain 
achieTements. ready *'to reach for 
something, sit up, roll over, creep 
and so on. The records and 
**bebavlor profiles,” as Dr. Gesell 
calls the summaries of the find­
ings of h it clinic, are published in 
the books, **Infant and Child in the 
Culture of Today” and “The ChUd 
from Five to Ten,” and they can 
help parents to understand what to 
expect of their children and what 
their children need from them at 
different stages of their develop­
ment.

At about seven months the baby 
is beginning to have a social sense, 
to^'know tha t there are others be- 
sides, himself and to enjoy a change 
of company.

Sim plest w ay . t̂o skin peaches 
IS to dip them  in; bailing w ater, 
then quickly in cold w ater and 
ru b  off the peelings. Then cut 
l^em  in half and rem ove pits. 
To prevent darkening while 
[you’re preparing peaches for can­
ning, drop them  intd w ater con­
tain ing two tablespoons each of 
a lt and vinegar per gallon, 
rain ju st before heating# or 
licking cold.

I For a hot pack, heat peaches 
[through in hot sirup. If fru it is 
|vcry juicy you may heat it w ith 

ugar, adding no lic^uid. Pack 
he hot fru it to one-hhlf inch of 

the  top. Cover w ith imiling liq ­
uid. leaving one-half iirrch space 
a t top of ja r. A djust ja r  Jids. 
Process in boiling w at^r bath  for 
20 minutes for citheV pints or 
quarts.* '

For cold p ack , put . the  raw  
fru it to one-half inchJof the top 
and cover w ith boiling sirup, 
leaving one-half inch space a t 
the top. A djust ja r  Ijds. Process [ 
in boiling w ater b a th  25 m in - ' 
utes for pints and 35 iiin u te s  for 
[quarts. i

Peaches arc  excel! m l frozen 
iibut difficult to prepare. Work 
very quickly in the pfeling p ro­
cess the same as for a  nning. Cut 
each half in four to six pieces. 
Pack quickly into con ainers an d ’ 
leave as little  head sp ice  as pos­
sible. P ack ing , procet ure is to 
cover with a fifty percent sirup. 
Adding ascorbic acid tablets 
(vitam in C) to the 'sirup will 
prevent the peaches from  brow n­
ing. You will need th ree-fourths 
teaspoon ascorbic ac|d crystals 
or 1.000 m illigram s in tab le t form 
to each quart of sirup.

then govern o r of ' Virginia, and 
the  legislature, which had taken 
refOge afte r being forced to 
leave Richmond. The picturesque 
Captaih Jack  Jouett was in a 
tavern  in Cuckoo. 30 miles to the 
eu.st, when Tarleton passed w ith 
a detachm ent of British caval­
ry. Suspecting the raid. Jouett 
rode ihto Charlottsville to  give 
w arning, arriv ing only a few m in- 
Btes before Tarleton’s detach­
m ent arrived. Jefferson and 
most of the legislators escaped 
to  Staiunton, but seven of the 
Icgisla^oi.s who delayed were 
c a p tu r^ .

Toda^’ C harlottesville is prob­
ably rftore noted for '"Monticel- 
lo” ami “Ash Lawn”, both archi- 
te c ju r^ ly  and historically im­
portant. “Monticcllo” was Jef- 
fei-son’is home from 1770 to 1826, 
w hen ihe died. Jefferson began 
th e  mUnsion in 1770 and two

the w orld-fam ous boxw’ood g^r- | 
den. “Ash Lawm” was designed.^ 
and built for Monroe by his 
friend and neighbor, Jefferson. 
The original house stands today 
mellowed by age and cherished 
by those who th rill to  the at- 
mosphei'? of old times.

Every phase of early  American 
life is presented here. The box­
wood garden, now famous as one 
of the loveliest in the  country, 
has grown in* beauty and charm  
w ith each decade since the tiny 
plants w ere first set in the ir 
places under Monroe’s direction.

the W ashington find Lee beneath  ̂
whose Chapel sleeps Robert E. 
Lee. VMT. of couitec, is one of the  
most famou.s schools in America, 
having sent forth  w ar many 
im mortals, incluqing “Stonew all” 
Jackson and Sedretary of State 
George C attle lt M arshall. A 
score of men who wore the VMI 
gray vi*ere general officers in 
World W ar II.
'  In the sum m ertim e Virginia 
is indescribably beautiful, espec­
ially through^ its Shenandoah 
National park  and along its Sky-’ 
line D r i^ .  In some of those areasMi 
you fin a  th e  coi|ntry very little'! 
changed since the days of W ash­
ington and Jefferson and M adi­
son and Monroe and the other 
great and ndar-g icat.

WTiat we eat is so miich a  m at­
te r of habit th a t the idea of us­
ing peanuts and peanut bu tter 
as anything but f o ^  accessories 
may be hard to take. But sm art 
homemakers who have found it 
necessary to cut down on m eat 
w in take advantage of these 
foods to  tuck ex tra  muscle 
building protein into the fam ily’s 
meals.

Peanuts are quite versatile. 
Their flavor combines w ell with 
.so many o ther foods th a t they  
can be u.sed often in everyday 
meals m salads, main dishes and 
desserts.

They belong to the pea and 
bean family, and aren ’t really 
nuts at all. Like the ir cousins 
they’re rich in protein, as stated 
alxwe. so they make good a lte r­
nates for more expensive meats, 
cheese and eggs, providing small 
am ounts of the proteins from 
animal sources are used with 
them.

Peanuts are very rich in fat, 
so they’re good energy foods. 
When they’re used in baked 
goods the fat replaces p a rt of the 
usual am ount of shortening used.

Moisture and peanuts have a 
strong affinity, So store them  in 
tightly closed containers to  keep 
them  crisp and mix them  w ith 
other ingredients ju s t before 
serving when cruchiness is im ­
portant^ to palatability. This rule 
of course can’t apply to  baked 
Ihing.' .̂

If you add liquid to peanut 
'b u tte r  the m ixture b « o m ^  
thicker ^nd thicker until it crum ­
bles. Unless this is the desired re ­
sult mix the peanut b u tte r with 
other ingredients before stirring 
in the  liquid.

Low tem peratures of the re­
frigerator will keep p>eanut b u t­
te r from turning rancid, b u fw ill  
cause it to harden. For good 
spreading consistency have the  
bu tter a t room tem perature. If 
oil rises fo the top, stir it into 
the b u tte r with a knife o r the 
last part in the ja r  w ill be d ry  
and unpalatable. Turning the  ja r  
upside down for a day o r tw o is 
another^ way of getting the  oil 
mixed through the b u tte r even­
ly.

H ere are a few of 
the choicer ones which your 
fam ily will enjoy.

Carrot and P eanu t Soufllo
One and one-fourth  cups of 

ground carro ts (3 or 4 m edium ).

1*2 cups tomatoes, teaspoons 
salt. V4 teaspoon pepper, 2 eggs, 
separated.

Measure carro ts afte r putting  
through food grinder, u s i n g  
nnxlium knife. G rind peanuts and 

j onion. Mix carrots, peanuts, onion,
I tomatoes, salt and pepper. Add 
i beaten egg yolks. Beat egg whites 
‘until stiff and fold gently into 
, peanut m ixture. Bake in 2-quart 
.baking dish set in pan of hot 
i w ater In a m oderatc oven, 350 de- 
, grees F.. for 1 hour. Serve at once 
with cream  sauce flavored w ith 
clioppcd parsley. mushrw)in sauce 
or a well scan n ed  tom ato sauce. 
Serves 5.

Peanut B utter Muffins
One and one-fourth  cups milk, 

2 tablespoons , shortening, one- 
third cup peanut butter, th ree- 
fourths cup rolled oats, 1 egg, 3 
tablespoons sugar,; th ree  fourths 
trasptw n salt, thrfee-fourths cup 
sifted enriched flour, 2 and one- 
half teaspoons baking powder.

In  th e  first blace, business 
couldn’t  run  w itfout- him  any 
m ore than  a steel jmill could run 
w ithout coal. An I express com­
pany doesn’t  get Vw'y b ig  before 
it needs a bookkeeper as w ell as 
dome truck  drivers: A railroad 
needs cost accountjaiits as w ell as 
engineers.

In the  second place, from this 
group come m any of our lead ­
ers. These are  th e  men who arc 
qualified, by n a tu ra l ability  and 
by train ing  in high school and 
college, to  w ork vtith th e ir  heads 
instead of the ir hands. Wc need 
m ore and be tte r executives, men 
w ith both wisdom and know l­
edge. These leaders ordinarily 
come up from  the  offices ra ther 
than  from  th e  pick and shovel 
jobs. It is im peritivc  th a t the 
very -b ^ t be encouraged to  get 
the  n^esssfry  trgiAmg*’ ^ d  to 
m ake th e ir w a y ; through the 
w hite collar ranks to  the  top. Re­
m em ber. from th i  w hite collar 
families come fhc ministers, 
teachers, scientist^  artists, phy­
sicians, law yers m d  new spaper 
men upon whom we depend for 
leadership everyw here.

Concluiion
It is v ital th a t there  should be 

greater incentive for w ell-tra in ­
ed and able men to become im ­
portan t executives. If our eco­
nomic setup docsj not m ake it 
possible for the  n en behind the 
desks to  compete, is to pay^^with 
the  men behind the machines, 
w hat will be the incentive for 
qualified men to s >end years and 
money on the ir e cecutive tra in ­
ing? Labor, th rou  ;h the unions, 
has been doing p n  tty  well for its 
own. I t’s  tim e no^^ for m anage­
m ent to give thou ;ht to the men 
on its team.
