These youth want to be farmers.
ITicy are going ahead on the theory
that although! you can learn about
agriculture from books, the only
way youll ever learn to raise a real
crop IS to go out and raise it.

They are training on the Mizrachi
cooperative farm.- learning every
phase of farm work, tilling the soil,
raising crops of potatoes, corn, to-
matoes, and other vegetables, and
running a dairy and poultry farm.
Because Palestine, itself is woefully
lacking in mechanized farm equip-
ment. the trainees learn the old
methods of cultivation.

"pioneers-for-Falestine” was laun-
ched by the American Misrachi
movement, which comprises a ma-
jority of the religious Jewish peo-
ple in America. It was started when
It became clear that the need for
trained farm workers in Palestine
would be acute. The program was
launched with the establishment of
a “Hachsharah” (agricultural train-
ing camp) m Livingston Manor, N.

Methods That Help Parents
Get Children Off to Sleep

Getting enough sleep seems to
be a lifelong problem, but there
is really no excuse for children
sharing in this scramble for ade-
quate rest. Your child do”~*t Have
to go to bed at the exact”“our your
neighbor’s children do. lot it is im-
portant that children of three and
over see their fathers in the evening.
But you can choose an hour that
fits with fatlier’s homecoming and
then stick to it with few exceptions.
Regularity is the key to ektablishing
good sleeping habits and much of
the current insomnia afflicting
adults could be cured by the same
rule of a fairly regular bedtime
hour.

Children, like adults, go to sleep
gradually. The aver-
age child needs
about twenty min-
utes to calm down
and drift off to
sleep. To aid in the
slowing down there
should be quiet, but
the house doesn’t
have to stop run-
ning. This means

that active play should stop a lit-
tle before going to bed. which is
why stor>'-teUing is the time-honor-
"d bedtime ritual. From age two to
our most children go to sleep
ooner if allowed to take a beloved
gy to bed with them. A soft stuf-
fed*animal or a doll is best for both
boySyand girls, because a toy truck
bas “arp edges and the child may
roll over on it at night.

No pillow at alL or a very thin
one. is belter for children, because
a thick pillow tires the child's nar-
row shoulders*

The baby who has slept soundly
in a room by himself may at about
18 months begin to want someone
in the room while he's going to
sleep. There is no harm in meeting
his passing need for company. For

a disciplinary attitude is taken
| e child may fed sHUt out of the
family and it will likely, take him
longer to outgrow the notion of not
wanting to go to sleep alone. Mother
and father should take turns when
the child wants company, so he
wont grow dependent on any one
person's presence. Aside from a good
night story or song these visits
should be casual. Mother could be
putting away clothes or linen, hum-
ming to herself while the child falls
asleep. Father could be mending a
toy. The point is not to establish a
habit of being “put to sleep."

When the child wakens incon-
veniently early it usually means
that his bedtime hours have not
been planned properly. The average
three-year-old, for example, requires
a. total of 13 hours sleep, including
naps. If you let him sleep too long
in the daytime that cuts down his
night sleeping.

Some three-year-olds can get
along without a nap which would
mean that they would probably
sleep from six or seven in the eve-
ning Ufseven or eight in the morn-
ing. But the child is usually hap-
pier with at least an hour’ restdur-
ing the day, which would niove bed-
time to seven or eight o’clock and
still put off waking to a reasonable
hour.

Then, too, there is the possibility
that the child is high strung and
can not sleep through aarly morn-
ing noises. In this case, you should
see to it that he has extra rest dur-
ing the day.

Advise him to cross at inter-
sections only, t# cross when traf-
fic lights are in his favor, to
obey warnings of police and safe-
ty patrol, to look both ways and
listen before he crosses, and then
to walk not run across the street.
On country roads whore there is
no sidewalk, the child should
walk on the far left of the high-
way facing oncoming traffic. Set
a g(X)d example for your child.

Be sur.fc your child can handle
any vehicle he pilots. Remember
bicycles are especially dangerous
transportation. If your' child
rides to school in'an automobile
be sure that it has a competent,
mature driver.

Watch out for other people’s
children, especially near play-
grounds and schools. Any child
on the curbing should be a cau-
tion signal to any sensible driver.

College is Unit of

Army Program

East Lansing. August 27. Michi-
igan State college this month be-
came a unit in the army’ new
program to train 37,000 officers
for a new and enlarged United
States army.

~N'k* all land-grant colleges,
MSC has regularly required two
years of military science training
for all eligible male students,
and has offered the opportunity,
through its reserve officers’
training corps; for trainees to
obtain commissions upon com-
pletion of an additional two
years of advanced training.

Under the new system, the re-
serve officers training corps wilT
become the Officers Training
Corps (O.T.C.), with a trainee
quota increased from the regular
350 to 485 students.

Beginning this fall, a speci-
fied. number of the freshman
class will be chosen, on the basis
of mental and physical tests, to
train under the new program.
They, and students presently en-
roll~ in MSC military course,
will be exempt from draft, up to
the limit of the college exemp-
tion quota. If the number of ap-
plications for exemption exceed.s
this quota, examinations will be

held to determine eligibility for

exemption.

Upon successful completion of
the- new O.T.C. curriculum,
trainees will be commissioned as
second lieutenants, agreeing to
serve two years in the army if
the need desires. .

The new program, according
to Col. James H. Fish, executive
officer of the college R.O.T.C.
department, will place emphasis
on both military and academic
training for future officers. Un-
like the Officers Candidjate
Schools of World War Il, the
O.T.C. program is not an emer-
gency measure, and will not con-
fine its scope to speed-up mili-
tary training.

Gloucester, Mass., August 27.
The most useful pepple today are
farmers, fishermen and invent-
ors. What about teachers preach-
ers, writers, ett. fou may ask.
Well, if they make people more
useful farmers, mpre useful in-
ventors. and more; useful fisher-
men, they also are. patriotic citi-

zens. If, howeverj ;they merely
make people dissatisfied with
present condition®; and make

them greater spenders and wast-
ers, then they are doing more
harm than good. Robert M.
Hutchings, Chancellor of Chicago
University, says:
"Americans have never had to
be intelligent. I{America has
grown rich and i$jtrong not, be-
cause of its sysjtem of educa-
tion, but in spitp of it. Only a
country with great natural
resources could sikrvive our ed-
ucational system iso lacking in
logic and ultimatos aim.”
Why Protect ti"q Farmers?
The present increase in popu-
lation demands d constant in-
crease in food production, or the
world will starve. The per capita
productivity of the earth is fail-
ing rapidly. In fict, my friend
H. S. Ri*land of Maitland. Flor-

ida, claims, "so-cplled scientific
agriculture is ncf solving the
problem; in fact® its remedies

aggravate the illness. There has
been a greater lo™ of productive
soil in the last ,few decades
through cultivatioh than the ac-
cumulated loss of all precious
time. Chemical i“rming is not
the answer; it qc”s not offset
large crop disca”s and insect
pests.

Furthermore, DOT and other

sprays are Kkilling off honeybees, °

lady beetles, mantis, as well as
birds, toads, spidbrs, e”,, which
have heretofore; profited us
from insects. It is dangerous
enough to depend upon the soil
for food but, as jtj is now being
used for raising ;industrial pro-
ducts, the situatipn becomes far
more serious. Wfe are fast ap-
proaching a time‘when a news-
boy and mailmy must collect
an old paper and magazine in
order to leave a new one. and
when the sales talx will be as-
sessed on what \ye waste rather
than on what we buy. Hence, we
must give every; encouragement
to the farmer,; forester and
gardner.

Why Protect the Fishermen?

When we are imoaning about
soil erosion, we (should remem-
ber that this soiil with its min-
erals and vitamins has been
washed down tlje little streams
and large rivers™ into the ocean,
Hence, while the Swils have been
getting poorer,the oceans have
been getting richer. This means
that while grains, vegetables,
cattle, poultry, 4ggs, etc., raised
on the soil without special pre-

pared food, are{ constantly be-
coming less nutritious, the fish
and other oceai products are

con-stantly getting richer in min-
erals and vitam ns.

The washing cf the soil can be
prevented by contour plowing:
and by rcturnirg to the soil all
of the crop excepting theiportion
which goes dovfn the seivers of
cities. When yoji consider, how-
ever that over jl2,000,000 people
live in Greater; New Yoi*k, and
25,000,000 live ih other lafrgc cit-
ies and their mptropolitah areas.
this adds up to iivcr a quarter of
our populations Most of their
waste goes down seweTs ulti-
mately into the ocean. ~Hence,
my appeal thatj the fishing in-
dustry deserveslas much! protec-
tion and goverhment subsidy as
the farming industry. In fact, the
ocean and its products are the
hope and salvation of mankind
along with religion and| educa-
tion.

Why Protedl Inventors?

Outside of thr bare necessities
of food, clothing and shelter, as
enjoyed by the lumblcst original
settlers. ever>' hing wc have
worthwhile, fro-n a needle to a
harvesting mac line, we owe to
inventors. Lab<r leaders claim
that today's better standard of
living has. coTn ? from increased
union wages, tthis is a lig. The
increased standard of living en-
joyed by wageWorkprs today is
due to new inv mtions, riew pro-
cesses, and ne>a producU. It is
true that labor unions“mjay have
forced employers to encourage
and finance imentors; but with
the same inven .ions as we have
today, wagewodkers would be
just as well off if there.,had been
no such things as labor unions.
Hence. 1 appea for government

subsidy'for imentors, including
necessary funds for financing
worthwhile inv mtions. and that

rich corporatiohs be prevented
from buying up and snwthering
inventions to protect their own
obsolete plants and machinery.

activities committee plans to keep
on at least for a while at it® Com-
munist spy prpbe. and at least four
other congressional committees plan
to "get into the act” and the spot-
light by investigating various phases
of communistic activities.

Briefly the special session can be
added up as follows: Turning down
about all of President Truman’s re-
quests. laws which the special ses-
sion did pass will cause Mr. and
Mrs. Public to lay more cash on the
line to buy all sorts of household
equipments, gadgets, and automo-
biles in placing installment busring
back on almost a war-time basis.
They will have less chance of get-
ting a bank loan, because congress
tightened up credit as one anti-in-
flationary measure. The public will
have somewhat brighter chance of
getting a mortgage on a new house
next year and under the rent law
concerning apartments they should
run up against less discrimination
If they have children. That's the
sum and substance of the 11-day
extra session and its effect on the
%ttle of the family budget.

THE SPY SCARE PROBES likely
again will raise the issue of com-
munism in the coming campaign
according to observers. This issue
has been an effective one for Re-
publicans in the past several elec-
tions. When Henry Wallace started
his third party and about all the
Communists flocked to his banner,
Democrats believed they had shed
Ithemselves of the Communist onus.
But it’s back as a 1948 issue accord-
ing to political,observers here.

In addition to the headline effort
of the un-American activities com-
mittee. the senate expenditures
committee intends to carry on its
probe among government employees
suspected of espionage or disloyalty.
The house labor committee will in-
vestigate communism in labor
unions. 'The senate appropriations
sub-committee is considering charges
of censorship of anti-communist
speeches in the Federal Security ad-
ministration after such charges had
been made by deposed former edu-
cation commissioner John W. Stude-
baker.

Main complaint in these Com”
munist probes Is the smearing of in-
nocent by-standeis with the com-
munist stick. As on witness re-
marked after members of the com-

miuee ownpiimentea mm on ms
statement and indicated their be-
lief he was telling the truth, "Yes,
but denials never can catch up with
unsupported charges.” One such
case, according to observers, is that
of Albert Hiss, former state depart-
ment employee, who found himself
in the headlines as a spy in the
testimony before the un-American
activities committee. Hiss now heads
the Carnegie Endowment for Inter-
national Peace and was sponsored
for the Job by John Poster Dulles.
Governor Deweys foreign affairs
adviser and likely secretary of State
if Dewey goes to the White House.

ANOTHER ISSUE in the com-
munist scare is whether or not the
communist party should be outlaw-
ed. *rhe present probe is being con-
ducted by Congressman Karl E.*
Mundt of South Dakota, who was <
author of the Mundt-Nixon bill»
which sought to outlaw communism.
Only 58 members out of 435 in the »
house voted against this bill. It did:
not come up in the senate. Presl- {
dent Truman has followed the stand
of J. Edgar Hoover, of the FBI,
whose position is that this law
would “ive the commies under-
ground where they can’t be watched
and that legitimate political activi-
ties of other Americans would be
jeopardized. It will be remembered
that Governor Dewey took this same
stand against Harold E. Stassen in
their debate in the Oregon primary,
and Dewey licked Stassen on this
issue. |

Other questions coining out of tne
current headlines are: Should Presi-
dent Truman continue to withhold
secret information regarding execu-
tive employees from congress? He
has precedents on this question ex-
tending back to George Washington.
And, has the administration been
remiss or derelict in keeping com-
munists out of the government? Has
it permitted leaks to spies or other
conspirators? 'Hie answer to these
questions would be whether the FBI,
army, navy and state intelligence
and the secret service failed oi
fumbled the ball? For it is the dut5
of these agencies in the executive
department to handle this program
Said Gen. Dwight Eisenhower aneni
the spy scares: "This country has
done pretty well® in keeping its
major secrets to itself; Of course
we can get hysterical about a sp;
scare. But our government is aware
of these things and | don’t believe
the dangers are great."

no washing UKichine. to mention
only a few of the luxuries which
have practically turned into ne-
cessities in this country.

Green corn on the cob is un-
known to the Scotch, and toma-
toes and fruit are a luxury. One
peach. Mr. Sinclair commented,
would cost more than a dollar.
He explained this in part by tell-
ing that the summers are too
short and cool for such plants as
tomatoes and corn. Other dishes
unknown to them were banana
splits and pop corn, watermelon
and muskmelon.

When discussing the weather,

the Sinclairs forwarded the com-
ment that the summers are short

on “and cool, the winter mild, thel

hours of daylight runs up to 20

and the nights are long in the
winter.

Concluding their contrast be-
tween the two countries, the Sin-
clairs further voiced their en-
thusiasm over the United States
by stating that they are asking
for an extension of their stay.
