A pJjarently  there has been a m isunderstanding on the 
part of some one— and probably the wrong “ tw ist”  w as given 
any announcement that m ay have been made pertaining to 
thi^ m atter.

From  the term ination of the Luren Dickinson hey-days, 
it has been gen erally  understood that a ll s late  purchases have 
been made in conform ity w ith the law  which compells com­
petitive bidding. T h ei^  is without much doubt, a m isinterpre­
tation of an* apparent effort on the part of the state to induce 
more bidding for stat6 business.

D uring recent we<*ks the w riter has received so m any 

requiesls for inform ation pertaining to the question of who is 
entitled to old age pensions that w e have decided to publish 
inform ation on this subject provided the w riter by the M ichi­
gan Departm ent o f Social W elfare.

The F ed eral and M ichigan social security act provides 
.slate aid for certain persons w'ho come within the provisions 
of the law’ .

The departm ent can grant aid to a person who meets 
a ll of the follow ing requirem ents:

4. Is a t least 63 years of age.
Has resided in Michigan for 5 of the last 9 years, including

Personal property 
consists of cash on hand or available, automobiles, trucks, 
postal savings, stocks and bonds, bank deposits, farm  m a­
chinery and live stock, land contracts, mortgages, cash value

to  the  rcM^ipicnt to use according to his own judgm ent. It cannot be

REINVESTIGATIONS of each pcr.<on aided are made p<*riodi- 
colly, in accordance w ith law.

If a .satisfactory agrec- 
m erit cannot be reached, he has the right to a hearing before a 
representative of the  D irector of the State D epartm ent of Social Wel­
fare.

FUNERAL PAYMENTS up to  $100 in sta te  funds may be m a d e .

ance, if he has no insurance or leaves no estate; provided th a t the 
total burial expenses, excluding cem etery costs, do not exceed $200. 
dr $250 if a vault is used. Cem etery costs include the cost of a single 
grave, opening and closing of grave, and cem eterj’ equipment.

PENALTffiS calling for fine, im prisonm ent, or both are pro­
vided in the law  for persons who through m isrepresentation or 
w ilful failure to report the ir tru e  circum stances receive assistance 
for w hich they are not eligible.

THE CITY O P PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

1 Section 1. That Ordinance No. 99 adopted A ugust 24, 1936 be 
' am ended by adding a new section to read as follows:
{ Section 61-1. A uthority to im pound vehicles and to collect

authorized to remove a vehicle from  a  bii{hway to* 
the nearest garage or other piace>of deten tion  or to 
a garage designated or m aintained by th is c i ^  
under the circumstances hereinafter enum erated, 
viz:

“ i t J  (11 W hen any vehicle is left unattended upon any 
bridge, viaduct, or causeway, w here such ve­
hicle constitutes an obstruction to  traffic.

(2) W hen a vehicle upon a highway is so disabled 
as to constitute an obstruction to traffic ^ d  the  
person o r persons in charge of the  vehicle are  
by reason of physical injury incapacitated to 
such an ex ten t as to  be unable to provide for 
its custody or removal.

(3) W hen any vehicle is left unattended upon a  
highway and is parked illegally so as to con-* 
stitu te a definite hazard to  traffic or so as to  
obstruct the norm al m ovement of traffic.

(4) W hen any vehicle is allow ed to  stand, continu­
ously upon any highway for a  period in excess 
of forty-eight hours.

W henever an officer removes a vehicle from  a high­
way, as authorized in th is section and the  officer 
knows o r is able to ascertain from  the  registration ' 
records of the vehicle the nam e and address of thd  
owner thereof, such officer shall im m ^ ia te ly  give 
or cause to  be given notice in w riting  to such 
owner of the fact of such rem oval and the  reasons 
therefor and of the place to w hich sucji vehicle h ^  
been removed. In the event any such v ^ ic le  is 
stored in a public garage, a copy of such notice shall 
be given to the  proprietor of such garage.

L SADERS of farm organisations 

here are admittedly worried 
over the fight tha t Is shaping up 
o>ver the f$rm price support pro­
gram in the 81st congress. I t is more 
and more apparent tha t some 
sources whose door steps are not 
dean  are themselves adding to the 
clamor to place the blame for infla­
tion and particularly high food 
prices on farmers and the farm 
price support plan.

I t  is apparent tha t this contro­
versy will come to a head in the 
first few days of congress next Jan ­
uary and tha t in the meantime the 
importance of the subsidy program 
will be fanned all out of proportion 
to its actual place in the inflation­
ary spiral by the presidential and 
senatorial campaigns this fall. That 
the high cost of living will be a 
major issue with both parties blam­
ing the other is a settled fact, and 
the consumers will continually hear 
that their grocery bills are high be­
cause of the high prices farmers are 
getting, all because of the price sup­
port.

There is, of coarse, a  grain of 
tm ih  in the charge, and de­
fending^ the program will be a 
diffknlt one according to eco­
nomic experts here. As a matter 
of fact. In the leading farm or­
ganisations there are only a few 
ardent supporters of the farm 
subsidy program.
What they will not tell the peo­

ple. however, according to these ob­
servers, is tha t with large surpluses 
of major crops expected . if farm 
prices should collapse, and they cer­
tainly would if it were not for the 
parity program, then the price of 
everything else would collapse and 
the farmer and everyone else would 
be back where he sUrted to rebuild 
his depleted acreage and farm plant 
in the 1930s.

What the consumer is not told, 
according to the economists. !is that 
the farmer is the greatest purchaser 
in the nation's economy. I t  is gen­
erally the rtUe to compare the farm­
er a ith  an income of $3,000 a year 
to the workers who makes $3,000 
a year. But when the worker 
spends his $3,000 for what he must 
buy to live he is through, while the 
farmer who makes $3,000 a year 
must spend something like $9,000 a 
year to ^ k e  his ^^,000 and be 
spends it in buying in every avail­
able market.

What the consumer also does not

take into consideration is th a t while 
industry and business largely con­
trol both production and his market 
and also has its subsidies in the way 
of tariffs and other emoluments, 
while the worker has a floor under 
his wages and a contract even a t a 
given wage, the farmer has no con­
tract and has no control of either 
production or market. His only 
backer is his government which says 
that when the price of his product 
gets down below a living wage the 
government will either lend him 
money or take it off his hands a t a  
parity price.

When the farmer idants his seed 
after spending thousands of dollars 
in preparing his la|id and fertilising 
it. he does not know whether he will 
raise a spear of wheat or a  stalk of 
com . . .  he faces drouth, flood, 
pests, winds, cyclones, hail. When 
the businessman sees a product 
won’t  sell, he simply doesn’t  buy 
any more whereas if the price of 
wheat or com fell below a profit to 
the farmer, he couldn’t say, “I  won’t  
plant any wheat.” If he dlft we’d all 
starve.

But the facts are the farmer 
is being made the stepchild in 
the inflation fight merely be­
cause the government, with tax 
money it is true, guarantees 
him a living wage.

. Farm leaders and economists point 
out tha t the present price support 
system was developed during the 
war wh^n every pound of food we 
could raise was essential to the win­
ning of the  war. Farmers were ask-, 
ed to produce to the limit and they 
did so. Price supports were set to 
encourage them. To protect them 
against sudden price breaks when 
the war ended the price support 
was extended to cover two full crop 
years after hostilities ceased. In 
those two years the farmers were 
supposed to readj& t production to 
a peace-time pattern. But they have 
never had a  chance to make this 
new readjustment, for wheti the 
war was over the government asked 
them to continue their all-out pro­
duction to help feed and clothe a 
world pauperized and tom  by the 
war.

President Truman is even being 
urged to call a  special session in 
November or December to take ac­
tion on giving the farmers flexible 
price supports on basic commodities 
instead of the 90 per cent as under 
the present law.

I Tea Kettle Can
i Be Rid of Lime»

Your tea kettle  can be free of 
lime deposit although you may 

 ̂use hard w ater. I t’s as simple as 
this—wash it often and em pty it 
whe^i not in use, Emma DuBord. 
home dem onstration agent, ad­
vises Plym outh housewives.

Many tea kettles have a heavy 
lime deposit w hich adds to the 
weight, makes it harder to heat, 
and crum bles off. If it is a lum in­
um you can «et it on a burner to 
d ry  the lime deposit. Watc-h it 

I carefully and afte r a tim e the 
‘ lime will begin to flake off. Tap 
the kettle  gently w ith a padded 
ham m er and the lime can be a l­
most com pletely removed.

If you have an enam el tea ket­
tle  you can 't use th is method but 
can use an acid. Fill the kettle  
w ith strong vinegar and bring to 
a boil. Then let it stand w ith the 
vinegar solution several hours 
until the lime deposit becomes 
soft. This may take quite a long 
time, especially if the deposit 
is heavy.

W hen you’re canning tom atoes 
o r m aking lemonade you may 
w ant to  put the skins o r rinds 
in the kettle  w ith some liquid. 
E ither boil this or let it stand 
for several days and you can re ­
move the  lime very easily.

Once you have removed the 
lime, washing the kettle  often 
and letting  it stand em pty will 
prevent any more trouble with

Einarsen believes tha t some of th is national aw akening  can be 
traced to a reaction agafnsl<war-tim e m eat hunting and poaching, 
which was so prevalent in some areas th a t local gam e ranges were 
virtually  depopulated. Sporting  magazines, the activities of conser­
vation organizations, and  the N orth  American W ildlife Conferences 
also have been instrum ental in bringing conservation problem s be­
fore the Duhlic. •

“Contfol of our hximan activities to perm it m anagem ent prob­
lems to operate is’ probably the greatest contribution tjia t we can 
offer to the cause of consec:;ation,” w rites p n a rse n . “Any sound 
wildlife m anagem ent'p rog iam  m ust be  based upon equally  sound 
social, agricultural, ana  economic activities.”

For the dyed-iq-the-w ool duck hunter, the  la te r opening of the 
waterfow l season th is year is fully com pensated by the  simu^aiveous 
opening of pheasant se’asim, according to  opinions expressed to con­
servation departm ent gam e men_

Opening of the-tw o seasons a t noon October 15 w ill keep out 
of the marshes, the  duck hunters hopfe, those novices w ho on opening 
days of recedt years have gone “duck hunting” w ithout boats, decoys 
or much knowledge of the spOrt. T heir greatest offense has been 
firing long before the  ducks* w ere w ithin range, spoiling the  sport 
of others w aiting patiently  in nearby blinds.

Upland hunters, in turn, should find the ir favorite phea.sant 
shooting grounds less crowded on opening day, w ith the  duck 
hunters in the marshes.

Construction of a  new gravel load in Tahquam cnon Falls state 
park by a St. Ignace construction company, to  m ake the lower falls 
more easily accessible by auto, is underw ay. In the  $27,463 project 
of the  conservation departm ent’s park  division, a 100-car parking 
area and space for 50 camp sites will be provided.” The scheduled 
completion date  is October 15.'

Those big,, pure-w hite birds, larger th an  a b itte rn  b u t sm aller 
than  a heron seen occasionally a t this season in M ichigan m arshes 
are American egrets—a species alm ost exterm inated a t th e ir south­
ern  rookeries^,30 years ago by feather hunters who w anted the ir 
plum es for women's hats.

Conservation departm ent ornithologists say* th e  egrets are ex ­
ceptional am ong birds in  th a t the ir northw ard m igration comes after 
their nesting season. These “sum m er w anderers” are  seen in Michi­
gan along rivers and inland lake shores and particu larly  in G reat 
Lakes m arshes as far no rth  as the Saginaw  bay region. They turn  
south again w ith th e  coming of cold w eather.

The Am erican egret sometimes is confused w ith ^he young of 
the little  blue heron, w hich is w hite in its first yesff. Egrets, hew r 
ever, have yellow bills: little  blue herons’ bilks are  blue-gray.

At thus season the  egrets are not w earing the  great curving 
back plumes th a t lem nted the feather hunlqrs. The birds are com­
pletely protected a t all lim es by stric tly  enforced federal laws.

For Michigan w aterfow l hunters th is season the half-hour be­
fore sunrise 16 one hour before sunset ru le m eans shooting as early  
as 6:13 a.m. and as late as 5:16 p.m., depending on the  week and 
tim e zone.

S tarting  tim e is half an hour earlier th is year than last, bu t the 
schedule |s,^compi1ed according to Eastern S tandard  Tim e and the 
half h ou r advance may not seem early to those hunters who have 
spent the sum m er on D aylight Savings Tim e schedule.

The tab le of shooting hours compiled by the  conservation de­
partm ent lists eight tim e zones across the  sta^e, from the  83rd to 
the 90th meridians, and each zone has a tim e change for the five 
d ifferent calendar weeks of the  30-day season .'

W hen the season opens October 15, sh o o t^ g  w ill s ta rt a t 6:13 
a.m. in the St. C lair F lats and a t  6:41 a.m. in Gogebic county, w ith 
the closing hour the ^ m e  day 4:48 p.m. in the  east and 5:16 p.m. in 
the west. On November 13, the last day of the] sea.son. the  shooting 
day will <»pen at 6:47 a.m. in the  east and 7:l5 li.m. in the we.st, close 
at 4:11 p.m. in th e 'e a s t and 4:39 p.m. in the West.

The ex ten t to w hich wholesale spraying ^^ith DDT may affect 
game, particularly  such insect eaters as pheasants, is the  subject of a 
new  study a t the conservation departm ent’s Rose Lake w ildlife ext 
perim ent station.
. Spraying wilfi the insecticide on a ^ a n d  scale, from airplanes, 

for i^ s q u i to  a i^  fly  control, is increasing. The departm ent’s fish 
division alreadyTias cautioned resoiters of the hazard to fish life in 
the use of DDT sprays over water.

A t Rose Lake a  particu lar b it of cover is being thoroughly 
drenched periodically, w ith  the  in terval betw een sp ra y in g  depend­
en t on rains and o ther atm ospheric conditions. Concentration of the 
spray is as high as any a pheasant m ight encounter under natu ra l 
conditions. S im ilar tests, w ith rabbits confined in the spray area, 
will be m ade later. ; f

Babson Discusses Politics
Babson Park , Mass., Sept 10.

I am  a statistician and not a poli­
tician. Moreover, T alw ays vote 
the P rohibition Ticket ra ther 
than th a t of e ither of the  two 
big parties. Hence, perhaps I am 
not w orthy to discuss politics. 
But—as’ my m other used to  say— 
*T like to see even the  devil get 
his due”. Therefore, as the  P resi­
dential Campaign is now open­
ing. the  m em bers of both parties 
should ponder over the following 
figures.

What the Record Shows
W ith all the cussing we give 

P resident Trum an, statistics show 
th a t since his adm inistration th is 
country has had the  highest n a ­
tional income in its history. At 
the  risk  of repeating  some facts 
w hich r  have already stated, let 
me em phasize th a t the  volum e of 
U. S. business has been above 
norm al for the  last ten  yoars 
(including four of w ar effort). In 
fact, the  national income for 1948 
will be about $215,000,000,000 
com pared w ith $40,000,000,000 
w hen Roosevelt became . P resi­
dent. This fourfold increase con­
sists of a doubling of goods land 
services produced and a. doubl­
ing of prices.

This record really  outdistances 
the boom era of 1922-1930. The 

1 volume almost fell to the nom ial 
j line in 1940 as in 1924: it came 
I w ithin four points of the norm al 
I line in 1945. From  this point, 
j however, R recovered to  a pew 
[a ll-tim e high w ith in  a period of 
one year. During 1947 and so far 
in 1948 the  volum e has run at 
record highs. The volume of busi­
ness today stands a t 28 per cent 
above norm al. This is close to, the 
A pril 1947 all-tim e high and 24 
points above thg low point of 
1945.
Comparing the *40's With the '20's

There is a considerable d if­
ference betw een the boom period 
of the  past ten years and the 
so-called Coolidgo boom of the 
tw enties. The prosperity  period 
of the tw enties ivas a post-w ar 
boom culm inating in a period of 
dr.astic uncontrolled stock m ar­
ket inflation and frenzied specu­
lation. The business of the  last 
ten years consisted of a w ar and 
post-w ar boom culm inating in a 
period of uncontrolled wage in ­
flation w hich may resu lt in a 
sim ilar collapse.

D uring both the early  20’s and 
40’s peacetim e goods w ere re ­
duced to a minim um  creating a 
pen t-up  dem and for consum ers 
goods which to th is day is not 
com pletely satisfied. This is fu r­
th e r being aggravated som ew hat 
now by suickpiling of w ar m a­
teria l again and the  shipping of 
billions of supplies to Europe.

So far there is as yet no over­
production of consum ers’ goods; 
but in some few instances the  
supply IS beginning to catch up 
w ith the dem and. T here are still 
shortages in automobiles, steel, 
non-ferrous m e t a l s ,  electrical 
equipm ent, new homes and sev­
eral o ther capital goods. '|’he in­
flation a t the present tim e not 
in the stock m arket bu t in wages 
and the concom itant high prices.

If th is country iis headed for a 
low er national income and the

natu ra l decline in business going 
therew ith , I cannot im agine why 
either Mr. T rum an or Mr. Dew­
ey w ants to be President. If I 
w ere Mr. T rum an I would w ant 
to re tire  to my glory: w hile if I 
w ere Mr. Dewey, I had ra ther 
w ait four years and see w hat 
happens to the country in  the 
m eantim e. Based upon Newton’s 
Law of Action and Reaction, 
w hichever .is elected is sure to 
face hard tim es and—unless 
“saved” by W orld W ar HI—will 
probably be defeated in 1952. 
What John Q. Public Should Do

Yet if w e a ll—em ployers and 
wagew orkers—would be willing 
to  work harder and give the  con­
sum er m ore for his dollar, the 
United S tates could continue to 
enjoy present good business for 
som etim e to  come. If  we con­
sum ers would be w illing to 
change our buying habits in ac­
cordance w ith dem and and sup­
ply, this would preven t prices 
from going higher and higher.

If we would encourage the  
governm ent to  cu t its pay and 
relief rolls in halves and put 
millions of people back into in­
dustry, *it would both reduce 
taxes and labor shortage. There 
is much th a t each reader of this 
column could do to prolong pros­
perity ; bu t are  we w illing to 
do so? Rem em ber th a t politics 
are only an echo of w hat we 
ourselves are w illing to do. A 
river does no t run  higher than  
its source.
