Herald Hamill, former city en-
gineer of Plymouth, made a re-
markable race for drain commis-
sioner. During the early hours of
the counting he remained near
the top of the list. Hamill lost out
by only a few hundred votes.

It was not until the final votes
were received late Wednesday
that the result was known.

Dondoro Wins

FOr the second time in his ca-
reer as a member of.congress it
has been his tremendous Wayne
county vote which has put Con-
gressman Dondero over the top
when he has had strong opposi-
tion. T”te.si returns indicated that
he had won re-nomination by a
majority of 10,000 or more.

Senator Homer Ferguson, who
was without opposition, led the
ticket in Plymouth with a total of
612 vote.s.

Now this vegetable is so pl.-?ntUul
becau.se of large crops herc""in
Michigan that it can and should
be a part of our everyday meals.

It is so delicious to eat as a rel-
ish that many housewives over-
look the possibility of serving it
in other appetizing ways. When
cooked it has the sam.e rich
flavor as when served raw.

Even when prices are low
thrifty shoppers buy the whole
celery, rather than the heaits.
The outside stalks may be rather

Itough eating as a relish but they

are good for cooking. They have
more flavor than the inside stalk,
almost as much as the leaves
which should be saved for add-
ing zest to soups, stews and casse-
role dishes.

SAVORY SOUP

Some of the best celery soup
you’ve ever eaten can be made
from what many people discard.
Do it this way: Wash the
trimmed from the celery and the
tough outside stalks. Cut in small
pieces, add a medium sized on-
lon. cut in pieces, and boil gent-
ly in just enough water to barely
cover in a tightly closed pan until
vegetables are tender.

Refund to UsOTs

Checks for a total of[$362,700
were mailed from Detroit today
to more than 100,000 persons who
were users of natural gas in the
Pontiac division of Consumers
Power company between October,
1942 and October, 1945.

The checks represent refunds
due under a Federal Court Order

reducing wholesale gas rates of
the Panhandle Eastern Pipe Line
company. The court decided that
Panhandle had charged Consum-
ers too much for natural gas from
Texas delivered during the. 1942-
45 period and ordered the over-
charge d/stributed among the ulti-
mate users of the gas.

About 70,000 gas meters are in-
volved, but the number of checks
runs about 100.00 because two or
more customei*s, in many eases,
share the refund for a particular
address. Customers who used gas
at two or more locations during*
the period will get more than one
check. Average amount of the
checks is about $3.45, but many
are much smaller and many others
much larger. Industrial, commer-
cial and domestic customers all
share in the refund.

JF you want io save from worry those you leave behind you,

make a Will. Kven then they may have legal technical dif-
ficulties, hut not so many as if you died intestate, and you wifi
be more likely to have yout money or eiierzg distrihnieil as you
would want them to be.

In a talk the other day with John Foster, Corn Fxchang©O
Bank, 33rd Street and 7th Avetute, New York City, he said
that a very large percentage of the business
of lawyers came to them because of men and

women dying without making a will.

Said Mr. Foster, “the law will take care
of your estate after you’ve gone far, far better
than while you are here; It will take the full
responsibility after your death of seeing that
your wishes are carried out.”

D. Carncfie Then he told me a story of a relative of
lii.s, a widowed cousin, who was the second wife of her hus-
band. There were several children of the husband by his first
wife. He died without a will. Since his children were all of
legal age. and married, everything he had went to his second
wife. Before she could make a will, she became ‘U, and never
again was competent to make a w'ill. She dici

What do you think happened to that husband's estate?
Yes, it was inherited wholly by the distant relatives of his
second wife, most of whom he had never even so much as laid
eyes on. The children of the man who earned the fortune got
not so much as one penny!

Do you think that was in accordance with what
that man would have wished? You know full well
that it wasn't.

Another instance, known to me personally: A man named
George Brown was Kkilled iif an automobile accident. Shortly
thereafter, his only child, a daughter died, leaving no descend-
ant. Her husband inherited the estate. He died after a few
months, and before the estate had even so much as been set-
tled, the property went to that husband's family, leaving out
entirely the twin brother of the founder of the estate, and the
man who had helped him start it in his early years of strug-
gle, and of whom he was very fond. Naturally, he would have
wanted his twin brother to inherit over those who meanit noth-
ing to him. , N

THE RINGS YOU CAN'T HEAR-Many im-
provemenU in telephone service come about
BOgradually that it's sometimes easy to overlook
the results. Take the matter of ringing on rural
Jines, for example. Ten years ago, nearly every
rural-line telephone customer served by Michi-
gan Bell heard the rings of all other parties on
the line.

It is a comprehensive survey of
the nation’s health and manpower
resources in 166 pages chock full of
awesome and fearsome reading. It
makes one wonder how the richest
nation in the world cap spend the
billion-s it does spend on reclama-
tion, on conservation of natural re-
sources and spend so little in oom-

tparison on human needs and rec-
Namation and conservation of
human resources of Uie nation.

Here are some shocking facts
gleaned from the report:

Every year >325000 people die
whom we have the knowledge and
skills to save; every year the nation
loses 4300,000 man-years of work
through bad health; every year the
nation loses $21,000,G00%J — that’s
billions of dollars — in national
wealth through sickness and partial
and total disability; a scant 30 per
cent of the people are able to afr
ford all the medical care they need;
we need 37,00b more ph~clans,
20.000 more dentists, 125000 more
nurses; we need double the number
of hospital beds we now have; 98,000
people died In accidents last year—
10400.000 were injured; medkal
treatment and lost wages totaled
$3,000,000,000—property damage and
insurance add” another $3,400,000,-
000.

Despite this terrific loss federal,
state and local expenditures on
health programs last year totaled
only $1,” ,000,000 and it cost private
individuals another $65300.000000.
Conservation of our human re-
sources should at least be as prof-
itable as conservation of natural
resources; more than 40 per cent of
all counties in the country with
population of over 15,000,000 have no
hospital at all; in states where per
capita income is lowest, death rate
per thousand is highest; about 70,-
000,000 people or about 50 per cent
of famOies have incomes under
$3,000 and cannot provide minimum
medical care for those families; in
1945, 70 per cent of all farm fami-
lies had cash Incomes of less than
$2,000.

Taenty mHlipn school children, 73
per cent of all, need dental atten-
tion; cavities in children’s teeth are

increasing six times as fast as they
are being filled; 35.000 children have
diabetes; 175,000 liave tuberculosis;
200300 have epilepsy; more than
175.000 suffer from cerebral palsy;

500.000 have handicaps requiring
orthopedic or plastic treatment. This

Ewing, is a ten-year program el
increased expendltoree and an
integrated psHram of healtt
aid construction Including hos-
pitals, clinks, medical centers,
Increased research, more doctors
and other pmsonnel and a bet-
ter distribntkn of hospitals and
medkal facilities. And he ree*
ommends a federal health in-
surance law which would per-
mit even the poorest to have the
best medical attention whenever
necessary.

As an iitstance of bow the human
resources are being neglected, it is
pointed out that the social security
act as amended in 1946 sets a cell-
ing of $11,000,000 on grants for ma-
ternal and child health services
which could, if properly administer-
ed, probably save those 28,000 babies
if the rest of the nation reached the
Rhode Island efAciency. The same
congress, howevef. aploropriated
$15,000,000, lour million dollars more,
to fight the hoof and mouth disease
among cattle.

port says, “base our planning for
health insurance on the premise
that farmers and;agricultural work-
ers will be included under the cover-
age of health insurance.”

The report goes on further to say
that “improvements of rural health
is one of the major requirements for
raising the levels of national health”
and that special recommendations
in both manpower and hospital pro-
grams should be included with par-
ticular reference to rural districts.

They did
this by methods:—(1) By de-
valuating the dollars through in-
creasing the price of gold; (2)
By reducing the supply of goods
through killing little pigs, plow-
ing up cotton and paying farmers
not to work; (3) By increasing
purchasing pow'er through en-
couraging labor unions ta raise
wages; (4) By reducing unem-
oloyment through putting millions
on public payrolls and relief; (5)
By printing billions of bonds and
bank notes instead of financing
the war in a businesslike way.

How to Reduce Prices

Prices could now be reduced
iust as easily by reversing all
these processes, namely: (1% By
reducing the price of gold; (2)
By ceasing to guarantee farm
prices and letting them fall to
natural levels; (3) By discourag-
ing labor monopolies and making
labor subject to Anti-Trust
Laws; (4) By reducing public
payrolls, thus forcing government
employees and those on “relief
to go to work producing some-
thing useful; and (5) By ceasing
to peg the government bond
market and thereby reducing the
money in circulation. These dras-
tic steps, however, need not be
necessary if we ourselves would
do our part to correct the situa-
tion as | explained last week.

Why does not Mr. Truman do
the above five things instead of
scolding Congrc.ss for not pegging
prices which would only make
goods more scarce and develop
tremendous black markets? The
reason is that to do so would
probably start the business cycle
downward and bring about a
"bust”. No President wants to do
this and Mr. Dewey will be no
different in this regard than Mr.
T'ruman. Just as we*have to get
sick before we will give up some
had habit and take care of our
health, so a "bust” seems to be
the only way to bring a nation to
its senses. Its too bad. but it’s
human nature.

Taxes, Immigration and Peace

Two other  things, however,
could be done which would
reduce prices and yet not bring
on a depression. The first of
these would be to reduce taxes.
