A  dented fender, a dam aged door or a 
bump on either end of th e car costs p lenty these days to 
have' repaired.

N ot so  long ago a car ow ner could have the bum ps taken  
out of h is dam ag-^  autom obile by th e paym ent of a nom inal 
repair cost. But no longer. Seldom  can a car ow ner have  
•damages to th e body of h is car repaired w ithout th e expendi­
ture of a hundred dollars or more.

T his ex cessiv e  cost is a ll due to th e designing of the cars. 
Kngineers apparently g ive no thought to th e econom y ques­
tion w hen  recom m ending sty le  changes. L ike a lot of other 
j)eople, th ey  seem  to think that there is no bottom  to the  
barrel, that th e public can and w ill pay any old price to have  
a car repaired.

Home owners on P?rnimJ*n 
avenue have petitioned city of­
ficials to reconsider their deci­
sion to relocate the new water 
main on Penniman avenue.

Representatives of the home 
owners from Penniman were 
present at both Monday night’s 
meeting and the one held Sep­
tember 7. The engineering firm 
has not as yet fumishbd all the 
information requested oy the city 
commission following the first 
meeting.

over-crowded conditions which 
exist. “Some want to install me­
ters in the municipal parking 
lot,” he declared, “as an added 
means of revenue with which 
to enlarge the <lowntown park­
ing areas, make street improve­
ments and better traffic control.

Water Law Suit 
Of Interest Here

Local interest was stimulated 
in the recent law suit between 
the holders of Farmington water 
revenue bonds and the township, 
as it tested the validity of the 
act under which Plymouth re-' 
cently issued $525,000 worth of 
similar bonds. |

The judge ruled the validity of 
the act, which is No. 94 under 
Public Acts of Michigan for 1933. 
This action secured the stability 
of the bonds, and means that 
municipalities who wish to bor-, 
row under the act in the future, 
can do it without the possibility 
of having the act declared in­
valid.

The Farmington bond holders,, 
who hold $110,000 worth of wa­
ter bonds, a sk ^  the township to 
raise the water rates so that in­
terest and principal could be 
paid on the bonds as they fell 
due. The suit was started in No­
vember of 1947.

The township’s answer was 
that the act was invalid.

I When the judge returned a de­
cision giving the. act validity, he 
ordered that unless the town-ki 
ship raised the water rates with-^ 
in 60 days so that it would be > 
able to meet past and future in­
terest and principal, a receiver 
would be appointed to operate 
the water supply system.

Apart from the issue of the 
case, the decision is important to 
the holders of more than 
S3.000.000 other bonds which are 
outstanding under the same act, 
and which include Plymouth 
holders.

Known officially as Projected 
Books, the free service which 
the Lions hope to inaugurate as 
a result o f the drive will make it 
possible for  ̂ relative or friend 
of any bedfast resident of Ply­
mouth to arrange for an electric 
picture projector, and a micro- 
hlm of any one of the 500 books, 
to be brought to . the bedside of 
the invalid where the contents of 
the book will be projected in 
large clear type on the ceiling 
of the room.

Using the equipment which 
the Lions will provide, a bedfast 
person may lie on his back in 
bed and enjoy kls favorite au­
thor. thereby breaking the mon­
otony of an extended illness or 
confinement as a result of a phy­
sical handicap. The service will 
be entirely free of charge.

Cost of the ceiling projector 
used to display the books is 
$162.50 each. In micro-film form 
a . book costs from $1.20 to $5.75 
a copy, depending on its size 
and content.

In addition to the initial cost 
of the projectors and micro-film, 
it is estimated that a reserve 
fund will be necessary to main­
tain- the upkeep of the equip­
ment.

“Rats, like any other animal, 
seek warmth and covering when 
the sub-zero weather of wintc- 
comes,” stat3s Dr. Brisbois. “It 
is therefore the responsibility of 
every resident to destroy any 
likely breeding places of these 
rodents, so that next spring the 
menace will be eradicated.”

In promoting the campaign Dr. 
Brisbois offers a few suggestions: 
“clean places where rats might 
hole up for the winter; rake up 
fallen leaves from the yard: sec 
that garbage is properly taken 
care of, and that the cans are 
tightly covered at all times; and 
give your basement fi good clean­
ing.”

The city has made it possible 
for the citizens of Plymouth to 
obtain free rat poison at the city 
hall. It is described as harmless 
to pets, and Dr. Brisbois states 
that no reports otherwise have 
been received.

“The Chicago Tribune is a member 
of a co(^rative — the Associated 
Press.”

Tbe Equitable Life Insurance 
Society blames the federal re­
serve support of government 
bond prices for inflating the 
money supply. ‘Apparently the 
Equitable, like Senator Taft, 
would rather see bond prices 
drop than use controls to halt 
price increases.
Says the Associated Cooperatives. 

Inc.: “The 80th congress has dem­
onstrated that it is putty in the 
l^ands of the giant corporatkms and 
far from doing anything to hamper 
them, it falls over Itself to do their 
bidding . . . the,federal trade com­
mission might as well have saved its 
breath when it told congress that 
unless the steadily increasing power 
of giant corporations is^curbed.‘the 
country will go down the road to 
collectivism.”

Says Allan KUne, presi­
dent of the American Farm Bureau 
Federation: “Expanding purchasing 
power in relation to supply of con­
sumable goods is caustog Inflation, 
not price supports.”

Says the National Fanners Un­
ion: “About the only cmistnictive 
piece of legislation to come out of 
the 80th congress was the price sup­
port program for agriculture . . . 
(which) is all that came out of the 
long and carefully conducted hear­
ings on the Aiken and Hope bills . . .  
It isn't the answer, but it is a step 
in the right direction.”

Babson DizeussM Farm Prices
During the past week I have 

been calling up friends here to 
get a line as to how they feel 
about things in general. Here is 
a brief report.

What Dewey WUl Do
They are fairly unanimpus that 

Mr. Dewey will be elected Presi­
dent. They are sure he will 
“clean the rascals out” and re­
place them by men who will give 
legitimate business a fair break. 
This cspecialljl applies to ap­
pointments to such important 
bodies as the Tax Appeal board, 
the Securities and Exchange 
commission, the Federal Trade 
commission and the various labor 
boards. They also believe Mr. 
Dewey will appoint much better 
judges than Mr. Truman has ap­
pointed.

Wall .street, however, has its 
fingers crossed as to the out­
look for general business and 
the stock market in 1949 and 
1950. They say that Dewey be­
lieves there must be a “bust” be­
fore 1952 when he would come 
up for re-election. Hence, he 
would much rather have the de­
pression come in the early part 
of his term and “get it over 
with” than have it come in the 
latter part. Therefore, Wall street 
thinks it possible that the Re­
publicans may try to deflate 
prices, wages and, moncy-in-cir- 
culation in 1949. This would be 
what Roosevelt did in 1936; but 
it got away from him ^ d  we 
had a bad break.

Farmers Are Prosperous
Of course, all my New York 

City friends are yelling about 
farm prices. Without doubt they 
would be much lower todav if 
it were not for the support v/hich 
the government is giving farm 
prices. It docs seem unreasona­
ble for the government to pay 
potato growers in Maine $3.50 
per bushel and then dump these 
potatoes in the ocean; while you 
and I must pay the rate of over 
$5 per barrel or much more if 
we buy by the pound. There are 
137 *4i pounds in a barrel. It now 
looks as if the government would 
also be obliged to buv consid­
erable corn, wheat and other 
products and either burn them 
or .sell them at a big loss.

But I tell my Wall .street 
friends there is another side to 
this story. It is true that farm 
net income is now four times 
as high as tthc 1935-1939 average 
but this average meant foreclos­
ures and intolerable conditions. 
The total gross farm income for 
the 1948 crop is e.stimated at $17 
billion compared with $11 bil­
lion for the 1935-1939 average. 
There is no doubt but the farm­
ers are more prosperous than 
they have been for years.

Farmers DeMrre Help
But. according to the 1945 c?n- 

,sus, 60 per cent of all farms 
grossed less than $2,000 in pro­
ducts, while the gross of 75 per 
cent was le.ss than $3,000 giving 
net incomes of only half or two 
thirds these figures. Compara­
ble gross income for 1948 may bc‘ 
25 per cent more than the 1945 
figures; but this will be offset 
by a like increase in the cost of 
debt, building maintenance, etc. 
In other words, even with high 
prices 75 per cent o f  the farm­
ers are not netting as much when 
working 14 hours a day as city 
bricklayers, painters, carpenter.s 
and even common laborers get 
for working only eight bouis. 
This is not fair. .

So that when you divide the 
government bonu.sos among mil­
lions of farmers, there i s not 
much for each one. Furthermore, 
when you consider depen­
dent farmers are upon weather.

years to lake care of them when 
later crop failures and other dis­
asters come. Therefore, so far as 
these small farmers go. I believe 
the ^government guarantees are 
justified. As to the few big 
farmers, the government gets 
back at l^ast half of its guaran­
tee through income taxes.

Something Not to Forget
Let me also say that farmers 

raise something more than 
wheat, ebni and potatoes. They 
raise the best children which the 
nation ^r^uces. Most sujoess- 
ful employers will tell you that 
their best executives were born 
upon fann.s. They toll ‘ me ‘ here 
that not a single president of to­
day’s I^ew York City banks was 
born in New York City. Most 
bank pre.sidonl.s e v e u y w h e r c 
were born on farms or else were 
sons of preachers, doctors or col- 
ege profossor.«;. We need many 
more such men.

Six Man Football 
at High School 
Starts Next Week

The fast growing sport of six 
man football will begin next 
week with games scheduled for 
Tuesday and Thursday on the 
on the Plymouth High athletic 
field.

This sport is for boys of the 
eighth grade and under. Con­
stituting Class A will be the 
fellows 100*pounds and over, and 
the boys under 100 will consti­
tute the Class B division.
The number of teams and th? 

exact schedule is not complete as 
yet, but games will be played at 
4 p. m. and at 5 p. m. on Tuesday 
and Thursday. Eligibility and 
physical exam cards iriust be in 
to the team managers before the 
first contest.

Following are the rules and 
necessary material in connection 
with the league:

1. This six-man football league 
will be known at the Little 
Rocks—Classes A and B. Class 
A is 100 pounds and over and 
Class B is under 100 pounds. All 
boys must be below the ninth 
grade in school to compete.

2. The entry fee shall bo 5 
cents per boy, and must be paid 
before the first game of the 
league schedule.

3. The last dale for team entry 
shall be Monday of the week the 
league schedule opens.

4. The maximum number of 
players who can be under con- i 
tract at one time shall be ten. !

5. Players may be contracted ’
to 12 p. m. the first Monday in i 
October. Playeris may be re-! 
leased anytime during the sea-^ 
son but no player may be con- | 
traded after the above date, ex-* • 
cept for a player who cannof 
finish the season di ê to injury. ' 
No player may play with anoth- j 
er team in this league with/n 1 
seven days after he has propepy | 
signed a release from his forin- j 
er team. I

6. All players must have a p6y- • 
sical examination blank obtained 
from the high school and proflcr- 
ly signed before the first game.

7. Forfeit time shall be 15 min­
utes after scheduled game time. 
A team must have six men on 
the field to start a game and 
both teams could be charged 
with a loss.

8. Any team that forfeits  must 
pay a fine-of ten cents per man 
before they will ever be per­
mitted to play in any organized 
ball in this organiatiozn again.

9. All games will be played 
under the regulation high school* 
rules except that all players are 
eligible to receive a pass, and 
six minute quarters and eight 
minute rest between halves. .

10. Each team must supply at 
least one official for each game 
and the home team is also re­
sponsible for keeping score, sup­
plying the linesmen, and return i 
all equipment used to its proper < 
place after the game.

11. No' protest will be accepted 
concerning an official’s judgment 
howevevr, protest m ay  be made 
concerning the rules but must be 
done by the captain or manager 
only and must be settled before, 
game is resumed. The final de­
cision on all protests will be 
handled by your director or his 
representative on the field.

12. Any team using an ineligible 
player must forfeit the game and 
the team manager and captain | 
will be fined 10 cents each. T his' 
fine must be paid before their 
next scheduled game.

13. The recreation department 
will furnish the ball and as much 
of the uniforms as' available. It 
is recommended that the b<>ys 
get as m u ^  of'their own cquip-

I ment a s , possible.
I 14. Game ends when one team 
I is ahead 36 points, 
j 15. Unsportsman-likc abuse to 
I officials from players will im­
mediately subject them to sus­
pension from the team.
