M ARY SU N SH IN E  PERLEY.

A M uskegon friend the other day m ailed me a copy of 
The M uskegon Chronicle. The paper ci-ntained an article 
te llin g  of the passing of Mrs. Charles Eggerl Moore, "a social 
and civic leader o f M uskegon over a hmg peri(»d of years" 
said the Chronicle.

Probably no one in th is part ol M ichigan ever knew Mrs. 
M oore, w ho died at the age of 78 years. But it was the writer's 
good fortune as a kid reporter to have worked on a new s­
paper w ith  Mrs. Moore, w here she w as em ployed as society  
editor.

Am ong her other duties she w rote druly a co lu m n . of 
bright, good-natured paragraphs under the nam e of "Mary 
Su nsh in e Perley." It w as probably one o i  the most popular 
features ever published in a M ichigan newspaper.

"Mary Sunshine" as she w as called in the form er M us­
kegon M orning N ew s office w here she wa.s em ployed, so en­
deared herself to th e com m unity that if there w as any big 
new s story to be given out, she w as alw ays called by those 
interested , to w rite  th e articles.

It w as about that tim e w hen Charles Hackley. m illionaire  
lum berm an, and his associate. Mr. Hume, w ere m aking vari­
ous big g ifts to the city  of M uskegon, it w as "Mary Sunshine"  
w ho w as a lw a y s  called by Mr. H ackley to w rite of his dona­
tion of a hospital, a park, a school building, or w hatever it 
m ight be, to th e city  of M uskegon.

N ot at all strange is the fa d  that "Mary Sunshine" died 
in th e H um e Hom e for aged wom en, another gift m ade to 
M uskegon by Mr. H ackley’s associate.

W e often  w rite  long, lauditory editorials about prominent 
people w ho have passed on, but no M ichigan person ever  
earned a m ore deserving tribute than Mary Sunshine Perley
__w ho spread good w ill and left kindly w ords w here\'er she
w en t during the m any long years of her useful life.

City Offers New 
Fire Protection 
Plan to Township

Thi.s week Mayor Frank Hen­
derson and City Manager Harold 
Cheek presented the township 
board with a proposed fire pro­
tection agreement which is 
.^lightly allored from the stipu­
lations asked by the city earlier 
this year.

The township previously turn­
ed down a ptpposal asking for a 
jump in the average flat rate for 
protection frohi $2,000 to approx­
imately $4.00().

The rate now suggested by the 
city is $150 for each run into the 
township, plus $35 for each hour 
after the first. The former cost 
was $100 for each run. also with 
the $35 addition,

The present suggested rate 
would average approximately 
S3.500 a year. $500 less than what 
the city commission previously 
termed as a reasonable price.

The also introduced a clause 
asking that the township finish 
equipping the truck which they 
purchased following their rejec­
tion' of the city’s first proposed 
rate change. Under the new plan. 
lhc‘ city of Plymouth would 
house the truck.

Additions needed on the town­
ship truck lor proper fire fight­
ing are approximately 500 feet of 
additional hose and appropriate 
no/.zAca. lights for the rural runs, 
and a low pressure pump averag­
ing at lea.st 500 gallons a minute.

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Greatest School 
Attendance Jump 
Seen in Grades

Enrollments in Plymouth High 
school arc only slightly higher 
than the number facilitated last 
year, while grade school pupils 
out number Iasi year’s group by 
over 80. Superintendent of 
Schools Helmer Nelson announc­
es.

The number of high school 
students is 1.073 he stated, while 
Paul Johnson, grade school co­
ordinator. disclosed that those 
enrolled in the grades total 1223. 
The greater part of elementary 
school growth is in classes be­
tween kindergarten and third 
grade.

While commenting on the high 
school situation, Mr. Nelson said 
that every attempt is being made 
to hold the number down to the 
point where classes wdll not be 
overcrowded. At the present 
time, he added, the high school 
classes are about right as far as 
number goes. Mr. Johnson re­
ported, however, that in the 
grades the enrollments are over 
the desirable maximums, with 
six rooms reporting classes of 40 
or near 40. Several others have 
enrollments of 36 to 38 children.

During Mr. Johnson’s discus­
sion of the subject, he revealed 
that school officials recognize

C of C Committee 
To Further Study 
of Building Flan

A five man Housing Fact Find­
ing committee has been chosen 
by Charles Lindstrom. president 
of the Chamber of Commerce, to 
make a more comprehensive 
study of the Dwight Hand build­
ing project which is under con­
sideration as a possible means of 
alleviating the Plymouth hous­
ing shortage.

The committee is headed by 
Sterling Eaton, who will be as­
sisted by J. J. McLaren, David 
Mather. Jack Taylor and Ray 
Williams.

The purpose of the group has 
been described by Mr. Lindstrom 
as obtaining information relative 
to the price, methods, ways of 
building, and means of securing 
a stabilised price, for such a plan. 
They will request facts from the 
bank in Ypsilanti. a city in which 
the project has been executed, 
and will also obtain additional 
information regarding the simi­
lar project in Allegan.

The committee will further at­
tempt to find manufacturers who 
are interested in the housing pro­
blem in Plymouth, or other pri­
vate interests, with a view to 
getting short - term financial 
backing to cover the expense of 
foundation construction for ap­
proximately 12 homes.

The group will meet during the 
coming weekend, at the request 
of the Chamber of t^ommerce to 
discuss the supervision of the 
survey.

. with him. That night he had the 
rare opportunity to sleep on 
$50,000, after having resolved 
that the only safety spot he could 
find was under his pillow. First 
thing the next morning, the mon­
ey went in the bank.

A need for expansion of the 
facilities soon came with the ad­
vancement and development of 
electricity and electrical applian­
ces, Mr. Hubbell explained. To 
help solve this problem, the 
building presently occupi^ by 
the Detroit Edison company was 
constructed in 1917. Since that 
time, also, the number of meters 
in the Plymouth division was in­
creased almost seven times, un­
til today 5,500 metprs are served 
by this company.

In way of comparing the 
amount of electricity used now 
with the amount used 33 year.s 
ago, Mr. Hubbell reports that 
one factory in Plymouth now 
uses as much electric power in 
one day as the entire area served 
by the organization consumed 
then.

A lot of electfioity has passed 
through the meteng in Plymouth 
during the past 33 years, and Mr. 
Hubbell has done his share in 
keeping the lights burning and 
the motors running. Now at his 
retirement as senior clerk he 
plans to take life easy and more 
actively pursue his hobbies of 
wood working and weaving at 
his home here.

G ra y lin g  ■ G a y lo rd

by the Old'AAA Traveler
We hear a great deal about the 

beauties of Michigan’s coastlines 
—their white beaches and their 
blue waters, their parks and 
playplaces but somehow it 
strikes me that comparatively 
little is said about the swing right 
up thru the eenter of the state, 
the shortest route to the Straits 
of Mackinac.

This, stretch of country thru 
the middle of-the state was the 
great timbering country of a by­
gone day, and even within a 
whoop and a holler of Detroit 
you find interest, for you have 
just swung thru the so-called 
“Pontiac cutoff” when you pass 
Waterford hill, one of the most 
beautiful hills in all of the Mid­
dle West. In the spring, when 
the ^rass is tender or in the 
winter months when the conifers 
rise from the snow like myriad 
Christmas trees, Waterford hill 
is beauty-plus.

You swing onto M-15 just be­
yond Waterford and one of the 
first towns you encounter is 
Clarkston, an old town reminis­
cent o f New England with its 
white mansions and its tree- 
shaded lawns, and farther on, of 
course. Va^sar, where might have 
befen locatjed great Vassar col­
lege for women but for a local 
quirk whit*h sent old Matthew 
Vassar and his millions east­
ward.

Bay City was one of the great 
timber and: lumber centers in the 
early days and today is looked 
upon as being just about the 
gateway into northern Michigan's 
great playgrounds. It is just 
to the north of Bay City that you 
find the spot where the “Trails 
Divide,” ofle heading towards the 
eastern coastline and the other, 
which we are following, leading 
into West (Branch. West Branch 
is the southern gateway to the 
Huron National forest and you 
may follow miles of scenic ex­
ploration over old logging roads. 
Within Ogemaw county are 176 
lakes and more than 500 miles 
of trout streams. -

Then Priidenville on Houghton 
lake and Roscommon on the edge 
of Ogemaw State forest. North­
ward out of Roscommon and you 
have Grayling on the AuSable 
river with a large part of the 
surrounding country given oyer 
to the state or national forest 
systems. Here the AuSable riv­
er offers some of the finest ca­
noeing waters.

Just to the north of Grayling 
is Gaylord, another rip-roaring 
town m tJ(ie day of the lumber­
jack, in thjc day when the cry of 
“Timber!” resounded throughout 
M i c h i g a n .  BHWeen Grayling 
and Gaylord, of course, 5*ou find 
the route leading to the famous 
Harlwick Pines State park with 
one of the state’s few remaining 
stands of virgin timber.

On northward and you strike 
, the little town of Wolverine on 
Sturgeon river the Wolverine 
which was another timbering 
center and the Sturgeon river 
which runs right along the high­
way for miles, a stretch of water 
very dear to the trout fishermen. 
A few miles north of Wolverin 
and you have Burt lake on one 
hand and Mullett lake on the 
other. Here you find your junc­
tion with M 68 leading westward 
to Alanson. Petoskey and Harbor 
Springs, but M 27, on which you 
have traveled from Prudenvillc. 
continues the marge of Mullet 
into Cheyboygan and along llie 

I blue-waters of Lake Huron into 
i Mackinaw City.
I All of this stretch of country 
I is ideally suited for vacation tra- 
I vel, for adequate roadside parks 
 ̂and camping spots have been 
I provided. You will find stretches 
i of deep forest and intriguing lit­
tle roads leading far into the 

, restful green, it is the country 
I of wildlife, with deer frequently 
I seen  in little coveys of partridg­
es occasionally feedipg along the 
roadside.

Around Grayling you have 
^your great winter sports parks 
and also your military li^ rv a -  
tion, with its great fly in g ’fieW. 
Otsego lake stretches along 
highway for miles and from the 
time you swing off Woodward 
avenue until you roll up to the 
ferry at Mackinaw City you will 
never be out of sight of somj- 
thing interesting.

Another thing, you hear parents 
cmnplain because they don’t have 
any say about wdiat Is taught in the 
schoeds. After all, planning school 
currictila is a Job for professional 
educators. Still, parents certainly are 
in a position to learn whether or not 
a certain course of study is effective. 
So if parents are dissatisfied with 
what their children are being taught, 
they should first acquaint themselves 
thoroughly with the methods and 
subjects they criticize, and then take 
their complaints to the school au­
thorities. Above all, don't grumble to 
the children about the good edd days 
when you went to school!

Finally, there's the question as to 
how much parents should help their 
children with their schoed work. Ex­
cept for a backwa^ child or one who 
has been out of school, we b^eve 
that parents should provkie a stu­
dious atmosphere, but very little act­
ual help. See that the children have 
a comfortable place in which to 
study—and lei them know that vou 
expect them to do their work.

A regular study horn* Is best—but 
dont be too strict about it if some­
thing ccxnes along olf equal value to 
the child's education—an unusually 
good film. f<»’ instance, or a fine 
radio broadcast.

Rem em ber th a t new s item  which came out of the U pper Penin­
sula early  last sum m er w hich told of a little  girl being killed by a 
bear?

Rem em ber th a t the  “experts'* said th a t it was a most uncommon 
thffig for a bear to attack  a hum an being — th a t they m ade4ests to 
see if the bear was suffering from  rabies? They found th a t it was 
perfectly norm al in every way — and left no answ er as to why it 
had killed and pa^^tly devoured a little  girl.

Wild life experts haven’t  provided a satisfactory answ er to  this 
strange conduct of a Michigan bear, but northern  Michigan resi­
dents have.

In a le tte r  to “My M ichigan” column from  Mi-s. Carol Hammon 
W ieland of Brim ley, Michigan, a  form er Plym outh resident, a  very 
logical answ er has been provided.

Every one w ho knows anything about Michigan bears know  th a t 
they live alm ost entirely  on w ild fruits and berries th a t grow in 
nearly  all parts of northern  Michigan. Seldom does a  bear ever eat 
meat. It w ill rob a kitchen of bacon and the like, and once in a 
w hile k ill a  lamb, w hich is rarely  if ever devoured.

Those who live in the neighborhood of w here the  little  girl was 
b illed , are  now fully convinced th a t the bear was one th a t had been
held in captivity and then  for some reason turned  looge in the  woods. 
A pparently  w hile caged up it had been fed food unnatura l to bears, 
meals, etc.

W hen it was released it did not know how to find its na tu ra l 
food in  the woods. Becoming desperately hungry, it  was but natu ra l 
for it to do the  unusual thing, attack  a hum an being, although bears 
generally tu rn  and ru n  when they scent a person.

U pper Peninsula residents are  sure th a t th is is the  tru e  story 
as to  the  reason to r the  bear’s attack  upon the  little  girl.

Mrs. W ieland asserts th a t n6t only are no rthern  M ichigan resi- 
ren ts hostile over w hat appears to be a most thoughtless th ing  for
some one to  do, bu t th a t they ai% amazed a t how gruesome some

irpeople can be. The home of the  bear’s victim  is only a few  miles 
irom  Elm er's Place, th e  hunting and tourist cam p operated by the 
W ielands near Brim ley. The le tte r states th a t souvenir hunters have 
even torn boards off the  home of the parents of the little  girl. O thers 
have e x p re s s ^  a w ish to have thei;* pictures taken  holding the  gun 
th a t was used to k ill the  bear.

There isn’t much question bu t w hat Mrs. W ieland has revealed 
the  real reason as to w hy a 'M ichigan bear, w hich is usually afraid 
of a person, killed the girl. W hen in captivity  it  had become accus­
tom ed to the  scent of a  hum an being, and was not afraid  to  venture 
to the  cabin w here the  little  girl lived w ith her parents.

Babson Discusses the High Cost 
of Living

Am erican Public Enem y No. 1 
today is inflation: bu t un fo rtun ­
ately  like enem y No. 2, whicii is 
liquor—too m any people a re  
tem porarily  prospering by f lir t­
ing w ith these enemies.

People Have More Money
The A m erican people toqay 

have nrtore dollars than ' a t any 
tim e in ou r history, nearly  
$2,000,000,000—even dfter taXos 
have been taken  out. Thjat’s 
about two and one half tim es as 
much as they had pre-w ar. 
There have been trem endous 
post-w ar spurts in individual 
earnings. P er capita income in 
the  U nited S tates has increased 
130 per cent over 1940 levels. In ­
cidentally, folks in Kansas, the 
Dakotas, and the  g reat N orth­
west have had the  greatest in- 

fcreases in income.
The trouble «  th a t prices are 

so much higher, more than  twice 
as high and still going up—that 
your dollar and mine now buy 
less than  a t any tim e since the 
post-R evolutionary days of the 
1780’s. Cheap autom obiles and 
housing, for exam ple, are  now 
out of reach of the  average w ork­
er. Yet, th is  bad condition will 
continue so long as labor lead­
ers and politicians are  m aking 
money from  high prices.

Dollar at New Low
One hundred  cents today will 

buy only forty  percent of the 
fo (^  it purchased pre-w ar. The 
post-w ar clothing dollar has de­
clined to approxim ately fifty 
percent of its p re -w ar value. A 
dollar spent today to  keep a roof 
over your head w ill buy b u t 89 
oents w orth  of p re -w ar rentals, 
w hile new  housing is only about 
60 cents w orth of “p re -w ar value. 
The dollar, w hen . you consider 
its a ll-round  purchasing power, 
in term s o f radios, cars, re friger­
ators, bu tter, milk, bread, suits, 
and shoes, w ill buy only about 
half the things it bought in 1940 f 
Inflation is our m ajor national 
headache today—our Public En- 
emv No. 1.

The picture today fe much the 
sam e as it was afte r thb last w ar 
w hen the  dollar was w orth  fifty 
cents in  term s of the goods and 
services it would buy. A study

of business cycles shows th a t in ­
flation follows wars. This is us­
ually  charactei'ized by cheap 
money and a b u s in ess  boom. Biit 
the  business boom usually bvirn: 
itself out. So prepare yourselif. A 
day of reckoning will as surely 
follow does night and day.

Stop the Boom!
The President and our Con­

gress have offered surc-ciires to 
end our present inflationarv spS- 
ral. I know of no tim e in our h is ­
tory  w here a m ajor price rise 
was ever hailed by politic.s. High 
prices arc  the resu lt of a shortage 
of goods and a surplus of money 
and—as I recently  explain id-r— 
of various law s w hich Roosevelt 
had passed to fw ce higher price.'. 
Since 1940-41 the  supply of mon­
ey has o u tru n  the  'supply of 
goods. People have n t.d c d  or 
wanttxl things -sliorl on supply 
and have had the  money, for the 
first time, to buy them. A s buy­
ers we have hid against;one an ­
o ther for available good^. Hm cc. 
prices have soared. '  ' "

T here are  Ih iee  Xundamentai 
things w hich we can do to help 
stop th is inflationary spiral. If 
high prices and inflation ar?  the 
result of (1) a .^hortaga of goods 
and (2) a surplus of money and 
(3) New Deal Legislation, then 
we should (I)  increase our p ro­
ductivity along all fronts, (2) 
w ait aw hile for buying whaf we 
can now get along w ithout, and 
(3) have Congress repeal the 
crazy law s is passed^ in 1932-34. 
Increased production has a l­
ready broken th e  price rise in 
some commodities. A supply ex ­
ceeding dem and has already 
shown up along some m anufact­
uring lines. Shortag:>s still exist 
along such lines as steel and au ­
tos. But given tim e a g reater bal­
ance in our economy will result, 

Let Us Use Religion
Tinkering w ith natu ra l econo­

mic laws and w ith  politics will 
cure neither inflation nor de­
flation. Lets buy those things 
w hich are in full supply and en ­
courage our fellow w orkers to 
produce to capacity. In other 
w’ords. let us use some sclf-con- 
tro l and religion in buying and 
producing. This could w'cll moan 
the  difference between a "bust” 
and continued prosperitv.
