Prograjn Outlined

Plymouth’s Lions club acted
as host to the chairman of zone
one and presidents and secretar-
ies of all pt*er Lion organiza-
tions In the zone at the regular
meeting held on September 30.

Mr. Maynard pointed out to
the members attending that the
Leader Dog League for the Blind
here in Michigan is one of the
only four peerr'dited non-profit
organizaliohs in -the United
States doing this work. The com-
bined output of these four or-
ganizations is only 300 dogs per
year, against a demand of about
20.000, he continued.

“One of the reasons for this
comparatively low output is the
scarcity of good dogs.” Mr. May-
nard contended. “The preferred
breeds are German Shepard and
German Boxer, although occa-
sionally a good cross bred dog
can be u.scd. JThe league will buy
dogs, but because of its non-pro-
fit nature, naturs™ly-it would pre-
fer that dogs be donated,” Mr.
Maynard pointed out.

“A Leader Do” costs the blind
person obtaining it only $150,
including his or her own four
weeks stay at the League’s head-
quarters in  Rochester,” Mr.
Maynard continued. “This $150
can be paid by &e blind person
at any time, before
training 'or after.

PAKmouth hunters getting rea-
dy to invade fields and marshes
on next Fridaj®, October 15—
opening day of the small game
season in the lower peninsula
and of the duck season every-
v~here in the state—cannot shoot /
legally before 12 o’clock, noon,
eastern standard time.

On the second day of the sea-
son it 'will be unlawful to hunt
small game before 10 a. m. in
southern counties of the lower
peninsula, but duck hunters can
start banging away one-half
hour before sunrise anywhere in
the state.

Legal shooting hours during
the migratory game bird (duck)’
season except on opening day
are from one-half hour”.-bcfore
sunrise to one hour before sun-
set.

The 10 o'clock opening hour
on the second day of the small
game .season (ringnecked pheas-
ants, rabbits, woodchucks, squir-
rels, ruffed grouse) is fixed by
statute for those counties south
of and including* Oceana, Neway-
go, Mecosta, Isabella, Midland,
Bay .and all of Huron.

On the third and succeeding;

days of the small game season
the opening hour is 7 a. m. in
these counties. Seven a. m. is the
legal hour in lower peninsula
counties north of the line des-
cribed above on the. second day
of the season and thereafter.
There is no open season on
pheasants in Alcona, Benzie,
Grand Traverse, losco, Leelan-
au, and Wexford counties. There

Here's News For
All Hunlers

Plymouth hunters getting rea-
dy to invade fields and marshes
on next Friday, October 15—
opening day of the small game
season in the lower peninsula
and of the duck season every-
where in the state—cannot shoot
legally before 12 o’clock, noon,
eastern standard time.

On the second day of the Rea-
son it 'will be unlawful to nun*,
small game before 10 a. m. in
southern counties of the lower
peninsula, but duck hunters can

start banging away one-half
hour before sunrise anywhere in
the state. >

Legal shooting' hours’ during
the migratory game bird (duck)
season except on opening day
are from one-half hour before
sunrise to one hour before sun-
set.

The 10 o’clock opening hour
on the second day of the small
game season (ringnecked pheas-
ants, rabbits, woodchucks, squir-
rels, ruffed grouse) is fixed by
statute for those counties south
of and including Oceana, Neway-
go, Mecosta, Isabella, Midland,
Bay ,and all of Huron.

On the third and succeeding
days of the small game season
the opening hour is 7 a. m. in

these counties. Seven a. m. is the
legal hour in lower peninsula
counties north of the line des-

cribed above on the second day
of the season and thereafter.

There is no open season on
pheasants in Alcona. Benzie,
Grand Traverse, losco, Leelan-
au. and Wexford counties. There
iS no open season on prarie
chickens and sharptaiied grouse
in the southern counties describ-
ed above. The 12-day pheasant
season ends <!)ctober 26.

One evening last week some 150 friends of former Governor
Chase Osborn were invited to a reception in honor of the 88 year old
former chief executive of Michigan on the eve of his departure for
his winter home down in Georgia.

The affair took place in the auditorium of the Alexander Blain
hospital on East Jefterson. Dr. Blain for more than half a century

been a dose p”~sonal friend of Governor Oshorn and each year
t"fore the distinguished citizen of Michigan leaves for the southland
he makes it a practice to stop at the hospital for a physical check.

For the past several years Governor Osborn has been blind birt
a few months ago upon his leturn from the south he stoplped at the
hospital and by the removal of cataracts from his eyes, hi* sight has
been restored to a remarkable degree.

Present at the reception the other evening were some of the
most notable leaders of the United States in conservation efforts,
among them being the president of the National Audubon
Assoclation.

The gathering of so many notables who are devoting their time
and their money to the preservation of the natural beauties, birds
and wild life of these United States simply to greet an old friend,
brought to the writer’s mind a question as to.the ~lme when Michi-
gan nrst began to give ccnsideratiorl to the conservation of the boun-
teous natural possessions of this great state—a state that for moie
than half a century was the victini of one of the cruelest and most
wanton destruction of forests, birds and animals ever experienced”
by any state.

Prisons, asylums, reform schools, taxatiqp, the military, immi-
gration, expositions, prison contract labor systems and (during the
administration of Governor Russell Alger) such picayune questions
as loe decoration of the Ulterior of the capitol, were chief subjects
discussed in messages of thf governors to the legislature.

From 1885 down to the administration of Governor Chase S,
Osborn, one can find not the slightest reference in any message of
any governor recommending steps to protect and develop the natural
resources and wild life of the state.

Governor Luce did recommend that the commercial fishermen
who had started denuding the Great Lakes and the inland streams of
fishi should buy a license to pay for the services of some hsh war-
dens. He saia ice was against making large appropriations for the
propagati<m of fi&h without providing ample means for the appoint-
ment ei a fish and game warden. Y

Bade in 1897 Governor John T. Rich told the legislature that he
thought some of the denuded forest lands of the .state should be uti-
lized in the production of timber in the future as well as for the
preservation *to some extent of game and fish.”

Haaen Pingree, the ”battling” goverhor who came oin of De-
troit, was in such a_mess most of the time when he was = writing
messages to the legislature, fhat he didn’t accomplish rb”idfffor any-
thing or anybody. He was against everything, and it was not a sur-
%rlse to find him berating commercial fishermen ifor thelr_?re_ed,

ecause he was berating everybody. He recommended legislation
which would increase the productiveness of fish and thereby create
more revenue for the state, gs well as more fish food for the future.

_But not one word in a single one of his numerous messa?es,
which-number more and longer than those submitted by any half a
dozen other governors, about conservation.

In one message to the legislature he even recommended the
abolishing of the closed fishing season during the fall spawning
season and recommended that commercial fishing be encouraged at
that season of the year—but why quote the words of a screwball.

Governor Arron T. Bliss .was the first chief executive of the state
to recommend restraint in the killing of deer. He declared that the
slaughter of deer during the fall hunting season of 1900 s_ugges_t’\
the advisability or restrlctln(l; to two deer each hunter might kill.
He thought possibly the legislature should pass a law to stop the sale
of all game. EXCEPT wOd ducks. ) _ ]

He told the legislature that he believed it would crlﬁple the
counties by turning denuded lands into state forests when he urgexl
“careful consideration of replanting forests” that had been recom-
mended by the newly created Forestry Commission.

Governor Fred Warner, With an eye always on the economy side
of state affairs, said he thought that the problem "of reforesting the
denuded timber land calls tor prompt and intelligent solution. He
urged, too, a study of fish and game laws of other states with a view
of presenting measures for improvement in Michigan.

But not until you turn the pages of Michigan history down to the
administration of Chase S. Osborn can you find a single reference
to the establishment of amg'overnnienlal agency which had for its
object the protection and preservation of the natural resources and
wild life of the state. i

r
_In his first message to the legislature in 1911 Governor Osborn
pointed out the importance ofthe work of the game, fish and forestry
warden’s department, but he recommended the
“establishment of a non-partisan commission that would
take over all of the activities of game protection, fife pro-
tection, forest conservation and ALL of the work entailed
bi/ such a general and COMPLETE policy of CONSERVA-
TION as the people seem eager to undertake. Here can be
affected intelligent and practical concentration, insurin
ﬁ_reater effmencK at a lessened coat for the work done” sai
is message. “The end might be obtained by changing the
form and amplifying the powers of the Public Domain com-
mission. if necessary, in order to take over the direction
of this GREAT WORK.” |
In these words you find the first reference to a solution of the
conservation problem that th)s state faced then and today—uttered
by any Governor. !
~ Governor Osborn has Ih4d to see the creation of the conserva-
tion department he had recommended back in 1911 and to note the
amazing progress that has been made by that department in the
protection and restoration of forests, streams, lakes, birds and wild
life. Little wonder that cemsfervation leaders from alar cam” to pay
tribute to one who could so olearlv look into the future a half cen-
tury ago and realize what the problems of today would be.

Choose Curtains

for Best Effect

Curtains going up? Your home
is like the stags in that respect.
Put the curtains up first and the
rest of the action will follow in
good order.

It is easier to match the rest
of your r~ecorating to the cur-
tains than vice versa advises Ju-
lia T"ar, of the department of
"textiles, clothing and related
arts at Michigan State college, in

a report to Plymouth house-
wives.
So choose your curtains or

drapes and then match your
paint or paper to them. If possi-
ble try out a large sample at the
windows of your room before
deciding. You can see how ths
material looks in the daytime
and also under artificial light as
well as with the other colors in
the room.

Attractive and interesting win-
dow treatments can do more to
make a room attractive than any
other one thing. They can do a
great deal to improve the ap-
pearance of a poorly proportion-
ed room.

Design, color and™‘the texture
of the material all play an im-
portant part in the window
treatment. Each should blend
with those features of the other
room furnishings.

If you make the curtains, al-
low enough material for ampls
folds. It is better to buy a less
expensive material than to econ-
omize too much on quantity.
Sheer curtains should be twice
the width of the window. Case-
ment curtains or drapes to be
used as draw curtains should
lalso be twice the width of the
window. Draperies should be at
least one and one-half times the
width of the window.

Measuring the length is also
very important. Allowance must
be made for hems, heading, for
possible shrinkage, and for the
matching of a pattern.

That ~ouid rnean, he conclud-
es™ that the farmer has the pow-
er to fix th6; prices the consumer
pays. If he had that ImWer, the
farmer wouldnt wotfV about a
depression.

But, recalling a little .history
and using a little sirriple arith-
metic, Mauch shows that it isnt
s0.

Farm prices are always the |
first to drop in a depression. The |

farmer always takes for his pro- >

duct what the consumer is will- |
ing to pay after the middlemen ,
get out their costs of processing,;

transporting and selling, plus a|
1

profit.

Thp. real reason for ’high food i
prices, Mauch believed, is that!
consumers have two and one-1
half to three times as much mon- |
ey to spend as they had in 1939. |
That represents demand—power ,
to buy food. Farm production has
increased about a third, and that
is an outstanding performance
since we have fewer farmers to-
day. This food represents supply.

Economists have contended for
years that the relation between
supply and demand determines
the price. Using simple arithme-
tic, Mauch then divided the goods
into money available to buy and
the price is twice as high.

“The fault lies in too much
money in relation to the
.goods to buy and the consumer’s
willingness to bid up prices. The
farmer influences the price by
his effect on supply. Since he has
been doing his best to increase
supply, he can hardly be respon-
sible for gouging the consumer”,
the economist concluded.
