When we send them to prison for “hard labor” for one or
two years, it should be just that. When they are released, it
still should he hard labor for them—as hard labor is one sure
preventive of crime. In other words, if a person is kept busy,
he does not have the frequent temptations to get into crime
that the idler does.

Yes, we agree with Warden Sanford, he’s got a big prob-
lem on his hands—and it is our problem just as much as it
is his.

Rolarians Hear
Story of UffiSCO

Plymouth Rotarians enjoyed
one of their finest programs last
Friday, when assistant superin-
tendent of schools of Dietroit,
Dr. Paul Rankin spoke before the
club at the request of Charles
Brake. Dr. Rahkin took as his
subject. UNESCO, the United
Nations Educational, Scientific,
and Cultural Organization which
he believes has in its power the
only real approach to permanent
peace.

The speaker stated that this
branch of the United Nations As-
sembly had only one objective
and that was peace and its only
method of bringing about a per-
manent peace throughout the
world was through education.
This is the first time in world
history that any peace treaty
has ever been written that in-
cluded a program of education
for the waring countries, stated
the speaker.

He further pointed out that in
the-past most peace treaties were
written on the following basis,
first an effort is usually 'lI"ade to
rectify boundaries secondly the
limitation of .armaments is con-
sidered and thirdly some pro-
gram is includedj to encourage
the end of all special disputes
between the nations at war.

Dr. Rankin pointed out that
the theory of the United Nations
is that war conceived in the
minds of men therefore they
should be educated from child-
hood to believg that wars are
unnecessary. This can be done
he said by putting the truth in
the minds of all children through-
out the world by making truth
the basis of education. To draw
a more clear picture of his
thought he compared the English
history books on the Revolptionr
aly War with the American text
books used in our own public
schools. People who read both
find it almost impossible to be-
lieve that they are reading about
the same war he stated.

“UNESCO has a tremendous
job on its hands in attempting
a program such as this, but |
feel in the final analysis the only
way to a lasting peace is through
truth and truth can only be
known if it is taught universally,**
said Mr. Rankin.

Fire Discussion
Held by Kiwanis

Fire prevention precautions
should 1~ taken in the home
every day, not just one week in
the year. Captain L. Bailey told
Plymouth Kiwanians Tuesday
evening, October 12, when he
spoke on the -recent Fire Pre-
vention Week.

The discussion was supple*
mented with a demonstration of
how fire occurs, showing the
elements need for combustion.

The alert teacher understands
that radio is an art in itself and
its wise use is the heritage of ev-
ery child.—Kathleen N. Lardie,
Supervisor of Radio, Detroit Pub-
lic Schools.

Farm Program
Supports Prices

The new farm program, au-
thorized by Congress, will have
an effect on the support prices
which are guarantee to farm-
ers, Michigan State college farm
economists tell Plymouth agri-
culturists.

Support prices were originally
planned to encourage farmers to
increase and maintain produc-
tion during the war years when
great quantities of food were
needed. Support prices also in-
sure farmers against disastrous
declines in prices and incomes
such as occurred in 1921 and
again following 1929. A moderni-
zation of the “parity” concept
has been enacted to bring these
support prices up to date and to
correct some of the inequalities
brought about by chan®ng mar*
kets and agricultural production
advances. - *

In effect, the new farm act low-
ers the parity calculation gen-
erally for grains, cotton, peanuts,
and rice; afid raises the level for
hogs, beef cattle, milk and cot-
tonseed. |

Well, that was just about the
hardest job he could have picked, but he had tried practically

everything else—and failed.

He wrote to The .National Underwriter, a large Chicago
insurance weekly. He was hired sight unseen!

It is( better to steer away from
the gadgets guaranteed to end
thumb sucking—the bitter medi-
cines, bandages, cuffs and guards.

With more hunters in th‘i fields and woods than er* before,
increased caution in the use bf firearms is urged by the Wildlife’
Management Institute. The first report of a fatal accident to reach the
Institute cames from California where a twice-wounded veteran of
the recent war was mistaken (for a deer by a hunter who failed to
abide by simple safety rules, \that the Japs were not able to accom-
plish deliberatel?/, this overzdalous. trigger-happy hunter did in a
moment of carelessness. )

The ten commandments bf .safely drawn up by the Sporting
Arms and Ammunition Manqu)ctiirefs’ Institute are simple. No one
whb follows them will evei trke a life or jeopardize his own:

1. Treat every giin with he respect due a loaded gun. This
is the cardinal rule of gun safety.

2. Carry only empty gun?, taken down or with the actions
open, into your autompbl es, camp, and home.

3. Always be sure that ihe barrel and action are “lear of
obstructions. _
4. Always carry your'gun so that you can control the di-
rection of the muzzle, ev®n if you stumble.

5. Be sure of your target before you pull the trigger.
, 6. Nhever po%nt your gun at anything you do not want to

shoot.

7. .Plever leave your gur unattended unless you unload it
irst.

8. Never climb a tree oi a fench with a loaded gun.

9. Never oot at a flat. 1ard surface or the surface of water.

10. Don't ibix gunp~dcr and alcohol.

These rules should'be'morized and observed strictly by every
person Who Handles ficBBrms of any kind. Whether or not they are
oi“rved may mean all di fference between pleasure and tragedy.
No human bejhg ever resembled a deer closely enou” to be mis-
taken for one by a rcc”nabl ' cautious hunter. A moving bush may
be set in motion as easily by ;mother hunter as by a deer. If you miss
a shot at a deer by being caieful, you have lost little. 1f you shoot
at a “deer” and kin a you will have lost a big piece of your
future and will have $ai*leq yourself yrith a guilty conscience that
you will carry to the grave.

BATSON'S WAR FORECAST
FOR 1948

The Russia of Nicholas Il and
its police knew Joseph Stalin as
lviolent totally uninhibited
Irevolutionary,—a saboteur, jail
breaker, bank robber, and killer
of policemen. He led a life
habitual duplicity, although p~-'
tending to be a law-abiding citi-
zen. He justified his actions by
regarding them as sanctioned by
Marxist principles and intended
to lift the masses of the people.

We should not defend Czar-
dom nor debate the right of any
man to become revolutionary un-
der such circumstances. | do
think it is imi>ortant, however,
that we keep in mind that a rev-
olutionist although now in the
position of dictator, will never
react or respond in a-manner to
which we are accustomed. The
ex-bandit and ex-outlaw is not
going to become a frank and law-
abiding citizen merely because
he is absolute dictator
coiyitry.

THREE REASONS
FOR NO WAR NOW

(1) When forecasting the pos-
sibility of World War Il we must
decide how to interpret Stalin’s
current activities and should give
proper weight to this gangster-
like character of his iferty. In my
opinion, the guerrilla and harass-
ing tactics of the Stalinites in
Berlin and elsewhere betray fear
and a sense of military inferiori-
ty. They want certain political,
territorial, and economic gains,
but they don’t dare start an all-
out war for them. Hence, they
pursue harassing tactics, like a
dog nipping at a wildcat; but
never intending resMly to close in,
and always ready to back away
when the cat tyrns in reprisal.
This is the method by whiph they
forged ahead during their early
struggling days. It is logical to
believe they will want to con-
tinue to follow this method now
rather than fight. r
