If a talent for more pro­
fessional types of dancing becomes 
evident, instruction in these can fol­
low. One early advantage of ballrocsn 
dancing is that it helps a child 
achieve g(X)d' posture. The coirect 
dancing position requires a lifted 
head, straightened shoulders and a 
flat diaphragm, which are also the 
basis of good carriage.

Another necessary adjunct of 
grace is to learn to be light-on the  ̂
feet. Though most children start 
dancing flat-footed, gradually you 
can teach them to keep their heels 
off the floor. They will also find that 
it is easier to balance if they press 
the floor with tfte two outside toes 
of each foot.

Teaching rhythm, of course, comes 
flrst of all. Some children seem to be 
bom with it. some never acquire a 
perfect sense of timing, but most 
every child can leam to recognise 
and keep time to familiar dance 
beats. B^in by teaching the baby to 
pat-a-cake to music, thm bring thei 
feet into the game when the child’s 
1 ^  reach the floor so he can tap 
out the beat. Vary the tyjie of music 
'—marches, tai^oes,  ̂ but always 
something lively, for it takes a dis­
ciplined sense of rhythm to follow a 
slow movement.

IP you have only a few leftover 
vegetables, these can easily be 

turned Into a soup by using a thin 
cream sauce with pureed vegetables. 
If you want to save time, add the 
vegetables to canned chicken or 
mushroom soup.

When you buy a boned or a roll­
ed roast, don’t for­
get to  ask the 
butcher for the 
bones which have 
been removed. The 
bones plus a few 
greens can be made 
economically i n t o  
an excellent soup 
for cold weather 
meals.

Leftover vegetables. Juices can be 
extended with tomato juice and 
simmered with a few herbs or a 
slice of onion and bayleaf for flavor, 
thus making delicious soups easily.

The residents of Ply­
mouth voting overwhelmingly in 
favor of the project.

In behalf of the village he ac­
cepted from Harry E. Bradner 
the war memorial that still 
stands in Kellogg park.

He did much to encourage the 
b u i l d i n g  of c e m e n t  walks 
throughout the village and ask­
ed, the village council to provide 
free water for the first winter 
ice skating rink Plymouth ever 
had.

Forest avenue was opened dur-. 
ing his two terms as village presi­
dent and the village made ar­
rangements with the phone com­
pany to blow the fire alarm, a 
practice which prevails to this 
day.

He appointed George Springer 
villagd marshall and William 
Blunk .street commissioner. Mr. 
Springer served as marshall over 
a long period of years.

Always holding that the Bible 
and the American flag arc price­
less, Mr. Robin.son during all of 
the hundreds and hundreds oi 
auction sales he conducted, 
never sold a Bible or a flag. If 
there was a Bible or nag la bf 
disposed of at a sale, he would 
present them as a gift to ?onu‘ 
one bidding on some other arti­
cle. but he would never pr.'mh 
bidding on a Bible or flag, no 
matter of what value they might 
have possessed.

Upon the organization of the 
Rotary club in Plyrftouth, Mr. 
Robinson became active in its 
work and conducted its yearly 
Christmas sales for the benefit 
of needy children. He w'as a 
charter member of the Newsboy 
Goodfellows organizations of 
both Detroit and Plymouth, and 
served as the first president of 
the Plymouth Goodfellows. Dur­
ing all the years of these newspa­
per sale.s in behalf of charity.

Get Xmas Mail in 
Soon, Official says

Assistant Postmaster Beatrice 
Schultz today apficaled to local 
residents to plan, to mail all 
Christmas greeting cards and 
gift package.s “just as early in 

i December as possible.’̂
An even heavier flood of Yule- 

tide mail is expected this Christ­
man than during the record 
breaking 1947 holiday .season, 
when the local postoffice cancel­
led 599,081 pieces of mail, she 
states.

“If you po.stpone mailing to the 
 ̂last minute this year.” the assist- 
j ant Postmaster warned, “you 
I risk disappbinting your friends, 
i Your holiday mcs.sages and gifts 
• may be caught in the rush and 
: perhaps not delivered until after 
Christmas.”

All packages should be mailed 
before December 10 to assure 
delivery before Christmas day, 
she said. Christmas cards for out- 
of-State delivery also should be 
mailed by December 10 and cards 
for local addresses should be in 
the collection boxes at least a 
week before December 25.

“We would appreciate it if 
people would stop in next week 
and purcha.'se the extra stamps 
they’re going to need,” the assist­
ant postmaster said. “This is one 
phase of Christmas shopping 
that everyone can complete early 
and thus , avoid the la.st-minute 
crowds at the post office win­
dows.”

The assistant postmaster point­
ed out that parcel post packages 
cannot be accepted unless stout­
ly wrapped, and advised shop­
pers to lay in suplies ot heavy 
cardboard, sturdy outer paper,

The c»e book of history in thi 
New Testament was written by Luke 
a literary man and a careful his* 
torian, who was an eye-witness ol 
much that he recorded In the Acts. 
Bein^ a Gentile, he wrote with sym­
pathetic interest of work amoi>p 
Gentiles.

The lesson text befins with 
the promise of the Holy Spirit, 
and the commission of the dis­
ciples as witnesses to Christ. 
The account of Pentecost has 
been called the prolofne of the 
mifhty aetieity recorded In the 
Acts. It rives the explanation in 
advance of the snccess of the 
Christian movement
Persecution hi Judaea ser\'ed to 

scatter the dlaelples abroad. They 
gained a foothold in Antioch, where 
they were Rrst called Qiristians. The 
church establlsbed there soon sent 
out Paul and Barnabas as mission­
aries.

On his second missionary Journey 
che Tiskm of a man ol Macedonia 
led Paul into ^rope. where he es­
tablished the fM  church on that 
continent.

At loigth the aged apostle entered 
Rome—as a prisoner. Two yedrs 
paaaed irtiUe Paul was allowed* to 
dwell in his own hired bouse, with a 
soldier guarding him, and permitted 
to receive visiter. Then-^he was 
b e h e a d e d  under Nero. Chiefly 
through his labors Christianity be­
came a wOTld leligion, and Paul is 
justly entitled to rank among the 
few great figures of history.

It was back in 1846 when Can­

ton township taxpayers began 
-Id pay rather substantial taxes 
for the support of rural schools.

During the first few years of 
Ihe existance of Plymouth town­
ship, both Canton and Northville 
townships were a part of Ply­
mouth township.

Whsn Plymouth and Canton 
townships were made into two 
separate units they were of equal 
size. Then a numl^r of years lat­
er Plymouth township was di­
vided and the township of North­
ville was created. While Canton 
remains the regular size of a 
township, both Plymouth and 
Northville townships are only 
“half* townshi|M. In fact Ply­
mouth township isn't even that 
at this time. When Plymouth de­
cided to quit being a village and 
became a city, it automatically 
withdrew as a part of the town­
ship, leaving Plymouth township 
only the territory outside the 
city limits.

It was in 1844 when Canton 
township granted a tavern li- 

* fense to Peter Burden, the cost 
of the license being only $5. The 
Plymouth Mail has not been able 
to learn where the first tavern 
located in this vicinity was lo­
cated.

In' 1847 another tavern license 
was granted by Canton township 
to Caleb Jessup.

With these old towpship books, 
Mr. McClumphia found a copy of 
an article that had been compiled 
from the Michigan Pioneer Col­
lection for the years 1877-80, 
making reference to the first tax 
roll of the township of Plymouth, 
Wayne county. Territory of 
Michigan. This tax roll is dated 
October 2, 1827 and shows a total 
of 71 resident settlers. The total 
value of the tax roll was $19,194 
and the total tax to be collected 
was $99.37. Many of the settlers 
had total taxes of between 50 and 
60 cents.

A. B. Markham was elected 
tax collector that first year and 
he tells in the Michigan Pioneer 
Collections 1877-80 of his three 
week trip through the township 
locating these settlers and col­
lecting the tax. When he was 
through he lacked several dol­
lars of the full amount, resigned 
from his job as tax collector, nev­
er again held public office nor 
wanted to.

On page 1255 of Silas Farmer’s 
Chronological Cyclopedia, as he 
amusingly says authored by one 
“native here and to the manner 
born” is the following reference 
to the Canton township organic 
zation and officers:

“This township was created by 
the act of March 7, 1834, out of 
part of what had been Plymouth 
township. It was named Canton, 
after the city by that name 
China, the object being to get a 
name not found elswhere in the

Wins Honor Army Rejections 
Running High

Inventory of Selective Service 
pre^induction examination re* 
suits throughout 12 state Fifth 
Army Area indicates a high re­
jection rate of 06.37 per cent.

Of the I 6,165 men examined 
between October 11*22, only 2080 
were fou^d acceptable for mili­
tary training and service.

According to Fifth Army offi­
cials, fail|iire to meet require­
ments of the physical examina­
tion by the Army medics result­
ed in 48 per cent of the total 
number rej^ted. The figure is 
almost four times that of the per­

centage of rejects, for physical 
rea.sons, under the volunteer pro­
gram.

Of 12,561 volunteers for enlist­
ment processed by all recruit- 

I ing main stations in tl)e Fifth 
I Army Area during the month of 
I September, only 1.535 or 12.22 
' per cent were disqualified by the 
physical.

High rate of rejection among 
selectees during October is laid 
to the fact that many of the men 
reporting in the first call are 
from age brackets already called 
by previous * Selective Service 
calls, and to the fact that many 
of the local boards have not as 
yet obtained th?'services of con­
sulting physicians to screen ob­
vious rejects.

I It is anticipated that the De­
cember call for 15,000 additional 
men for induction, to be drawn 
from the pool of 23 and 24 year 
olds, will see a decline in the 
percentage of rejects. The JO,000 
inductees for November will be 
composed of 7,000 men in the 25 
year age bracket and 3,000 in the 
24 age group.

The Army has already called 
on Selective Service officials for 
20,000 for the month of January. 
The December request for 15.000 
was based on probable facilities 
and personnel available for ex­
aminations. inductions and train­
ing, and was also curtailed to 
avoid induction of personnel dur­
ing the Christmas holiday.
