Work Starts on 
Gas Pipeline

Construction of a 120-mile 
pipeline that will help carry nat­
ural gas from Texas to central' 
Michigan storage fields of the i 
Michigan Gas and Storage com- | 
pany and reinforce service iji the 
Lansing area will begin thus 
week, it was announced today 
by J. A. Brown, president of the 
company. Michigan Gas Storage 
is a subsidiary of Consumers 
Power company.

Work on the pipeline has been 
held up by the shortage of large- 
diameter steel pipe-, The pipe 
line was to have been built of 
24-inch pipe, but a switch to 20- 
inch has been made in order to 
obtain immediate delivery. Pipe 
will be supplied by the A. O. 
Smith companj^ of Milwaukee.

The pipeline will begin at 
Freedom Junction, a few miles 
south of Chelsea in Washtenaw 
county, where .Michigan Gas 
Storage receives Texas gas from 
the Panhandle Eastern Pipe Line 
company system. It will extend 
ovcntually to a point near Ml. 
Pleasant, where it will connect 
with the Storage company’s pres­
ent pipeline system. It will carry 
"as under a pressure of 700 
pounds per square inch.

A glass of orange juice or half 
a grapefruit as a breakfast start­
er is an excellent custom. The 
tangy flavor of either of th^m is 
bound to perk up the appetite, 
but that's only half of the story.

A generous serving of citrus 
fruit is one of the best menus of 
insuring getting enough vitamin 
C each day. This is one of the 
vitamink that you can’t store up 
in the body so it’s important to 
have some each day. An epetra 
generous amount eaten -one' day 
can’t make up for a lack of |t  on 
another.

Vitamin C does a great many 
different jobs in the body, all of 
them important. It helps hold 
body colls together-^a lack of it 
may show ' up in soft, bleeding 
gums and rupture of blood ves­
sels in other parts of the body.

It works along with vitamin 
A and D, calcium and phosphor­
us in building strong bones and 
teeth. A good supply of it is 
neccessary to promote healing of 
wounds and to build up the

body’s resistance to infections.
And there is good - indication I V 

that vitamin C prolongs the S  
characteristics of youth. So if w. 
you want to stay young, better 
be sure to get your daily supply.

The acid in citrus fruits acts 
as a preservative of vitamin C.
If orange juice is stored in a 
tightly closed container there 
will be a comparatively small 
loss of the vitamin even if the 
juice stands overnight, so it’s al­
right to extract it the night be­
fore.

The flavor is likely to be a bit V
flat however, because of the loss 
of air, just as is the case with 
canned citrus juices. You can 
make the jui^c more palatable 
by pouring it from one container 
to another to aerate it.

To prevent undue loss of the 
vitamin be sure to aerate only 
the amount of juice that is to be 
served at once and make sure 
that the juice is well chilled.

Of course oranges and grape- y 
fruit are relished as much at 
other meals as they . are at 
breakfast. They make delightful 
salads combined with crisp 
greens or with other fruits, es­
pecially avocado. Try some too 
as a Havor accent in a salad 
made with veal, ham or fowl.

Use them in the dessert course 
as well. Halved grapefruit 
sprinkled with sugar and baked 
or broiled make a pleasant end­
ing for a hearty dinner.

Combine sliced oranges with 
shredded cocoanut. dates and 
wedges of pinqpple. The mix­
ture will need liltle or no sweet­
ening .

Here are a few more Resscrls 
prepared with oranges and 
grapefruit.

Grapejruit with Ginger 
Cut grapefruit in halves, using 

one half per person, scoop pulp 
free from membrane, remove 
seeds and break in small pieces, y 
For each half add teaspoon ^ 
powdered sugar, 1 teaspoon grat­
ed cocoanut, 1 tablespoon chop- 
pe preserved ginger and 1 table­
spoon ginger syrup. Mix well. 
Remove membrane from grape- | y 
fruit shells so they are smooth.
Put pulp back into shells and 
chill thoroughly.

Orange Shortcake 
Two cups sifted flour, 4 tea­

spoons baking powder, ^  tea­
spoon salt, */4 cup sugar, 4 table­
spoons butter or margarine, 1 
egg. milk, 6 oranges. 1 cup or­
ange juice, 1 cup sugar, 2 table­
spoons shredded orange peeli 

Mix and sift flour, baking pow­
der, salt and first amount of su­
gar. Cut in fat until mixture 
looks like coarse meal. Beat egg 
in measuring cup with a fork 
and add enough milk to fill cup 
to V^-cup mark. Add to flour 
mixture, stirring until a soft 
dough is formed. I t n^e.ssary 
add a little more milk, but do 
not let dough get sticky. Turn 
out on lightly floured board and 
knead foi; about 30 seconds. Di­
vide dough in halves and pat 
each into an 8-tnch greased cake 
pan. Bake in hot oven, 425 de­
grees F., for about 12 minutes.

Remote membrane from or­
ange sections and sweeten to 
taste. Place orange segments be­
tween layers and on top of 
shortcake. Combine remaining 
ingredients, bring to a boil and 
pour over shortcake. Serves 0 to 
8.

Orange Refrigerator Puddirig 
One and three-fourths cup.̂ ' of 

water, 1 cup sugar, 2 tablespoons 
gelatin softened in Va cup cold 
watei. 2 eggs, 2 tablespoons lem­
on juice, 1 cup orange juice, 
grated rind of 1 orange, 1 cup 
heavy cream, \vl|ippod, pound 
marshmallows, cut fine, sponge 
cake.

Boil sugar and water togclh?r 
for 5 minutes pi\,until clear. Add ^ 
softened gelatil^ and stir until ‘ 
dissolved. Cool slightly ^pd pour 
slowly onto well beaten eggs, 
stirring constantly. Add lemon 
juice, orange juice and grated 
orange rind. Mix well. Chill un­
til mixture begans to thicken. 
Beat hard and add^ whipped , 5 * 
cream then marshmallows. V

Line cake pan or spring form | y 
mold with thin slices of sponge 
cake. Pour in half of orange mix­
ture, cover with layer of cake, 
add remaining orange mixture 
and cover with more cake, d u ll 
until firm. Serves 10.

Amber Marmalade 
Use 1 lemon, 1 orange and 1 

grapefruit. Wash thoroughly. Cut 
lemons in 'halves and grapefruit 
in quarters, remove seeds, then 
slice as thinly as possible. Mea­
sure fruit and add 3 cups wat:r 
for each cup fruit. Let stand 
overnight. In the morning boil 
until fruit is tender. Measure 
again and add 1 cup sugar for 
each cup fruit and juice. Boil 
rapidly until syrup sheets from 
spoon or a small amount jells 
when cooled. Remove from heat. 
Pour into sterilized jars and cov- ' 
er at once with thin layers of 
paraffin. When cool add a second 
layer of melted parraffin. Makes 
about 6 glasses, of 6 ounces each.)
