In  H ighland  P a rk , H igh School, a  course  in  m arriag e  and  fanUly 
life  is com pulsory  fo r boys and  g irls  ih  th e  12th grade. T he  S pring - 
field, Mo., ^ n i o r  H igh gives ev e ry  10th g rade  s tu d e n t a  tw o-period  
course on prob lem s of w orld  population , w orld  po litical in stitu tio n s  
and  all m ajor relig ions of th e  w orld . In  th e  11th grade, every  s tu ­
d en t takes a  s im ila r course b u ilt a ro u n d  A m erican  h isto ry  events, 
and  in  th e  12th th ey  study  A m erican  problem s of today.

M ichigan led  a ll s ta te s  in  th e  U nion la s t y ea r in  a ttrac tin g  the  
g rea test n u m b er of out>Qf>state fisherm en . T here  w ere  2B1.825 visit* 
o rs t o ‘OUT s ta te  w ho paid  excess fishing license fees lo r  th e  purpose 
of en joy ing  fiddling in  M ichigan lakes a n d  rivere.

W isconsin w as a close second to  M ichigan, issuing out>state 
licenses to  845,995 and  M innesota th ird  w ith  a  to ta l of 196,470.

B u t M iflh^ah  w hich has led  a ll s ta te s  fo r  a  n u m b er of years  in 
th e  to ta l n u m b er o f fishing licenses issued, d ropped  to  second .place 
d u rin g  1948. C aliforn ia took th e  lead , w ith  a  to ta l of 1,874,089 over 
M ichigan’s to ta l of 1,106,510. Ohio, w here  few  th in k  th e re  is any 
fishing a t a ll excep t along  I#ake £ r ie ,  w as th ird , W isconsin fou rth  
and  M innesota in  f if th  place.

M ichigan d rooped  to  fo u r th  p lace in  th e  to ta l am oun t of revenue 
received from  fishing licenses. C alifornia, as in  1947, again  led  in 
1948, recervm g |3.^fK),605 from  fishing licenses. M innesota w as second 
w ith  a to ta l of $1,515,272, follow ed by  W isconsin w ith  $1,449,745.. 
M ichigan tra iled  these th re e  s ta tes  w ith  a  to ta l of $1,409,904.

Mil-higan, w hich has led a ll s ta tes  in  th e  to ta l n u m b er of hunt* 
ing licenses i s s u ^ ,  d u rin g  1948 d ropped  to  second place, P ennsy l­
van ia  tak in g  th e  lead ^ m o n g  all sta tes.

T here  w as a decrease over a  q u a rte r  of a  m illion  in  th e  num ber 
o f h u n te rs  w ho secured  M ichigan licenses d u rin g  1948. In  1947 th e re ' 
w as issued in  th is  s ta te  1 ,046,^9 h u n tin g  licenses. L ast y ea r the  
to ta l d ropped  to  819406, a c c q ^ n g  to  d a ta  issued by th e  P ish  and 
W ildlife d iv ision  of th e  D ep a rtm en t of In te rio r.

W hile th e re  w as a decrease  in  th e  to ta l-n u m b e r  of licenses 
issued in  m ost o th er s ta te s  w here  good h u n tin g  p revails, excep t in 
C aliforn ia , th e  d rop  in th e  n u m b er of licenses issued in  M ichigan 
w as g rea te r  th a n  th a t  of an y  o th er sta te .

B u t M ichigan d id  tak e  firs t place in  th e  to ta l am o u n t of revenue 
collected  from  h u n te rs  last year. T h is s ta te  took from  th e  h u n te rs  a  
to ta l of $2,688,573. P ennsy lvan ia , w hich  stood f i r s t  in th e  num ber 
of licenses issued, w as second in th e  to ta l am oun t of . revenue  col­
lected , th e  am o u n t being $2;039,Z74. C olorado w as in  th ird  place, 
w ith  a to ta l of $1,658,7)56.

M ichigan in  1947 stood in  th ird  place in  th e - to ta l  am oun t of, 
revenue  collected  from  hun ters ,

P ly m o u th  con tribu ted  its sh a re  to  he lp  m ake  M ichigan’s high 
to ta l for 1948. A ccording to  W illiam  R am bo of th e  P ly m o u th  Sporty 
Shop, w ho issued an  excep tionally  large n u m b er of licenses last 
year, th is  c ity  w as above th e  average  com m unity  of its s ife  in  the  
n u m b er of both  licensed h u n te rs  and  fisherm en .

T h is he 
d id  to  considerable e x te n t b y /co n tin u a lly  d isp lay ing  JVench s treng th  
and  by send ing  fre q u en t p a rtie s  of w 'arrioiv ea stw ard  to  fig h t the  
Iroquois. T he Iroquois form edl a  com m on foe since th ey  w ere  enem ies 
of th e  Ind ians in  th e  S tra its  a re a  and  w ere  considered  as hostile  to 
th e  F rench  because th ey  w ere frien d s o f th e  B r i t i ^ .

D uring  th e  fou r y ea rs  he w as a t  th e  fo rt, C adillac also found 
tim e  to  pen  an  ex h au stiv e  “M em oir” of th e  U pper C oun try  which 
is one of th e  most revealing of its  tim e.

I t  is u sually  .roast­
ed, b u t fo r v a ria tio n  m ay  also be 
cooked in  liquid . To roast, p lace 
th e  ro ll on a rack  in  an  open sh a l­
low  roasting  pan  and  roast in  a 
slow  oven  (300 d eg rees F .), a l­
low ing 35 m inu tes  per- pound. 
To cook in  liqu id , cover w ith  l i ­
qu id  and  cook a t sim m ering  
tem p e ra tu re , a llow ing  45 m in ­
u tes  p e r  pound.

Cross. T hey  a re  one of th e  best 
vegetab le  sources of tissue and 
blood bu ild ing  p ro te in . This 
m akes them  excellen t to  use  as 
a lte rn a te s  fo r m eat, fish, eggs 
and  cheese o r as supp lem en ts to  
them .

P e an u ts  and  peanu t p roducts 
a re  rich  in  th e  B -v itam ins, es­
pecially  n iacin. T hey’re  h igh e n ­
ergy  foods too, because of th e ir  
richness in  oil.

W ith  p ean u ts  on th e  p len tifu l f 
list a t th e  p resen t tim e and  prices 
a t an  a ttrac tiv e  level, use them  
in yo u r reg u la r m eal p rep a ra tio n  
often . P e a n u t b u tte r  is u n d o u b t­
ed ly  th e  m ost conven ien t form  in 
w hich  to  include th em  and is 
used in  th e  recipes suggested  be ­
low . Use e ith e r  th e  sm ooth or 
c runchy  v arie ty .

T his is a s tandby  fo r san d ­
w ich fillings, especially  w hen 
th e re  a re  m oppets in  th e  hom e. 
T h ey ’ll gobble them  in  q u a n ti­
ties  and  ask  fo r m ore especially  
if  th e  p ean u t b u tte r  is d ressed  | 
up  occasionally  by  th e  add ition  | 
of crisp  bacon bits, chopped d ried  
fru its , jam , m inced ce lery  o r c a r­
ro ts, o r p ick le  relish .

To keep  th e  p ean u t b u tte r  
fresh  and  sw eet s to re  it in  the  
re fr ig e ra to r  b u t rem em ber to  
ta k e  it  ou t long enough before 
using so it  can  w arm  up  to* room 
tem p e ra tu re  o r it  w ill be too ha rd  
to  sp read  ev en ly  o r to  b lend  
sm ooth ly  w ith  o th e r  ingredien ts. 
I f  th e  oil tends to  se p ara te  from  
th e  p e ^ u t  b u tte r  ju s t  tu rn  th e  
ja r  u ^ d e  dow n fo r a  few  days 
to  give it  a chance to  w ork  
th ro u g h  th e  w hole mass.

P e a n u t b u tte r  th ickens w hen 
liqu ids a re  added  to . i t .  F o r th is  
reason th ey  a re  usua lly  s tirre d  
in  a f te r  th e  o th er in g red ien ts  a re  
b lended  w ith  th e  p ean u t b u tte r . 
S auce  m ade w ith  it needs little  
o th e r  th icken ing .

oven), then slice and serve with scalloped com. ITiiCk orange slices 
topped with lemon gelatin molds are a colorful and appetising 
garnish.

S ince ham  and  a ll o th er 
sm oked po rk  is so p opu lar, it  is 
im p o rta n t to  know  th e  m any  d if ­
fe re n t cu ts  av a ilab le  in  -this one 
fam ily  of m eats. O ne of th e  least 
know n b u t m ost v e rsa tile  is th e  
sm oked shou lder ro ll of pork , 
also  called  co ttage  ro ll and  by 
o th e r  nam es.

. As its  nam e im plies, th is  cu t 
is com plete ly  boneless, and, 
•therefore, a  good buy, as a re  
o th e r  solid cu ts  of m eats, po in ts 
ou t R eba S taggs, hom e econo­
m ist. I t  com es from  th e  Boston 
b u tt, in  th e  sh o u ld e r section  of 
pork , and  m ay  be cooked by  
roasting  ( fa t side u p  on a rack  in 
a  shallow  uncovered  p an  in  a  300 
degrees F. oven, a llow ing  35 
m inu tes  p e r  po u n d ) o r by  cook­
ing in  liqu id  (sim m ering  in  l i ­
qu id  to  cover,«a llow ing  35 m in ­
u tes  p e r  pound ).

T h is is a n  ex ce llen t c u t fo r th e  
sm all fam ily , to  se rv e  w hen  e n ­
te r ta in in g  o r w h en  p lann ing  fo r 
sev era l m eals, since it  u sua lly  
w eighs 2 to  4 (K>unds. F o r th e  
la rg e r  fam ily , it  w ill p ro b ab ly  be 
a one-m eal cu t—fo r b reak fast 
(slice and  p a n fry ) , fo r lunch  
(slice and  b ro il) o r fo r d in n e r  
(ro as t) .

A v a rie ty  of glazes g ives in ­
te re s tin g  c h a ra c te r  to  th is  cut. 
These a re  p u t on im m edia te ly  
fo llow ing cooking, w h e th e r  th e  
ro ll is roasted  o r cooked in  liqu id .

F o r glazing, tu rn  th e  oven  to

ho t (425 degrees F.). Rem ove th e  
skin  frofii th e  fa t su rface  of the  
ham  and cover w ith  th e  desired  
glaze. P lace  m ebt in oven and 
heat u n til brow ned, ap p ro x i­
m ate ly  15 to  20 m inutes.

G lazes range  from  sour ‘ to  
sw eet, according to  yo u r choice. 
A n old fav o rite  glaze is one in 
paste  form , m ade by  com bining 
v inegar, d ry  m ustard  and 7>rown 
sugar. S till o th er paste  glazes 
a re  th e  com binations i ot g rated  
p ineapp le  and  brow n sugar, or 
of g inger ale, m usta rd  and  brow n 
sugar.

A no ther glaze is c ra n b e rry  
sauce. O r you  m ight use honey, 
w h ite  s iru p  o r orange m arm al­
ade. M aple sirup , b row n  sugar, 
o r  b row n  su g a r  and d ry  m usta rd  
a re  o th e r  suggestions. O r th is  
tim e  of y e a r  you m igh t serve 
yo u r sm oked shou lder ro ll w ith  
a  co rn sta rch -th ick en ed  cherry  
sauce, m ade ju s t t a r t  enough 
w ith  lem on juice.

A colorful store display of ban­
ners and pennants has been built 
around a' giant-size Farmall Cub 
tear. Four smaller bears serve 
as literature racks for the four 
new vocational catalogs. More' 
color is added by a giant 4-color 
poster of the national farm paper 
ad, and a two-sided, tear-drop 
shaped display of tractors.

“The Farmall Cub Month pro­
gram is keyed to the four main 
Cub markets”, Mr. West said, 
“It shows how the Farmall Cub 
_and its full line of direct-connec­
ted and pull-behind implements 
fits their power needs. It demon­
strates how they can enjoy all 
the advantages of complete me­
chanization with Cub-size power.

Plymouth Rosidonis Buy Lurge 
Numbers of Special Stamp Issues

For a city of its size, Plymouth 
probably has more than its share 
of people who make collections 
of special stamps that are issued 
by the postoffice department.

Mrs. Beatrice Schultz, assist­
ant postmistress, who for years 
has had charge of these special 
stamp sales for Plymouth, says 
that many hundreds of dollars 
are spent in Plymouth for thete 
special-issue stamps whenever 
they are issued.

Interesting, too, is the recapi­
tulation covering the first-day 
sales of the 30 special stamps 
issued during 1948 made by the 
postoffice department which dis­
closes that collectors and dealers 
bought 28.592.751 stamps at the 
first-da}’ cerem onies and paW 
$916,931.49 for them. The aver­
age initial-date sales were 
953.125 stamps.

The Army Chaplains 3-cent 
gray-black released at Washing­
ton on May 28 was the year’s 
favorite first-day stamp, with 
1,913,597 copies purchased. Sec­
ond in this respect was the Swe­
dish Pioneers 5-cent deep blue, 
with 1.744,416 bought at Chicago 
on June 4. Ranking third w u  the 
American Turners Society "S- 
cent i*ed at Cincinnati on I'?o- 
vember 20.

Amortg the 29 commemorative 
or memorial stamps, the “SaKite 
to Youth” 3-cent blue proved the 
least popular, with 548,293 pur­
chased at Washington on Au­
gust 11. The small-sized 5-cent 
red air stamp in coil form sold 
only 210,251 copies when released 
on January 15 at Washington, 
but that was a utilitarian item 
and;, did not receive the advance 
publicity which the philatelic 
press gave the specials.

More first-day covers were 
canceled than in ^ny previous 
year. Initial-date postmarks were 
applied to 12.349,731 covers— an 
average of 411,657. For cover col­
lectors the California Gold cen­

tennial 3-cent ranked first in use 
with 526,154 envelopes serviced.

This was followed by the Fran­
cis Scott Key memorial item 
with 505,930. A ll the others were 
under the half-million mark.

How interest in first-day cov­
ers collecting has advanced in 
popularity in recent years is sug­
gested by comparing last year’s 
total of approximately 12. 350,009 
with figures recorded in ]|940 and 
in 1938. In 1940, at thirty-five 
first-day ceremonies in con­
nection with the “Famous Amer­
icans” series, covers canceled 
amounted to 5,089,851— fewer 
than half as many covers servic­
ed in 1948.

In 1938, at thirty-two first-day 
ceremonies for the “Presiden­
tial” stamps, the covers canceled 
totaled 2,146,082— fewer than 
half as many as in 1940 and about 
one-sixth as many as in 1948.

No official announcement re­
garding the place of the first-day 
sale of the Minnesota- Territory 
Centennial 3-cent stamp on 
March S has been ma.de by the 
Postoffice Department, but word 
comes from the Twin Cities Phil­
atelic Speijety ,St- Paul has 
been selected.

The Twin Cities group rep­
resenting collectors in St. Paul 
and Minneapolis, has ^een ap­
pointed. by the Minnesota His­
torical Society and the Minneso­
ta Centennial Committee as 
sponsor and distributor of first- 
day covers to which the official 
cachet will be an>lied during the 
Twin Cities four-day stomp show 
and exhibition in the St. Paul 
hotel beginning March 3.

A few fapts and figures about 
thg 1949 fertiUaer pro^>ecU for 
Plymouth farmers were given 
this week by Dr, Ĉ. £. Miliar, 
head of the soils ^fence depart­
ment at Michigan ̂ tate college.

He reports that somewhat 
more feKilizef will be manufac­
tured this year than last. Jhis 
doesn’t necessarily mean, how- 
ever> that farmers will h^ve ap­
preciably larger quantities, of 
fertilizer this year than in 1948.

Michigan farmers are now 
using about two and three-quar­
ters times as much fertilizer as 
they did in the years before the 
war. Annual use of fertilizer in 
Michigan has increased from al­
most 132,000 tons to around 393,- 
000 tons. Dr. Millar believes that 
this figure might even go higher 
if farmers could get all the ferti­
lizer they wanted.

At the present time, indications 
are that there will be about sev­
en percent more nitrogen, five 
percent more phosphoric acid, i 
and ten percent more potash for | 
lise in fertilizer this year than 
last. Fertilizer companies all I 
over the nation are working as ' 
hard as possible to supply their 
farmer-customers. The increases 
in pro^uctiion do not m e^ that

all sections of the country w ill; 
have greater supplies since it is! 
more economical for factories to I 
sell their product at home than 
to ship it a considerable distance.

Figuring fertilizer needs, plac­
ing an order in advance with the 
dealer and taking delivery when 
it CQmes is still the best plan. Dr. 
Millar believes.

tion is the root of all evil is as 
old fashioned as grandpa’s six- 
shooter in an atomic age. 'The key 
to our high standard-of-living is 
increased character, intelligence 
and productivity through me­
chanization. The results: shorter 
working hours, more take-home 
pay, vacations with pay, social 
security, and a standard-of-liv- 
ing that has Joe Stalin scared to 
death.

Conditions Favoring Growth
In order for any of God’s crea­

tures— plants, animals, or hu­
mans— to presper and develop 
fully, they need the right en- 
vironmenLand the r|ght food. In­
dustrial America burst into bud 
and blossomed forth in the last 
one hundred years because it had 
the right food and the right en­
vironment. Sure^, we have 
abundant resources; hut so has 
Russia. What we have had that 
Russia has lacked has been a re­
ligious, political and economic 
environment which encouraged 
risk taking. This combined sys­
tem has encouraged and n̂ ade 
possible the venture capital to 
harness the mechanical energy 
which put money and men to

work.
Don’t blame the next depres­

sion on machines. Blame it on 
men. The machines are workiifg 
all right. A ll they need is a con­
stant tuning up in keeping with 
the times. But both the men own­
ing and those operating these 
machines constantly work for the 
good of the world as a whole and 
not for any one selfish grouî .
Increased Productivitr Ne^ed
'There is as great a need for 

capital investment today as there 
was when I was a boy. We could 
readily invest fifty million dol­
lars over the next decade in in­
dustrial modernization. We need 
to put another fifty million into 
housing in order to bring our 
housing program up to decent 
standards. We could easily use 
many billions for streets and 
highways. There is certainly a 
need, therefore, for increased 
savings. These are possibly only 
with lower taxes.

Projected studies indicate that 
future income will be quite ade­
quate to absorb increased pro­
duction schedules. In order, 
therefore, to increase our pro­
duction capacity, we need con­

siderably more venture capital. 
By 1950-55, our consumer mark­
et will be better than double 
1929’s— or, after taxes and sav­
ings, about one hundred and 
fifteen to one hundred and twen­
ty billion left to spend. The mon­
ey is, therefore, there for goods 
and services. The resources are 
there. Why, therofore, do we 
hesitate?

Good BusinMt Up to Truman
Venture capital is being scared 

away. The outlook for profits is 
uncertain. Investors are timid. 
They fear an unfair deal by Con­
gress. Spotty capital inyestment 
contributes to retard production 
and cause unemployment. Only 
with fair taxes, fair wages and 
fair profits, is it possible to plow 
back into the business sufficient 
funds to keep new construction 
and current production rising 
and to cause costs to go down. 
If  our great America is to forge 
ahead, we need to create the 
proper environment for its 
growth. This means encouraging 
venture; capital— not taxing it to 
death. I^ t us hope that President 
Truman realizes this basic^econ- 
omic fact.
