Visitors at Plymouth’s new 
Stop and Shop market who num­
bered 6,000 on Tuesday were 
qitkkly convinced that some act­
ion was necessary on the part 
of the city to make that area 
more accessable. Between the 
difficult parking facilities along 
both sides of the street and the 
mud they were forced to tramp 
through to gain access to either 
side of the street it was evident 
tlmt immediate action was need­
ed in that section.

Although he thought he was 

prepared, he found himself to­
tally unready for the devasta­
tion and demolition he found in 
Germany. D. Crane said that he 
W'as surprised at the compartive 
ease with which he could accept 
ti'avel luxuries until he had liv­
ed among the people and learned 
the meaning of 2.000 calories a 
day and less. “Food just didn’t 
look good to 4 us in the midst of 
such deprivation,” be said.

En speakir\g of the World 
Council of Churches, to which he 
was a delegate, he said that in 
the vast meeting of all the great 
denominations, except «the Ro­
man Catholic and the Russian 
C*rthodox churches, was born the 
vcality of the unity without uni­
formity. “This,” he said “is nec­
essary before we can have the 
Pentacost for which the world 
is looking.”

He described the Berlin inci­
dent which brought about the 
necessity for the airlift and, 
quoting Dr. Dollard of Yale, said 
this was typical Communist 
r.lrategy. that while .focusing all 
eyes on a spectacular event 
there would be carried on else- 
w î̂ re an event of momentous 
meaning. At the very time of the 
Berlin incident Russian action in 
China was the real event which 
the world should have been 
watching.

Some 1700 miles of travel in 
Spain by private car revealed 
the loss of personal, religious, 
and group rights in a totalitari­
an state. He warned against rec­
ognition by the United States of 
the Franco regime.

The peace of mind and com­
munity life, the quality of edu­
cation «uid the beauty of the 
country of Switzerland were in 
contrast to the turmoil else­
where and “a welcome change”, 
said Dr. Crane.

He blamed the disorder and 
tumult of the world on th  ̂ mis­
taken idea to a dread disease 
which having gotten into the 
blood stream  would break out 
anywhere, and unless the virus 
were destroyed at its source, 
would finally destroy the patient.

The speaker paid high tribute 
to the spirit of the British peo­
ple in their understanding of the 
common man and said this may 
give birth to a new day in the 
world of nations. He pointed out 
4hat Communists wanted to see 
the Attlee government and so- 
ialism fall, for it was the strong­
est bulwark in Europe against 
their propaganda.

es. In elect, the company is au­
thorized to offer better types of 
service at attractive rates to cus­
tomers in the newly-developed 
residential areas. >

A phase of the ordei^provides 
for the ultimate elimination of 
rural service in the affected ar­
eas in favor of urban service now 
provided within the communi- i 
ties themselves. The company 
emphasized, however, that such 
a change must await the avail­
ability of facilities, which may 
take as long as two years at 
some exchanges. Until that time, 
rural service will be furnished 
on a temporary basis.

Company officials said the or­
der will permit more efficient 
planning in connection with fu­
ture expansion of facilities.

John R. Saxton, manager for 
the company, said the order ex­
tends the base-rate area here to i 
include the following territory 
in which there arc 409 telephone 
u^rs: 7.8 square miles adjoining 
the present base-rate to the 
north, east and south.

In the territory to be added, 
users of urban-type ser\'ices will 
no longer pay exchange-line 
mileage charges. '

The company will eliminate 
rural service in the area when 
facilities become available, Sax­
ton said. Instead, users will be 
offered urban-type services. The 
change will not, increase rates 
for rural residence users but will 
involve somewhat higher charg­
es for rural business users.

“The Protestants, most of whom 

are members of the Evangelical 
church, will be the principal tar­
get here because they are the 
most influential. Only about 13 
per cent of Berlin’s church mem­
bers are Roman Catholics, and 
only about 5 per cent more are 
scattered among other denomi­
nations. The percentages in the 
Soviet zone 'are similar.

“Religious training in the 
school has been the focal point 
of the attack so far. Feeling rose 
so high in many places that this 
teaching finally was permitted, 
‘if the parents desire it,’ but by i 
church instead of state-employed 
teachers. More recently, it has 
been moved outside of school 
hours, and in some cases outside;

“The confused tax structure, 
on which. the church normally 
depends for its income, has cut 
its receipts to about half its 
former‘figures. House to house 
collections have been forbidden 
officially by secular authorities 
on the grounds that the ‘people’s 
needs are too great.*

“In some districts church offi­
cials have been giving a fifth of 
their own salaries, which main­
tain even a minimum of activity.

“Restrictions have been placed 
also on the number of theology 
students who will be admitted to 
the universities of eastern Ger­
many. Church officials say only 
300 enrollments are permitted, 
for a church membership they 
estimate at more than 18 mil­
lions.

“The response of the church 
has been interesting. Pastors say 
there has been neither a great in­
flux of new members, nor a 
sharp decrease like that which 
occurred during the Nazi ‘church 
war.* Eastern German commu­
nism has found nothing like the 
popular support which was giv­
en the similarly anti-clerical 
doctrines of Hitler.

“Perhaps more significant, 
however, is.the action of the gen­
eral synod of the Ev^gelical 
church which met recently in 
Bielefeld, in the British occupied 
zone, for the first time since 
\935.
 ̂“With very little fanfare or 

public notice its 120 delegates, in 
five days of earnest sessions, 
elected Dr. Otto Dibelius, bishop

] of Berlin, as chairman of the 
j Evangelical church council.

No one else can be blamed except game hogs for the apparent 
failure of Michigan's conservation department to succes^uUy intro­
duce in Michigan a herd of elk.

Many will recall that some 20 or 25 years ago the state trans­
planted from the west some 80 or 100 elk in the Pigeon river ter­
ritory east of Vanderbilt.

A check in the early years showed that the elk bad adapted 
themselves well to this new area and that the herd was increasing 
to a very considerable extent. i -

jThen it was discovered that some ol ihe low-down Inafa that 
call themselves sportsmen had been poaching in elk reservation 
and that several had been killed during the winter.

Every year that experienoe has been repeated, «uhtil now ftre 
herd is abo^ of the same number as it was when introduced into 
the state. The experiment has proven that the:MttL^c«ik‘M d will 
adapt themselves to certain sections of northern Michigan that 
there is plenty of feed there for the elk during the loBg winter 
mnnUtt and that:—if left akxie—Michigan in the years U> come will 
have large numbers of elk roaming through the northlahds.

There is but one answer to this condition—a jail sehtence. and a 
stiff one, for any one caught hunting in the area where the elk are 
thriving. The entire section, if not now closed to all hunting, should 
be otesed indefinitely.

Flags of four nations, figuratively at least, flew over the former 
Fort St. Joseph at Niles.

Dioring its varied, colorful history, the bastion sLJCeessively 
served French, British, Spanish and American interests, informa­
tion in Michigan Historical Collections at the University sf Michigan 
indicates.

Chief center of civilisation in southwestern Michigan.for almost 
a century, the fort was built in 1691 by the Frwich. Its. wooded ram­
parts s to ^  about 30 miles up the winding St. Joseph River aV the 
southern outskirts of Niles today. A huge glacial boulder marks the 
spot.

Jesuit missionaries had established a mission near there a  year 
or so before and it was after their mission that the fort was named 
St. Joseph. Standing near where the mtssien was- is a granite cross 
in memory of Father Claude AHouex who died about 1689.

The region at the time of the fort’s construction was described 
by the French as the best farm land they had yet seen. Today it is 
the heart of the Lbwer Michigan fruit belt, and Berrien County, in 
which* Niles is located, is one of the richest horticultural areas in 
North America.

Important Indian trails leading from Fort Wi^me and Detroit 

to the southern end of Lake Michigan came together near there. 
The fort controlled not only traffic over these interior trails but 
much travel between Canada and the Mississippi by way of the St. 
Joseph-Kankakee River highway as well.

T ^  French abandon^ the fort about 1697 or 1698, by de^ee 
of Louts XIV, but reoccupied it around 1720. Thirty-one years later 
red-coated British soldiers from Detroit marched into the outpost 
after defeating France in the French and Indian War.

The British Union Jack came down in a hurry May 25, 1763, 
when Indians, sent from Detroit by Chief Pontiac, killed all but four 
of the s m ^  garristm in but two minutes of battle. The four, includ­
ing the garrison’s commander, a young ensign, were taken to Detroit 
as prisoners and exchanged for Indian prisoners the British heltf.

Never permanently occupied after that, the fort was used as a 
base by traders. Then in 1781, ^  expedition of French and Spanish 
militia from what are now Carakia. 111., and St. Louis, Mo., struck 
when traders were absent and plunaered the pdace.

Some have made the claim that the Spanish raised the flag of 
Spain, but Michigan Historical Collections material tends to di^rove 
this belief. As it was the Sp>anish group stayed at the fort less than 

'24 hours, leaving before the victimized traders could organize a raid 
in reprisal.

Fort St. Joseph came under the Stars and Srtipjes whenrthe 
U. S, acquired Michigan from the British m 1796. By that tin» the 
fart was in considerable disrepair afui it is highly doubtful if the 
flag ot the new nation ever actually flew there.

weeds which the burning seeks to eliminate.

The promiscuous burning of fields, marshes, fence rows,, highway 
buffte^s and right-of-ways, is a common, cause of disastro^ forest 

in many piarts of the country. Wlule wasteful at all ttmes of the 
Ites^pgtiicularly dangerous and harmful in the ^ rfag  months.

SHOULD TRUMAN GO TO EASTERN EUROPE, MEET STALIN?
(Editor’s Note)

Thq. Plymouth Mail this week 
preseiitts a new column prepared 
by tile University of Michigan 
depaijtment of political science.

As a result of this disa­
greement, the Ruuians in June, 
1948, cut off all surface transpor­
tation between, the western part 
of the country and Berlin. In 
that city, the western powers 
have been able to maintain their 
position only by use of cargo 
planes, the v>ell-known Air 
Bridge.

Some of the chief arguments 
which have been advanced on 
this issue are: . i

Yes
1. Truman should be willing 

to sit down to discuss our com­
mon problems with Stalin, just 
as Roosevelt did. What do we 
have to lose by talking? Politi­
cal leaders are paid to do that 
and prevent shooting. A little 
talk might pay big dividends.

2. Even if Stalin’s bid is being 
made purely for propaganda 
purposes, Truman should meet 
him so as to call his bluff. If 
Stalin has no intention of pro­
posing any reasonable comprom­
ise on our common difficulties, 
that will soon become evident 
and the discussion can be brok­
en off. If we refuse to talk with 
Stalin, Soviet propagandists will 
be able to accuse us of being in­
terested only in “war-monger- 
ing” and not in discussing peace.

3. Stalin is older than Truman 
and so may be justified in ask­
ing the younger man to do most 
of the traveling. Besides, the 
problems to be settled are Euro­
pean and Asiatic ones. Since we

3. Any meeting of Truman and 
Stalin by them ^ves would of­
fend our British and French al­
lies who are as much or more 
involved in these European 
problems as we are. They would 
suspect us of being willing to 
make a deal with Stalin behind 
their backs and “sell them down 
the river.” The Russians can al­
ways negotiate with us through 
the United Nations or through 
ordinary diplomatic procedure. 
France and Great Britain might 
participate in both of these.
