Any charges made, must be
substantiated by sworn witness-
es. before the city commission.

When these facts were placed
before Judge Chester O'Hara in

circuit court in Detroit, a tem-
porary injunction was immedi-
ately issued and the "navy”

through Kenneth Gust was au-
thorized to serve the temporary
injunction.  which saved the

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Jumbo Sandwiches Make Ideid

A jumbo sandwich and a cool
drink make wonderful spring
weather fare. You can adjust the
size and filling to suit any mem-
ber of the family, or even the
most finicky guest, says Marjorie
Griffiths, who gives you four
sandwich suggestions in McCall’s
for May:

Split a long loaf of French or
Italian bread lengthwise. Spread
both upper and lower layers with
soft butter or margarine. Place
lettucb leafs on bottom half, then
lay slices of Swiss-type cheese on
top of the lettuce, next a layer of
sliced dill pickle, finally a layer
of sardines. Sprinkle them with
lemon juice. Top this with the
other crust and place on a plat-
ter.

Now with a very sharp knife
cut into six pieces. Garnish with
wateiioress and serve with toma-
to and green pepper slices.

MAMA SIZE

Slice up a couple of cucumbers
fairly thin, leaving skin on. Cov-
ei’ with a half cup of wine vine-
gar. Add 2 cloves of garlic, sliced,
and 2 teaspoons of salt. Let this
stand overnight in the refrigera-
tor.

Now mix up some
blue cheese with enough soft
butter or margarine and Wor-
cestershire sauce (to taste) until
it’s smooth enough to spread. Put
a generou.s layer of this mixture
on top of the roast beef slices.
Now add grated jed cabbage
mixed up with enough mayon-
naise to hold it together. Cover
with other side of roll.

GUEST SIZE

Chop up 4 hard-cooked eggs;
cook 4 slices of bacon until crisp
only and crumble them; chop up
a few sprigs of watercress.

Drain oil from a 7-ounce can of
salmon and break fish into piec-
es. Chop up stalk of celery and
mix into fish with a half-dozen
sliced, stuffed green olives.

Mix up the eggs with enough
mayonnaise to make them spread
easily, and do the same with the
salmon, adding salt and pepper
to taste to both mixtures. Do not.

however, mix the two mixtures
to gether.
Cut an inch-and-a-half slice

horizontally out of the middle of
a round loaf of white or rye
bread. Be sure to dry the two
crusts for other cooking uses.

Arrange the two mixtures al-
ternately in rings on this thick
slice of bread with egg mixture
in center. Slice up another half-
dozen green stuffed olives and
finish the outside edge with
tjiem.

Serve as you do a pie—in big.
generous wedges.

Children Reveal
Growfii in Play

When little Susy scolds her
dolly and threatens her with
punishment. Susy is not just

playing, she is imitating the way
she is disciplined.

Children’s play is more than
a pastime, it is serious business
to them and they will tell you
a great deal about themselves
while they pla®. If you take the
time to watch and listen you can
learn much about your children.

Bernice Borgman who is in
charge of the nursery school at
Michigan State college warns
against drawing sweeping con-
clusions about a child's feelings
from his behavior at play. About
one-fourth of his play has deep-
er meanings about his feelings,
and the rest of his time he is re-
flecting what he sees and hears.

A child who plays infairly may
be reflecting his feeling of hav-
ing been so treated by others.
Undercurrents of jealousy may
be seen which in real life are not
shown. Children cannot always
tell you what is going on inside
their heads but they may show,
you in their play.

In the scoldings which Susy
passes on to her dolls or animals
you may hear the same words
and tone of voice that .vou once
used in “scolding Susy. Be alert
and you can learn much about
your child’s growth as he plays.

Scrambled eggs need never scorch
if yoa cook theém in a double boiler.
This gives nice, fl gs and does
not cook them too fast so they will
become tough.

Di ied beans and theii' cou.sins.
peas and lentils are packed so
full of nourishment that- they
have always been on the prefer-
red list of foods among people
who need concentrated food val-

ue and long keeping qualities.
The Army. Navy, explorers,
tiappi'is and miners all recog-

nize them as one of the mo.st
valuable of their supplies.

Plymouth homemakers have
different food .storage problems
but they too put beans on theii'
shopping lists often. Navy beans,
great Northerns, Limas, Kidney
beans, pinks, pintos, black-eyed
peas—everyone has her own fav-
oi-it(" varieties.

No mattei- what the shape, col-
or or name, according to the Nu-
tiition Sei'vice of the Amc-rican
Red Cross, they are quite simi-
lai- in food value. With (he ex-
ception of soy beans they are
the vi'getable® most nearly like
meat. eggs, fish, cheese and milk
ill body building elements.

The protein they contain is
not as good as that in the foods
just mentioned, but the addition
of a small anpunt of any one of
these foods makes a completely,
adequate meal. For instance
serve milk as a beverage or in a
dessert. Add a bit of cheese to
the salad that is served with the
beans or put a little meat with
them.

Beans are unusually rich in
minerals. If a little molasses is
added to them in the cooking—
as in baked beans—they top some
of the meats in iron.

There is a generous amount of
calcium in them for building
bones and teeth. Their score®on
the B vitamins, especially thia-
min and riboflavin is especially
high.

To get the most from beans
here are the rules to follow in
their preparation. 1 Piclc’ them
over, di.scarding the bad ones
and wash carefully, twice if
needed to remove grit. 2. Soak
for 5 or 6 hours or overnight un-
less directions on package state
otherwise. This speeds mp cook-
ing. 3. Cook in soaking water. If
this is discarded -much of the
vitamin and mineral content will
be lost. 4 NEVER ADD SODA.
It destioys the vitamin. 5 Cook
beans over low heat in covered
pan. They will be plump and un-
broken if they are simmered
rather than boiled. 6. Add water
as needed. Beans and peas ab-
sorb a great deal as they cook.
7. Season carefully. Salt and
pepper are only starters for sea-
,<;oning beans. 'They are bland in
themselves and need the addition
of stronger flavors tqg make them
inten-sting.

THE WORK OF THE HOOVER
COMMISSION
by James K. Pollock

It is almost two years since
the Congress by unanimous vote
f-reated the Commission on the
Oilganization of the Executive
Branch of the Government (pop-
ularly known as the Hoover
Com.mission). and directed it to
study the organization and meth-
ods of operation of the, executive
agencies. The purpose was to
bring  forth recommendations
which would promote economy,
efficiency and improved service
in the transaction of the public
business.

Previous efforts at reorgani-
zation in Washington had large-
ly failed, and in recent years the
tremendous growth of the fedr
cral government has made it the
largest enterprise on earth. In
less than 20 years its civil em-
ployment has increased from
570.0C0 to over '2,000.000. Its
bureaus, sections and units have
increased fourfold to over 1,800.
Annual expenditures have soared
from .$3,600,000,000 to over $42,-
000,000.000. It now costs more
each year to pao’ the interest on
the national debt than it did to
pay the total cost of the federal
government 16 years ago!

Such i-apid growth could not
take place without creating seri-
ous problems of organization and
management. Methods, proced-
ures and controls fairly effective
two decades ago cannot cope with
the management needs of today.

The Commission on Organiza-
tion, consisting of 12 members,
six from official life and six from
the public; six Republicans and
six Democrats; and ,presided over
by the nation’s distinguished ex-
President, Herbert,Hoover, pro-
ceeded to investigate with the
aid of some 24 separate task
forces, the major functional areas
of the Government. After many
months of painstaking research,
the task forces esubmitted their
findings and recommendations to
the Commission, which then
spent several months more in
evaluating the studies of the task
forces and in developing its own

recommendations to the Con-
gress.
These recommendations are

contained in 18 separate func-
tional reports and in a summar-
izing. concluding report—19 in
all. The Commission has found,
in general, an appalling situation
in the executive branch. Because
of divided controls, lack of or-
ganization authority, overly de-
tailed legislation and restrictive
controls over personnel and ac-
counting, it is difficult if not im-
possible to'fix responsibility. The

coach is hired, he will get his
picture in the newspapers with
a half column story of his life!
Employers feel that this pres-
ent policy of featuring the non-
essentials and of smothering the
essentials is all wrong.

Furthermore,
I would not limit this new atti-
tude merely to the “practical”
subjects which  my  business
friends want. Let us also have
contests in history, in science, in
literature and the arts. Those
who lead in these departments
should also be featured,
What Jobs Are Now Available?
During the past few years, the
United States has been enjoying
the greatest boom in its history.
Everyone could get a job of
some kind. But let me tell my
readers that this rosy situation
is beginning to come to an end.
During the years ahead only
those who are proficient in some
line of work will get employ-

top officials, including the Presi-
dent and his department and
agency heads, require more ade-
quate tools of management, fis-
cal. personnel, supply and house-
keeping, 3 "t“e'public business is
to be conducted efficiently and
economically.’

The President of the United
States is unable to control the
whole executive establishment.
No less than 65 agencies or de-
partments report to the Presi-
dent. His own staff services are
inadequate and he is limited by
various statutes in the exercise
of his .constitutional powers.
Without Congressional authority
he is pow'erless to reorganize his
own branch of the government.

Commission reports give num-
erous examples of overlapping
and duplication ..throughout the
government, which .cost the tax-
payers hundreds of millions of
dollars. The history of duplica-'

tion between federal river de-1
velopmcent agencies in the Col-
umbia, Missouri and Central

ment. Even common factory la-
bor is gradually being eliminat-
ed by automatic machinery.
Young people must be trained in
something worthwhile to get de-
cent jobs in 1951 and through
the depression years to follow.
In fact, today the Bureau of La-
bor Statistics, states that 50,000
Bachelors of Science will be
graduated in 1951, when the re-
placement demand will be less
than 10,000. The .best opportuni-
ties will be for those who are
studying nursing, dentistry,
grade school teaching and ma-
chinery.

In closing, | do want to say a
good word for the “4-H Clubs”
of our schools. These are doing
excellent work and they are be-
ing generously featured by rtie
newspapers. For this work the
natipnal state and county agri-
cultural agents largely deserve
the credit. These clubs are sys-
tematically organized and su-
pervised. Perhaps the solution of
the businessman’s problems is to
‘have the U. S. Department of

iCommerce, or the Department of

IEducation start Secretarial
;Clubs, Arithmetic Clubs, and
ISpelling Clubs!
1 The need is great;—It must be
Imet some way!

The two principal agencies of
our government concerned with
foreign affairs and defense are
in urgent need of reorganization.
The peace of the world and the
safety of this country are involv-
ed in the work of those depart-
ments of the government. They
must become responsible and ef-
ficient agents of the American
people.

All of the Commission’s rec-
ommendations are now hcfoi'e
Congress. Unless the whole pro-
gram is given sympathetic and
prompt attention by the Con-
gress, the greatest opportunity
ih modern times to make our
federal government efficient, re-
sponsible, and economical will
be jeopardized. Once the prac-
tice of exempting certain agen-
cies and excepting particular
functions has begun, the chances
of achieving substantial im-
provements will speedily dimin-
ish.

In a world of uncertainty, we
cannot longer afford the cost or
run the risk, of having our na-
tional government wallow along
at its present low level of bur-
