The United States News in a recent issue declared that,
as things now stand, one worker in every ten may be job
hunting next year. If that prediction is true, then the Demo-
cratic labeled “Hoover depression” will be but a drop in the
bucket compared to the Truman depression. We hope that the
pessimistic statement of the famed Washington publication
iIs untrue, but the trend of the times indicates that our na-
tional business condition is not good.

The Multi-Lakes Conservation Association, a group of
several thousand Oakland county conservationists, issues a
publication'called “The Retriever.” In a recent issue it brand-
ed every person guilty of violating a game law in Michigan
as a “stinker.” As we see it, “them thar” are strong words,
but maybe he’s right in the emphatic phraseology he uses.

GOOD SERVICE TO MICHIGAN.

While some certain selfish groups with personal gains as
objectives—and grudges to settle—have been somewhat criti-
cal of the work of the present Michigan state legislature, it is
our opinion that the legislature as a whole has served the
people of Michigan well.

There has been some criticism because of its failure to
gdopt “Governor Williams’ program” whatever it might have

een.

The legislature did a commendable service in killing his
entire mess of political “bunk.” He wanted more of the dol-
lars of honest workers to give to the lazy, indolent, no-good
bum who refuses to work when given an opportunity to do
so. He wanted more of your savings to give to the welfare
cheaters who have robbed the state of millions of dollars.

Jesus Sentenced to Death.
Lesson for June 5: John 19:1-6.

Memory Selection: | Peter 2*
21. 23

A sInsle sentence tells how Jesus
was prepared to hear his sentence.
He, was scourged. Then he was
crowned with thorns, buffeted by the
soldiers, and mocked as a king. After
such treatment, Pilate declared he
found no fault in Jesus.

His accusers then shouted that by
their law Jesus ought to die. Pilate
guestioned Jesus and, at first, re-
ceived no answer. Then, in answer
to Pilates threats, Jesus replied that
the governor could have no power
~ all over him except it be given
him from above. Pilate was troubled
at this as perhaps thinking that he
was dealing with One who was more
than a mai.

In his further efforts to release
Jesus, he was told by the accusers
that they had no king but Caesar
and that, if Pilate set Jesus free, he
was not Cacsar's friend. Thus did
they choose, and thus did Pilate
choose, as many have done since,
between Caesar and Christ.

Pilate Ignobly stands out as a
cowardly official. He tried to placate
the people and induce them to agree
to the release of Jesus. He washed
his hands in token of his innocence.
But history has never accepted the
token. The responsibility of the
tragic hour was Pilate’s. And he
failed miserably because he feared
the very people he was appointed
to rule, and let the Innocent go to
horrible death. As for ourselves, let
us rejoice that by the sacrificial
death of Jesus wo can be saved from

RECIPE OF THE WEEK

Lime Chiffon Pie
(Makes 1 9-inch pie)

1 tablespoon unflavorcc! gelatin
14 cup cold water
4 eggs, separated
1 cup sugar

cup lime Juice
M teaspoon salt
2 teaspoons grated lime rind
Green Food coloring

1 9-inch crumb shell

Dissolve gelatin in cold water.
Beat "gg yolks; add ’i cup sugar,
lime juice and salt. Cook over
hot water, stirring constantly,
until thickened. Add grated rind
and gelatin. Stir until gelatin
Is dissolved. Tint a pale green
with the food coloring. Cool. Beat
remaining egg whites until stiff
but not dry: add remaining sugar
slowly, beating after each addi-
tion; fold into lime mixture. Pour
into crumb crust: chill until firm.
This may be decorated with
whipped cream, if desired.

If you have to sew a patch on the
canvas tent, soak the area you in-
tend to patch, then rub thoroughly
with soap. Your needle will slip
more readily when you begin to sew.

Screen the tops of the chimney
of your summer house if you want
to protect it from squirrels. All other
entrances should be closed tightly.
If you find a squirrel nest, place a
few napthalene crystals In them
and the squirrels will depart.

Place a basket on top of the base-
ment stairs and then discard all
Items to be brought down into the
basement in it.

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P TELEVISION Is to bring chil-
dren back Into the home, after

a whole generation during which
youngsters found most of their en-
tertainment elsewhere, what can
parents do to make the most of this
opportunity for a closer family life?

The first thing you can doJs write
your television station, telling them
what kind of programs you'd like to
have your children see. Rxan the be-
ginning, video officials have realized
that their re™<msibllity for what
was to be seen In your living room
was even greater than that of radio
for what was heard. Those who
might unblushingly kill off a dozen
characters on a broadcast, with a
great popping of guns and smack-
ing of fists, areFnot so blithe about
staging a murder for young eyes to
See.

But this hesitancy to go the limit
in violence won't necessarily last.
In the early days of children's radio,
greater care was taken with pro-
grams than is generally the case
nowadays. Tlien the more blood-
curdling serials began to produce the
greatest number of box tops as chil-
dren rushed to send them in. and
sponsors voted In favor of more and
better screams. True, when parents
became aroused, refmms were insti-
tuted and a code governing chil-
drens programs did away with the
worst abuses. But what happened
was, that most stations lost interest
in childrens shows and radio threw
away Its ¢>portunity to be a vitally
enriching part of our children’s lives.

Red Cross Nutrition Aids

Plentiful supplies of fresh as-
paragus have been appearing in
markets. According to the Nu-
trition Service of the American
Red Cross, asparagus is a good
source of vitamin A, vitamin B-1
(thiamine), vitamin C. and B-2
(riboflavin). In-addition this low
calorie vegetable contributes the
minerals iron, phosphorus and
calcium to the diet.

Reasonable prices on current
s'lipplics of fresh asparagus en-
courage homemakers who ni'c
seeking variety foir-their meils.
to buy while the local season is
in full swing.

The asparagus tips are the most
edible part of the stalk. However,
the lower, tougher ends may be
pared, cut in one'infih pieces and
cooked covered in btiiling. salted
water till tender. These are good
creamed or in soups.

To cook the tender asparagus
tips, first wash the stalks care-
fully. using a vegetable brush to
H'move any dirt or sand from
under the scaly tips. Then tic the
stalks firmly together in bunch-
es and stand them upright in a
deep pan. Add enough water to
half cover the stalks (about 2
inches) and cook covered, 10 to
20 minutes, or until Ilender.
Serve stalks parallel with melted
butter or desired vegetable sauce
poured over the lop.

SHOULD MICHIGAN ADOPT
THE SPLIT-SESSION PLAN
FOR ITS LEBGISLATURE?
California adopted the split-
session plan for its legislatures
in 1911. Under this plan the leg-
islature meets for a month for
purposes of organization and the
introduction of bills. There is
then a recess of a month. Legis-
lators are expected to study the
bills introduced and get the op-
inions of the voters at home. No
bill may be introduced in either
house after the recess without
the consent of three-quarters of
its members,
Since 1911. New Mexico, Texas.
West Virginia, Georgia and M as-

sachusetts have adopted this
system. West Virginia, however,
abandoned it after a short trial.

Many other states which do riot

actually split their legislative
sessions have established dead-
lines early in the sessions. Nor-

mally all bills are to be introduc-
ed before these deadliries.” though
special permission may be se-
cured as in California to intro-
duce them at a later date.

Most of the work of the Michi-
gan Legislature appears to be
concentrated irv the closing days
of the present session. Approxi-
mately 80 bills which have pass-
ed one of the two houses have
died because they have not come
out of committees in the other
house in lime for a vote on them.

Some of the main points ad-
vanced on this issue are:
