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STREET IMPROVEMENTS.

We always like it when an official body representing i
some governmental division asks the voters ftor their “yes”i
or “no” opinion about important public questions. After all,
the voters are the ones chiefly concerned and what happens
to any city, county or state is their direct responsibility.

Monday of ne.xt week, the voters of Plymouth will advise
the city commission as to their wishes pertaining to a some-
what extensive street improvement program to be extended
‘over a period of a year or more.

No one can deny the fact that there are many streets in
Plymouth that are badly in need of improvement. We have
important thoroughfares that are nothing more than bog
holes during an open wdnter and early in the spring of each
year. Some of our main streets are in need of re-surfacing.
Main street should be gi\en a thick coating of black-top.

Some feel that the price suggested for the purchase of
the Bronson property for an extension to the parking lot is
much higher than it should be. Real estate men know more
about that than the writer does. Fortunately this question is
on a separate ballot and \*fgers can exercise their opinion of
that question without involving it in the street improvement
program.

A favorable 'yes" voi - -docs nut mean that property
holders along the streets that are listed for improvement
have nothing more to say about it. They have everything to
say, as the city commission MUST call a hearing of the prop-
erty owners along.every street to be improved before con-,
tracts can be let. At these hearings the property owner? can
tell the city commission just what they wish done with the
streets—and if there is too much objection, the improvement
can be deleted. But the important thing for every citizen to
do is VOTE Monday—vote on the street imﬁrovement pro-
gram and at the school ejection. No matter what you opinion
might be—VOTE.

YES, IT SHOULD BE STUDIED. [

The Michigan Survey recently issued a bulletin in which'
it said that Michigan citizens sh(juld give serious considera-:
tion to the proposed expar.sion of federal welfare, social se-
curity and health insurance j"rogframs before givdng their full
support to these schemes.

The Survey O‘ooint.s out that adoption of the whole bundle
of projects would ultimately boost payroll taxes to at least 10
per cent. The Sur\'ey release says that “the cost is going to
mount to almost unbelievable figures unless they stop the
music before somebody breaks the bank.”

Within 30 years, the Survey bulletin says, it is estimated
that the “entire social program might cost $30 billion a year,
which is double the amount now going into national defense.”

One of the new plans- -the proposed Public Welfare Act—
would provide federal assistance on a matching basis to an
state plan aiding needy individuals, regardless of age, healt
or worthiness.

Strangely, according to the Survey, under this proposal,
"lederal participation v. any Michigan public welfare plan
would be substantially’ loss (percentage-wdse) than it now is
in assistance for the aged, blind and dependent children. '

“For example, old age [jayments in Michigan for Decem-
ber, 1948. averaged S12 per payment, and of this amount the
government contributc'd 726™(>r 62 per cent. Under the new’
law, it would contribute a flat 52 per cent—or $21.84,” .the
Survey statement sa'*-..

The report points out tliat existing social security bene-
fits will require incre.se>.| iKiyi'oll levies if there is any hope
of keeping the progi am actuarially sound. Total cost of a com-
pulsory health insurance program, if adopted, cannot be accu-
rately estimated, but ;t will be measured in billions of dollars.

The Survey suggests that ""both the desirability and cost
ol the proposals' be put under '‘sharp scrutiny.” How much
of all this do we need'.” How much can.we afford? What is the
price tag? How are ‘we going to raise the money?

""Michigan taxpayers surely cannot be blamed if they
share this attitude of nonest inquiry.” the report states. ""After
all, Michigan has paid an arerage of S21 billion per year in
f%deral taxes during the past six years—and that is not small
change.”

LOW COST PUBLIC HOUSING.

~In these days when cworybody seems to want everybody
rise to provide everybody with, all the necessities of fife as
well as the pleasui(>s wldch idleness does not ordinarily pro-
duce. it is interesting to read something about the so-called
“public housing question."

Public housing, as you know, is a plan whereby the fellow
who has worked to buy and build his own home is expected
10 pay taxes to help buy and build a home for the other
fellow who doesn't believe in work, doesn't believe in sav-
ing and doesn't believe in doing anything for himself that
lequires effort.

Somewhere we read an interesting article the other day
sent out of Washington on this question of public housing.
It points out Hiat low-cost housing isnt low’ at all. It’s
expensive business for everybody except the lazybone fellow
who has enough political drag to get himself and family plant-
ed in one of these houses that his more thrifty neighbor has
been forced to build and maintain.

So-called low cost housing pending before congress isn’t
low cost housing at all. says this Writer. It is high cost
housing.

The houses would be lar'jer than the average house built
by private capital, they would cost more, and taxpayers who
live in inferior houses would be taxed to pay rent subsidies
to those with political pull who lived in grander houses built
under the housing program

Meanwhile, Clyde Ellis, executive
manager of the National Rural Elec-
tric Cooperative association, who is
a. spokesman for publlo power, de-
clares: “The private companies are
monopolies and the philosophy of
an monopolies is scarcity; that is,
you can never go wrong by not ex-
panding.” Mr. Ellis was referring to
the admitted shortage of electric
power in the country which public
power advocates aver is cutting
down production and causing un-
employment, and which the rpl’ivate
power lobby says they can lick by
1950 or 1951 If the government will
let them alone.

Purcell L Smith, head of the
power lobby, has publicly said he Ls
fOTming or attempting to form an
alliance with the coal, oil and steel
Industry and wjth the big Insurance
companies Why the latter are in-
terested in the power fight is diffi-
cult to determine, according to ob-
Servers.

Smith’s strategy is to arouse
the states east of the Mississippi
and north of the Mason-Dixon
linu to fight public power on the
theory they are helping to pay

m in taxes for the development of
publicr power in the western and
southern states.

Roughly, It Is the strategy ot the
National Association of Manufac-
turers in fighting government grants
tjBfchese states—divide and conquer
—and Smith’s campaign generally
is in the same 14 states listed by
NAM as paying out more in taxes
for “subsidies” than they receive in

rants from the federal government.

Because a quiet outlet for energy,
such as reading or listening to a
story or working V'ith paper cut outs,
di53||pates the energy slowly but
surely. Mihile a wild outlet seems to
generate mere nervous energy In-
stead of diminishing tire supply.

Children rarely know when they
are tired. The good parent learns the
signs, and they may be different for
each child. Tlie next step is to learn
how to beguile your child to rest.
For enforced rest becomes a punish-
ment in the cliOd’s eyes, but an al-
luring time of quiet will establish
habits of seeking rest when tired,
instead of more .stimulation, which
may make the difference between
health and nervous Instability all his
life.

Official Proceedings cf the Aty Gonmission

A special meeting of the City
Comrnission was held in the
Commission Chamber of the City
Hall on Monday, May 9, 1949 at
s p.mn.

SHOULD MICHIGAN CITIES
HAVE THE CITY MANAGER
FORM OF GOVERNMENT?

Background

In the city manager system
councils are usually I'lecled by u
non-partisan ballot. The council
tilen chooses a city manager u'lm
is a professional executive. He
hires all other municipal employ-
ees. The heads of departments
are subject to removal by Hie
manager at any lime, but the
rank-and-file employees are
usuall.v on a *‘civil service” basis,
with job security during good
behavior. The city manager him-
self mav be dismissed by the
council at any tirni\ The- eoiincil
usuallv chooses a mayor to rep-
resent the city on public ueca-
sions. but the real power is m
tlic hands of the council—whuii
detennines the general litie- el
policy—and the city mnnayei m
who carries out the policy laid
down by the council.
