You wouldn’t think of standing out on the pavement and
hitting some school child over the head with a baseball bat!!

But sit yourself down back of a steering wheel of an auto-
mobile with more than a hundred horsepower at your com-
mand by %ust a little wiggle of your toes—what the Heck do
we care for that fool pedestrian or that thoug}htless child
crossing the 'Street half a block down the street”

That dumb cluck should stand on the sidewalk until
WE—the big shot in that automobile—go Whizzin? by at
t\{vicg[ the speed we should be traveling on any Plymouth
street.

If he gets in front of our car and gets hit ten times harder
than we could hit him with a baseball bat—why that’s HIS
fault of course!

And shouldn’t mothers leach those thoughtless brats of
theirs to keep on the sidewalk until WE go sailing by, leaving
a wake of cigarette smoke and burning oil for the youngsters
to inhale as they take their lives in hand in an effort to get
safely across the street?

Sure—the fault always belongs to the “other fellow,”
whether he be man, woman or child.

We were, driving “carefully” we claim, even though we
whiz around a corner on the green light without giving the
pedestrian a chance!

Can’t the fool see out of the back of his head?

Yes—these are the thoughts that run through the minds
of SOME automobile drivers—in fact too many of them.

We've got a lot of them in Plymouth—a lot of automobile
drivers who don’t think the man or woman or child who are
walking along or across the street has a right to even be on
the streets.

In just a few brief weeks, Plymouth’ public schools are
going to open. We had some school children who were hit by
automobiles last year. Fortunately none were Killed.

We have a lot of BAD crossings—a lot of corners that are
not properly protected.

The Harvey-Penniman avenue corner is about as bad an
intersection as can be found in the state. Main and Penniman
—the Main and Ann Arbor Trail corner—are all bad cross-
ings—»bad, exceedingly bad because the corners are not at
right angles.

Even though we ha\-c a .good sized police force for a town
of this size, one can seldom find a cop at one of these corners
when school children are crossing.

Do you know—or does any one KNOW of ONE reason
why between the hours of s and 8:30 in the morning, 11
o’clock and 12:30 at noon and between 3 and 4 o’clock in the
afternoon—when hundreds of school children are going to
and from school, that EVERY one of these street corners—
and MORE, too—should not be Protected by police officers?

If we havent got enough officers on duty at those hours,
why not take one or two of the full-time firemen and put
them on corners near the cit\’ hall, and let the police man
corners farther away from the fire station?

It’s time Plymouth woke up to this traffic situation.
Our school population has jumped by leaps and bounds. The
number of automobiles on our streets have increased. Seem-
ingly we have more fool drivers on the streets than ever
before.

Judge Perlongo sometime ago issued a-%uiffic warning.
In view of his statement, don't be surprised if you might find
yourself serving a little time behind bars IF you hit and
Injure a school child!

Maybe the traffic problem in Plymouth has just grown
up like Topsy—grown uE in a bad WaK because we haven’t
paid much attention to the way Topsy has b'een,growing and

doing.

R/Iaybe a few stiff warnings and a rigid enforcement of
ALL traffic regulations will provide a bit better protection
to our school children and pedestrians than we now have.
And maybe a little extra work during school hours on the
part of our police will do a world of good.

Lets try it and see. Let’s keep Plymouth the ideal city
in Michigan in the control and regulation of traffic and in
the safety of its streets. We can do it—if we will to do it!

His retirement benefits depend-
Jed on his previous salary, both
his and the city's contributions
to the retirement fund and his
length of service. The longer he
participates in the plan the
greater his benefits are. At the
time of his retirement, whatever
his age after sixty, he begins to
receive back on an actuarial bas-
is whatever he and the city have
put in.

Sev-
eral soaked paper Vowels lay in
the water standing on the ledge.
The small, sunken windows were
full of spider webs.

"Hi.s case is ordinary. There
are scores like him. One young
man was locked up in this reek-
ing hole for nearly three months.

“Who is responsible foi' this
city disgrace’." Who allows men
to be put there'.”

“When the Citizens' League

trigd to have a hearing on Mr.

.'Peclable gentliiiu-n had walked
downstairs fiom the chamber,

—~mxcifie—also real! Yet the City
Commissioners refii-"ed to inves-
tigate anv of the twenty-odd
charges made against the mana-
ger!

“There is no need to take the
Citizens' League's word for these
horrible conditions that make
Plymouth years behind other
Michigan cities. Twice th< state
inspectors have condemned this
hole in no uncertain-terms. May-
or Hartmann received a letter
from the officials last May. He
did not prc'sent it to the Com-
mission. Long before that, Com-
mi.ssitaier Henderson was told
by the authorities that the jail
must be moved to a healthful,
sanitary place.

“Apparently thev were too
bu.sy to worry about the wretch-
ed human beings imprisoned
thii'ty feet from Mr. Cheek’s of-
fice. Public office is a high mor-
al responsibility—not a hobby to
be taken up when one chooses.
It was the duty of those men to
act—and they failed the citizens.

“Former Police Chief Lee Sac-
kett sent memos to Manager
Cheek and later to Mavor Hart-
mann about these conditions. He,
too. was ignored.

“Why has nothing been dong?
You can answer that. Cost’.” The
Commissioners keep telling us
that Plymouth is m fine finan-
cial condition. A ri-asonable jail
could be set up for about the
same money that wc are paying
for the Fire Chief’s new car,

Commissioners Say
Hearing Might Have
Lost Sackett's Pension

“Wc are alleged to have
claimed ‘falsely that a public
hearing on the discharge of chief
Sackett WOULD jeopardize the
said police chief’s retirement
pay.” The fact is that the press
statement in the Plymouth Mail
of June 16, 1949 said, There was
and is no need to risk the honor-
able retirement pay due the chief
by a discharge through a public
hearing which MIGHT jeopar-
dize that pay.” There is a big dif-
ference in the meaning of the
words WOULD and MIGHT. In
a recent case before the State
Supreme Court, acity employee’s
retirement pay WAS denied him
;as a result of a public hearing
;and proven charges of malfeas-
lance in office. Such a possibili-
Ity was recognized before the dis-
missal of Chief Sackett and it
was one reason for not having a
hearing. The other reasons were
that a hearing was not required
by charter and that a hearing
was not deemed necessar.y. This
interpretation of the charter was
uphold by the Wayne County
Circuit Court on June 9, 1949

“The petition alleges further
that each oi the four undersigned
‘made loose, general and unsup-
ported charges against the char-
acter and administration of Chief
Sackett in the same press state-
ment.’

“There have been no loose,
general and unsupported charg-
es made in any pres.s statement.
The article in the PlyrKouth Mail
of June 16 stated that the action
to remove the chief of police was
-dimply an attempt by the city
manager to secure a better qual-
ified and more competent chief
of police for the City of Ply-
mouth. There is and never has
been a claim of misconduct in
office.”

He was
not a natural crowd pleascr. but
Just as his consistently fine ball
playing, day after day. wore
down the oppo.sition and steadily
drove him upward to a place
among the greatest players of all
time, so did his fine qualities,
his character and his courage in
the face of adversity, earn him a
place in the affections of the
public. When he retired from
baseball he did so with the es-
teem and the sympathy of the
whole country.

Much has been written about
Lou and it was all deserved.
Sometimes, however, Lou was
the brunt of jokes.

With the addition of bite size
pieces of beef, tomato aspic can
be tuini'd into satisfying main
fare. The salad is made in either
well oiled individual molds or in
one large ring mold. When un-
molded on crisp lettuce, potato
or cabbage .salad fills the ring.

Choppid celery, cooked peas
and carrots go well with any
meat. Fruits are especially ap-
pealing with veal and lamb.
Mayonnaise not only goes on top
of the salad, but it can be the
tangy basis of the plain or fla-
voied gelatin .mixture.
