TAXING INDUSTRY.
The Michigan Press As.sociation ciuring recent weeks 

has been sending to weekly newspapers throughout the stale 
a series of articles pertaining to the removal of numerous 
industries from big cities to smaller communities.

Many of the reasons for this general ti'end are discussed 
—but we ha\ e noted that there has been one general warning 
to local communities about their part in retaining these in 
dustries after they are once established there.

While small towns often offer free sites and even, in some 
cases, promise low taxes, and other benefits—there seems to 
be no general statement of policy for the years to come.

It seems to be the theory of many small town officials 
that once an industry has been established within its limits, 
it should be made the target of constantly increased taxatio.i.

As we sp'e it, the one way to secure industries and to rr 
tain thoi.i C4Atci tv’c gi.t ug\..*“.*i, lo iccep L.xes d(rwn to. th,„ 
lowest possible figure. A going factory is a highly important 
as.set to anv town—but an empty factory building is a liabili 
ty. Everybody gains if a factory is operating. E\’crybody loses, 
if it stands idle. Therefore, as we see it, a community should 
cio everything within reason to assure a low tax rate on in 
dustry. This is a subject that should be treated by the Michi­
gan Press Association. It should urge the smaller towns of 
Michigan that are out to gel new industries not to chase them 
(/ut after they get them, by constantly inflicting higher and 
higher taxes.

A portion of the last article issued by the Michigan Press 
Association showing the development of small town indus 
tries follows;

E\eryone knows—except the city union (>rganizer—that 
it costs loss to live in a Michigan small town. ,

The worker's dollar goes farther.
That is why a lower hourly wage rate can buy just as 

much as a higher hourly wage rate in the big town. The work j 
or usually has less distance to travel to and from work: he | 
finds rents to be lower. He can purchase a homesite for less , 
money. E\ en the carpenter's bill will be less. F’oodstufis are i 
more reasonably priced, too.

And. as any manufacturer will tell you, lower labor co;si 
IS needed in a small town if the company is to compete witli 
the low unit cost of goods produced in the city by big-volume 
mass [iroduction methods. Only a big plant can afford big 
machines.

It has-been.the experience of many Michigan small towns 
that industry- iirospers. and payrolls grow for workers, where 
a differential in labor cost prevails. Where union organizers 
induce the workers to demand city wages, production costs 
gel out of hand. The plant often has to close.

These observations grow out of the •‘Michigan Mirror" 
survev of new industry in Michigan small towns, of which 
this is the concluding report. Belding lost a hosiery mill for 
lust this reason. Baldwin's new industry to make bases and 
crates for Gibstm refrigerators and General Electric stoves 
and deep freezes has been closed repeatedly because of exces 
sive labor clematis. A Muskegon firm proposed to open a 
loundry in Baldwin. When the labor situation at the Pack­
ing Material Company came to a head, the Muskegon divi 
sion located elsewhere.

At Oscoda a community progress clu'b sponsored a '•build 
ing bee" to piovide a plant for the O s e d a  Door Manufaclui 
ing Company.

At Kaleva in Manistee count\- is a prime cxanij^e of 
American free enterprise. Like the maker of the be tte /mouse  
trap. William Gakinen developed a bait that cauglYKfish. His 
home workshop has grown into an assembly line plant em­
ploying 70 persons at peak production. Seven salesmen were 
on the road last spring. The season's production by August 1 
w as 2.000.000 baits!

To pr ev en t  the wrong gifts going 
to a child, each  is to be plainly 
m a r k e d  on a secure ly fas tened  tag, 
whether  for  a boy or  a girl, and of 
what  age.  Also, your  chi ld’s n a m e  
and . addr e ss  should be plainly 
typed or  pr inted on the  re ve rs e  of 
the tag.  F o r  the'  f r iendship  p lan 
works both w ay s—half  of it is the 
p leasure  the  rece iv ing  child takes  
in wr i t ing  a th ank  you le t te r  to his 
Amer ican  friend.

Here .a re  a few don’ts; no 
military toys or glass can be 
sent as gifts. No comic books. 
Food is not to be packed with 
Christmas gifts — also, used 
clothing, while acceptable for 
general distribution, is not to 
be sent as a gift parcel.

W h a t  d o  y o u  w a n t  ?

Why Destroy A & P ?
This suit was brought under the anti-trust laws. These are good laws. They were 
passed about fifty years ago to prevent any company, or any group of companies, 
from getting a monopoly in a field and then raising prices to the public.
A&P has never done any of these things.

Nobody has ever shown that we have anything even approaching a monopoly 
of the food business anywhere. A s every housewife knows, the retail grocery 
business is the most competitive in the country and we do only a small part of it.

Nobody has ever said we charged too high prices —  just the opposite. This 
whole attack rises out of the fact that we sell good food too cheap. W e would 
not have had any of this trouble if, instead of lowering prices, we had raised 
them and pocketed the difference.

Nobody has ever said that our profit rate was too high. During the past five 
years our net profit, after taxes, has averaged about 1 *;ic on every dollar of 
tales, which is less than almost any other business you can think of.

The American people have shown that they like our low-price policy by coming 
-to our stores to do their shopping. If A&P is big, it is because the American 
people, by their patronage, have made it big.
Obviously, it is the theory of the anti-trust lawyers that the people have no right 
to patronize a company, if their patronage will make that company grow; and 
that any big business must be destroyed simply because it is big, and even if the 
public gets hurt in the process.

Do You Want Higher Prices?
There is much more involved in this case than the future of A&P. The entire 
American system of efficient, low-cost, low-profit distribution which we pioneered, 
will, face destruction and the public will suffer.
A & P  w a s  t h e  f i r s t  c h a i n  s t o r e  i n  t h i s  c o u n t r y .  F o r  m o r e  t h a n  n i n e t y  y e a r s  w e  h a v e  
t r ie d  t o  b u i l d  a  s o u n d  b u s in e s s  o n  t h e  s i m p l e  f o r m u l a  t h e  f o u n d e r  g a v e  u s :  
“ G i v e  t h e  p e o p l e  t h e  m o s t  g o o d  f o o d  y o u  c a n  f o r  t h e i r  m o n e y . ”  Y e a r  a f t e r  y e a r  
w e  h a v e  t r ie d  t o  d o  a  b e t t e r  j o b ,  m a k e  o u r  b u s in e s s  m o r e  e f f i c i e n t , a n d  p a s s  t h e  
s a v i n g s  o n  t o  t h e  c o n s u m e r  i n  t h e  f o r m  o f  l o w e r  p r ic e s .

O u r  e f f o r t s  a l o n g  t h e s e  l in e s  h a v e  le d  o t h e r  g r o c e r s  t o  k e e p  t h e i r  c o s ts  a n d  
p r o f i t s  d o w n .

In the old days before A&P, food that cost the grocer 50(\ often sold as high 
as $ 1.00 at retail.
Today, food that costs the grocer 50c* generally sells to die public at less than 60(*.
The methods we pioneered have been adopted not only by other grocers, but 
by merchants in other lines. There are today literally hundreds of chain stores, 
voluntary groups and individual merchants operating with the same methods 
and in the same pattern here under attack.

If the anti-trust lawyers succeed in destroying A&P, the way will be clear for 
the destruction of every other efficient large-scale distributor.

Who W ill Be H urt?
There has never been any question in our mind that it is good business and 
good citizenship to sell good food as cheaply as possible. As Fortune Magazine 
said about A&P some time ago, It is firmly attached to the one great principle —• 
the selling of more for less —  that has made the desert bloom and the nation 
wax great.”

W e sincerely believe that we have helped the American people eat better and 
live better.

W e believe that the hundreds of thousands of farmers and manufacturers who 
have voluntarily sought our business have profited by our fast, low-cost distribu­
tion of their products.

W e know that our 110,000 loyal employees enjoy today, as they always have, 
the highest wages, shortest hours and best working conditions generally prevail­
ing in the retail food industry; and that these men and women have found in 
A& P good opportunities for security and progress.

We know that thousands of businessmen —  the landlords who rent us our 
stores, the haulers who operate our trucks, the people who supply us with goods 
and services —  have a big stake in our operations.

Obviously, all these people will suffer if this company is-^ut out of business.

What Shall We Do?

We admit that the interests of the owners of A&P are of little Importance.

Frankly, they could make an enormous amount of money by breaking up A&P, 
as the anti-trust lawyers wish, and selling off the parts.

But is this what the American people want? Do they agree with the anti-trust 
lawyers that our food prices are too low, and that we should be put out of the 
picture so other grocers can charge more?

Frankly, if this were the case, we would not want to continue in business.

But we seriously doubt that this is the case. Twelve years ago, an effort was 
made to tax this company and other chain stores out of business. The public 
rallied to our support. They said they liked our quality foods and our low prices. 
As a result of their opposition, the tax was defeated.

Now we are faced with this new attack through the courts. We are faced with 
the heavy costs and all the trouble that lawsuits involve.
