Four Can Be Elected
to Fill Out Terms
of Those Recalled

It was stated in last week’s
issue of The Plymouth Mail that
the election of four new city
commissioners would be for a
period extending only until tlie
next, regular election.

In view of the fact that the
Plymouth city charter makes no
provision for such an event as
took place in the recent recall
election. Acting City Attorney
Harry Deyo has ruled that the
position made vacant by the re-
call can be filled for the entire
unexpired portion of the terms
to which the recalled commis-
sioners wore elected to serve.

Other attorneys agree that this
ruling is correct and that those
candidates .seeking election for
terms longer than one year can
serve out the full wunexpired
terms, if elected.

This luling does not, however,
apply to vacancies resulting from
resignations. The city charter
does make provision for filling
vacaneies in elective offices by
appointment.

The .'ection says: "If any va-
cancy occur in the general elec-
tiv(" office, except bwv recall as
providi'd in the general election
law pertaining thereto, lhe com-
mission shall appoint an eligible
per.son to fill such vacancy until
the next I'egular municipal elec-
tion. Any vacancy shall thi'n be
filled bv election for the uncx-

pired term.”
This, as stated in the lasf issue,
makes it necessar.v for Cass

Hough to become a candidate for
the remaining portion of Mrs
Whipple's term to which he was
appointed to serve until the next
regular municipal election, which
will be in April. That will make
necessary the election of three
commissioners next spring.

The candidates for the special
election to be held on Monday,
October 17. who filed for the one
year teim, which will lequire
candidates to run again in the
next regular election in Adpril,
are. Harry C. Balfour, William
E. Fann. Eleanor M, Hammond,
William M.  Sutherland and
Floyd A. Tibbitts. Two are to be
elected at this time.

The candidates who filed for
the longer period and can serve,
if elected, until the third Mon-
da.v in April, 1951, aie Frank
Arlen, Henr.v J. Fisher. Perry W.
Richwine and Ruth Whipple.
Two are also to be elected for
th(" longer term.

This
will include the cleaning of
children’s teeth and application
of sodium fluoride in a program
of dental decay prevention which
has received the approval of the
Michigan Health department as
well as the U. S. Public Health
service. The installation of nec-
ossarv equipment in the higfu
school building adjacent to tHeV.
school nurses office marks the
final stages of pieparation which
has been in progress since the
opening of school. During this
period Miss Juni' Sjnglev, dental
hygienist who will carry on the
woi k. has be(-n busily engaged in
not only preparing physical fa-
cilities but also in prepai ing the
cliildren through an cduca'ional
pmgi‘'uin condueft'd in the class-
rooms.

Tlic sodium fluoride tri‘alment
for prevention of dental decay
received considerable attention
during the last school year. With
the assistance of the school nurse.
Mary Strassf'n. and with the co-
operation of personnel from the
Michigan Department of Health,
the local Parent Teacher associa-
tions conducted a study to de-
termine the advisability of rec-
ommending such a program for
local school children. As a result
support of such a program was
pledged by these organizations
and planning was taken over by
a representative group composed
of local dentists, school officials,
leachers and parents.

Present plans call for the pro-
gram to start with children of,
the secMHcl grade. However, par-
ents will lie contacted by le'ter
and permission fni- the cleaning
anrl painting on of sodium fluor-
ide will In' necessary before the
work begins. On advice of the
School Health Advisorv commit-
tee. a le-prenientative group of
school and community people, a
nominal charge has been decid-
ed upon whicli will be made for
each of the tour applications
necessar,\’ fo]- a complete treat-
ment. It is tentatively planned
that school children will receive
sueh treatments at ages corres-
ponding to grades kindergarten,
gi-ade two. grade five, cither
grade seven or eight.

This dental program of the
Plymouth schools is under the
general suiDervision of the Michi-
gan Department of Health. Dr.
A. E. Van Ornum is in charge
locally of pi'ofessional supn vi-
sion.

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Halloween Ideas
And Suggestions
Presented Here

The followin'; Hnllo'A-ec'n hints
and sussostions arc taken from

the files of Mr. Woohveaver in
the city locrention office.
The geneia! atmosphere of

Halloween is "sDooky" and eerie,
and endowed with more mischief
making elves, witches, fairies,
ghosts and black cats than any
of the other fe.stive days of the
year. It is a lime for parties
where weird and exciting things
happen, as well as where we get
a peek into the future.

Decorations make the guests
feel the spirit of the party at
once and they should, therefore,
bo as unconventional as prissible.
The general effect should be of
weirdness with the feeling that
spooks and hobgoblins are apt
to appear out of unexpc'cted
nooks.

Hang orange fringe at the
w’iindow sides and use straight
strips of decorated crepe paper
across the top. Grotesque crepe
paper flowers can bo made and
placed in flower pots or window
boxes.

Arrange to have tick-tacks at
the windows, piercing shrieks
which come from nowhere, alarm
clocks that go off at unexpected
times, and various other nois\s
that will arid to the spirit of the
affair.

If thei'c is a flari-: entry through
which the guests may pass, sus-
pend a few thin stiips'of crepe
paper from the ceiling, cutting
them off about five feet from the
floor. The free ends of these
strips will then be on a level
with the faces of those who en-
ter. On the ends of these strips
will bo atached papen spiders,
bats, bugs and animals of \-aii-
ous Kkinds. This should lie plan-
ned only if there is another en-
trance. as nobody sraudd be
forced to go thimigh the pas-
sageway suggested above.

Use black and white striped
papei' on tho front of cho place
to bo decorated to suggest =
fence; and here ."nd ther<', on
light trellises, use sunflowers or
popies made of crepe paper. X
vine of pumpkins and their blos-
soms will look well nmning along
the bottom edge of the ferice. or
eorn.stalks can be used to fill in
the spaces.

A Halloween partv abo brings

to mind the traditional decora-
tions of cornstalks, pumpkins,
autumn ‘eaves, o'.vls and .'rnn-

ning skeletons. Black eats, spid-
ers, bats and the like can Iu' eu
out of black cardbeard. with the
eves pierced and lighted by (un-
dies plaec'd behind them. D;;ik
blue paper, used to shield elei'-
tric lights. will add to tlie
“spookiness” of the atmosphere.
Bowls of popcorn or applet
could h(> arranged as a Kkettle,
supported by a tripod, boiling
over an imi'atinn firtr

Little papt-'f horns, which can
be purchased very ehiaply. make
attractive witches for placei'a; iK
Dress the horn in a full skirt,
make arms of wire, bloom of a
toothpick, with grass tied on for
it.s top.

the Northville Downs is now an
event of flic past—and there’s
nothing for the fans to do but
talk about this horse, that horse
and why it didn’t or did win—
and waiR* patiently until the next
raein.g season.

The sixth am;-.il race meet at

the nearby community ended
Saturday' night as the second
best season in its history, but
with both mutuel betting and
attendance under the smashing
records of last year.
. The Downs’ Saturday night
handle of $203,620 boosted the
season total to $8,437,889 which
gives Northville a 1949 average
of S165.449 a night. That com-
pares with the 1948 record aver-
age of $195,062, compiled over a
59-night span &b against this
year’s 51 nights of racing.

The total handle was $-11,508.-
681.

Before vour new refrigerator
is moved in, consider where it
should stand to give you lop ser-
vice. The labor saving value and
(‘fficiency may be largely lost if
a refrigerator is poorly placed.

You can save yourself steps,
advises Lucille Ketchum. home
management extension specialist
at Michigan State college, by
placing it near a food prepara-
tion center not too far from the
sink. If this is impossible a .small
table nearby and a tray for car-
rying will help in putting away
and getting out perishables.

Keep your refrigerator in the
open with at lea.sst 2-j inches of
air space between the back of the
refrigerator and the wall. If your
box must be recessed. 3 to 4 inch-
es at the back and sides is bet-
ter and 8 to 12 inches at the top.
Air circulation cariies away the
heat from the motor.

Avoid extremes of heat and
cold. Although modern refri<,er-
ators are well-insulated, extra
heat makes them run overtime
as you will have noticed on a
hot summer day. You won’t
Iwant to duplicate summer heat
Iby placing your refrigerator next

"to your range or a radiator or
:hot air register or in the sun-
light. , »

On the otheil\hand. an unheated
back porch during winter months
lis a poor spot for the refrigerator
ibecause the extreme cold is hard
its mechanism. Be sure the
floor is level. This is a point that
"may be overlooked but is as im-
Iportant for good operation as air
circulation and moderate tem-
fK'raturc.

T he millionb of children

pouring into crowded schools
this fall have dramatized the fact
that we acre at the beginning of a
children’s era. What more fitting,
then, than that we should set aside
a day each year as children’s day.
not only to remind us of our re-
sponsibilities to this populous gen-
eration, bto: to let them know how
important they are to the nation?

A movement for establishing
a childien’s day observance,
sucSi as we have bad for years
in motber’s day and father’s
day, wa<> begun some months
ago by fi'ie American parents’
committee* and Parents’ Maga-
zine unde* the leadership of
the magazine’s publisher, Mr.
George J. Becht. A children’s
day national council was or-
ganized, and as a result of the
council’s work, the first annual
children’s day will he observed
this year on Sunday October 16.

Illow shall we make this day
count so that its influence will
radiate through the year, and help
make the children’s era a shining
epoch in history? Well, suppose
we begin by evaluatiipg this good
fortune of having such a large in-
crease in our child population. We
have made our amazing national
advance because we are a young
nation, aft)le to laugh at obstacles
to growth. But we are beginning
to show signs of middle age. of
"thinking wie were past the peak of
production and headed toward a
declining standard of living.p'This
oncoming generation, some twenty
years hencey will give us a vital,
youthful population again.

Having congratulated our-
selves on this postponement of
a national creaking at| the
Joints, let’s take stock on jchil-
dren’s day for what this vy|
blood will need to ma

healthy, strong and wise be-
yond its years. It will need
more and better schools, and
above all, better prepared
teachers with a sense of dedi-
cation to their work. It will
take planning on the part of
each community—and the help
of ail of us—to raise our edu-
cational standards. Even to
keep them from slipping will
require sacrifice, because you
can’t educate a bulging genera-
tion for the same money spent
during years of normal popular
tion increase.

Then there are still glaring
health needs for our children that
are not being mot, and these in-
clude mental hygiene and dental
care. Children still need protection
from exploitation—child labor is
increasing and boys and girls In
migrant farm families receive
scarcely any of the health and
education benefits that are sup-
posed to *be for all children. A
pamphlet, has been prepared by
tho American parent’s committee
called "A Summary of the Most
Pressing Needs of America’s 46
Million Children” for the use of
speakers, ministers, PTA leaders
and others. These may be secured
by writing to the Children’s Day
National Council, 52 Vanderbilt
Avenue. New York 17, N. Y. En-
close a stamped, self-addressed
envelope and 5c in stamps or coin
to cover handling.

But children's day is. after all,
for children now. today— not just
a rallying point for future benefits.
It is a day for showing all children
—but especially your own—ove
and affection. This includes sur-
prises* and appropriate gifts and
fun. Indeed, let your family observ-
ance express the full meaning of
the 1949 children’s day slogan,
“Children, the joy of today, the
hope of tomorrow.”

Hints Offered on
Cooking Apples

.Apple suwco will hiive the best
light eoloi" and tart flavor it
'mooked lapidly. If you like a
gr;inul'ir sauce, add sugar when
the apples are nearly done. If
you want sauce with unbroken
apple pieces, make the syrup
first and add tho apple pieces
to the syrup. If cinnamon or nut-
meg are used, use only small
amounts to bring out the flavor
of the apple.

Use apple skins whenevci' pos-
sil'.le. Much of the nutiitional
value is close to the skin.

Whenever baking apple, guard
against oveicooking. Two table-
spoons of sugar is usually enough
for one apple. Apples baked on
top of th(’ stove in a heavy pan
with a tight-fitting lid will bake
about half the tim” if takes in an
oven. To keep tho apple skin
from splitting, slash* the skin
aioiind cireumfcrence of the ap-
ple with a long cut to allow foi'
swelling.

In jelly making, apph’s can be
helpful in addition to other fruits
such as ripe euriamts and elder-
berries. beea\is(' the apple juic '
adds needed pectin to the com-
bination. Apph'S are often com-
bined with soiiK' fruits to modi-
fy flavor. .Adding tliam to wild
inlum and grape, for example,
will I'OLilt in a milder flavor.

Keep -Apph'S Cool

Altiiough apple prio's are re-
sonable this year, tlu’ best buy
is still by the bushel. Usually a
bushel of apple.s cannot be kept
in the K'frigcraior. which would
be the de.-'“irable place.

The nc'xt best thing to do is to
I'inri the coolest spot in the house',
where there is good air circula-
tiitn. This may ini'‘an the base-
mc'tit. or an unhealed bedroom
in the fall. Remember that at
room tcmpei-aturo apples will
continue to ripen, and resulting
spoilage increases the cost of
apples you use.

Pointers Given on
Unusual Ways to
Cook Pork Chops

Whether the liomemaker uses
the top of tho range or the oven,
there’s a wide vaiicty in braising
richly flavored pork ,“ops.

In the basic method Of cooking
poi k chops to develop their true
full flavor, they art® placed in a
frying-pan and slowly browiVd
on both sides in their own fat, or
in a small amount of added fat.
The meat is seasoned, the pan
tightly covered and the chops
allowed to cook until done.

Following this procedure,
chops arc easily prepared Span-
ish-style. Browned chops arc
spread with a mixture of catsup
and dry mustard. Added to the
fry-pan is a combination of vin-
i-gar. water and sugar, the pan
is covered and 1k' meat allowed
to cook slowly (0l about 45 min-
utes.

For more' variation, pork
chops may ho browned, than
smothord with sliced onion and
gieen pepper. A little liquid is
added and the combination cov-
eied and cooked until the meat
is tender. Chops, also, may be
hrai.sed in a thickened raisin
sauce for flavor.some results.
Still another wav is breading the
chops by first dipping them in
'beaten egg. then in fine bread
eiumbs and cooking in the usual
mannc'r.

Slufled ehojis are one more in-
terosling change'. (For this meth-
od the chops should he cut thick)
A pocket is made by culling into
the chops from the side next to
the bone, then filled with a good
bread, corn oi- other favorite
stuffing. The stuffed chops are
then brownc'd on both sides in a

.<mail amount of hot lard and
cooked following the braising
process.

For simple' oven cooking, pork
chops are arranged over casser-
oles. One popular fall combina-
tion is poik chops and noodles.
Browned cliops are' plaet-d over

cooked noodles in a casserole
and cooked, covorc'd. for about
one hour. Also, the rich pork

drippings enhaneo the flavor of
scalloped potatoe.s. baked beans,
oi' tart apple diessing.
