Suppose you should happen to be an unfortunate victim 

in an automobile accident. Suppose you were badly hurt and 
lay beside the road, anxiously waiting for some one to come 
along to help you. Suppose some one did come along—looked 
at you in your distress—then drove away in a hurry!

How would you feel about it? W hat would you think 
about it? Rightly—you would think that there goes a person 
w ithout a heart.

Then suppose some one else came along in a few minutes 
and noted the distress you were in—that you needed help 
and needed it quickly. The occupants of the second car picked 
you up and hurried  you to a hospital—w here attending physi­
cians said th is kindly act had saved a life.

T hat’s w hat happened right near Plym outh th e  o th e r day. 
The driver of the second car was a well known P ly m o u th  
resident who insists that his name not be used.

The m oral of this incident is simply this—if when driving 
along the  highway you see some one injured and needing 
help, extend that helping hand, as did this car driver. You 
m ay save a life—and some day you might need the same kind 
of help tha t the driver of the first car didn’t give to the in­
jured, bleeding girl who would have died if her injuries had 
not been given imm ediate medical attention.

CO-OPERATION — NOT W RANGLING.
Plym outh and this fast growing part of Wayne county 

finds its rapid development bringing about problems that 
need county assistance in solving. To get that assistance it 
requires co-operation and good will on our part with the gov­
erning body of the county.

W ith one brief exception, the city of Plym outh has al­
ways been represented on the board of supervisors by its 
m ayor or a m em ber of the city commission.

We hope th a t the new adm inistration in Plymouth will 
see to it that some MEMBER of the new city commission, 
is selected imm ediately to represent this city on the county 
board of supervisors. This  ̂ need was emphasized at a recent 
m eeting of the county board of supervisors when its pro- 
leedings were throw n into a cat and dog fight over a silly 
question that am ounted to nothing. All Plym outh got out of 
such a mess was criticism, ridicule and cat-calls.

We believe any m ember of the new commission will serve 
Plym outh well on the board of supervisors. Our supervisor 
should be the mayor, but if he feels it best to appoint a pres­
ent m em ber of the commission that action will satisfy the 
community. It is good will and friendly cooperation that 
counts in a beneficial way—and Plym outh right now needs 
lots and lots of help from the county to care for its rapid 
ir-dustrial and residential expansion.

“Plans are being made to han­
dle the largest number of appli­
cants since V-J Day,” Mr. le tte r  
said. “When the war in lapan  
ended, we had over 1,500 I'equests 
for compensation.”

Mr. le tte r  explained that there 
have been few lay-offs in this 
area up to this week but the full 
impact of the steel strike is be­
ginning to be felt as companies 
run low on steel stock.

With less than half of its $11,-

They had gone out of their way to permit Plymouth boys and 
girls to paint the display windows of their stores in Hallowe'en deco­
rations hoping thereby to terminate the use of soap, paraffin and 
other substances on Hallowe'en night.

But whai a mess business men found Tuesday morning. Water I 
color paintings had been marked over with soap and paraffin to | 
such an extent that it required hours to remove the mess. And it | 
was cold buciness washing windows Tuesday morning.

But there is one thing that helps a bit—the youths who did ' 
niost of the damage were not Plymouth boys and girls. True, some ; 
did take part in the depredations but local residents have been i 
advised that boys and girls in some nearby schools had talked about I 
"raiding" Plymouth on Hallowe'en, and the most of those seen on i 
the street Monday night were strangers in the city. |

Business men are determined that there will be no "repeat" ! 
performance next year. Two ideas have been expressed, one is to 
ask some 100 or more Plymouth high school boys to "patrol" the 
streets on Hallowe'en eve to see to it that nothing like it happens 
again—the other idea is to ask the city commission lo pass an ordi­
nance placing a penalty upon any one marking store windows and 
then making parents of juveniles responsible for the payment of 
these fines. At any rale the general opinion is that Hallowe'en store 
window dapredations have been carried  ̂ altogether too far and right 
now -is the time to call a halt.

Mayor P erry  W, Richwine 
at the request of The P lym ­
outh Mail, has outlined a pro­
gram  of development as well 
as needed changes in the city 
charter that he believes will 
be of untold benefit to this 
progressive city, if successful­
ly carried out.

5— He would create a trial 
board to hear all charges 
against city employes — this 
board to act as an advisory 
board to the city commission.

6— He would limit the term s 
of all elective officials to two 
terms, (thereby elm inating a 
lot of the m iserable type of 
politics from whic'n Plym outh 
has long suffered).

7— He would have the peo­
ple decide as to w hether the 
city commission should re ­
strict the powers of the city

Coal Shoriage 
Hits Plymouth, 
Rationing On

Plymouth's busy coal compan­
ies arc rationing their dwindling 
supplies of coal to make them go 
as far as possible. A direct re ­
sult of the coal strike, it is im­
possible to purchase more than 
a ton at a time from any source 
in the city and one dealer will 
sell only one-half ton at a time 
to any one customer. If the coal 
strike continues another ten 
davs, there will be no coal avail­
able in Plymouth.

A cold snap would make the 
present total supply of coal go 
down even faster than some the 
following reports estimate.

The Robert’s Coal and Supply 
company has absolutely no coal 
to sell at the present time. The 
company’s supply was down to 
15 tons the forepart of this week.

News from the McLaren com­
pany indicates a somewhat rosi­
er picture. By limiting «ich sale 
to not more than one-half ton 
per customer, the company esti­
mates its supply of coal should 
last them from three weeks to 
one month.

Pea coke and stoker coal is all 
that the Plymouth Lumber and 
Coal company has on hand. A 
quota of one ton per sale has 
been set by the firm which has 
only a week’s supply on hand.

All dealers report it will take 
from a week to ten days to get 
any coal after the strike is set­
tled. Five to seven days are re­
quired to get a coal car from 
■West Virginia to Plymouth.

“Your Editor has called me and 
requested information as to what 
type of program I am interested 
in. I would like to say briefly 
that there are so many things 
that I would like to see done in 
this community that it would
be impossible to set them forth 
with any hope that a portion of 
them can be achieved during my 
brief service as Mayor of the
city. However, there are a
number of things which I con­
sider as ‘musts’ and which, I be­
lieve, can be accomplished in the 
next six months if all of the citi­
zens put their shoulder to the
wheel and work and give con­
structive criticism only.

“1. Complete the Forest Ave­
nue paving project and give Im­
mediate consideration to substi­
tuting asphalt pavement instead 
of concrete. In connection with 
the Forest Avenue paying, I 
would like to see the Planning 
commission give immediate ac­
tion to the possibility of modern­
izing the street lighting of For­
est Avenue. It will be necessary 
to have a complete survey by the 
Detroit Edison company and J am 
sure that the Detroit Edison 
company will cooperate fully. 
There is a new type of street 
lighting which is much less ex­
pensive and which is more be­
fitting a progressive growing 
city than the old type of street 
lamps. This planning should" pre- 
ceed the letting of the contract 
by the city in order that the 
paevment will not have to be 
torn up as soon as it is laid down.

sion will become a better citi­
zen and have a better under­
standing of his community and 
therefore we should have the 
largest number of ex-elected 
city officials possible in this com­
munity.

“4. If the people decide they 
want to reduce the authority of 
the City Manager it is going to be 
necessary to make various de­
partm ent heads of our govern­
ment responsible for certain jobs. 
Every department should know 
its responsibility and should be 
charged with it and when a per­
son in charge of a department 
fails to do his or her job their 
case should be immediately cited 
to the Trial board for removal so 
that a competent person can re­
place them.

“5. It is my opinion that no 
member of the City Commission, 
which includes the Mayor, should 
hire or fire any employee of the 
city of Plymouth. All such m at­
ters should be taken before a full 
City Commission and a resolu­
tion should be passed by the 
Commission as a body before ac­
tion is taken. I do not like to see 
instructions by a Mayor to de­
partm ent heads to employe so 
and so.

“2. The Mayor should appoint 
a committee to revise and mod­
ernize the city charter.

' Plymouth is granted.

“6. The city of Plymouth needs 
better sewers on the south end 
of town. The new school needs 
sewers. In order to secure this 
sewage system it is going to be 
necessary for us to cooperate 
with the officials of the state of 
Michigan and especially of the 
county of Wayne. No representa­
tive of this city should get into 
personal arguments with any 
officials when said personal a r­
guments jeopardize the welfare 
of the people of this community. 
The representative of this city 
on the Wayne County Board of 
Supervisors should be a member 
of the City Commission and 
should possess sufficient diplo­
macy to secure the cooperation, 
rather than the antagonism of 
the fellow members of the 
Wayne County Board of Super­
visors. Plymouth has been for­
tunate in not having had more 
sickness in the city and in the 
surrounding townships consider­
ing the number of septic tanks 
which are now draining into the 
same ground within a few feet 
from where the people pump 
their drinking water. This is es­
pecially true in the township 
south of U. S. 12. And when I 
think of Plymouth building a 
completely new school in this 
same area without having avail­
able sewage facilities I wonder 
if our past officials have not fail­
ed to perform their duty. Steps 
have already been taken to se­
cure a sewage progryn for this 
area and I am confident that if 
the same steps had been taken 
six months ago the problem 
would already be solved at this 
time.

Broilers
Bi'oilcr.s are  available most of 

the year, with heavy supplies 
from Jul.v through September.

Buy birds weighing not over 
2 'a pounds, with smooth, thin 
skins and flexible breastbones. 
A small am ount of fat under  the 
kin indicates quality. Have vour 

butcher  rem ove the backbone, 
and save it to cok with the g ib­
lets. One serving takes from one- 
q u a r te r  to one-ha lf  a bird.

Fryers
Fryers  are  usually  in good sup ­

ply from J u ly  to November, but 
are  available  most of the  year.

As with broilers, the  best birds 
have thin, smooth skins and 
flexible breastbones, but should 
weigh from 2 >2 to 3 '2  pounds. 
After cutting  into pieces, chill 
choroiighly before frying. P lan  
10 use th ree -fo u r th s  to 1 pound 
per serving.

Roasters -
The best roaster season is from 

Sep tem ber to January .
A quality  roasting bird has a 

fle.xible bieastboru ' tip .and lay ­
ers of fat under a thin, waxy 
skin. Meaty biids of 3'2 pounds 
or more are large enough to be 
roasted whole. Have your butch- 
ei‘ remova* leg tcndc.ns and feet, 
and d raw  the bird. One serving 
takes fi'om one-lialf to th ree -  
fourths pound.

Stewing Fowl
Stew ing  fowl, the  heaviest 

birds of 3 pounds and over, are  
available  most any tinu'. Utility 
chickens, they are good braisecl, 
stewed, in sandwiches, salads or 
chicken pie.

A heavy fat layi-r under the 
skin indicates qi;ality. From one- 
q u a r te r  to th ree -fou r ths  pound 
of meat makc-s one serving. A 4- 
pound bird yields about 2*2 cups 
of cooked m eat for salad or for 
creamin.g.

A Few Reminders
P ou ltry  is a very perishable 

food. It must be kept cold before 
cooking, and chilled after  cook­
ing if not eaten promptly. Cook­
ed chicken should used w i th ­
in th ree  days. After that it tends 
to dry  nut and develop an "old" 
flavi ir.

Unfrozen fresh ehtekens may 
be kept uncooked up  to P 2 days 
if looscl.v wrappc'd in wax paper 
and stored in the  coldest part  of 
the refrigerator. Frozen chicken 
should not he refrozen afte r  
thawing, but cooked immc'diate- 
ly.

The secret of all m ethods of 
cooking chicken is slow cooking 
at low to m odera te  tem pera tu res  
until well done. Slow cooking in ­
sures less shrinkage, be tte r  t e x ­
ture. be tte r  flavor and m ore a t ­
trac tive  meat.

Hearty Dinner 
Ideal For Brisk 
Autumn Weather

Following an t'xcitmg alUu- 
noon at a football game, hearty  
hot food will be widely wel­
comed. sii.ggcsted here is an 
a f te r-gam e dinnei' treat of f la ­
vorsome spareribs baked with a 
mashed sweet potato stuffing.

To give the stuffing additional 
interest the  sweet potatoes are 
combined with raisins and seas­
oned with ginger and cinnamon. 
The m ix tu re  is then  spread on 
one section of spareribs, topped 
w ith  the second section and 
baked uncovered on a rack in a 
m oderate  oven (350 F. 1 for two 
hours. Spareribs  are  cut into in- 
divifiual ribs for serving. If the 
spareribs arc  served for an a f te r ­
game d inner  the  spareribs m ay 
be cooked in advance, stored in 
refr igera to r  and reheated just 
before serving.

Or spareribs can be braised in 
a tangy barbecue sauce. The 
ribs are  brow ned in hot lard or 
drippings, the  barbecue sauce 
added, the  pan tightly covered 
and the m eat allowed to cook 
slowly for about one hour.

Hard rolls or French bread 
combine nicely with e ither  
stuffed or barbecued libs. For 
flavor c o n t r a s t  serve I'hilled 
a-sorted r(>lishe.s. Mincemeat 
fill'd baked apples topped with 
wliipped cream  will he a choice 
dessert.

ticular. Had the r. ver c be en ihe case, the art of Chii.-fan healing 
need not have been last to the world 
for so many centuries. However in 
accord with prophetic expectation, 
the. full and explicit iccord ot this Science made its appearance in the 
latter half of the nineteenth cen­
tury. It came by wav of the only 
person who waij sp.ritnally prepared 
to receive as well as to expound it. 
That person was Mary Baker Eddy 
the beloved Discoverer oi Clrrisiian 
Science and author of the Ciirisuan 
Science textbook. "Science and 
Health with Key to the .Scriptures,"

To these oi yoi; who tm.v b? un.ic- 
qiiainted with her background, let me say that Mr.s. EJdy was born of 
an illustrious anco.str.r. Sire .spi-nt 
her childhood and youth in a home 
that was permeated by liigh moral 
and spiritual ideals. She grew to 
womanhood in an atmosphere that 
pulsated with political independence and freedom of thought. Ineviuioly 
these ennobling influences helped to 
mold the character and direct the 
career of the coining Di.-coverer of 
Christian Science. Endowed with 
keen intellectual abilitv and impt lied by an intense spiritual longing, 
trained in tlie schocl of aave'r.sity 
and purified in the iurnace ol ol- 
fliction — all of these infiiunces 
helped to prepare Mary Bak-r B.1dy 
for the reception of wh ;i ;.he ia'er 
referred to on page 107 of Science ' 
and Health as "this final revelation 
of the absolute divine Principle of 
scientific mental healing."

God Is Good
According to Christian Science. 

Jesus came to teach mankind tliat 
God, the divine Principle of being 
is. changcle.ss Love: that God's will 
ir behalf of His creation i.= therefore 
inv.ariably good: and that the only 
wav to prove this to be true is by 
freeing ourselves .and others from 
the fears, discords, .and other limita­
tions of so-called material sen.se 
Baffled by the seeming prevalence of 
evil, however, the wm.-ld, taken as a 
whole. I'.as sou.eht t.a explain its 
helplessness b.v a.ssuming that evil 
either proeecds from God. gO"d, or 
is permitted by Him. Thi.s tragic 
mi.stake lias tended to sliut out the 
hope that .salvatieui includes free­
dom from bodily suffering, here as 
well as hereaticr. But Jes-is not only 
said that Chri.stians should heal the 
sick as he did, but he said tiiat their 
ability to do .so w luld be tire mea.sure 
of their Christian c;i5ciple,--hip.

Pointing to tlie scientific nature ol 
this healing and saving power the 
Master said. "If ye continue in my 
word, then are ye my disciples in­deed; and ye shall know the truth 
and the truth shall make you free.” 
According to this statement there 
was to be nothing mysterious nui 
supernatural about Christian heal­ing. On the contrary, n was to be 
the natural and incvunble efleci ol 
understanding the truth about God 
and man—the truth that existence 
Is spiritual, harmonious, and change­
less. Instead of teaching that the 
only way to be thoroughly happy 
was to be thoroughly dead Jesus 
taught his students to exercise now 
man’s dlvin« right of dominion over 
the mesmeric belief of existence 
apart from God. When he said, “The 
kingdom of God is within you,’ Jesus 
indicated plainly that heaven or 
harmony was not a place to be en­
tered through the doorway of death 
(the Bible refers to death as an 
enemy), but by habitually acknowl­
edging. the omnipresence of God, 
who Is infinite Life and Truth and 
Love, and of man as His omnipres­
ent Idea. Is not thu true prayer?

If, for example, you had a mine 
from which you could at will pio- 
cure precious gold, you would not 
pray for gold. Instead, you would 
confidently help your.scif to rp.at 
which you know is already yours in 
ab’.mdance. Similarly, the Chri.stian 
Scientist does not petition God for 
what the infinite good has alrc.idy 
bestowed upon the infinite idea, or 
divine likeness. In words of the par­
able so graphically employed by 
Jesus, Christian Science declaies that the divine Principle is saying w 
all of us all the time, whether we are aware of it or not, ’’Son, thou art 
ever with me, and all that I have is 
Urine.” Therefore, the Christian Sci­
entist's prayer of petition and a£Br- 
mation is for the humility, wisdom, and love that will enable nlm to 
throw off the sense-dream of both 
pleasure and pain in matter and to 
rejoice over spiritual man’s oneness 
with God, infinite good.

Love t h e  E n l ig h te n e r

When I was a child, I learned a 
lesson that has stayed with me 
throughout the years. To a town In an adjoining State came a man and 
wife to make their home. They were 
strangers to nearly everyone. Soon, 
local gossip began to weave fantastic 
tales about them. When either or 
both of the newcomers passed by, housewives would not uncommonly 
either tiptoe to their front doorsteps 
for whispered conversatioits, or carry on over back-yard fences. C’.iildren 
became so frightened by what they 
heard their elders say that they 
would move well out ol the way 
whenever the new neighbors ap- | proached. ]

One night, however, disaster 
vented itself upon that community, 
and the need for volunteers to help 
the .sick, the injured, and the sor­rowing was great. Among the first 
to respond were the stranger and 
his wife. With little consideration 
for their own interests, they pro­
vided food and shelter for many of 
the homeless, and worked day and 
night to aid and comfort others. All 
this unselfed service quickly com­
pelled the neighborhood to recognize 
that they had permitted prejudice 
and intolerance to separate them 
from two inoffensive, noble-minded, 
lovable persons. About a year later, 
the community honored that man 
and that woman by acclaiming them 
publicly as two of the town’s most 
useful and most respected citizens.

Similarly, owing to blinding prej­
udice born mainly of religious and 
medical Intolerance, mankind na.s 
permitted itself to be deprived of the ' 
blessings which attend the under­
standing of God’s true nature and purpose. Through the teaching of 
Christian Science, however, we are- 
beginning to know Him aright. In­
stead of being controlled by fearful, 
ignorant, superstitious beliefs about Him, we are learning to know God 
as “universal, eternal, divine Love, 
which changeth not and causeth no 
evil, disease, nor death” (Science 
and Health, p. 140). As this enlight­
enment goes on, we are seeing more 
and more clearly lhat all that is truly | 
helpful and good is real, whereas ail | 
that is harmful and destructive is , 
unreal. Coincidentally, the siipposed 
hindrances and obstructions in our ' 
paths are receding day by day. and 
they will continue to recede until 
they finally disappear from our lives.

U n re a l i ty  o f  Evil

Now, the Bible tells us that God, 
infinite good, created man in His 
own image and likeness, thereby en­dowing His infinite idea with do­
minion over all the earth—that Is, 
over the entire belief in a material or 
suppositional sense of existence. But, 
are you acquainted with anyone who 
is adequately experiencing this God- 
given dominion? Instead, do you not 
find that most persons are still the 
more or less helpless victims of fear 
and worry. WTOngdoing and sickness, 
want and woe? Why? Simply oe- 
couse most persons still believe in the reality of the unreal; they ."till 
believe that there can be something 
else, in addition to, or besides the 
all-presence and all-power of God 
good. This belief in the reality of 
matter or material sense means bondage to an unreal master—bond­
age to that w'hich has no basis .save 
in error's false claim to be mind op- 
po.̂ ed to God, infinite good.

Scanning recently the headlines oi 
a metropolitan newspaper, I came 
upon an item which especially ar­
rested my attention. It said that in 
a particular American city a man 
became the victim of convulsions 
while at his place of b-oslness. So­
licitous friends ffad him Lurried to 
a local hospital, where he haltingly 
told attendants that, during the pre­
ceding night, he had swallowed while 
asleep a bridge of artificial teeth 
Although the hospital authoriiips 
assured him -  following an X-tay 
examination — that there were no 
teeth in his stomach, the convul­
sions continued. An hour or two 
later, however, the man's wife ap­
peared with the news that she had 
found the teeth at home where her 
husband must have left them the 
night before This announcement 
quickly dispelled the man’s fear; 
whereupon the convulsions ceased 
Soon, he and his wife were happllv on their way home.

Now, 1 ask you. was that man sut- 
fering from anything real or true? 
Was he the victim of teeth in his 
stomach? Of course not! The suf­
fering was entirely and erroneously 
mental. It w’as due to the fearful 
belief that something had occurred 
which had not occurred. Con.ve- 
quently, from the moment he learned 
that the teeth were at home instead 
of where he believed them to be. he 
was free Again, I ask von. What 
would have been the use of treating 
that man. by any method, for teeth 
in his stomach? Obviously, It was 
not a physical condition that needed 
to be healed, but a fearful bellel 
that needed to be dispelled. And it 
teas dispelled by the wife’s assuring 
announcement.

Similarly. Christian Science has 
come to show, on the one hand, that 
all mortals arc the victims m one 
form or another of the world-wide 
belief—claiming the status of reality 
—that divine Mind's idea is a ma­
terial person, living in a material 
world, and subject to material law 
It has come to show that, owing to 
this deep-rooted, traditional, and 
heretofore unchallenged belief men 
have Involved themselves in a finite.

personal, bodily sense of existence. 
This involvement has disinherited them of that dominion over material 
sense which the divine Principle, 
God, bestows upon His beloved son, 
the spiritual idea, or divine likeness 
It has come to show, on the other 
hand, that this compound completely 
satisfied, perfect idea is already im­
mortal. at-one with infinite Mind, 
and subject only to divine law. 
Hence, it Is the understanding of 
man’s true existence a* the incor­
poreal, inorganic, spirifaal idea for­ever at-one with God which. Je.sus 
implied, would give us dominion 
over not only the fearful belief call­
ing itself wrongdoing and failure, 
but over the fearful belief calling 
Itself sickness and suffering.

D iv ine  Law Always A vailab le  |
No doubt many of you can recall ' 

trials, disappointments, and failures 
which seemed to be utterly beyond 1 
your ability to control. But, was that 
because those experiences were in 
accord with divine law’’ Was it be­
cause they were inevitable? No; it 
was due in part to human ignorance 
of the fictitious nature of all mate­
rial experience, whether classified 
as materially bad or materially good. It was due in part also to human ig­
norance of the Science which would 
have enableid you to cope success­fully with those humanly mental 
pictures—mistakenly called material 
conditions—by invoking the law of 
harmony or ever-present good. This 
law of infinite substance, omnipres­
ent Spirit, or all-pervading Love, is 
universal In its scope and applica­
tion. Although not yet generally un­derstood, it has always been avail­
able to everyone, at all times, and 
under all circumstances.

For example; Several years ago, a 
friend of mine decided to build a 
week-end house at a wooded spot several miles from his home and 
business. During the building proc­
ess. he made frequent trips to the 
site in order to see that the w'ork 
was being done according to plan. 
One of these trips occurred later 
than usual, after the workmen had 
quit for the day. The owmer there­
fore found himself alone in the un­
finished house. While walking about 
in the semidarkness, the end of a 
lease plank gave way and let him 
down into a large open central-heat­
ing furnace pipe the opening of 
which the plank was supposed to be 
safely covering. In every way, the 
predicament seemed so desperate 
lhat my friend became very much 
afraid. But the more he feared, the 
lighter his body became fixed against 
the pipe. Soon, he was unable to move.

After several minutes of this self­mesmerism of fear and helplessness, 
my friend concluded that it was high 
time for him to put into practice 
what he had learned in Christian 
Science about divine law. Accord­ingly, in the very mid.st of all this, 
he began to assure himself that he 
was not in the least afraid; that in 
the infinity of good there was no 
fear, nothing to be afraid of, and no 
one susceptible to fear nor any other 
frailty: that no circumstance, how­ever threatening, could becloud his 
thinking nor prevent him from in­
voking in his own behalf the law 
of Infinite Spirit or omnipresent 
good. Again and again, he prayer­
fully acknowledged that, although ! 
to personal sense he was in the 
wTong place, in fact and in truth he 
was in his right iilace—that is, in 
the presence of and at-one with God, 
ever-present good. Quickly the fear subsided, his body relaxed and he 
was able to work his way back ui 
the floor above. Like Paul, he had 
learned that supposed physical con­
ditions could be changed by the re­
newing of the mind, or spiritual un­derstanding.

Aepording to appearance, of course 
the material univer.se includes innu­
merable persons and things, all of 
which are supposed to exist quite 
apart from on(’’s own nv'ntality or 
consciousness. However, the teaching 
of Christian Science is making It 
clear that without human mcntaiiiy 
or consciousnc.ss there would be to 
one no material universe, no persona) sense of existence, no problems This 
teaching declares that whoever and 
whatever plays a part in one s iite 
is one's own exclusive mental ex;)C- 
nence Accordingly, it Is in the realm 
of belief, mentality, or con.sciousne.ss 
that one’s problenvs must be solved 
We need to keep thi.s clearly m view 
when considering the nature ot 
Christian .Science practice; for how 
otherwise, could we rea.sonably ex­
pect a spiritually mental treatment 
to change anything? Doc:? spiritual 
understanding launch forth into 
space rfhd come to grip.; with material 
persons, circumstances, and things? 
No; spiritual understanding dispels 
false concepts and reveals the true 
view of the spiritual universe, in­cluding man

"F a rm er"  Bakhaus had n-ad 
somt'thing about farm  fish 
ponds b e c o m i n g  o o p u 1 a r 
th roughout the  East and Sou‘h. 
So he hired a steam shovel to d(' 
some excavating and now any 
day that this c i ty -fa rm er  wants 
some fieshl\- rauight bluegills or 
perch for d inner, all h<' has to de 
is go down to his litth- lake, fish 
a half hour or so and he has a 
nice mess of bluegill.s on his 
stiinger.

supplies fish stock—especially 
bluegill. sunfish and largc-m.outh 
l.'laek bass, but sometimes crap- 
pics. bullheads and catfish—for 
farm  fish ponds.

The D epartm ent of In te r io r  a 
few days ago sent to newspaper.s 
an in teresting article  on the- r a ­
pid developm ent of farm  fish 
ponds th roughout the country.

Because of the  general local 
interest in the subject, our M ich­
igan column is devoting this 
w eek’s space to this highly in ­
teresting article. It follows:

Farm  fish ponds provide in­
creased opportunity  for rec rea ­
tional fishing, the Fish and W ild­
life! Service of th(' U. S. D epar t­
m ent of the  In te r io r  remorts. 
Thousands of farm  fish ponds 
are being established throughout 
the various states, bu* they ’ .are- 
ly keep ahead of the  df'mands 
made upon our fishing rt-snurces 
by the increased activity of spurt 
fishermen.

Conservative estimates are  that  
fishing a tt rac ts  more than  20 
million individuals nr more than  
any o ther  single spoit. Reside-, 
the $28,000,000 a year spent for 
fishing licenses, the sport is a 
billion dollar  a year  business in 
the way nf fishing equipm ent 
and related expenses.

In m any W estern states, w here 
sunfish angling is not too popu­
lar. no i the rn  pike have had to 
be introduced to keep down the 
sunfish. Flycastir.g for sunfish is 
becoming increasingly popular, 
however, end large sunfish—of 
'.1 pound and up in w eight—arc 
becoming n-cogniaed by West- 
eriK'is and nu r the rners  as good 
pan fish.

In some northern  w aters  where 
the wat('!' is cool enough and the 
"ordiliuns suitable—as in * ^ 'e w  

England — the ponds can be 
locked with trout.

Farm  fi.'-h ponds can be of ul- 
mo;U any size for stocking pu r-  
pu.'('s— fruin one acre to over five 
acres. Pond.-- as small as '-t acre 
can produce' fish if carefully  
m anaged and trea ted  with com- 
nv reial feitilizei's to keep up the 
level of p lan t and small animal 
life tha t  the fish use for food. 
Ponds tha t  small, however, do 
not stay in natura l balance as 
well as the larger ponds.

Not every fai'in pond can be a 
fish pond, however. Ponds m ust 
he planned or built specifically 
for fi-!i. They cannot lie on d a m ­
med .-beam ; v.'lu’i'e flood waters  
might w,isl> away the fi<h stuck 
or whiTo there  i.- too great a 
fhnv of w ater to!' th.e ssnall plant 
and ani'.Ui! life to flourish. Silt 
fn  :n ( ’ ,>.Mon can m ake a pond 
uninhabita!.)le for fish, also. 
Ponds may l)c as shallow as 3 
feel in t'oe .South, but must be 
from six to 15 feet deep in the 
north  to prevent w in ter  killing 
of fish.

Prospective "fish fa rm ers” 
should seek help from their  con­
servation agencies for help -in 
planning fish ponds, and the 
FWS will p;f)vide the fish stock 
when the pond is constructed.

In spite of tlio im portance of 
hook and line fishing, the am ount 
of available w aters  suitable  for 
fishing has gradually  decreased. 
The p ressure  of civilization has 
progressively dc'stroyed h ab ita t— 
due to silt in the w ater  resulting 
from dofoi'ostaf ion and unwi'C 
fa im  practices, and to such fac­
tors as industrial pollution of 

, waters. With the gradual in tro ­
duction of artificial im pound­
ments to provide adequate  w a ­
ter  for ca.ttlr—and for o ther p u r ­
poses—nc'w habit.-it w;is created 
fnr fish. Now i'.’irm fish ponds 
have become of great import- 

' anee from tlie point of view of 
anglers.

In th(' last fow yc'ars farm ers 
in Texas iiavi- built 20'j.000 farni 
fish ponds. Mi-'.souri ponds havi' 
incieasf'd by oO.iHiO in ten years, 
and Mississippi rc'porls 22.000 
fish ponds in the last five yi'ai's. 

: Oklahoma is another  slate wliere 
ponds a u '  now gaining in popu­
larity. and tlu' FWS reports  7,000 

: to 8,000 new ponds a year in tlr.it 
state.

Ponds are  stocked up by the
FWS with species of fish tha t
will m aintain  a na tu ra l  balance •
betw een prev and p reda to r  spe­
cies. Bluegills, which utilize the 
insect and small animrd life of 
ponds, arc  the  pri'v specits. and 
la rge-m outh  black bass a ic  the 
p icda to r  species.

If the pi’op'. r balance in weight 
and num ber  of these' two species 
ir(' m aintained, m axim um  p ro ­

duction of fish niay be expected. 
In fact, this means th a t  the  ponds 
must be heavily fished by an g ­
lers to prevent overpopulation 
and stunted gro'.vth of fish.

"Fish, farm ers" can expect r e ­
tu rns  of 50 to I fin pounds of fish 
per a e i ,' in a na tu ra l  pond, and 
up to :tfiO pound.-; in a well m a n ­
aged. i( ' 'tilized pond. This is a 
grea.ti-r pi '-duction of fnod pf'r 
acre than ci'C'uld he realized from 
beef on adjacent land—which 
could come to about 150 pounds 
pel’ acre. The production of a 
pound of fish in a fertilized pond 
might cost 6 to 8 cents, bu t in 
term s of food and recreation, this 
is considered small.
