Wheat was cut 
with a cradle, we made clapboards 
and poles from white oak timber 
by using a chisle-like instrument 
and a mallet.”

From Mrs. J. B. Davis of Cordova,
Ala,; “I remember when my fath­

er used to help make the coffin 
when anyone died within several 
miles of where we lived. They made 
the coffins wide at the shoulder and 
narrower at each end. Boiling 
water was poured on the side 
planks when they started to bend 
them to fit the bottom of the coffin. 
Mother usually went along and 
carded cotton bats to pad the inside 
of the coffin.”

The W.C.T.U.'s zealous opposi- 
tio.n to liquor is known th ro u g h ­
out thc world. Less well known 
is its equally  vigorous fight for 
th'- l ight of women to vote. Yet 
the  wom an suffrage and tem - 
ncran"e  movi'ments in this coun- 
t iy  w eie  interwoven. Before the 
Cr.'i! \ ‘»';ir a third reform m ove­
m ent was m th.c p a t te rn —aboli­
tion of sla \‘ery.

The wom an suffrage m ove­
m ent in thc  United States grew 
out of obstacles encountered by 
women in the ir  a ttem pts  to give 
effiH'live service in the a n t i - l i ­
quor and an ti-s lavery  causes. All 
the pioneer suffragists worked 
for these reforms before they 
took up the struggle for w o­
men's rights.

If the  stitch is not the  same' on 
both sides, the tension m ust be 
adjusted. R em em ber th a t  it is 
easier to ad just  the  upper t e n ­
sion than  the lower one. If the 
stitching is flat on the top— 
loops of bobbin th read  showing 
^ n d  the  top th read  s tra igh t—the' 
upper tension is too tight. Loosen 
it by tu rn ing  the .screw so tha t  it 
is fu r th e r  out from the head of 
the  machine. Repeat the  tost u n ­
til the  stilch is correct.

If the  stitch ing  is flat on the 
b o t t o m loops of the upper 
th read  show ing  and the  low. r or 
bobbin thread s tra igh t—the u p ­
per tension  is too loose and 
should be ligh ten ed . Tighten the 
tension by turning th e sei'cw so 
tha t  it is closer to the  m achine 
head. Good stitching m eans se r ­
viceable and good looking g a r ­
ments. If tensions are  u n b a lan c ­
ed. seams tend to puekei' or d raw  
causing stitches to break.

To rem o\T  an ink slain on a 

washable  m ateiia l. the  hom e­
m aker  m ight apply glycerine or 
one of the  soaph-ss shampoos on 
the fresh stain. Rub the  stain  
ligiitiy bet'Acen your hands, 
rinse the fabi ie in clear water, 
and apply glycerine again as long 
as any ink comes from the  stain. 
Always finish by rinsing.

Some inks can removed
w ith  s'lap and water. Bleaches 
should he used sparingly on col­
ored m aterials and ii'it at all on 
la.v'm'-—and this method should 
Ix' us'.'d as a last le.-'ut. ,

“Will yours be one of the hun­
dreds of homes which will be 
destroyed by fire during the 
coming holiday season? Will your 
holiday decorations and Christ­
mas gifts be turned to ashes? 
Will your loved ones be among 
those burned to death?” These 
were the serious questions’’ of 
Fire Chief Robert McAllister, di­
rected to all PlvmoLithite.s, when 
he discussed fire safety for the 
approaching holida>s.

Every year, from a few da.ys 
before Christmas to a few weeks 
after New Year’s day, a plague 
of fires rages up and down the 
country. Many of these fires are 
the result of hazards which ex­
ist only during the holiday sea­
son, of carelessne.ss which would 
not be tolerated at any other 
time.

In homes, too numerous to 
mention, the gayc.st hours of the 
year have served as scenes of 

thousand Christmas 
in as many homes 
Hundreds of fires 
Christmas lighting, 

decorations threaten 
dwellings, clubs and stored. Dis­
carded wrappings increase the 
number of rubbish fires.

Chief McAllister gave the fol­
lowing pointers on Christmas 
trees for a safer and happier 
Chri.stmas.

“Your Christmas tree and the 
decorations on it are fire hazards 
which you will want to watch 
most carefully this Christmas. 
Remember when you bring a tree 
into your home it is going to dry 
up. A fresh cut tree will not take 
fire any more easily during the 
first day or two than would the 
evergreen- shrubs growing out­
side but it becomes a more seri­
ous fire hazard every hour. At 
the end of a week, it will be 
highly flammable.

“It is best to bring in a fresh 
tree as short a time before 
Christmas as possible, and to re­
move it as soon afterwards as 
you can. If you do this, ordinary 
precautions should prevent it 
from taking fire. Families, clubs, 
churches, and business men who 
want to keep their trees from a 
week or more before Chri. t̂ma-; 
until after New Year’s day need 
observe special safeguards tn 
keen it reasonabl.v safe.

“The tree can be kept fresh if 
vou set it up in a pan of water. 
Cut off the base of the tree at 
an angle at least one inch above 
the original cut and keep it 
standing in water during th(' en­
tire period that the tree is in the 
house, adding water to the jar 
or tub in which the tree stands 
at intervals to keep the water 
level always above the cut. This 
method when used with fresh 
trees reduces the flammability as 
effectively as any fireproofing 
chemicals. Chemicals may cause 
the tree to turn brown or yel­
low or to lose its needles.

“The place you select for your 
tree should be well away froin 
stoves, radiators, a n d  other 
sources of heat. When you smoke, 
keep away from the tree.

“The tree should lx* well se­
cured against falling by incon- 
.soicuous wires holding it against 
the wall. The trf'e should be so 
placed that standing of fallen, it 
cannot block a doorway which 
might be needed to escape from 
the room.”

If PlymoLithites will observe 
the following rules on Christmas 
lighting from Chief McAllister, 
they will help themselves to a 
more joyous holiday season.

"The cc.ndlc for Christmas is 
still taking its yearly toll of lives 
and property. It is found on 
Christmas trees more rarelv 
every year, but none the less, it 
is u^ed unwisely in many places 
during the Christmas season. 
Open flame lighting is entirely 
out of place unless you set up 
your candles and lamps well 
away from Christmas trees, win­
dow curtains and burnable dec­

orations. have a fire oxtinguish- 
- er handy and then keep constant 
watch over them. Such prccau- 

' tions are not needed fur the 
I equally attractive electric lights 
made especially for decoration.

I “But it is important that your 
I Christmas lights be in good con- 
! dition. A short circuit in worn 
; w'iring might be sufficient to 
j start the tice burning. Sets bear­
ing the label of Underwriters 

, Laboratories. Inc., have been 
tested for lire hazard and pro- 

I nounced safe by experts.
I “If your fuses aic of proper 
! rating, too many lights from one 
j set of outlets will blow them. If 
j this happens, eliminate some of 
I the lights, and replace the blown 
j fuse with another of the same 
I size and rating. An over-loaded ! 
I circuit is extremely dangerous 
i for fire mav start in the walls.

It will do us no harm to ob­

Asking for the toughest 
assignment available, the Rev­
erend Hudson Cl(*ments was as­
signed by his Lutheran Board of 
Missions to the Trinity Lutheran 
church at Butler, Pennsylvania. 
There were only 25 persons in 
the congregation when he took 
over. There ŵ ere 24,477 souls in

and around Butler, consisting of 
farmers, steel workers and mer­
chants. Surely, modern business 
methods would be understood by 
such men.

Reverend Clements gave his 
sermons a practical twist. He ap­
plied basic religious teachings to 
the topics of the day, livened up 
the presentation of ideas, and 
caused his flock to bring others 
to hear him. Before long he had 
increased the number of his con­
gregation fourfold. This only 
whetted the Reverend Clements’ 
appetite for further ways to 
build a financial backlog for fur­
ther expansion. Being interested 
in all forms of “investments”, I 
must tell of his unique plan.

M odern Parable of T he Talents
He made a visit to a local bank. 

The minister came away with a 
loan of $900, fiaving given his 
note as security. The loan was 
passed out by the minister to the 
church members in crisp new 
bills:—$10 for those over 15 
years old. $5 for those between 
10 and 15 years of age: $2 for 
children between the ages of six 
and 10. This was no gift, but a 
strictly business loan basis.

Mr. Clements then asked that 
each person invest the money in 
such fashion that it would be 
doubled by a specific date. They 
all went to work immediately: 
the women sold cakes, pies, rolls 
and cookies. Men thought up oth­
er ways of increasing their mon­
ey. A group of families bought 
a concession at a country fair 
and sold all manner of things. 
"When the final .settlement day 
came, the $900 was paid back to 
the bank, and an additional 
$1,124 went into the church trea­
sury.

U n ited  Front For R elig ion
This modern application of the 

parable of the talents should give 
heart to many of us who have 
long been urging greater support 
to the churches as the only ans­
wer to materialism and totali­
tarianism. People of all races, 
nationalities and creeds are eag­
er to contribute their physical

Mayor Asks For
Local Support

Mayor Perry W. Richwine to­

“unknown” cases of the disease 
in the county. These unknown 
cases, he explained, are those not 
reported to the health authori­
ties. Many of them are early cas­
es and the people themselves 
may not know they arc ill since 
the disease has no obvious symp­
toms in an early age. he said.

“The more wo cooperate with 
and lend our support to all the 
association’s projects, the closer 

] w’e shall be to victory over tu- 
I berculosis in Plymouth,” the 
i Mayor added. “Since the annual 
! double-barred cro.ss Christmas 
j Seal Sale constitutes the sole 
I support of the society, we take 
an active part in the campaign 
to eradicate the disease every 
time we buy and use Christmas 

; Seals with the symbolic double- 
: barred cross in red.
' Officials of the TB and Health 
Society of Wayne county com- 

I mented on the United Founda- 
' tion’s recent drive for funds, 
j “while developing the theme 
i ‘Give Once For All,’ United 
; Foundation did not invite all 
i charity and health organizations 
; into its Torch fund. United Foun­
dation’s statement on this point 
is ‘we did not invite the seal or­
ganization, Poppy Day, the Good- 
fellows and the building fund 
drives to join the Torch Fund for 
we find them not in conflict with 
United Foundation’s program.’ ” 

The text of the Mayor’s proc­
lamation follows:
“WHEREAS, tuberculosis is a 

major health problem in this 
and other communities through 
out the country, and, 

“WHEREAS, tuberculo.sis kills 
close to 50,000 American.s an­
nually, nearly 1.000 each week, 
one everv 11 minutes, and 

“WHEREAS, the TB and Health 
Society of Wayne County is 
conducting an effective tuber­
culosis control program in Ply­
mouth. and.

“WHEREAS, the tubcrculo.xi.s as­
sociation and all its projects 
are suppoi ted solely by the sale 
of double-barred cross Christ­
mas Seals,

"THEREFORE, I. Mayor of Ply­
mouth, do recommend that 
every resident of Plymouth de­
monstrate his i n t e r e s t  in 
stamping out tuberculosis in 
Plymouth through his unqual­
ified support of the 1949 dou­
ble-barred c r o s s Christmas 
Seal Sale.”

Your Police D epartm ent Speaks
Written br members of Plymouth's Police department, this 

column w ill appear in this space each week.
The city of Plymouth has join­

ed forces with the Michigan 
Safety commission in conducting 
a state-wide traffic accident pre­
vention program during the 
month of December. It is called 
“Holiday Hazards” and will con­
centrate on the greatest single 
holiday hazard, that of driving 
after drinking. The official slo­
gan of the program will be 
“Drunk Drivers Lose Their Li­
censes.” This is appropriate be­
cause over 50,000 have lost their 
licenses under the mandatory 
provisions of the state law, this 
now at the rate of over 5,000 per 
year.

Thie month of December is the 
most fgtal month in the year— 
195 people were killed last De­
cember in Michigan. The fact 
that drunk drivers are involved 
in far too many accidents is em­
phasized. A study made by the 
Michigan State Police showed 
that during the critical hours be­
tween, midnight and 3 a.m., one 
out of seven drivers involved in 
fatal accidents were reported as 
“under the influence”; four out 
of ten were reported as “had 
been drinking”; and one out of 
two of these accidents involved 
one or more “had been drinking” 
drives. It showed that last year 
in Michigan, 20 percent of the 
drivers involved in fatal acci­
dents were reported as “had been 
drinking.” Another study showed 
that the drivers, who are defin­
itelyJ'under the influence” of al­
cohol, those with as little as 15 
percent or more blood-alcohol- 
concentration. are 55 times more 
likely to become involved in in­
jury accidents than non-drinking- 
drivers. Don’t let a traffic haz­
ard spoil your holiday.
